WORKERS KNOWN 
ALL OVER CANADA

List Contains the Names of 
Some of the Most Prominent

[Canadian Press.]
London, May 23.—The national executive committee of the Transport 

Workers' Federation has decided upon a general strike, commencing tonight 

in support of the Thames lightermen. In their dispute with their employers, 
and also to enable the federation to endeavor to adjust its own grievances.

,The original cause of the trouble between the riverside workmen of Lon­
don and their employers was a dispute concerning the employment of a non- 
unionist workman. The man was a foreman named James Thomas, a Scots- 
man, who refused to join the Journeymen's Union. The men refused to work 
under his orders, and several thousand of them were locked out, upon which 
the committee of the union ordered several thousand more to strike.

It is estimated that over 100,000 transport workers will be affected by 
the decision reached this morning, and this will bring virtually the whole 
trade of the port of London to a standstill.

CHARGE BOYCOTTING.
Representatives from every portion of the kingdom were present at the 

meeting of the federation, and a resolution was unanimously adopted to quit 
work owing to the alleged boycotting of members of trades unions, and the 
“deliberate breaking of agreements by employers.”

No fewer than 150,000 dockers, carmen, lightermen, laborers and others 
connected with the docks will be immediately involved in the strike, and the 
entire transport work of the port of London will be brought to a standstill.

CONFINED TO LONDON.
The resolution adopted by the executive committee of the Transport 

Workers' Federation, coniines the strike for the moment to London.
Mr. Anderson, the general secretary of the federation, in reply to a ques­

tion this morning, said: "The resolution -means the stoppage of work by all 
the transport workers of London, and if necessary a national strike, will be 
declared later."

Any attempt to divert traffic to other ports of the United Kingdom will 
be a signal for the spread of disaffection.

Work at some of the London docks is already paralyzed this morning, and 
numerous vessels laden with foodstuffs are unable to discharge their cargoes, 
while perishable food is rotting in the warehouses.i

The hotelmen are a unit In oppos- 
ing the proposition, and declare that It 
is unfair to them. Inspector Galpin 
does not approve of the move.

"It puts the license commissioners 
and myself in a very awkward posi­
tion," said Inspector Galpin. "For in- 
stance, we had our annual inspection 
some time ago. We noticed that some 
changes were necessary to make the 
hotels what they should be. How can 
we force these men to spend money in 
improving their places, when they are 
liable to be cut off at any time? If 
the hotels are to be cut off, cut them 
all off, not a few. As a matter of fact 
there is not sufficient hotel accommo+ 
dation at the present time, and on or­
dinary nights, it is almost impossible 
to get rooms in the first-class hotels. I 
have no objection to cutting off all the 
hotels If the people want to do so, but 
I do not think it wise to cut a few of 
them off.

$250,000 For a New Hotel.
"Not long ago, a number of Chi­

cago people wrote me saying, they 
were willing to Invest $250,000 in a. 
modern hotel in London. I wrote to 
them giving them all possible encour­
agement. The action of the temper­
ance people, however, does not make 
the suggestion appear a wise one at 
this moment.

"The difficulty in keeping the hotels 
up to the standard is the uncertainty 
in connection with licenses. It should 
be settled for a period of years, so 
that the license commissioners could

New York, May 23.—A London cable to the New York Times this morning 
says:

Fresh industrial disturbances, sagging markets, with rumors of probable 
failure, and the expectation of enforced reductions of railroad dividends, and 
an international situation which, while not critical, contains obscure and dis­
quieting elements, all combine to render the outlook in England gloomy.

The most serious question is the industrial unrest. London’s food supply 
is again menaced. Fifteen thousand workers at the port of London are on 
strike, and unless a committee of insuiry, appointed by tile Government, dis­
covers a solution of the quarrel, it is feared that a hundred thousand men 
sonne ted with the London docks will be idle by the end of the week.

The spectre of another national coal strike has not been removed.
The federation declares that Premier Asquith promised a "reasonable 

living wage." and that the awards do not. give it The federation calls upon 
the Government to take immediate action.

"The trouble about the. criticisms 
made of the writing is that profession­
al men have been cited as examples.

They 
are compelled to take so many notes 
that they become careless, and as a 
result the writing of the majority of 
university graduates is scarcely 
legible. I am taking the whole school, 
and I venture to say that the writing 
compares favorably with the best that 
was ever written in London. A can- 
vass of the schools will bear out my 
statements.”

Diana 
Poltier, the wonderful beauty, who at 
that time ruled France, being the mis­
tress of Henry II., Catherine’s hus­
band, did not follow the queen’s ex­
ample. The reason may have been 
because of the jeal.ousy between Cath­
erine and herself, or because she felt 
that they were not necessary to add 
to her loveliness. . .

Mary Stuart, when the wife of Cath­
erine’s son, refused to wear them, and 
one can scarcely wonder, for the cor­
set was then in its first stage of devel­
opment, and was made more like a 
knight’s cuirass than like the modern 
style. Its framework was of solid 
iron, and the velvet covering only add­
ed beauty to a frightful instrument of 
torture.

In Dumas’ novel “The Three Mus- 
keteers," though the scene is laid at a 
little later date—in the days of Louis 
XIII.—the adventuress, Milady, makes 
excellent use of the corset to further 
her own ends. In a transport of pre­
tended sorrow and to win a young 
man’s sympathies she makes pretence 
of stabbing herself, knowing that the 
iron of her corset would prove protec­
tion against any dagger.

In the reign of Louis XIV. the cor­
set found great favor. By that time 
it was made of lighter steel, and, 
though it would still have appeared to 
our modern eyes as some Instrument 
of torture, pure and simple, it was a 
great advance upon the iron arrange­
ment of a few centuries earlier.

Then an epidemic of protended sim­
plicity swept over the French court. 
Boucher, the favorite artist of his day, 
had introduced a liking for rural 
scenes, which was in reality nothing 
but another fad for those who were 
willing to adopt anything as long as 
it promised novelty. The court ladles 
played at being shepherdesses in arti­
ficial glades and Boucher painted them 
in silken shepherd costumes, berib- 
boned staffs in their hands, and sheep, 
kept washed snow-white by servants, 
beside them.
-, So the corset lost favor until Marie 
Antoinette mounted the throne, and. 
though she played at keeping a dairy 
and making butter at the Petite Tra- 
non, the extreme of tightly laced and 
elabortae styles were in fashion and 
the corset was back in use.

Supper DishesAppropriate Trinkets
Hamburg With Potatoes.

A meat savory certain to find favor 
is this inexpensive meat dish made 
by procuring one pound of Hamburg 
steak. Peel, slice thin or dice four 
large or five or six small potatoes. 
Place in a deep baking dish with the 
Hamburg steak (with the exception of 
two tablespoonfuls of the steak, which 
is reserved for the gravy). Salt, pep­
per and onions may be added if de­
sired. Pour two cups of boiling water 
over the whole. Mix well, cover and 
cook on top of stove until potatoes 
are partly done, taking care that they 
do not scorch.

Cover the top with a stiff batter, 
made by using one pint of flour, one 
heaping tablespoonful baking powder, 
one tablespoonful shortening, a pinch 
of salt, and one cup of water or part 
milk if preferred. When potatoes are 
ready, cover the mixture with the bat­
ter and bake in oven until brown. 
Serve with gravy made by browning 
one tablespoonful of butter with the 
remainder of Hamburg steak. Add 
two cups of water and thicken with 
flour. Season with salt and pepper. 
This will serve six adults and makes 
an excellent supper dish warmed over 
in the gravy.

31 Foster Says Arrangement Will

TO GET AID OF CONSULS
Tells Montreal That That Port Had I 

Not Kept Up Its End.

Montreal, May 22.—Hon. George E. 
Foster, minister of trade and commerce, I 
indicated to a large gathering of mem-1 
bers of the board of trade and chambre 
de commerce this afternoon that he in­
tended to try and justify his position 
and his department.

The minister took a great deal of 
credit for the preferences already estab- 
lished with Great Britain, South Africa, 
and other portions of the Empire. Hej 
also indicated that possibly by next 
January a preferential arrangement 
would be made with the British West : 
Indies, and said negotiations to the same 
end were going along with Australia and 
New Zealand. The Government, he de­
clared. were prepared to back up this 
effort to increase trade by doing every- 
tiling possible to secure improved steam- 
ship and cable connections, est ecially 
with the West Indies. He also indicated 
that efforts would be made to secure 
more active co-operation between the 
Canadian trade agents and the British 
consular service, so as to secure for 
Canadians the advantages of the British 
consular work.

The main point made by Mr. Foster 
was that in all work for the advance­
ment of Canadian trade his department 
must depend to a considerable extent on 
the co-operation of the boards of trade 
throughout the country. To this end he 
asked the Montreal board to nominate 
commissioners, one to look after foreign 
and the other after interprovincial trade, 
to collaborate with the trade and com­
merce department in securing statistics 
and also in suggesting new lines of work.

Discussing the port of Montreal. Mr. 
Foster said he grudged every bushel of 
wheat and cargo which left Canada by 
any route than her own ports, and he 
regretted that Montreal had not kept up 
its trade in proportion to the growth of 
the Dominion’s commerce. It appeared 
that this was partly due to lack of ton­
nage on the St. Lawrence route, which 
lack was probably caused by high in­
surance rates. In discussing this, the 
minister made it clear that it high insur- 
ance rates for the St. Lawrence, despite 
the immense expenditure on the route.

London, May 22.—That the Iceberg 
with which the Titanic collided was

Their evidence was similar 
to that given before the United 
States senatorial committee.

During Boxhall's examination, how­
ever, the solicitor-general, Sir John 
Simon, went at some length into the 
wireless dispatches in regard to ice 
received by the Titanic, information 
which it was his duty to mark on the 
chart.

tographie developer Is proving of the 
utmost value in an important scienti- 
tic investigation by St. Bartholo­
mew's pathological laboratories in the 
cases of the degeneration of blood 
vessels.

In the commonest form of arterial 
degeneration, said a member of the 
medical staff, the vessels become hard 
and brittle, due to the salts deposited 
in their walls.
