Strawberries adyvanced slightly in
price today from 1llc and 12%c to 12¢
and 13c wholesale and 14c retail, but
few were offered except by the fruit
dealers. Today’s half-holiday is the
big factor in the small sale and the
berrfes will likely be held over until
tomorrow when they are expected to be
offered in abundance.
