OPPOSED BY MANYTELLS OF INDIAMEET WITH SUCCESS
If the suggestion made yesterday 

by Professor H. II. Dean of the O. 
A. C., that condemned criminals 
should be used as subjects for medical 
experiments, were put into practice, 
medical science would benefit. This 
is the opinion of several medical men 
and experimenters in the city.

Professor Dean based his conten­
tion on the facts that certain ex­
periments with guinea pigs and 
other small animals did not give the 
results which were necessary, and 
that a man condemned to die would 
not suffer any more by experiments 
than by the death penalty.

Dr. H. W. Hill, dean of the depart­
ment of public health in the Uni­
versity of Western Ontario. Is rather 
non-committal on the subject. Ho 
states, however, that experiments 
carried out on humans would be more 
satisfactory than in the case of most 
of the lower animals.

"There are certain diseases," ho 
said, "in the investigation of which 
experimenters use the great apes as 
subjects, because they are the only 
animal which will react along similar 
lines to the human, but naturally a. 
human would be a better subject. In 
some cases condemned criminals 
have been offered the choice between 
the infliction of the death penalty 
and experimentation, ami in a few 
cases the men have actually re­
covered.

AN EXTRAORDINARY LAW.
(From the Ottawa Journal)

IT is improbable that many people know what is 
I the law in Canada with regard to repatriation. 
Up to 1919, if a native born Canadian went to 
another country he was permitted to return and 
resume his place as a citizen by simply making 
the prescribed declaration. In that year, how­
ever, the law was changed; and, as has just been 
said, it is doubtful if the nature of that change 
is generally understood.

If a Canadian born citizen goes to, let us say. 
the United States, and takes out naturalization 
papers as required by the law of that country, he 
incurs at once a heavy penally under our statute 
of 1919. He may return: but he cannot recover 
his rights as a native born Canadian for five 
years. If he does return, at the end of two years 
he automatically ceases to be an American citi­
zen. and thus for three years he is a man without 
a country.

The effect of such a statutory policy is obvious. 
In almost so many words it tells a Canadian 
seeking repatriation that he is not wanted. It 
puts the stigma of an outcast upon him. He is 
permitted to come within our borders; but for 
five years he must bear the mark of a man who, 
so far as citizenship is concerned, has no rights. 
That means a considerable disability, although 
more sentimental than real. It is conceivable 
that it would be a factor in deciding whether or 
not he would return to his native land.

It is difficult to discern even the trace of a 
principle in this law. The charitable view is that 
its effect was not in the mind of its framer, since 
it is out of harmony with the spirit of our immi-
