Washington, Nov. 17.—The board of 

trustees of the Catholic University of 
America, now in session in this city, 
has authorized an official inquiry into 
the circumstances under which the 
Marquise des Monstiers issued her 
statement renouncing the Catholic 
faith. No formal communication con­
cerning the action of the marquise, 
who, as Miss Mary Gwendolin Cald­
well. the American heiress, founded the 
Catholic University, has been received 
by the board of trustees. At the ses- 
sions cf the board the sensational an­
nouncement of the marquise has been 
destroyed informally, and the decision 
reached that the board would not take 
recognition of the Monstiers’ statement, 
as business before the board, until it 
had been presented through official 
channels. At the morning session today 
it was suggested that Cardinal Gib- 
bons, as the presiding officer of the 
board, might with propriety make in­
quiry from Rome, and this will be 
done.

"C" and "D" Company of the 
Seventh Regiment Have an 

Interesting Field Day.

The military maneuvers engaged in 
yesterday afternoon by C and D Com­
panies of the Seventh Regiment were 
successful in every way. C Company 
was the defending force, and, taking the 
street ears as far as Hellmuth College, 
it marched the rest of the way to the 
sixth concession of London township.

A quarter of a mile to the rear 
was the village of St. Johns, To pro- 

|tect the firing line, a line of scouts was 
thrown out about 300 feet to the front, 
thus occupying, with their center, the 
ridge of the hill, and commanding the 
country for several miles in front. 
About 100 feet was slotted each scout, 
the left touching the Proof Line, and 
the right being near the stream, where 
a few men were placed in the shelter 
of some farm buildings to watch for 
any attempt to turn the right flank. The 
defending force's position, in fact, was 
excellently taken. On the hill, in the 
center front, several officers stood with 
field glasses, watching for the approach 
of the enemy.

Before another hour had passed, the 
skirmishers of the attacking party were 
to be seen far in the distance. As soon 
as they got within long range, the 
scouts of the defense opened a hot 
fire upon them in order to pick off as 
many as possible whenever they show­
ed themselves without cover. These

Nightly Attacks by Japs Since

Chansianoutun, Manchuria, General 
Kuropatkin's headquarters, Nov. 17. — 
The Japanese, according to the Russian 
scouts are heavily fortifying their 
second line of defense along the Taitse 
River. The major portion of the skir­
mishing of the last few days has been 
around the village of Yansintoundi. 
Some Japanese and Russians, who had 
gone unarmed to the same spring for 
water, had a hand-to-hand fight. There 
were plenty of broken heads, but not 
one on either side was killed.

The health of the Russian troops 
with the advent of the cold weather is 
splendid. There are few cases of in­
fectious diseases and the hospitals are 
no longer crowded, most of the sick 
and wounded having been sent north.

Boston, Mass., Nov. 17.—The Ameri­
can Board of Missions today received 
a cablegram from W. W. Peek, its 
treasurer at Constantinople, announc­
ing that the people in the vicinity of 
Adrianople, in Macedonia, are suffering 
terrible distress, death by freezing and 
starvation staring them in the face. At 
the time of the disturbances last year 
from 12,000 to 20,000 fled from Adri­
anople into Bulgaria. The population 
of many Turkish villages also fled to 
other parts of Turkey. These people 
have returned.

Rev. Dr. Geo, the returned missionary 
in charge of relief Work, has sup­
plied them with lumber with which to 
rebuild their ruined houses. There is 
no hope of further crops until next 
summer: many will have to be fed 
during the winter to keep them from 
starving. Dr. Marsh says many will die 
in spite of all our efforts.

The day 
of the individual employer is past and 
he has been supplanted by the great 
trusts; so the day of the individual 
laborer has passed. The trusts, in the 
nature of things, then must deal with 
organized labor. Is it not unfair, then, 
for the non-unionist to sneak into the 
union shop and reap the benefit of the 
expense, toil and endeavor of the men 
who have organized? Let us pray then 
always for a. peaceful solution of the 

Igreat questions that confront us, but 
never peace at the cost of justice."

GOOSE WHEAT.
Tn the palace of agriculture at the 

World’s Fair in St. Louis is an ex­
hibit of macaroni or goose wheat made 
by a North Dakota milling company. 
At this exhibit an effort is being made 
to demonstrate the superiority of this 
wheat, both for milling purposes and 
for the advantage of the farmer, in 
view of the rust conditions developing 
in the Dakotas, Minnesota and Mani­
toba. On examination the samples 
shown proved to be an old variety of 
goose wheat, which has been grown 
more or less in the Province of Ontario 
for the last 50 years. It is claimed to 
be rust-proof, a heavier yielder than 
the Scotch Fife or Manitoba No. 1 hard, 
and more suitable for baking purposes.

Belleville, Nov. 17.—The investiga­
tion into the charges of criminal libel 
brought by E. Gus Porter, M. P.-elect, 
against Thomas S. Carman, editor and 
publisher of the Daily Ontario, and F. 
E. O’Flynn, barrister, in connection 
with the bogus ballot-box incident, 
commenced in the Shire Hall here yes­
terday morning before Mr. A. F. Wood, 
J. P.. formerly Conservative represent­
ative in the Legislature for North 
Hastings, and W. P. Hudson, J. P., 
formerly Conservative representative 
in the Legislature for East Hastings.

Neither of the accused were present 
when court opened, and Mr. A. F. 
Wood, the presiding magistrate, said 
that perhaps it would be advisable for 
him to state publicly the circumstances 
that had induced him to act in the 
case in order that there might be no 
misapprehension, so far as he was 
concerned. He stated that Mr. Porter 
had requested him over the ‘phone on 
Monday forenoon to take some infor­
mations.
