Saintship.
BY REV. G. M. STEELE.

In popular estimation saints are not very com-
mon. We hesitate to apply the term to any but
the most extraordinsry Christians., Itis usually
regarded as expressive of a tran-cendent andpper-
fect spiritual exp rience. Out of this assump-
tion arises the notion that saintship wes not de-
!igntd to be the condition of ordinary Christians,
aod that holiness in a1y degree must be the re-
sult of some separate and more elevated expe-
rience ; that is, that holiness and genuine piety
may be, aud frequently are, two very distinot
thiogs.

Such is not the teaching of the New Testa-
ment. * Calicd to be saints,” szys the apostle,
speaking indiscriminately of Lbe Christian mass:
es. This is not werely a vocation to be foliow-
ed, no matter how slowly, or to be entered upor
in some remote future; for Christians, of no
matter how low attainmeunts, are uot only “fnh-
ed to be saints,” but they are also called saints.
Indeed, in the very phrase quoted above we fiad
that the words * to be” are supplied by the trans-
lators, and have really no business in the text
In the same passage we find the apostle lddr‘eo-
sing the whole church at Corinth as * them that
are sanctified in Christ Jesus.” So too, he em- |
braces all the members of the Church at Eph'e-
sus as ‘ saints ;' he writes to the * saints %n Christ
Jesus which sre at Phillippi ;” and similarly to
those * at Colosse,” sad * in all Achaia.”

We cite this usage of the term by the apostle
not for the sake of controversy, but to urge upon
the professedly religious tbe nature of the re-
sponsibility they assume. They profess to be
saints, however they may shrink from the avow-
al. They have set themseives apart far a holy
life and » sacred service. They profess to ex-
perience an operation of the Divine Spyrit, which,
by whatever other name it may be called, is &

process of sanctification, They may be very im-

who becomes a Christian when he ¢eases fo be &
sinner and begine to be a saint. Regeneration
is a passage from sin to holiness. Yet the new-
born eaint is a little child, and, therefore, capa-
‘e of growth. He is a disciple, and therefore a
learner in the echool of Christ. He is weak and
sickly. The fever of sin has left him in a state
of moral debility, therefore he must submit to
restorative processes for the perfection of his
health and strergth. This ordinarily requires
time and a regular process ; but God may cut
short the work in righteousness.

There is no half-way house between sin and
holiness. We are either sinners or saints. We
may be a very virtuous kind of sioners; or we
may be very imperfect ssints. But one quality
or the other—saintship or sin—must characterize
us. The former can only be induced by the op-
eration of the Spirit of God. Their operation is
only possible through our submission to the plan
of the Gospel. This plan is provided in the of-
ferings of Jesus Christ. To embrace him by
faith is to receive the cleansing influence of his
blood, which is holiness of heart. To perfectly
exercise that faith is to perfect holiness in the
fear of God.

But this must be borne in mind by the pro-
fessed follower of Christ, that if they have really
passed from death unto life they are entitled to
all the privileges of saintship ; also that all its re-
sponsibilitis rest upon them. They cannot evade
these by ignoring the name, or by regarding it
aé something other than it is. The christian lite
is a life of holiness or it is a pretense and a false-

hood. “Be ye holy, for I am holy,” saith the
Lord.—XN ¥ Advocates. .

| Livesln's policy been of a character to have
engendered in the breasts of his political oppon-
ents feelings cf bitter personal hate, it would
not have been surprising that some abandoned
wretches could be found, ready to imbrue their
hands in bis bloed.

most remote agreement. Both North and South,
the President says, read the same Bible, pray to
the same GoD; but the prayer of both eould not
be answered. F.uclly does he hope, fervently
pray, that this ‘mighty scourge of war’ may
speedily be removed ; * yet if it be God’s wili
that it continue until the wealth piled by
bondsmen (uring 230 years’ unrequited toil shall
be sunk, and usul every drop of blood drawn with
the lash shail be paid by another drawn with the
sword, still it raust be said, ns was said 3000 yesrs
ago that the ¢ judgments of the Lord are true and
righteous altogether.” With malice towards none,
with cbarity for all, with firmness in the right, as
God gives us to see the right, let us strive on to
finish the work we are in, to bind up the nation’s
wounds, to care for him who shall have borne
the battle, and for his widow and orphans ; to
do all which may achieve and cherish a just and
lasting pesce among ourselves and with all other
nations.”

We eet aside other items of American news,
to give ?hu to the intelligence upon the one
topie eof engrossing interest, in relation to
the tragic occurrences that have transpired at
Washington. On Friday :vening at Ford’s
theatre, the President while sitting in his private
box with Mrs. Lincoln was shot through the
head by an assassin, who then leaped upon the
stage, brandishing a dagger, and made bhis es-
cape at the rear of the theatre. About the same
time another villain entered Mr. Seward’s sick
chamber, inflicting dangerous wounds on the
neck and face of the Secretary, and mortally
sounding, there is reason to fear, Mr. Frederick
Seward. The President died on Saturday morn-
ing. The Associated Press Agent gives the fol-
lowing ace unt:—

President Lincoln and wife visited the Theatre
for the purpose of witnessing the performance of
the American Cousin. The Theatre was dense-
ly crowded and everybody see med delighted with
the scene before them. 1uring the third act
and while there was a temporary pause for one
of the actors to enter, a sharp report of a pistol
was heard, which merely attracted attention, but
suggested nothing serious tilla man rushed to
the front of the President’s box waving a long
dagger in his right hard exclaiming * Sic sem-
per Tyrannis” and immediately leaped from the
box which was in the second tie-, to the stage
beneath and ran across to the opposite side mak-
ing his escape amid the bewilderment of the
sudience, from the rear of the Theatre and
mounting a horse, fled. The soreams of Mrs.
Lincoln first disclosed the fact to the audience,
that the President had been shot, when all pre-
sent rose to their feet, rushing toward the stage,
many exclaiming * Hang him,” * hang him.”
The excitement was of the wildest description.

Lat=st accounts afford hope that Mr. Seward
bas mot been fatally injured. Mr. Frederick
stiil lies in a state of insensibility and may not
recover. The murderer of Mr Lincoln has not
been captured. Services are to be held on the

European.

Another of the great men of England hae
pas-ed away. Rich. Cobden died on the 2ad
inst. from bronchial disease. His demise is deep-
ly and universally regretted.

Several heavy failures have taken place, and
embarrassment in trade is apprehended.

A very large armour-plated vessel, 6680 tons,
propelled by two powerful engines, has been
built for the Government at Birkenhead.

The plague in Russia was spreading and ex-
tending in all directions. The Government had
voted immense sums of money for the erection
of hospitals, etc. Some cities were almost en-
tirely depopulated, aud great consternation exist-
ed.

THE LAKE TREATY.—In the House of Lords,
Earl Russell laid on the table a notification from
Minister Adams of the intention of the American
Government to terminate the treaty and conven-
tion regulating armed forces on the Lakes. He
said the treaty would terminate twelve months
from the day of the receipt the notice was ac-
knowledged. He admitted that the acts com-
mitted on the Lakes fully justified the steps
taken. With regard to the reciprocity, he thought
it might be renewed with certain modifications,
and also that arrangements might be made for a
united armament for public service on the lakes.
He trusted that the pacific relations of the two
governments might continue, and trusted nothing
would be done in England to interrupt them. He
regretted hovever that speeches had been made
in the House of Commons caicalsted to exaite
an unfavourable feeling in America, and conciud-
ed by declaring that Eogland had not acted
wrongfylly in any way towards Americs, and re-
iterated his hopes for a continued peace. He
said Sir Frederick Bruce, the new Minister,
would sail en Saturday and he believed that the
digpity and honor of the country would be safe
in his bande.

Covon1aL DereNce.—~The Methodist Record-
er remarks—The debate on tbe fortfications and
defences in Canada was raised upon an item in
the estimates of some £50,00 for works at Que-
beec. The whole tendeneoy of the discussion obvi-
ously is to shew bow our Colonies must, in the
negessity of things, be more snd more sundered
from the old country., Yet the question of de-
fending Canada sannot be o summarily dismise-
ed as might at first sight appear. QOa the .one
hand it may be contended with great reason that
a prosperous people like the Canadians ought to
be able to defend themseives. But on the
other side, it is alleged that to expect them
to defsnd themselves and England too, is
more than ought to be expected, e«pecially con-
sidering the enormous frontier of 3000 miles, and
the correspondir:g cost of detence. Canada pro-
bably would never be attacked for her own suke;
but shouid war arise between America and Eng-
land at any time, Canads would be sure to suf-
fer. Between these two views, which may be
called respectively the home and the colonial
view, it is not easy to decide ; .lnd we are not
surprised at the length of the discussion. Public
opinion in this country inelines to the leave-alone
policy. 1If a war with America should hereafter
arise, it must be provided for as best the emer-
gency may sllow. Bu' to undertake an elaborate
series of military works, exundnpz throughout
the loogest frontier in the world, is to undertake
what after all can never be fully accomplished,
and had better be let slons. No doubt the great
war has entirely ohanged the aspects of the case.
So long as the United States were 8 nation of
citizens without an army, little or Do danger was
10 be expected ; but mow that they have sudden-
ly been metamorphosed into a great military pow-
er, the military spirit may not so easily subside
even after the present war shall have ended.
Such at least are the anticipations of some. For

Some Rules for Pruning.

Whenever any part of a tree does not grow
freely, pruning of such weak growth at this sea-
son, will induce it to push more freely next year.
All scars made by pruning off large branches,
| should be painted or tarred over, to keep out the |

rain. Maay fruit trees become bollow or ‘fnll !
into permature decay from the rain penetraling
through old saw cuts made in pruning. Also
the branches should be cut close to the trunk, so
that no dead stumps shall be produced on the
tree, and the bark will readily grow over. Many
persons cut off branches of trees in midsummer
in order that the returning sap masy speedily
clothe the wound with new bark ; the loss of
mueh foilage in summer injures the tree, sad,
besides, paintiag the scar removes all the danger
of rotting at the wound.

Some judgment is required in pruning fower-
‘ing shrubs, roses, etc., aithough it is usual to act

as if it were one of the most common-place
, operations. One of the most clumsy of the hands

is commonly sent with the shears, and be goes
| through the whole place, clipping off everything
|indiscriminately. Distinction should be made
! between those flowering shrubs that make a vi-
;gmuus growth, and those which grow weakly ;
| and between thoee which flower on the old wood
of last year, and those which flower on the new
i,;rorth next seasoc, as the effect of prucing is
| to force a strong and vigorous growth. Those
| epecimens that already grow too strong to flow-
er well, should be only lightly pruned ; and, in
the same individual, the weakest shoots should
be cut in more severely than the stronger ones.
Some things, like the Mock Oranges, Lilacs, and
others, flower on the wood of last year—to prune
these much now therefure, destroys the flower-
ing ; while such as Altheas, which flower on the
young wood, cannot be too severely cut in, look-
ing to that operatien alone. —Garderner's Month-

Setting Fence-Posts.

I will give you my experience in setting fence
posts in wet clay land, liable to heave wiith the
| frost. In the first place, dig the holes about two
| feet deep ; then make a hole with a bar, sharpen
[ the post and bore a two-inch auger hole through
the post where you commenced to taper the
point, and put in a good heart ccdar pin so as
to project about six inches each side of the post,
which will last as long as the post : then drive
the post with a beetle the depth of the point,
which will be a foot or eighteen inches, making
the whole depth from three to three and a half
feet ; then place a large stone onf the pin each
side of the post; then r ;ﬁ eerth firmly
ubove as the hole is filled ; then plow two or
three furrows each side of the fence, and bank
it up shout six inches—that will carry the water
off, which is 1ecessary to prevent heaving.
Where this banking is done, horses or caitle are
not so apt to trouble the tence. This fence can
be built without much extra labor. I adopted
this plan two years ago, and can asaure you that
it will never heave.—~Cor. Country Gent.
