He
insisted on studying telegraphy and
necame one of the best expert tele-
graphers of the time. It woula be
hard to think of any circumstance
1 hich would make Canadians prouder
of their habitant poet. The fact that
he had it in him to be such & delinea-
tor of hum.an nature as he was, with
power to touch the heart, and at the
same time could make himsell one of
the first in a skilful trade for love
of his home, such a combination em-
braces most of the ideals of the ev-
erv-day Canadian. One of his first
pu'st\ was at Pord-a-Flouffe, on the
Riviere Frairies, at the back of
Montrea'.

The writer sat in ong of tire wings
of the stage at Tremont Tewple to
witness the mass meeting of citi-
zens that welcomed Mr. Collins home
from Ireland in the late snmmer of
1887. How few of those who were

prominent in that gathering, except

Mr. Thomas B. Fitzpatrick and Wil-
liam Ludwig, the famous baritone,
are still among the living! It was
the writer's sad privilege also to

hear Mr. Collins at the Boyle O'Reil-

lyv Memorial meeting in the same
p'lglt‘t‘ in the September of 1890,
where he was the last speaker, and
gave a brief but periect piece 0l
oratorv, so tender, poetic and true
that the greatest master of English
might have been proud to claim it.
It was so completely out of Mr. Col-

lins’ stvle at the bar «nd in the poli-
tical rally that a sincere and en-
thusiastic admirer exclaimed of it
“[4 was as if an oak tree had sudden

lv budded into roses.’ *And that
compliment,” he said graciously, ‘Y
better than the address.”
