The Art of Living Togét;iler.

If people are to live happily together they
must not fancy because they are thrown to-
getber now, that all their lives have been exactly
similar up to the present time, that they started
exastly alike, and that they are to be for the fu-
ture of the same mind. A thorough conviction
of the difference of men is a great thing to be
assured of in social knowledge ; it is to life -what
Newton’s law is to astronomy. Sometimes men
bave a knowledge of it with regard to the world
in general; they do not expect the outer world
to agree with them at all points, but are vexed
at not being able to drive their own tastes and
opinions into those they live with. Diversities
distress them. "They will not see that there are
many forms of virtue and wisdom. Yet we
might as well say, ¢ Why all these stars? why
this difference ? why nof all one star P’

Many of the rules for people living together
in peace, from the abave. For instance : not to
interfere unreasonably with others, not to ridi-
cule their tastes, not to question and re-question
their resolves, not to indulge in perpetual com-
ment on their proceedings, and to delight in
their having other pursuits than ours, are all
based upon a thorough perception of the simple
fact that they are not we. .

Another rule for living bappily with others, is
to avoid having stock subjects of disputatior. It
mostly happens when people live much together,
that they come to have certain set topics, around
which, from frequent dispute, there is such a
growth of angry words, mortified vanity, and
the like, that the original subject of the differ-
ence becomes a standing subject for quarre! ; and
is a tendency in all minor disputes to drift down
to it.

If you would be loved as a companion, avoid
unnecessary criticisms upon those with whom
you live. The number of people who have taken
out judge’s patents for themselves is very large
iu any society. Now it would be hard for a man
{0 live with another who was always criticising
bis actiore, even if it were kindly and just eritic-
ism. Oone of the most provoking forms of
criticism above alluded to, is that which may be
called criticism over the shoulder. * Had I been
consulted,” ‘ had you listened to me,” ‘but you
always will,” and such short rcraps of sentences
may remind many of us of dissértstion, which
we have suffered and inflicted, and of which we
can not.call to mind any soothing effect.
Another rule is not to let familiarity swallow
up courtesy. Many of us have a babit of eay-
ing to those with wkom we live euch things as
we say to strangers behind their backs. There
is no place, however, where real politeness is of
more value, than where we mostly think it would
be superfluous. You may say more truth, or
rather speak out more plainly to your associates
—but not less courteously than you do to
strangers.

It may be said that if the great principles of
Christianity were alluded to, all such rules, sug-
gestions, and observations as the above would
be needless. True emough! Great principles
sre at the bottom of all things; but to apply
them to daily life, many little rules, precautions,
and insights are needed. Such things hold a
middle place between real life and principles, as
form does between matter and spirit, moulding
the one and expressing the other.

Everybody must have known really good peo-
ple, with all christian temper, but having sa
little cheistian prudence as to do a great deal of
mischief in society.

Extraordinary Clock-Work.

Amongst the most -extraordinary pieces of
modern clock-work are those at Strasburg and
Lyons, which are very eminent for the richness
of their furniture and the variety of their mo-
tions and figures.

These clocks were<in the form of chariots, in
which a lady, in a fine attitude, was placed,
leaning her right hand, upon a part of the char-
jot. Underneath, a clock of curious workman-
ship, a little larger than a shilling, struck, re-
peated and went eight days. Upon the lady’s fin-
ger sat a bird, finely modeled, and set with dia-
monds and rubies, with its wings expanded in a
flying posture, and which sctually fluttered fora
considerable time on touching a'diamond button
below it. The body of the bird (which contained
part of the wheels which, in amanner, gave life to
if) was not thesize of the sixteenth part of an
inch.

Sir
William Herschel says that the siars or sun. |
that compose the Milky Way are so remue, |
that it requires light, going at the rate cf 12,-
000,000 of miles in a minute, 120,000 years to
reach the earth. And he ssys there wre stare,
or rather nebula, five hundred times more fe-
mote! Now make your ealculation: 120,000
years reduced to minutes, and then multiply

He embraced her with emotion,
begged her pardon again and again, tore the de-
cree of divorce into a thousand pieces, hasten-
ed to the clerk’s office, took out a new marriage
license, and was married immediately to bis late
wife. ’

Curious Calculations.

The simple interest of one cent, at six per cent
per annum, from tke commencement of the
Christian era to the close of the year 1864, would
be the trifling eum of one dollar, eleven cents,
acd eight mills ; but if the same principal at the
same rate and time, had been allowed to accu-
mulate at compound interest, it would require
the enormous number of 84,840 billions of globes
of solid gold, each equal to the earth in magni-
tude, to pay the interest ; and if the sum were
equally divided emong the inhabitants of the
earth, now estimated tq be one thousand mil-
lions, every man, woman and child would re-
ceive 84,840 golden worlds for an inheritance.
Were all these globes placed side by side in
a direct line, it would take lightning itself,
that can girdle the earth in the wink of an
eye, 73,000 years to travel from end to end.
And if a parrot-gun were discharged at one
extremity, while a man stationed at the other,
—light travelling one huadred and ninety-two
miles in a second—the initial velocity of a can-
non-ball being about 1300 feet per second, and
in this case suppoeed to continue at the same
rate, and sound moving through the atmosphere
1100 faet in a second :—he would see the flash
after waiting one hundred and ten thousand
years ; the ball would reach him in seveaty-four
billions of years ; but he would not hear the re-
port till the end of oae thousand millions of cen-

turies.

Not only does a rosy sunset
presage good westher, and a raddy sunrise bad
weather, but there are other tints which speak
with equal clearness and accuracy. A bright
yellow sky in the evening indicates wind; a
pale yellow, wet; a neutral gray eolor corsti-
tutes a favorable sign in the evening, and an
unfavorable one in the morning. The clouds
are again full of meaning in themselves. If
their forms are soft, undefined and full feathery,
the weather will be fine ; if the edges are hard,
sharp and definite, it will, be foul  Generally
speaking, soy deep, unusual hues betoken wind
or rain; while the more quiet and delicate tints
bespeak fair weather.

I am not sure that the appointment is the best
thet could have been made, indeed I turn from
the respocsibilities of office though I am quite
ready to uccept them when it becomes clearly
my duty to do so. I felt a difficulty in eccept-
ing this position in view of cartain circumstances.

Eogland as President, and my equally worthy
brother Sutcliffe as Co-Delegate, and I remon-
strated with the Conference at Birmingham
against my appointment.

The War in. Europe—its causes—crisis in Eng-

land—domestic “affairs—general Methodist n-
telligence.

War, upon a scale of unprecedented magni-

tude, has commenced upon the Continent of Eu-
rope. On the one side is Austria, supported
by most of the minor kingdoms and duchies of
Germany ; oa the other side is Prussia, support-
ed by Italy am‘ﬁ:y a emall minority of the mi-
nor German states. The number of men ready
to be brought into the field exceeds anything
hitherto known in European warfare ; it even
exceeds the colossal armaments of the United
States jn the late rebellion.
000 men under arms, and Italy 300,000, making,
if the minor German levies in association with
Prussia are included, a force just touching upon
a million of men.

But the principal address
was that of the Rev. Dr. Butler, of which
we cannot give any characteristic description,
without appearing to deal in language extrava-
gantly eulogistic. His theme was INDX;, and
as.he dwelt upsn same of the ecenes and results
of the Indian Mutiny, every bosom was stirred
with intense emotion. Dr. Butler is a most
captivating speaker, and what be saw and passed
through in the East, has furnished him with ma-
terisl'sufficient for many lectures,or to give to the
world a most instructive and edifying volume.
We hope the Dr. may be induced to visit the
principal cities in the Provinces very soon, and
to deliver us a few lectures on this subject. Dr.
Butler, though greatly wearied by severe labour
and much pressed for time, yielded ‘to the soli-
citation of the Germain St. Sabbath school, to
occupy the evening of the Anniversary of that
School by an Address on * the Women of India”
much to the delight of the audience filiing the
old mother church of Methodism in St. John.

an army of 800,000, in addition to which the
kingdom of Bavaria furnishes another 100,000,
and other small States at least an equal num-
ber ; so that there is no excessive preponderance
of numberson cither side. The preponderance
of Austria would have been very considera-
ble, but for the rapid and decisive movements
of her rival at the very on'set of the strug-
gle. Among the German powers which had
espoused the Austrian side of the quarrel, were
the two kingdoms of Saxony and Hanover.
These kingdoms, as will be seen by a reference
to the map, are in the northern part of Ger-
many ; the position of Saxony being eepg".ially
important in a military point of view, lying as
it does just between the dominions of the two
great contending powers. Immediately on the
declaration of war, without a day’s loss of time,
a Prussian army crossed the frontier of Hano-
ver, and without strikiag a blow, took military
possession of the kingdom; the Hanoverian
army, with (beir king at their bead ha ving re
treated to Gottingen, a place in a corner of
the little kingdom, from which to effect a junc-
tion with Austrian forces, in the face of the over-
whelming strength of Prus:ia,isimpossible. Thus
by a single day’s operations has Austria been
depriyed of the co-operation of an army num-
bering 50,000 men. The same promptitude has
been displayed in taking possession of the little
kingdom of Saxony, where not only an army of
30,000 men, but several great cities, and a num~
ber of positions of great strategetical importance,
were reckoned to be at the disposal of Austria.
Without any formal notice, the Prussians have
entered Saxony also; Dresden, its capital, and
the whole of the country, are in their occupa-
tion. The result of these rapid and decissive
measures has been, to destroy the numerical
preponderance on which Austria reckoned, to
reduce the contending parties to something like
an equality of numbers, and to confer on Prus-
sia great advantages of position, besides the pres-
tige and advantage of a brilliant and solid ini-
tiatory success.

And what is the mighty question, for the set-
tlement of which two millions of men are called
toarms? In the case of the warin America,
there was a great and obvious cause for the
struggle, and the question was one which all the
world could understand. A number of large
and powerful States rose up in rebellion against
the national authority, levied vast armies topro.
mote their object, force had to be met with force,
and the result was the extinction of the rebell-
ion and the establishment of the national author-
sty. In the case of this German war, no such
plain and obvious issues are at stake. The case
may however be stated in a few sentences. In
connection with the kingdom of Denmark, and
forming an integral part of that kingdom three
or four years ago, was the duchy of Holsteir, a
flat country about a hundred miles across in
each direction, and possessing a good line of sea-
coast, and two fine harbours. Germany, being
deficient in seacoast and harbours, coveted this
duchy of Holstein, which lies between Germany
and Denmark, and desired to add it to the thir-
ty-one existing sovereignties forming the Ger-
manic Contederation. In spite of the protests of
Europe, the Prussian and Austrian armies, act-
ing on behalf of Germany generally, entered
Holstein, and after encountering a gallant resis-
tance from the brave little Danish army, suc-
ceeded in wrenching the duchy from Denmark
for the glory of Germany. Thus far, it was Na-
than’s parable of the rich man and the poor
man’s lamb. But now, Holstein having been
conquered, the question arose who should enjoy
the spoil ? It had been pretended that it should
be erected, like many other little German states
into an independent sovereignty ; but Prussia,
with reckless and unblashing aundacity, claimed
and held posu'm‘ion.' This possession Austria,
as a party assisting in the original spoilation,

disputed. The two spoilers have fallen to quar-

reling over the spoiling, and all the German
States are siding with the one or with the other,
Austria being thus involved in a great war, Italy

seizes the opportunity to endeavour to recover
the province of Venetia; and has entered into a
treaty and alliance with Prussia for that object.
Such is a brief account of the causes which
have set central Europe in a flame, and two mil-
lions of men in battle array.

In England, we are in the midst of a ministe-

The mysterious cattle plague has all but died
out. Inthe week ending June 16 only 534 new
cases were reported in England and Wales. The
commercial panic, too, has subsided. and confi-
dence is being gradually restored. At the same
time thousands of families, chiefly of retired per-
sons living upon their incomes, have been ruin-
ed and reduced from comfort to beggary through
the collapse of the banking and finance com-
panies where they had invested their money,
looking at the high rates of interest offered, ra-
ther than to the main point, the security of the
principal.

There is not much in Methodist matters this
month. The question of amalgamation of the
various Methodist bodies is being discussed in
the Wesleyan Times, a journal which represents
the seceded bodies, and in the Methodist Recor-
der ; and a considerable effort is being made to
effect a union between the Methodist New Con-
nexion, established in 1797 and now numbering
40,000 members, and the united Methodist
Free Church, which was formed in 1851, and
which contains about 60,000 members. "But as
the Conference of the former body has just clos-
ed without formally discussing the question, it is
obvious that nothing will be done for at least a
year or two. The Primitive Methodists have
concluded their annual Conference, which has
been held in the ancient city of Chester. This
body is by tar the largest of tke minor sections
of Methodism, their membership being more
than 150,000, or nearly balf that of the Old Con-
nexion. They are, however, more lax than the
Old Connexion both in admission and retention
of their members, who are chiefly drawn from the
poorer classes of the population. Their increase
during the past year has been about 2000; the
increase of our own parent church has been only
314. For three years past, notwithstanding
that peace is in all our borders, and notwith-
standing an almost unprecedented increase in
chapels, in congregations, and in general liber-
ality, the number of members in Society has re-
mained nearly stationary. The roll of members
as reported year by year seems to be no longer
an accurate index of the general advancement
and prosperity of the church. Ww.

On one occasion the Bible Society requested
of me certain services for which pecuniary com-
pensation was offered ; on my enquiring of the
Committee with reference thereto, it was re-
plied,—“ You are in Sweden for the purpose
of labouring for the promotion of the kingdom
of Christ, you cannot better do this than by such
labours for the Bible Society, but you will re-
ceive no compensation therefore as we will sup-
port you.”

When 1 was in America, some twenty-five
years ago, the Secretary of the American Bible
Sqciety said to me, “ We want to do something
for Sweden, but you have been' to work there
and what opportunity is there for us?” 1 told
him we have done nothing for the sailors in
Sweden, and you might supply the ships fre-
quenting Stockholm and other seaports; and
they gave me a large sum for the purpose. My

The Providence of God soon provided
another devoted man, whom I employed at
Gottenburg. Another was willing to take
Helsingford in which to sell Bibles. Thus en-
gaged he was accustomed to address the country
people on divine things, and soon an outpouring
of the Divine Spirit occurred throughout the
entire province. He was soon apprehended and
taxed with having no passport, but this difficulty
bad been provided against. He was charged
with leaving his proper work. * You are des-
cribed,” they said, “ as a hawker of Bibles.”
“ Well,” he replied; * I must have some advice.
I am a hawker of Bibles, but what kind of a
bawker would he be who did not talk about his
wares.” This seemed to be logical enough, and
they were glad to let him alone. Then there
was aman whom I called my musical troubador,
Oscar Armfeldt. He had received a university
education and bad as good a voice as a male
singer, as Jenny Lind had as a female singer.
He forsook the idea of professional life and hav-
ing construgted what he called his *instrument
of ten strings,” a kind of guitar, became a kind
of minstrel. Soon after he became converted
to God, and Lis musical gift was converted also,
for he was led to ute this talent for God, he
would go out and sing some spiritual songs,
and when the people who gathered around him
were in a melting mood, he would put away
his guitar and take out his New Testament, and
through his labours many hundred souls were
converted to God.

Work in Farm and Garden.

At this time of the year, when the stock is
chiefly in pastures, and the barns and granaries

for

A GENERAL CLEARING OuT.—All the build-
ings should be swept out thoroughly, the bay,
feed, etc., clesred out, and also all the scattered
grain, »ith the insects it may contain, and the
whole of the premises put in order for the re-
ception of the new crops.

OLD HAY ought not to be left to form the
bottom of the mow, but put somewhere where
it can be got<at conveniently at any time. At
this time, also, do any necessary repairs of those
parts which were covered up when much hay aad
grain were in store ; and in rainy days

Repair the flooring to cattle stalls, etc., mak-
ing sure that both liquid and sclid manure shall
be saved.

The cattle in the pastures should be looked to
daily, that they do not lack water and good feed,
and to see that none are ailing.

Pastures not in real good heart, may be great-
ly benefitted at this season, by sbutting the
stock out of them for a few days, and giving
them a light dressing of ashes, bonedust, &nd
plaster, or of good superphosphate or guano.
BurTER.—The secret of makiog good butter
is cleanliness and thoroughness, and the time
for the most profitable exersise of the art of
buttermaking is June. The grass is abundant,
the cows in full milk, the weather favorable.
The milk should not be kept too cool, though
this is rarely a fault in dairies. It is enough if
it be kept as cool as 60 deg. Fahrenbeit, though
55 deg. is not too cool. Cream will rise at about
this temperature better than at any other, and
the same is best at which to churn. Milk should
stand where the air is sweet and fresh, odors
from the kitchen or from the stable, or odora of
any kind indeed, except that of the fresh airy
should be carefully excluded. Btone floors are
desirable, for these can be kept constantly moist
and cooler than others, and the air ought to cir-
culate freely over and under the pans. Shallow
pans are better than deep ones. Work out the
buttermilk without touching the hands to the
butter, using as little water as possible, or none
atall. If the buttermilk is all out, and with it
all the milk, sugar, cheesy portions of the milk,
butter will keep with little salt. The more im-
perfect the working, the more salt is required.
In keeping cream several days, put it where the
temperature will be uniform a-d cool, and stir
well if more is ad ded.

How 10 GROW LARGE RASPBERRIES.—Rasp-
berries must be fattened, just as we fatten our
mutton or pork. It we half-feed our swine, we
have 2 huge skeleton, and thin flabby meat. Fat
them well, and we have pork like a roll of June
butter. 8o it is with raspberries. If we desire
large, melting, delicious berries, they must be
fattened. And the sooner the job is commenced
the more complete will be the success. Rasp-
berry bushes cannot bear large, plump fruit when
standing in a grass plot. Hoe up all the grass,
and fork over the ground, all round the bushes.
If they stand in rows, so that a horse-shoe can
be worked between the rows, scarify all the
grund, making the surface as clean as a neat
onion-bed. Then, if the soil is not sufficiently
rich, haul back the dirt from the bushes, and
manure liberally, and cover the manure agsin

with melicw eeil. Bevupoude lo vavellons oo

raspberry bushes. A barrel of soap, after it has
been through the wash-tub, is in an excellent
condition to feed starving raspberries.

CucuMBERS.—Besides the striped bug, there
is a yellow bug with spots like the lady bug, that
is most destructive. Fortunately they are nu-
merous ; the only remedy we know is hand
picking early in the morning. When the sun
gews warm they ae lively, but in the cool of the
morniog they are quiet.
