We are
living in German trenches now, and
that seems like a step towards the end,
but its a far cry yet. take it from me.
I met Ray O’Donoghue in a communica-
tion trench yesterday, and we spent
half an hour reminiscing. He had a
photo of Seiling’s dam. I'd give a lot
for a dive in that same pond right how.
It would sure be a surprise to some of
the livestock I carry around with me,
and if my luck holds out I intend taking
a run up to Mildmay and doing so. I
suppose you are sick of war and war
news. I could tell you of experiences
we have here hourly, but you would
have to participate in the war in order
to realize what it is. I enjoy talking to
prisoners and I never lose an opportuni-
ty to do so. Their officers are most
autocrat, but the rank and file seem
very nice. I've often seen a wounded
Germany and a wounded Tommy help-
ing each other down the road. Once
the heat of the battle has died down
they pal up with each other like brothers
1 saw one fellow who looked very much
like Billy Schwalm. He had been
slightly wounded and was drifting along
so I gaye him a shot of “Scotch” out
of my water bottle and a package of
cigarettes. I think he expected me to
shoot him and was surprised when 1

didn’t. . Remember me to ‘anyone I
know in Mildmay.

Commercial Fertilizers in Orchapds, g

Regarding the effects of commer-
al fertilizers in orchards, as thege
are generally most noticeable the year
after application, people are some-
times misled. I think money may be
lost by them, if not judiciously used.
Nitrate added in the fall would be
money wasted, while phosphates thus
applied would not, as these would not
leak out as the nitrate would. Where
clover and other legumes can be
grown and cultivated in, nitrates are
a useless expense. They are a de-
triment where wood growth is suffici-
ent without them. Roughly speaking,
if the foliage is pale colored and in-
sufficient, the indication is that nitr-

erette.
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Dainty Dishes.

Chopped Cucumber Pickle.—Peel and
chop twenty-four large cucumbers and
five onions. ' Mix with it one-half pint
salt and let drain for several houts,
When . drained add black peppers,
cloves and mustard seed, using two
tablespoonfuls of each. Cover with
good vinegar, add horseradies if
desired. Put in glass jars and cover
with vinegar if needed.

Quince Honey.—Pare six quinces
and grate on a coarse grater. For
each quince take one pint of sugar.
Moisten this with two quarts of wat-
er.  Boil the sugar and water until a
very thich syrup is formed, or until
it spins athread. Then add the grat-
ed quince and boil for twenty-five min-
utes.  Seal in pint Jjars.

“Corn Salad.”—Seloct two dozen
€ars sweet corn, two heads cabbage
chopped fine, eight onions, four green
Peppers, one cup sugar, one-half cup
salt, vinegar to tasbe, one teaspoon
mustard, one teaspocn tumeric pow-
der. Dissolve two tablespoonfuls
cornstarch or flour in vinegar; mix all
together.  Boil hard for ten minutes.
