Mr. Gif­
ford of New York, Mr. Heinze’a partner 
in the railroad will arrive on the steamer 
tomorrow evening and the matter will 
remain in abeyance until then. I ex­
pect the contract will be let at that time 
and as soon as it is I will give you all 
the information about the new road that 
I can.”

After the bids were opened, three 
contractors from Butte, W. E.
W. H. Boomer and W. Winters, were 
closeted for several hours with Mr. 
Heinze and General Superintendent 
Gutelius and it is more than likely that 
when the announcement is made it will 
be found the contract has been let to I u 
them.

This looks like business. It is not often 
that a railroad is built in the middle of 
winter above the 45th parallel. It has 
been done, however. Mr. Heinze built 
-his road between Rossland and Tçail 
last winter and Corbin has built 
part of hit Red Mountain railway in the 
coldest weather known in this country 
for a long time. t.

There is reason to believe that the 
twenty miles of road ud the Columbia, 
now to be built by Mr. Heinze, is the 
first section of his line to Boundary. 
The most feasible route which his en­
gineers have been able to discover seems 
to be up one of the creeks a few miles 
north of Robson which all head in a 
•comparatively low divide from whence 
«un south Big Sheep creek, and all the 
streams draining into Christina lake.
By this route the Boundary country 
be tapped by a line passing over only 
one sun^nit while a road built directly 
west from Roesland, without running 
south of the International boundary, 
would have two high ranges to cross.

In this connection it may be said that 
the twenty miles of the Columbia & 
W«*tem system now to be built up the 
Columbia river from Tra»l will take the 
line to a point a little above Robson and 
-therefore in the neighborhood of the 
C. P. R’s line from Robson 
It is not improbable that close running 
•connection will be made between the 
Columbia & Western and the C. P. 1L 
At Robson. Should this be done a radi­
cal shortening-of time between Robson 
and Nelson and all Kootenay lake points 
would follow'. Passengers cannot now 
leave Rossland in the morning and 
reach Nelson before five o'clock in the 
afternoon. By the new route above 
described they could get to Nelson by 
10 o’clock in the morning and to all 
Kootenay ake points at proportionally 
early hours in the day.

It can also be said here that a number 
of parties are busy figuring mi a railroad 
from the foot of Slocan lake to the 
Columbia river a little above Robson.
The distance is about 38 miles in all and 
the line would be easy of construction 
except a few miles on the Slocan river 
which would be very éxpeneive. It 
need not be a matter of surprise if Mr. 
Heinze builds this 38 miles of road, 
while the others, including the C.P.R., 
are figuring on it, and thus secures the 
heavy ore traffic and general business 
growing up so rapidly on Slocan lake. 
This would give quick communication 
between Rossland and Slocan lake 
points.

Hearly $100,000 of Residence Property 
Sold in the Last‘Fortnig-ht.

It is admitted that the local mining 
market has been dull during the past, 
week and this is doubtless largely owing 
to the fact that the real estate market 
has been unusually active. Not only 
have the transfers of business property 
been fully up to the average at prices 
showing steady gains, but residence lots 
and speculative property have com­
manded good prices and ready sale.

The agents of the Nelson & Fort Shep­
pard railroad addition to Rossland re­
port very good sales during the past 
lortnight. The aggregate amount of 
sales up to last night was $70,900, of 
which nearly half had been paid in 
cash. The agents of the Rugh interest 
(half of the Alice ground) report sales 
of about $15,000, with one half paid in 
cash. This brings the total sales of the 
railroad and Rugh interests up to $85,- 
000, over $-40,000 of which has been paid 

4 in cash.
The Montreal syndicate, which con­

trols practically all of the townsite of 
Rossland south of Kootenay avenue, 
has also been besieged with buying 
offers and though it has hardly had 
time to put its books in order upwards of 
30 lots of an average value of $300 each 
have been sold. A good percentage of 
these sales is also for cash. This seems 
to us to indicate that money is plentiful 
in town and confidence in the future of 
the camp general throughout all classes 
of the population.

/ VOLD TUNNEL DISCOVERED,

Supposed To Be-the Work of the Hud­
son Bay Company.

A11 interesting discovery of an histêW- 
cal cliaracter wag recently made on the 
Lily of the Mountains, one of the claims 
embraced in the Kohinoorgroup, of six 
claims on the southeast slope of Look­
out mountain. A tunnel that must 
have been run many years ago was 
found. It has the appearance <5 being 
very old and 19list have been made by 
the Hudson Bay company when it 
occupied Fort Sheppard, the abandon­
ed site of which is on the banks of the 
Columbia not far away.
