The action of the Italians in opening the flood gates of the Piave and Sile Rivers 
probably means an attempt to drown out the Austro-German forces which crossed 
the Lower Piave several days ago at Grisol era, about 17 miles northeast of Venice. The 
flooding of the triangle formed by the two rivers and the Adriatic also probably would 
make ineffective any German attempt to debouch in force against the right flank of the 
Italian army along the Piave. South of San Dona di Piave the Sile and Piave Rivers 
are very close together arid nèar here flood gates were constructed to hold the rivers in 
check so as to protect the Venetian lagoon.

The depreciation of the m$ rk and 

the huge German War Loan -with its 
interest so far met by fresh borrow­
ing gnd not ,by taxation ; thosigh they 
give a dark enough picture of the 
financial situation in Germay. do not 
give a complete one. To obtain a 
fuller view, we must also glance at 
the position, of the German munici­
palities. A/ certain amount of the 
expense which in Britain has been 
•met by the Government, has in Ger­
many been thrown upon, the local 
authorities. Even before the war. 
their 'financial position, contained 
elements of danger. The German idfea 
of local Government embraced morn 
spheres of activity than the British, 
and some German towns had bor­
rowed and spent on the grand scale. 

:In theory, loans might only be con­
tracted with the sanction of the 
! State sujvervisory authority, and ac­
cording ix> fixed regulations; but in 
practice the regulations were not 
rigidly applied and there was a good 
deal of Injudicious borrowing. Great 
'enterprise was shown; but German 
municipals ties like German indus­
tries, were to a considerable extent 
engaged in discounting the futute. 
;Not only in the Reichstag but in lo­
cal government circles also, the opin­
ion was fr^qwently expressed before 
the war thlat the present generation 
fvas carrying forward too large a por­
tion of its; responsibilities and that 
local bodie# ought to make a strong­
er effort'tbl pay their way. Same big 
towns befdi-O the war had tcv borrow 
.at 4 1-2 arid issue their loans at 5 
per cent or more, under par;/ and the 
bonds of some large and prosperous 
towns could be brought tq yield 5 
per cent aibout the yield oif British 
municipal siecnrities after three years 
of war. lit 1916 it was calculated 
that in 8"4 .large German towns, con­
taining '15 1-2 million inhabitants, 
the Indebteidness was already £14 
17s. a head. The loans were not 
very popular in Germany on account 
of their multiplicity and the unsys­
tematic manner in which they were 
issued.

Upon this .state of things came the 
war, and the Government expected 
the municipalities to tak'3 a definite 
share of the financial burdens. One 
large item took the form of provid­
ing for soldiers' families. Germany 
alone of the belligerents provides no 
assistance for the families of her 
troops, out of national funds. A law 
of 10th May, 1892, had charged the 
local bodies with the financial aid 
of such Qamilles; by another law the 
Imperial Government undertook to 
reimburse, in part, the sums so spent 
in any war, when the war should be

organ of the Carman Union of 
Towns has estimated to average 56 
per cent of the légal amount. It is 
believed that three quarters of the 
soldiers’ families claim support. Tak­
ing the 'very conservative estimate 
of six million such families with an 
average of two children to a family, 
this means M.162 a month or M.58.12 
for the three completed years of the 
war. Ad 50 per cent for the special 
support and we get M.S748. In ad­
dition to this, the owners of houses 
in all towns have been compelled to 
reduce the rent to soldiers’ families. 
But most towns own the local sav­
ings institutions, which place out 
their mouey on mortgage to house 
owners and the town, as it forces 
the owner to give up part of his 
rental, has had to reduce the in­
terest on his mortgage. It has been 
calculated that after two and â half 
years of the war, this had reduced 
the reserve of thesy savings institu­
tions by M.750,000,000 that is. bv 
M.900,000,000 for the completed

The municipalities have also to 
maintain the army garrisons, a bur­
den estimated at a milliard marks 
down to the end of 1916, sav M1 ,- 
200,000,000 to-day; and rural com­
munities have to pay part of the ré­
quisition bonds issued by the local 
military authorities, estimated at 
about the same amount. The total 
result is an addition to the burdens 
of the German municipalities of 12 
milliards of marks, nominally £600.- 
000,006, acntally, owing to the de­
preciation of the Mark, £1,200,000.- 
000. It is stated in' Germany that 
the Government had repaid some 
£118,000,000: but, even if true, this 
leaves the new debt greater than the 
sum total of the municipal loans is­
sued up to the outbreak of war.

No account has been taken of yét 
another burden. It came out at a 
meeting of the Karlsruhe Town 
Council at the end of April, that the 
State Government had ordered the 
;town to subscribe, and it had sub- 
jscribed £150,000 to the 'sixth war 
iloan, though the accounts alreadv 
showed a deficit of £100,000, due to 
ithe support of soldiers’ families.

Every town in Germany must be 
in like case; we cannot, even esti­
mate the effect on their position of 
these compulsory subscriptions. Wa 
know, for instance, that in Novem­
ber 1916, Brunswick owed £550,000 
to the Loan Banks, and could no 
longer pay the interest on its debt 
out of Income. We hear complaints 
that after the war the municipalities 
will no longer be able to fulfil their 
educational and other duties. Mat­
ters have not been improved by some 
very desperate borrowing; some 
(towns have borrowed from Swiss 
banks in German marks, which the 
i'oanks acquired at their then depre­
ciated value of 70 centimes (it is 
less to-day) the towns engaging to 
repay in Swiss francs at par 123 1-2 
centimes. When the war ends, 
municipal finance will add its quota 
to the sum total of German misery, 
and the longer Germany continues 
the war. the -heavier will be the ulti­
mate dead burden.

Half hidden in the files of the London 
Gazette, where it is set forth with all the 
ponderousness of official language, is a story 
of self-sacrifice that stands out pre-emin­
ently, even in this age of deeds of superlative 
courage and super-chivalry.

The record is contained in the announce­
ment of the award of the Albert Medal of 
the First Class to Lance-Corporal Charles 
Henry Anderson, late of the i-l4th Battalion 
of the London Regiment, who lost his life 
in France in November last. The official 
narrative is as follows:—On November 28, 
1916, Lance-Corporal Anderson was in a hut 
in France, with eleven other men, when, 
accidentally, the safety-pin was withdrawn 
from a bomb. In the semi-darkness he 
shouted a warning to the men, rushed to the 
door, and endeavored to"T>pen it so as to 
throw the bomb into a field.

Failing to do this, when he judged that 
the five seconds during which the fuse was 
timed to burn had elapsed, he held the bomb 
as close , to his body as possible with both 
hands in order to screen the other men in the 
hut. Anderson himself and one other man 
were mortally wounded by the explosion, and 
five men were injured. The remaining five 
escaped unhurt. Anderson sacrificed his 
life to save his comrades.
