* f:London, March 31 —Both British 
and French troops today have ap­
parently arrived betorethe “Hiod- 
enburg line.” Field Marshal Haig 
reported British infantry “in con 
tact with the whole new German 
front”—from Arras to near St. 

The mme phrase “in 
contact" was used in the French 
official several days ago to describe 
the position of General Nevill's 
forces. The French line extends 
from around 3t. Quentin down to 
Soisson. "From now on London 
looks to see a vast increase in the 
intensity of the fighting, as the con 
centrated infantry of the Anglo 
French forces are hurled against'the 
German positions.

Battle front despatches today in­
dicated that both British and French 
forces are still pounding away at 
their respective “wedges,” inserted 
into the German lines.
