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HAD CHANGED 
HIS MIND.

Dundas Man Pleaded Not Guilty 
This Morning.

Defendant Gets Benefit of Doubt 
in Coat Case.

Friends Will Settle in the Spu­
rious Money Case.

At the Criminal Court this morning 
Edward Book, Dundas, was tried on a 
charge of obtaining goods by false prê­
te nee, from the Kerr Milling Company, 
to the value of $74.50. The goods ob­
tained consisted of bran, shorts, and 
flbur, and were secured on dan. 11 bust. 
He pfe«<i?d not guilty, which was not 
expected by the Crown, as he pleaded 
guilty in hie preliminary hearing be 
fore Mayor Lawroson and Magistrate 
Lawson. As the Crown bad no wit­
nesses ready His Honor granted a re­
mand for a week.

Tony Kim came up for trial on a 
charge of stealing a a overt oat from 
George Schulte In December last. lie 
pleaded not guilty, and elected to be 
tried by a Judge. Schulte was catted, 
and swore that he was out at a card 
game at 9 Bristol street last Christmas 
<*ve ; tiiat the prisoner was also there, 
and left early, taking his (Schultz’s) 
overcoat and leaving an <>H one in its 
place. His reason for believing so xva- 
that he could not find has own coat, and 
afterwards learned that the old one 
In-longed to Kim, but be did not see him 
take -the coot. Being cross-examined by 
Mr. H. D. Petrie, he admitted haring a 
Lottie along with him. and a pretty ex 
citing time was spent in drink and qmu - 
telling. He did not see Kim leave the 
house, and believed he went in company 
with a Mr. Andrews. He said that An­
drews came back later and told him 
Kim was outside waiting to fight, but 
he dsd not core to encounter him, as ho 
carried a revolver and knife.

A witness said he was at the house 
on Bristol street, and saw Schultz and 
the prisoner there. The prisoner, he 
said, left the house about 10 o’clock, 
with a new overcoat on, but he did not 
know whose it was. 1/ttter Stnritz trid 
him it belonged to him. and asked wit­
ness to request the prisoner to return it, 
which the prisoner refused to do, tolling 
him to tell Shultz to come himself.

The prisoner swore that all were 
drinking at the party, and some fighting 
took place. He left to avoid it and got 
some one dee’s coat. He told Andrews 
to give the coat to the owner, and left 
it with him to be exchanged. He after 
ward took a trip to Toronto. He said 
the coat was in bad condition and worth 
about $3. He. word to Shirfte to 
come and geFMs coal'.

Judge Snider did not think tlie pris­
oner had any criminal intent, in taking 
the coat, but thought he should have re 
turned it to Shultz. He reprimanded 
him for bis neglect and discharged him 
His Worship advised Shultz that ne could 
eue the prisoner to recover the value of 
the coat.

Louis Sabo was tried on a charge of 
passing a counterfeit bill, knowing that 
it was of no value. He pleaded not 
guilty. Louis Neecavitz, a storekeeper, 
swore the prisoner purchased goods at 
liis store and paid for them with cash. 
The prisoner showed him the biU, and on 
two occasions asked him to change it 
for him. which he didn’t do because he 
had not the change.

Mrs. Keisingen was called and swore 
she changed the Confederate States $50 
bill for the prisoner, while he was board 
jug with lmr. She took the bill up to 
Stanley Mi ID’ and learned it was bogus.

Büdimir Protich testified that on ques­
tioning the prisoner he learned that the 
bill was procured in Pittslmvg for $45. 
So far he had not paid the money back 
which he received for the bill, although 
he had promised to <lo so when he start­
ed working. She paid him $48. deduct­
ing $2 for board.

His Honor said lie was convinced the 
prisoner was guilty, but ns he and hte 
relatives promised to pay the money 
buck, and this was satisfactory to Mrs. 
Keisingen he would let him out. on th - 
doubt, but warned him to lie careful. 
The prisoner’s friends then paid over the 
money, and he was allowed to go.

FREIGHT CARS 
WARNED OFF.

Mayor McLaren Serves Notice 
on Radial Company.

Failure on the part of the Radial Rail­
way to obey a warning from the city 
against running freight cars on King 
street caused Mayor McLaren yester­
day afternoon to send the company a 
letter in which he promised to take 
more drastic action if there was further 
cause for complaint.

“The King street freight traffic does 
not affect King street alone,” said His 
Worship. “This freight pomes in King 
and out Main street. The city, however, 
lias power to prevent it on King street, 
and this to a large extent prevents it on 
both. There is no use having by-laws if 
they are not enforced.”

Following is the letter the Mayor 
sent:

“On the 30th day of June last, the 
City Solicitor, under instructions from 
me* wrote you in reference to complaints 
made by residents on King street east 
as to tiw» running of freight cars on the 
said street, and I am advised by him 
that he has received no answer to his 
communication.

Notwithstanding the notification re­
ceived by you from the City Solicitor, 
your company continues to operate 
freight cars on the said street in direct 
contravention of the terms of the agree­
ment entered into by your company, 
dated the. 18th July, 1906.

“This state of affairs cannot he allow­
ed to continue, and I hereby give you 
notice that the city will take steps" to 
restrain vour company from operating 
freight cars on King street, should your 
company persist in violating the terms 
of tti* «griment."

BIG FIRE WOULD 
MEAN A DISASTER.

Pumping House at Beach at the Danger Point 
—Guelph Junction Plans.

A big fire and a week of real hot 
weather, in the opinion of the water­
works officials, would put the pumping 
plant at the Beach out of business. It 
is over a year now since former City 
Engineer Barrow warned the committee 
that the pumps had reached the danger 
point, but the power fight tied things 
up, and there is no telling yet when the 
new pumps will lx* installed. City En­
gineer MacaHum said this morning that 
it would be necessary to order them this 
fall, if they were to be in operation for 
the warm weather next year. He has 
been informed by the employees at the 
Beach pumping plant that there is grave 
danger of the old patched-up boilers, 
which have been in use twenty-five 
years, giving out at any time. The 
pumps, he (mints out. have been work­
ing at capacity for days. Fortunately 
there were no big fires during that time 
or the result would probably have been 
disastrous.

Notwithstanding the protests raised

since he suggested metering all water 
services, Mr. MacaHum is still in favor 
of the meter system as the most effec­
tive means of preventing waste of 
water. He points out that the system 
has worked successfully in Mount Cle­
mens, Mich., and Detroit, where meters 
have been very extensively used. Re­
sults showed .that people did not cur 
tail the use of water, but they did not 
waste it.

Anent the declaration of City En­
gineer MacaHum in favor of metering 
water in private houses as a means of 
preventing waste a good story is told 
by an east end resident who had busi­
ness at the City Engineer’s office a 
few days ago. It so happened that 
several people were ahead of him. ami he 
had to wait one long, weary hour.. The 
monotony of the wait was broken by 
the merry splash of running water. It 
was the tap in the engineer's office 
running full lieketv-pelt. It was going 
when he went in. all the time he was 
in and was still going when he arose ea

Mr. George Cooper’s Last Walk 
With Grandson.

Death came with terrible sudden­
ness to George Cooper, an old and 
respected resident of the west end 
this morning. Mr. Cooper resided at 
242 Locke street north and was in the 
habit of going for walks in the com­
pany of his four-vear-bld grandson.

Zeuchner’s friends say he was an ex­
cellent chemist. He was a bachelor and 
had lived at the hotel for many years.

CONDITIONS OF THE CROPS.
Yields of the great cereals this year 

are at a bumper record ; the final de­
termination . will be required to give it 
first or second place with the 1906, when 
wheat, coin and oats are recorded by 
the Agricultural Department aggregat­
ed 4,627,000,000 bushels. The yield of 
wheat per acre was only exceeded once 
in recent years, the aggregate of 735,- 
049,000 falls little below the 1906 crop 
of 735,260,000 bushels, which was the 
second largest crop ever gathered, the 
record being made in 1901, when 748,- 
000,000 tool: .the edge off a poor corn 
yield. The effect of this great crop 
coming after two years of small yields 
has stimulated business as elsewhere re­
counted ; it comes in time to replenish 
the depleted stocks on farms, graneries, 
elevators, mills, warehouses and stores. 
The returns are the more gratifying be­
cause the year opened unpropitiously.— 
“Crop and Business Report” of the Com­
mercial National Bank of Chicago.

PROSPERITY IN SIGHT.
It is no longer necessary to speak 

in cautious terms of faint and scattered 
signs of industrial revival. The evi 
dece of improving conditions is too abun 
dant and conclusive to be gainsaid. The 
movement has developed so rapidly dur­
ing the last three months, and now in­
cludes so many lines and has gained 
such momentum that, with fundamental 
conditions all favorable, a relapse is no 
longer to be feared. The industries of 
modern society are so inter-dependent

share of the load.

The wreckage of 
the panic has been cleared away; the 
apprehensions which it aroused have 
disappeared, and our people are facing 
the future with an optimism and cour­
age born of knowledge of the wonder­
ful resources of this country. Shelves 
are bare of surplus goods and the coun­
try has grown up to its facilities and 
equipment. At this opportune time to 
inaugurate a new era of prosperity 
comes the best all-round crop ever pro­
duced in this country.—Crop and Busi­
ness Report of the Commercial National 
Bajk of Chicago.

ANY person who la the sole head of a fam­
ily. or any male over 18 years old. may 

homestead a quarter-section of aval laow 
Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear In per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency of the district. Entry by proxy may 
bo made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
sister of intending homesteader.

Duties—Blx months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
his homestead on a farm of at least 80 acre: 
solely owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother or sla­

in certain conditions a homesteader in good 
staiding may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside his homestead. Price $3.00 per 
aero. Duties—Must reside six months la each 
of sir years from date of homestead entry 
(including the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

and unconacoiusly touched by the per­
son, will direct itself automatically to­
wards the contact, that is, toward» the 
thief, and, after having opened the ob­
jective shutter, will ignite the magnes­
ium powder intended to supply the 
flashlight, a ml ' -■ the objective
after the view has been taken, mm ex­

TIk* whole of these divers operations 
is completed in less time than is vequir- 
<>d to describe it, the apparatus being 
immediately ready for taking a noth-r 
view, as soon ns the intruder touches 
some other contact, and »o on. Like an 
invisible detective, the cleptograph thus 
follows any motions of the thief, in or­
der to prepare a s*t of authentic and 
irrefutable documents, to assist the po­
lice in their search for the criminal.

The current required for working the 
apparatus is either half of that, of an or­
dinary battery or—after due reduction 
through proper resistances—the current 
derived from the electric mains. Being 
enclosed in a box entirely hidden from 
the burglar, the cleptograph cannot pos­
sibly 1*» harmed by the latter.—From

Angered by Wife Threatening to 
Begin Divorce Proceedings.

Lansing, Mich., Aug. 16.—Because 
his wife had once had him arrested 
for non-support and had also started 
divorce proceedings recently, William 
Graulich, of Lansing, former resident 
of Detroit, shot and instantly killed 
her at 11.30 o'clock last night and then 
committed suicide by drinking car­
bolic acid. Tne murder took place 
over an Italian fruit store, where 
Mrs. Graulich was helping to care 
for her sister.

Last night Graulich went to a wild 
west show. Near the midnight hour 
he walked down East Michigan ave­
nue and stopped at Charles Spanola’e 
fruit store. Mrs. Spanola is the sis­
ter of the murdered girl, who was 
that evening helping to care for her. 
He skulked up the back stairway to 
the room where the two women were 
staying alone, rapped on the door and 
called to his wife.

Some conversation followed which 
was probably about the divorce pro­
ceedings. Then Mrs. Spanola heard 
her sister cry: “Oh. Will, let me go; 
let me go.” Immediately afterward 
the one shot was heard.

Graulich ran down stairs, drinking 
carbolic acid as he went. He ran 
right into the arms of Officer Hill. 
‘‘I’ve shot mv wife and taken car­
bolic acid.” said he.

The. officer sent in a call for the 
auto patrol, hut before it arrived the 
murderer was dead.

Returning to the Spanola rooms at 
634 East Michigan avenue the police 
found his wife dead and carbolic 
acid scattered about on the floor neat 
the body.

Graulich had a bad record behind 
him. About two years ago he was 
serving time in the industrial school 
for boys in this city. Paul Theodore’s 
home is but a few blocks away and 
in some way the young man became 
acquainted with his daughter Clara. 
His visits were frequent until the 
father of the girl thought that the 
young man was courting too much in 
the kitchen and away from the older 
folks of the home. Time and again 
he warned Graulich that if he con­
tinued his presence would no longer 
he tolerated. Finally Graulich was 
told never to enter the house again. 
This angered him, and he succeeded 
in continuing his attentions to the 
girl, persuading her to run away to 
Detroit with him last fall.

Previous to this time Chief of 
Police Reherendt had talked to the 
girl, and advised her not to marry 
her suitor. The father also says that 
lie talked continuously concerning the 
bad habits of Graulich, but she would 
not listen. She went to Detroit with 
Graulich. and for some time he did 
not marry her.

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CANADA SITS TIGHT?
According to the statements made bv 

leading New York lumber dealers, prices 
In* that city are not likely to be mater­
ially affected by the slight reduction in 

I lumber duties made in the recent tar­
iff. It is not at present the intention 
.){ the importing firms to readjust prices, 
Which will be governed solely by de­
band and supply; and cheaper lumber 
Is not expected. The tariff tinkerers, 
Who feared to make reductions lest the 
Canadians should profit, are doomed to 
disappointment. The trivial reduction 
tnade will most likely go to benefit the 
Canadian dealers, whereas free lumber, 
or a large reduction in duties would 
have helped the United States purchas­
er. Speaking of the consequences of the 
thange in the tariff, a leading New 
York lumber dealer says:

“I do not believe that the reduction 
tf the- duty on lumber is of any conse­
quence. Seventy-five cents on 1,000 feet 
Is so small a decrease that it may be 
tegarded as negligible. The consumer 
Will certainly not be benefited as 

■ prices will, in all probability, not be cut. 
tlie Canadian lumberman will pocket the 
lifferenoe in the duty ; and when the 
Western lumbermen reduce their prices, 
Ihe Canadians will do likewise. Fluctua­
tions in prices will be the same as here­
tofore, and the new tariff will not have 
tny effect on trade conditions in this 
line- of business."

WILL THE LORDS DARE ?
For some time past there has been 

tonsiderable discussion on the probable 
course which will be pursued by' the. 
Blouse of Lords with regard to Lloyd- 
George’s budget. This discussion has 
innde it amply clear that much misun­
derstanding exista as to the power of, 
the Upper House in the circumstances. 
Great Britain is, of course, without a 
constitution; its constitution, like Top- 
ty, has just “groxved.” There is nothing 
lave adherence to precedent or custom, 
bo prevent the l»rds from «.mending 
,»r rejecting any bill, and the House of 
Lords has never specifically surrendered 
Its right to amend money bills. The 
Upper House has, however, long respect­
ed the . right of the representatives of 
the people to deal with questions cf 
finance, and has carefully' refrained from 
challenging conflict with the Lower 
Blouse and the people by meddling with 
fcuch measures. So uniformly ha* this 
practice been followed that the House 
of Gommons has come to regard money 
fnca.su res as matter* for merely formal 
presentation to the Lords, and amend 
ment or rejection of a money bill by 
them would now be treated byr the 
Blouse of Commons as a breach of privi­
lege. As far as the House of Commons 
Is concerned, it has constantly shown its 
determination to exclude the Lord* from 
taking any part in financial legislation.

. Professor Dicey, of Oxford, in giving 
his views on the question, points out 
the facts as we have set them forth. In 
event, however, of the Lords attempt­
ing to set at naught the will of the Com­
mons in regard to a money- bill, there 
appears to be no tribunal comptent to 

: decide the issue but the electorate of the 
nation. If the Lords court a conflict 
they must stake their constitutional ex­
istence upon the hazard of the die. If 
the House of Commons has, made a mis­
take and the public will not uphold it on 
appeal to the electorate, it must fail. If. 
however, the country stand* by the 
House of Commons and supports its 
course, the House of Lords must submit 
with whatever grace it may. And thenoc- 
forth it must be content to see the pow­
ers and privilege*, which it has abused, 
immensely curtailed. In the present 
temper of the British people, when demo- 
cratic ideas are making rapid growth, 
the representatives of birth and privilege 
will probably hesitate long before chal­
lenging a combat on this issue.

SUNDAY.

The bright young man who writes the 
Front Page editorials of Toronto's socie­
ty weekly doesn't like the Lord’s Day 
Alliance or its work. He describes the 
Alliance as a “brotherhood of bigots, 
talks about it as if it w'eve composed of 
a lot of men who were plotting against 
the liberties of Canadians—men who 
should be sat upon and shunned by all 
right thinking persons, including the 
Front Page engineer. They have incurred 
his displeasure by reason of their activ­
ity in bringing law-breakers to justice 
and in attempting to save the Lord'B 
day from desecration, if not from ex­
tinction. Still we think that for respec­
tability, disinterestedness of purpose 
and earnest desire for the welfare ot 
their fellow men they will compare fav­
orably with any other equal number of 
men that Saturday Night can name. 
True, the Times is not prepared to en­
dorse every move of the Alliance. There 
are some things it does that were, per­
haps, better not done. But it is hard to 
draw the line. Perhaps the Front Page 
man will tell us where the line should be 
dra*n. Does he favor a wide-open Sun­
day—a continental or American Sunday?

CANADA’S POLICY WISE.
We hear very little, nowadays, about 

the presentation of Dreadnoughts to the 
Imperial navy by the various British 
States. A short time ago those frothy 
patriots, who arrogated to themselves a 
superior loyalty to the Empire, and in­
sulted their fellow-citizens by accusa­
tions of ’sponging" upon the Mother 
Country for defence, were loud in their 
demands that Canada contribute* her 
pro rata share in cash to the support 
of the Imperial navy, and immediately 
donate one or t wo, or more Dread­
nought s. The reasonable and manly res­
olution unanimously passed by the Can­
adian Parliament was very far from 
meeting their views. They scoffed and 
sneered at it, and they had only con­
tempt for the strongly expressed view 
of the Canadian Government that Can­
ada must control her own defence forces. 
Now, however, British statesmen all 
along the line are declaring for that 
very policy, holding it to be the sound­
est sane Imperialism !

The London Times of July 24 very 
frankly accepts this principle of the per­
fect autonomy of the various British 
nations. It says:

It is already possible to disengage 
three leading principles which must 
govern any permanent solution. In the 
tust place, each Dominion must develop 
naval resources of its own, and develop 
them under the supervision of its own 
Parliament. This principle is not mere­
ly the logical consequence of the poli­
tical constitution of the Empire, under 
which each self-governing people con­
trols its own taxation and expenditure. 
It is also the only principle consistent 
with the growth of each Dominion of 
that wide popular interest in naval 
afiairs which alone can fit a democracy 
for the maintenance of naval power. 
It is, moreover, the only principle which 
can satisfy the right and natural de­
sire of each Dominion to do things for 
itself in its own way. Nor is it incom­
patible with co-operation of a practical 
and effective kind.

The second principle to be observed— 
and the Dominions have all expressed 
their desire to observe it faithfully—is 
that the training and material of these 
naval forces in different parts of the 
Empire xhali be, so far as possible, the

And, thirdly, all individual effort 
must be not merely directed to local 
purposes, byt co-ordinated to a common 
end. If Canada,, for instance, in the 
course of years went to make the North 
Pacific her naval sphere, she would do 
so in the Empire’s interests as well as 
her own, and in combination with a 
common naval policy covering all parts 
of the world.

Not only does the Umdon Time» thus 
frankly accept the Canadian view, so 
much ridiculed by mouth loyalists and 
arm chair war critics of some Canadian 
sanctums, but it takes occasion to depre­
cate the theatrical offers of Dread­

noughts by Australia and New Zealand, 
ami to oppose the idea of cash contri­
butions. It congratulates the Antipo­
dean States on comhig round to the Can­
adian view. Speaking of the proposal 
to contribute Dreadnoughts to the navy,

If accepted, they must either be reck­
oned, or not reckoned, as jWTt of our 
normal strength in European waters. If 
they arc not reckoned, and yet are sta­
tioned here, they can only represent n 
somewhat wasteful use of Imperial 
funds. If. on the other hand, they are 
reckoned as part of the strength, we 
-hall be committed to dependence upon 
the Empire for the discharge of a duty 
which would confront us equally if no 
Empire existed, and we shall be exposing 
our Imperial relations to all the danger* 
wlifrh beset party controversy on bud­
getary needs.

It is moat fortunate that the Cana­
dian Parliament and people followed 
the wise direction of a Government 
hwieh is not influenced by scare, bounce 
or bluster; and which ‘does not fe-d 
that vindication of its British lpyalty 
requires it to adopt a policy at variance 
with Canadian interests and dignity. 
When British statesmen and the great 
organs of public opinion accept the 
leading of the Canadian Gox*ernment in 
this matter, it may well be regarded aa 
a compliment to Canadian statesman-

Until the recent rise in wheat the range 
of prices stood at 5d. minimum, with a 
maximum of 5}4d., or, in our money, 1U 
and 11 cents.

Under date July 30th, the price stands 
nt. 5Hd. to Gd. for a four-pound loaf. 1 
note in all the places the size of the loaf 
is alxvays four polinds. If xve compare 
that with the weight now selling in Lon­
don, Canada. 16 ounces at five cents, a 
drop in weight since last year from 1% 
to 1U pounds, and now to one pound— 
xve can note our English cousin is get­
ting a pound of bread at.from 294 to 3 
cents, or from 55 per cent, to 60 per 
cent, less thaif we are forced to pay. 
Flour in the same paper is quoted 28U 
pound sack at from 35 to 37 shillings.

A NEW NORTHLAND.
(Montreal Gazette.)

With the title of Northland Explora­
tion, the Department of the Interiar 
has issued a report made by Mr. Frank 
J. P. Crean, C. E., of his explorations 
in Northern Saakatchexvan, betxveen 
the Saskatchewan and Churchill Rivers, 
in the fall and winter of 1908-0. The 
district is alike old and nexx\ The 
Hudson’s Bay Company people have 
their posts, and Church of England 
and Catholic Missions have been 
established at the strategic points 
xvithin it. The homesteader has ignored 
it, for a variety ot reasons. It is far 
a xx ay from the established fields of 
colonization. There are no railways 
reaching into it. Only a traveller here 
and there has studied it with an ob­
servant eye. It is not in a geographi­
cal sense a far north. The section 
traversed by Mr. Crean lies betxveen 
latitude 53 and 57, which in Europe 
includes Scotland, the Scandinaxian 
countries, the Baltic provinces of Rus 
sir, and much lieside of the Czar’s 
empire. The lie of the land is also 
adxnntageous. The Churchill drains a 
valley running east and west beyond 
that of the North Saskatchewan. 
Stanley, on the Churchill, is some 760 
feet nearer the sea lexrel than Regiyp 
in the southern part of the proxincé. 
In the record made by Mr. Crean, be­
ginning on August 27, it was not till 
October 2, at Ile la Crosse, about 55.30 
north, that a temperature below freez­
ing point was noted. Throughout 
September the* range of the thermom­
eter xvss from 34 degrees up to 40. 
If that is an ordinary record there 
should be little fea^ of frosted grain. 
Tim long daylight is also an advan­
tage from the agriculturist's point of 
view. On June 20, at Ottawa, there is 
15b. 26m. of sunlight, at Prince Al­
bert there is 16h. 42m., and at Portage 
la Loche there is 17h. 30m. At the 
latter named place, in lat. 56.35, and 
at a greater elexation than most of the 
country, oats and barley have been 
frown.

That which bears on agriculture 
is naturally of greatest interest, the 
farm being the beat and steadiest con­
tributor to commerce and natural 
growth. There are other subsidiary 
ail vantages. The land is one of rivers 
and lakes. Lake, trout have been 
caught weighing 50 pounds, and white- 
fish are abundant. Spruce grows, and 
at the Lac la Plonge Mission a saw­
mill has been established. There is 
poplar also. As in other sections of 
the country. hoxx-ever, fires hax-e 
sxvept through the xvoods and much 
good timber has been destroyed, to be 
replaced in the course of nature by 
xx lint are practically weed trees, like 
jack pine. Naturally, in such a land, 
game is abundant. Moose, cariboo, 
common deer, black and cinnamon 
bears, lynx, timber xvolx*es, xvol- 
verines, otter, lieax-er. mink, marten: 
muskrats, rabbits, and squirrels are 
common. Besides swans, loons, geese 
and ducks, the birds Include partridge, 
patrmigan, gulls, jays, kingfishers, 
and robins, and the ubiquitous crow. 
Not much is said about minerals, a 
special report by the Geological Rur- 
vev being intended to deal with that 
feature. The report, as it is, is inter­
esting as well as instructive. -It does 
not promise anything in the way of 
an immediate adx-ance of civilization 
much to the north o, the Saskatchewan, 
lit goes to show that the capaci­
ties for bearing population whicli are 
now everywhere acknowledged to ex­
ist in the Peace River district extend 
also to the country farther eastward, 
ind that in North Saskatchewan, as 
n North Alberta, and probably in

WAR AGAINST 
THE TUSSOCK.

Some Information That Will be 
Found Useful

In connection with the tussock-moth 
pest, which lias so alarmed those who 
hax-e the care of the city's shade 
trees at heart, ; it is inteersting to 
note that a* far back as 1903 the De­
partment of Agriculture published a 
report of the entomologist and botan­
ist, James Fletcher, LL.D., F. R. S. C'., 
F. L. S., giving moat valuable data on 
the subject. The vulnerable points 
of this formidable insect were care­
fully noted, and valuable hints given 
on bow in treat it. The article, in 
full, follows:

Slender, sparsely hairy caterpillars, 
from one and a quarter to one anil a 
half inches in length, blackish above 
and paler beneath, with two bright 
yelloxv stripes along the back, most 
conspicuous toxvards the end of the 
body. There are four short brush­
like* tufts of whitish hairs on seg­
ments 5, 6, 7 and 8. The head chest­
nut red; a large patch on segment 2, 
and txvo small glandular spots on seg­
ments 10 and 11, bright vermilion red. 
From each side of segment 2. close 
behind the head, are long plume-like 
tufts of black, barbed and knobbed 
hairs; a similar plume ornaments seg­
ment 12. When full groxvn these 
caterpillars loojc handsome. The male 
moth measures about an inch and a 
quarter across the xvings. The color is 
grev and the xvings are crossed by wavy 
bands. The base of the forewings bears 
n dark patch, and there is another of 
smaller size towards the tip. The popu­
lar name is gixmn of a small white spot 
Aenr the outer hind angle of the fore- 
xvings. The female is a large-bodied 
wingless pale grey creature, with only 
rudiments of xvings. On emerging from 
t-hfi cocoon she crawls on to it and sel­
dom moves from it. After pairing, she 
lavs a mass of eggs, from four to five 
hundred in number. generally on the 
outside of her cocoon. and then dies 
there. These eggs are covered ox-er as 
laid with a white frothy fluid, xvhicli 
dries over the eggs and protects them 
through the xvinter. There is in Canada 
onlv one annual brood of this insect. 
The* eggs may be found during the win­
ter on the trunks of trees upon which 
the caterpillars had fed the previous 
season. The young caterpillars emerge 
from the eggs at the end of May or 
early Yn June, and soon crawl up and 
distribute themselves throughout the 
foliage of the trees, feeding nt first be­
neath the leaves, and when disturbed 
letting themselves down by a slender 
silken thread. Bv the middle of July 
the caterpillars have for the most part 
become full groxvn and are preparing to 
spin the cocoons. As they increase in 
siz#* thev become very ravenous, anil 
strip entire trees, eating the cellular tis­
sues betxveen the veins between the 
horse chestnut leaves, xvhicli appears to 
lx* the favorite food plant, apd produc­
ing a characteristic injury, xvhicli is eas­
ily recognized. These caterpillars have 
a" habit of xvandering from branch to 
branch and from one tree to another, 
which has given rise to the practice of 
handling trees with strips of cotton 
batting. This gives a very untidy ap­
pearance to streets, and does not do 
very much good, certainly not enough 
to atone for the unsightly appearance 
of .the trees. The most effective reme­
dies for the white marked tussock-moth 
are (1) the collection of the conspicuous 
egg masses from the trunks in winter■■ o____________ ___ _ SHc V1UUB.I» us winter
or before they hateh in spring. This 
may be easily doneoy means of a small 
wire brush on the end of a long pole 
which vjrill reach up among the larger 
branches of the trees. Such a brush as 
tms was devised by the late Alderman 
Hallam, of Toronto, and used to good 
effect on the city shade trees during a 
previous outbreak of this insect. (2) 
Undoubtedly the Best remedy is the 
systematic spraying shade trees with 
some arsenical poison as soon as the 
young caterpillars hatch from the egg, 
or as sodn afterwards as possible. This 

l work, if properly done, will destroy ev- 
I ery caterpillar and render unnecessary I 
the collection of eggs in winter and the] 
use of unsightly tree protectors, band­
ages of cotton batting, or sticky sub­
stances, all of which are more costly 
and objectionable. It might be well to

fhe Mother Shielded Her Daughter 
With Her Own Body.

Chicago, Aug. 17.—In an effort to 
tx terminate his entire family to-day, 
Kustave Hering, sen.. 54 years old, 2,188 
Uorth Francisco avenue, shot and 
tilled his wife, Mrs. Louisa Hering; 
Wounded his son. Gustave Hering, pos- 
llbly fatally, and then shot himself in 
Ihe brain, ending his life instantly.

The strange domestic tragedy has yet 
fielded no motive, but the police are 
it work on the case. They think a fam­
ily secret might explain Hçring’s act. 
That there were not four victims in­
stead of three was due to the heroism 
of Mrs. Hering, who. with her own body, 
Shielded her daughter, Margaret, to 
save her from death.

Twice Hering pointed the revolver at , 
his daughter, and each time the mother 
leaped in front of the young woman. 
The police to day declared that Hering 
had made other attempts to kill his 
family. A year ago, when the first 
It tempt was made, Hering was arrested. 
Since then the family has lived in 
constant terror.

Hering was an expert accountant, 
but had not been able to get steady 
Employment for four years, and 
threatened to end it all by killing the 
members of his family and himself. He 
irose early to-day, and procuring a re­
volver shot his wife dead. His son. 
rrustave, hearing the. shot, ran to his 
father's room, where the elder man shot 
him down without a word.

He placed the revolver against his 
temple and blew out his brains. Gus­
tave Hering, his son, is dying in a 
hospital.

MADALARI DHINAGARI.

fjondon. Aug. 17. Madalarl Dhinagari, 
the Indian student who on the night of 
June 1 at the conclusion of a public 
gathering in the Imperial Institute, »hot 
and killed LieuL-Col. Sir William H. 
Curzon Wyllie ami Dr. Caw as Lnlcaca, 
was hanged in Pentonville prison at 0 
o’clock this morning. Dhinagari was 
tried and found guilty of this crime, 
and sentenced to death in the Old Bailey 
police court on July 23. Only prison 
officials ami chaplain were present at 
the execution. A small crowd assembled 
outside the prison, but there were no

Indians among them. The raising of the 
black flag ami the tolling of the prison 
ltell announced the completion of the 
execution. An English lecturer named 
McMaster, who had just arrived from 
India, applied for admission on the 
ground that he was a friend of Dhin­
agari. hut he was refused. McMaster 
declared that the murderer was perfect­
ly sane when he committed the crime, 
and that his act was a symbolic protest 
against British rule in India.

Dhinagari showed no signs of fear. He 
declined to partake of breakfast, and 
walked to the scaffold calmly end 
quietly. Death was instantaneous.

Life Prisoner Makes Model of the 

U. S. Alaska.

Boston. Mass.. Aug. 17.—Occupying 
the most prominent place in a large eol 
lection of naval relics and sea picture* 
m a Washington street store, which is 
the property of "Billy** Wills, who was 
at one time m the navy, is a large model 
of a first ’ elas- battleship now being 
built for the United States Government, 
the Alaska, which when finished will be 
the largest battleship this country has 
ever had.

The model possesses a three-fold inter, 
est, for not only is it an exact working 
no del of the great ship, but it was mad* 
for the purpose of providing money for 
the care and education of a child who is 
practically an orphan, and was made by 
a man, thirty years old. who is a life 
prisoner at tiie Masaohusetts State Pri­
son. at Charlestown. The child is his 
own. and his crime was tb? killing of 
hia wife, the child’s mother.

Alexander Me Ewan, the man who 
made the model, was an electrician at 
the Fore River Ship Yards, in Quincy, 
wliere he became familiar with the de­
tails of many of the large battleships, 
and since his confinement in the prison 
he has developed a genius for sloyd

The vnlv materials allowed McEwan 
by the prison authorities were some 
pi fees of cardboard of varying thick­
nesses, a few bits of string, a jar of 
glue and a tiny penknife.

The model ‘measures five feet throe 
inches in length and is fourteen inch -a 
wide. The hull of the ship was given a 
coat of drab paint in the prison paint 
shop, so that the model wears th° new 
war colors.

The gun* formed one of the most dif­
ficult parts of the model, anil were made 
of very thin cardboard bent to shape and 
pasted. The smallest guns, forming the 
saluting battery, and which, in order 
that they may be the more easily distin­
guished. have lieen gilded instead of 
being painted black, are about one-six­
teenth of an inch around the end of t,h*

This model of the Alaska i< the sec­
ond of the kind that McEwan has inade, 
the first one being a model of the t . >. 
S. Louisiana, which, although a little 
larger in size, was not so accurate in 
proportions as the Alaska model.

THE SUFFRAGETTES.
Two of Them in Court for Kicking 

Up in Prison.

Charged With Biting a 
ress at Holloway.

Ward-

London, Aug. 16.—Arising out of the 
conduct of suffragettes in Holloway jail, 
and following upon a visit of the Home 
Secretary (Mr. Gladstone) to that pri­
son, two of the “hunger strikers,” Miss 
Theresa Garnett, of Leeds, and Mrs. 
Dove Wilcox, of Bristol, were summoned 
at the North London police court on 
Wednesday afternoon, before Mr. E. S. 
Fordham, to answer charges of assault 
upon wardresses at Holloway.

The defendants were among a large 
number who were arrested in connection 
witr the raid at Westminster on June 
29, and were sent to prison for one 
month in default of a fine. The court 
was crowded with many friends of the 
“votes for women" movement. Mr. 
Bodkin prosecuted on behalf of the 
Home Office, but the defendants were 
not legally represented.

The case against Theresa Garnett, 
who was the defendant in two sum­
monses for assault, was first taken. In 
outlining the case, Mr. Bodkin said the 
complainant in the first charge was 
Annie Richards, a wardress, who was 
assaulted by the defendant during the 
performance of her duties on July 19. 
It was perfectly clear, he added, that 
tjpe women, who were committed to 
prison as the result of the disturbance 
outside the House of Commons, had 
agreed upon a plan of action to set at 
defiance the" discipline and regulations 
of Jlolloway jail. Defendant began by 
refusing to give up her property, or to 
change into prison clothing, or to 
medically examined. On July 13 four­
teen of the prisoners, including the de­
fendant. broke a number of windows be­
longing to^eir cells, and shouted, sang 
and signalled through the broken panes 
to friends in rouses near the prison.

Altogether they behaved in a violent 
and insubordinate manner. The visiting 
justices attended the next day to deal 
with the insubordination. Two war­
dresses were sent to bring the defendant 
before the justieps. but she refused to 
go. Two wardresses, including the 
complainant, were sent to assist the 
first two. and got hold of the defend­
ant. who kicked and shouted and made 
ft disturbance. She got hold of the 
complainant’s hand and bit her until the 
blood came. The complainant had to he 
off duty a couple of days, and her hand 
clearly showed the marks of the de­
fendant’s teeth. What she had done 
was a nasty and dangerous thing. The 
matter presented some, serious aspects, 
as nothing was more important than 
that the authority of those in charge of 
prisons should be maintained over those 
lawfully sentenced. It would seem that 
the defendant sought to be dealt with 
as a first-class misdeameanant—a con­
dition of things which was not lawful. 
It was absolutely corrert procedure 
that the defendant should be a second- 
clas prisoner, when, in her case, she 
refused to pay a fine and elected to go

The magistrate said the case was an 
extremely simple one. If the assault 
was committed, and it was not justified, 
the defendant must be punished.

Annie Richards, the wardress, then 
told the court how, on July 14, she went 
to assist the two other wardresses. The 
defendant was ringing a bell and bang­
ing at her cell door with a- dustpan. 
The wardress tried to get the defendant 
out of her cell, when she struggled vio­
lently. and the dustpan had to be 
wrenched from her. In the course of 
the struggle the defendant took wit­
ness’ hand up to her mouth, bit it on 
the knuckles, and blood flowed. Dr. 
Sullivan sent her off duty, where she 
remained for two days. Defendant was 
eventually taken before the justices.

In cross-examination by the défend­
ant, the witness denied that the defend­
ant throw the dustban into the corner. 
It had to be taken from her. She did 
not hear the defendant say. “If you 
allow me to take my box I will come

"When did you first think I had 
bitten your finger?—I did not think at 
all about it; I felt it.

Mr. Fordham—Do you think it is 
quite likely that in the struggle, and 
as you were throwing your hands about, 
your hand came in contact with her 
teeth ?—No.

During the corroboration by other 
witnesses. Mr. Fordham remarked ; She 
kicked about like a child in a temper, I 
suppose ?—Yes.

Mr. Fordham—In what you call a tan­
trum ?—Yes.

Mr. Bodkin said defendant refused to 
surrender her property.

Mr. Fordham—I thought people in

jail were not allowed to have their pro­
perty with them. I always thought that 
if 1 were sent to jail 1 should be 
stripped, washed and pi need in a cell, 
but I did not think I would be allowed 
to take, say, a cigar case. (Laughter.)

The three wardresses admitted that 
they did not see the defendant bite the 
complainant. *

Dr. Scott, the -prison doctor, described 
the refractory behavior of the defendant 
and the other suffragettes. In dealing 
with the prisoners he was face to face 
with a mutiny, and it was a question of 
using force.

Defendant, addressing the court, de­
nied the allegation of biting. She re­
fused to wear prison garb, because she 
protested against being treated as a 
second-class offender. The cell window 
was broken to get fresh air. When she 
stooped to pick up her bag she was 
thrown on her back.

The magistrate, dismissing the first 
summons, said the wardress’ wound was 
probably caused by her hand accident­
ally coming against defendant’s teeth. 
Ho convicted her of assaulting another 
wardress on a second summons, and sen­
tenced her to one month's imprison-

In the first summons against Mrs. 
Dove Wilcox, defendant was found 
guilty, and fined 40s., with the option 
of ten days’ imprisonment. She Was 
also convicted of the second summons, 
and a similar sentence was passed.

DERAILED IN TUNNEL
Freight Train Blocks the St. Clair 

Tube,

Detroit, Mich., Aug. 16.—A special 
from Port Huron to-night says : The 
first accident in the St. Clair Tunnel 
since it was electrified at a cost of a mil­
lion dollars occurred this morning, when 
a freight train broke it\. two while going 
up grade on the American side, the 
cars went backward into the big tube 
and piled against each other in a mass 
of wreckage. Twenty cars In all broke 
loose, and but for the fact that one of 
them jumped the track, derailing the 
others, no serious results would have 
ensued.

As it was. the wreckage held up traffic 
in the tunnel for nearly ten hours. The 
electric current was immediately shut 
off in the tunnel, and work proceeded 
without any danger to. the employees.

SHOTTO DEATH.
Michael C. Hall Murdered ou Farm 

in Norfolk County.

Five Bullet* Fired Apparently at 
Short Range.

Simcoe, Aug. 16.—The following fuller 
particulars are given of the shooting of 
M. C. Hall, the old blind man: Hall 
was shot at about ha4f-past 2 on Sunday 
afternoon. Together with his wife, the 
dead man, seventy-eight, years old, tot 
ally blind in one eye, white the other had 
also been attacked by cataract, and lus 
left leg contracted by an old tubercular 
trouble, lived in a little plain frame 
house, their nearest neighbors a quarter 
of a mile away. ’J ne couple were not 
without relatives in the neighborhood 
a brother living a mile away, but all 
their children had le{t_ home.

On Sunday afternoon Mr. Hall narl 
been engaged on some odd job about 
the yard of the house, and was going 
indoors when five shots were fired, and 
the old man fell on his doorstep with 
a bullet in the brain. His wife rushed 
to his asista-nce, and as she vainly tried 
to raise him a fifth bullet whistled 
through the doorway.

The very manner of firing would 
s"rm to point to premeditation. The 
old man was walking along in front of 
his home toward* th? door. One bullet 
struck high under the right-hand eav 
another nearer the window ; the third 
crashed through the window pane ; one 
caused the victim s death, while a fifth 
entered the house through the doorway 
The fatal bullet entered the skull at it 
base, penetrating the occipital bone, 
but failing to enter the brain itself. 
A large blood-vessel had. however, b>e»l 
severed, and this was sufficient to cause 
death within a short space of time.

Mrs. Hall vainly tried to carry her 
husband into the house, but finally was 
able to attract the attention of a pass­
ing neighbor, a Mr. Chariton, who went 
to her assistance, and raised the coun­
tryside. Dr. E. Meek, of Port Rowan, 
was sent for. but. life was extinct long 
before he could arrive. In the meantime 
suspicion had fallen upon a young hd 
named Emery Shelley, who is only 18 
year* of age, and who had been «sen 
shooting in the neighborhood with a 
small rifle. A warrant for his arrest 
was issued by Squire Murphy, and placed 
in the hands of CX/unty Constable John 
S. Abel, of Silver Hill, for execution. 
The arre«t was made to-day at Forrest- 
vile, a bp lit three miles from St. Wil­
liams. - Shelley was brought to Simeon 
and placed in the toWn jail.

Apparently he is not disturbed, anti 
denies all knowledge of the killing, 
although, it is said, admitting that he 
was firing his rifle, a 22-calibre, in the 
vicinity of Hall's home. Shelley is 
well known throughout the district, 
and is one of a large family.

'The direction of the bullet holes in 
the building are held to indicate that 
the shots were fired from near the 
barn, a distance of twenty-five yards.

Dr. E. Meek, of Port Rowan, and Dr. 
McKinnon, of St. Williams performed a 
post-mortem , to-day. with the result 
stated. Dr. McIntosh, of Simcoe, drove 
over to-day and opened the inquest 
which was immediately adjourned until 
Thursday. Shelley will come hef »re 
Squire Murphy on Friday for his pro 
timinary hearing.

A HAIR-BREADTH ESCAPE.

William Hall, of Pilkington, Almost 
Killed by Trair\.

Guelph, Aug. 16.—Mr. William Hall, 
75 years of age. of Pilkington township, 
had a narrow escape from l>eing instant­
ly killled by a G. T. R. passenger train 
while crossing the track lietwecn here 
and Elorn._The horse was struck, thrown 
thirty feet into a fence corner and killed 
instantly. When the train was stopped 
and backed up to the crossing, Mr. Hall 
was found examining the buggy to see 
the extent of the damage. Only the 
wliiffletree was broken, and Mr. Hall 
escaped without a scratch.

LABOR DISPUTES.
SATISFACTORILY SETTLED BY 

THE LEMIEUX ACT.

Awards of Conciliation Board Accept­
ed in Differences Between C. N. R. 
and Its Sectionmen and Between 
G.T.R. and Its Operatives.

Ottawa, Aug. 16.—The Department of 
Labor has received word of the settle­
ment by the Lemieux act conciliation 
boards of the disputes between the main­
tenance of way men and the Canadian 
Northern Railway, and between the op­
eratives of the Grand Trunk Pacific and 
that company. The Canadian .y.>rtbern 
employees protested against a reduction 
of five cents a day in pay. The board 
found in favor of the men. The com­
pany was going to refuse to accept the 
finding, but after the Minister ->f Labor 
had urged that it was in the best inter­
est of industrial peace to accint the 
awards of these boards, the company de­
cided to accept.

The Grand Trunk Pacific engine dnv- 
ers, firemen, conductors,- brakem m, bag­
gagemen and yardmen objected 'o the 
pay schedules, to certain rules, io dismis­
sals. and the sleeping and eating accom­
modations provided. The men lid not 
want a conciliation board, but their ob­
jection on this point was overruled by 
the Minister of Labor, and they have 
now accepted the finding of the board. 
The company claimed that allowance 
should be made in considering tiie de­
mand of the men for better eating ond 
sleeping accommodations for the fact 
that ‘the road is in a constructive stage, 
and that the claims of the men on this 
and the wages point were premature.

The board reached a practically unan­
imous finding on all points, and vhile 
the provisions for eating and sleeping 
may not be entirely satisfactory, they 
have been as good as are usually pio- 
vided at this stage of railroad develop­
ment. The board recommend the com­
pany to improve the conditions and to 
provide inspection of the eating and 
sleeping accommodations and of sanita­
tion. As to dismissals, the board finds 
that some of the cases might be recon­
sidered by the company with a view Vo 
restoring the men to their places. Sched­
ules of pay have been agreed upon.

The chairman of this board was ex> 
Spcaker Sutherland, and the other mem­
bers F. H. McGuigan and J. G. O’Don- 
oghue.

CHINESE SMUGGLERS.
Band on an Island in Detroit River 

Broken Up.

Windsor, Aug. 16.-—A band of Chinese 
smugglers, using a deserted island ten 
miles down the river as a ba.se of opera- 
loins, is believed to have been broken 
up by the capture of three young De­
troit men end two Chinese in Lansing, 
last week. With the knowledge gleaned 
from the prisoners, it is believed a tem­
porary check, at least, has been put on 
the bold gang. The headquarters of this 
gang of smugglers, according to Assist­
ant U. S. District Attorney Bland, is on 
Fighting Island, inside the Canadian 
border.

It is the belief of the Government au­
thorities that the gang, check-mated xt 
everv point, hit upon the deserted island 
as their headquarters, and that Chinese 
to l>e smuggled were taken in hand upon 
their arrival at Windsor and secreted 
on the island, probably in one of the 
fishermen’s huts, until an opportunity 
arose to t \? them across the line in a 
launch. But the scheme wont wrong on 
its first trial, it is believed, and all be- 
oause the white men involved were un­
able to control their hunger.

They stopped in Lanaing to ask a po­
liceman the way to a restaurant, and 
the officer saw the Chinese, insufficient­
ly covered by a rug. in the bottom of 
their automobile. He accordingly seiz­
ed the machine, the two Chinese, and 
three of the four white men in the rig. 
The Chinese were remanded for a hear­
ing bv V. S. Commissioner Davison, and 
the white men are making an effort to 
obtain bail.

CRUSHED TO DEATH.
A Deck Hand Fall* Between Beat 

end Lock.

Prescott. Aug. 16.—A sad accident oc 
curred at Cardinal, about 7.20 Sunday 
eevning, whereby Lawrence Belding, a 
deck hand on the steamer Dundurn, and 
a native of St. John, N. B., lost his life. 
Belding was following another man 
down a rope, when he slid too far, and 
his body was horribly crushed between 
the boat and the lock gate. Death was 
instantaneous. The body was recovered 
a short time after. Dr. McPherson, the 
coroner, was called in at once, and after 
viewing the remains, considered a nin- 
quest unnecessary, as it was clearly a 
cast of accidental death. The body was 
forwarded to St. John this afternoon. 
Belding has a brother, a teller in the 
Bv.nk of Nova Scotia, Toronto.

AFRICA NEAR.

Secend Reading of Conititutien Bill 
is Passed.

Number of Members Fixed for First 
Parliament.

British House of Commons Pawed 
Second Reading Unanimously.

London, Aug. 16.—The House of Com­
mons to-night unanimously passed the 
second reading of the South African con­
stitution bill. In the course of the de­
bate ex-Premier Balfour said that the 
House in dealing with the question of a 
constitution for the federation of the 
South African colonies—the Transvaal, 
Cape Colony, the Orange River Btate 
and Natal—was discussing one of the 
most important events in the history ot 
the British Empire. The bill, he declar­
ed, was a wonderful issue from all the 
controversies, battles, bloodshed and dif­
ficulties to peace, and he believed the 
world could not show anything like it.

The race problem. Mr. Balfour said, 
was but a fractional part of the great 
question Parliament was now deciding. 
He strongly denied that it was intended 
to give the colored races equality with 
Europeans, declaring that so far as the 
Government, society and the higher 
forms of civilization were concerned, it 
would be impossible to give equal rights 
to the colored races without threatening 
the whole fabric, of civilization. In 1 he 
opinion of Mr. Balfour the best hope for 
the solution of this great problem was 
to place absolute and implicit ;onlil - vee 
in the representatives institutions the 
South Africans are now creaâig, and 
for the home Government not to .no Idle 
with it. He added that he desired to do 
nothing that would hamper the Go' c- n- 
ment in carrying out a measure so c*>>en- 
tial to the future of South Africa.

THE BILL IN BRI EE.
The London Daily Chronicle u! July 

‘26 gave the following summary uf the 
South African constitution bill:

It shall be lawful for the Ring, with 
the advice of the Privy Council, to de­
clare by proclamation that, on and after 
a day therein appointed, not being later 
than one year after the passing of this 
act. the colonies of the Cape of Good 
Hope, Natal, the Transvaal and the Gr­
ange River Colony shall be united in a 
legislative union under one Government, 
under the name of the Union of South 
Africa. After that date the Govern­
ment and Parliament of the Union shall 
have full power and authority within the 
limits of the colonies, but the Ring may 
at any time after the proclamation ap­
point a Governor-General for the Union.

The colonies, which will retain their 
present limits, shall become original 
Provinces of the Union under the names 
of Cape of Good Hope, Natal, Transvaal 
and Orange Free State, as the case may 
be.

The salary to be paid to the Governor- 
General is £10,000 a year. An Execu­
tive Council shall be formed, the mem­
bers of which shall be chosen and sum­
moned by'the Governor-General. Fart 4, 
which deals with the Parliament, pro­
vides that the legislative power of the 
Union shall be vested in the Parliament 
of the Union, which shall consist of the 
Kingf.-a°Senate and a House of Assem- 
bl f

Cape Town shall be the seat of the 
Legislature of the Union, but Pretoria 
shall be the seat of government of the 
Union.

The House of Assembly shall l>e com­
posed of members directly chosen by the 
voters of the Union in electoral divi­
sions. The number of members to be 
elected in the original Provinces at the 
first election shall be as follows:

Cape of Good Hope, 51.
Natal, 17.
Transvaal, .36.
Orange Free Ntate, 17.
These members shall not, in the case 

pf any original Province, be diminished 
until the total number of members of 
the House of Assembly reaches 150, or 
until a period of ten years has elapsed 
after the establishment of the Union, 
whichever is the longer period.

Parliament may by law prescribe the 
qualifications of voters, but no such law 
shall disqualify any person in the Pro­
vince of the Capo of (.loot! Hope who, 
under the laws existing in the colony of 
the Cape of Good Hope at the establish­
ment of the Union, is or may become 
qdalified to vote, by reason of his race 
or color, only unless the bill be passed 
by both Houses of Parliament sitting to- 
gethev, and, at the third reading be 
agreed to by not less than two-thirds of 
the total number of members of both 
Houses. No person, who, at the passing 
of any such law, is registered as a voter 
in any Province shall be removed from 
the register by reason only of any dis­
qualification based on race or color.

The House of Assembly, like the Brit­
ish House of Commons, is to have the 
power of the purse, and the Senate has 
only a limited veto over non-financial 
measures. Both the English and Dutch 
languages shall be official languages of 
the Union and shall be treated on a foot­
ing of equality and possess and enjoy 
equal freedom, rights and privileges.

TRESTLE COLLAPSED.

One Man Dead and Several Injured 
in New Brunswick.

6t. John, N.B., Aug. 16.—One man 
was killed and several others had nar­
row escapes when six spans of the 
New Brunswick section of the Nation­
al Transcontinental collapsed on Sat­
urday afternoon.

The accident occurred at the trestle 
over McMullin’s Brook, where the G. 
T. P. crosses the Canada Eastern divi­
sion of the Intercolonial.

The dead man is John McMullin, of 
Boston, and the injured are John Pat­
terson, engineer, badly bruised, and 
four other rworkmen, not seriously 
hurt.

The trestle is 1,400 feet long and 
about 50 feet high. Six of the twelve 
spans were hurled to the bottom, and 
the men went with them.

THE CRY IS FOR MEN
To Help Gather Saskatchewan's 

Great Harvest

Regina, Aug. 16.—Already there are 
incipient signs of labor famine in con­
nection with the gathering of the Sas­
katchewan harvest, and at points on 
the Areola line farmers are offering as 
much as three dollars a day and board, 
without obtaining the required help. The 
great heat of the last ten days has 
brought harvesting on with a rush, with 
the result that cutting has started at 
scores of points in southern Saskatche­
wan at least a week earlier than was an­
ticipated, with the result that no labor 
is available. The handful of men who 
arrived here yesterday from the east 
were at ouoe snapped up, and at the 
present time there are points south of 
the C. P. R. main line which could 
easily absorb one hundred men each, 
with no prospects of the want being sup­
plied until the next excursion arrives 
from the east.

ARREST WATCHMEN.
Charged With Theft From We«t 

Toronto Factories. ■

Toronto, Aug. 17.—Admitting that for 
a year he had been pilfering from the 
Comfort Soap Works, of which he was 
night watchman, and that he had disc 
exchanged goods taken by him for goods 
from the Heintzman & Company piano 
factory, Hugh McDonald, of 29 Alex­
ander street, was taken into custody by 
Detective Mitchell last night. John La- 
Page, the night watchman of the piano 
factory, had been arrested early in the 
afternoon at his home, 45 Augusta aven­
ue, on a charge of theft, and he, too, 
spent the night in the cells at number 
three police station.

At the police station last i>ight there 
was quite an imposing pile of goods 
which the police claim were stolen from 
the two factories which had been left in 
charge of these men during the night 
hours. From the soap works, of course, 
there was nothing more than soap of 
different grades, but from the Heintz- 
man factory there was a considerable 
pile of various kinds of valuable felts, 
cotton, broadcloth, paint brushes, cham­
ois skins, and nickle hinges. All these 
goods are utilized in the building of 
pianos and they are very valuable, and 
they were identified bv Mr. Thomas 
Egan, the assistant manager, as hav­
ing been taken from the factory. In 
addition to this, Macdonald admitted 
to Detective Mitchell that a consider­
able quantity of lumber from the Heintz­
man yard had gone to his house at 29 
Alexander street, which is in the course 
of erection.

This motley collection of goods was 
gathered by the sleuths during the day. 
It did not come from the houses of 
the prisoners only, and in fact none of 
it was secured at LaPage’s house on 
Augusta avenue, but it was assembled 
from several houses, including one on 
Esther street, one on Perry Place, and 
from 29 Alexander street, the home of 
Macdonald. A fact which the police re­
gard as very significant is that a quan­
tity of felt apd some brushes from the 
piano factory, were found at Macdon­
ald's house, in addition to a quantity of 
soap. In all the other houses visited 
goods alleged to have been taken from 
both factories were found. It is on 
these finds and upon Macdonald’s own 
admissions that the police built up the 
collusion theory between the two men. 
There are still a number of houses to 
visit, and more arrests mav follow.

BUSINESS REVIVAL.
Import» for July Show an Increase 

of $7,440,616.

Ottawa, Aug. 16.—Customs returns for 
the month of July bear out the pre­
dictions of increase in trade, both in 
exports and imports. Compared with 
July, 1908, the total imports for last 
month show an increase of $7,440,616; 
the exports an increase of $955,367, mak­
ing an increase of $8,395,973 in the total

The duty collected during the month 
was $1,378,679 in excess of the customs 
duty collected in July, 1908.

For the four months ended July 31st 
of the current fiscal year, the imports 
were $114,265,502, an increase of $22,- 
37,303 over the corresponding period 
of last year. Exports totalled $77,856,- 
408, an increase of $6,193,585.

The betterment in the total trade was 
$28,670,886, being $192,121,910 for the 
past four months, as compared with 
$163,551,024 for the four months ended 
31st of July, 1908. The duty for the 
first four months of this fiscal year 
netted $17,885,948, an increase of $3,- 
633,440 over the same period of the last 
fiscal year.

CUTTER RELEASED.
Chirges of Diamond Stealing Were 

Not Susteined.

Washington, Aug. 16.—Earl; in Aug- 
ust the State Department received a 
despatch from Lisbon telling of the 
seizure of a small cutter flying the 
American flag at Quissanga Argola, 
West Africa. The owners of the vessel, 
whose nationality was then unknown, 
were arrested and charged with dia­
mond stealing. There was some talk 
of piracy, too. Mr. Handley, the Am­
erican Consul-General at Borna, Congo 
Free State, now informs the State De­
partment that the prisoners were Ameri­
cans, but that the charges of robbery 
were not sustained.

QUICK JELL*.
This method is good for all fruits but 

pineapple, crabapple and quinces: Mash 
the raw fruit until all is well broken, 
then take a cupful at a time and put in 
a bag—a salt bag is good for the pur­
pose—and gently squeeze the juice into 
a dish. When all of the fruit is thus 
treated measure the juice and place m 
a kettle and put over the fire to cook. 
Measure one cupful of sugar for every 
cupful of juice, putting on the stove or 
in the oven where it will become hot, 
but do not let it scorch. Let the juice 
boil for about eight minutes and skim, 
then add the hot sugar, bring to a boil, 
and cook one minute more. The color 
and flavor of the fruit js much better 
preserved by this plan than by the more 
tedious process. From beginning to end 
it will take less than an hour to make 
the jelly.

INDIA RELISH.
One peck green tomatoes, six large 

onions, three small peppers, one gallon 
vinegar, one ounce selery seed, one ounce 
white mustard seed, one ounce black 
mustard seed, and one ounce tumeric 
powder.

Run tomatoes through a meat chop­
per or chop fine. Drain off juice. U'hop 
onions and peppers. Put all the ingredi­
ents together and boil twenty minutes. 
Do not add all the vinegar until you 
find whether so much is needed to make 
sauce of proper thickness. Often the 
full gallon of vinegar is not needed. 

WHEN MAKING JAMS.
When making jams and marmalades 

try the easier and together more satis­
factory way of baking them in the oven 
instead of cooking on top of the range, 
where constant attention and stirring 
arc imperative. Turn the burner down 
low* and ns your jam thickens around 
the edges of the pan, kettle or crock, 
stir it down. No further attention is 
necessary until it is done and you nin 
absolutely no risk of burning it.

BLEEDING HEART PICKLES.
Select fine, large blood beets; took 

until tender; plunge into cold water for 
five minutes; remove skins. Cut into 
slices one inch thick. Then recut with 
heart shaped cutter. Pickle in the usual 
way. These are especially nice to serve 
with a plate lunch—one heart to each

New York, Aug. 17.—Edward Payeon 
Weston, the veteran walker, returned 
to New York last night from San Fran­
cisco. after walking from New York to 
San Francisco, a distansce of 3,895 miles, 
in 105 days, looking none the worse for 
his long grind. The performance will go 
on record as one of the moit remarkable 
in the history of pedestrianism, especial­
ly in view of the fact that Weston was 
70 years old when he accomplished the 
difficult task.

Weston, in spite of the hardships 
he encountered in the far west, will 
make another attempt to make a 
transcontinental trip within the allot­
ted time, 100 days. He expects to 
begin the walk early next year, and 
benefitting by his past experiences, 
expects to cover 4,000 miles in 100 
days, thereby reducing his time by over 
five days.

During the journey Weston met 
with all sorts of weather and was 
compelled to endure all kinds of 
hardships during the route. He is 
disapopinted i over his failure in not 
making the trip in 100 days, as lie 
started out to do, but attributes his

failure to turns and twists he was com­
pelled to make.

It is the first time that a bona fide 
walk has been made across the Amer- j
ican continent. Weston laid 
stress on the fact that he walked over 
railroad bridges and tracks in the 
west instead of resorting to ferries and 
roads. It had always been Weston’s 
ambition to walk across the contin­
ent. and the fact that he succeeded in 
his 71st year is a fitting culmination 
to the long career of pedestrian tri­
umphs with which he has been associat­
ed.

Weston was frequently discouraged 
cduring his long trip by the bad roads 
and severe weather conditions. As 
the walk progressed he was deprived of 
bis clothing and several times was un­
able to procure food or water.

In Wyoming hie troubles multiplied 
to such an extent that had it not been 
for the timely aid rendered bv the 
officials of the Southern Pacific Rail­
road in sending along from Ogden an 
official on a railroad track velocipede, 
carrying milk, eggs and other nour­
ishing food, it is doubtful whether Wes­
ton would have survived the heat and 
storms encountered day after day.

This is due to the rigid policy of 
the track owners to have the law obeyed 
to the letter and the voluntary support 
they have received from all classes of 
racegoers. The race track detectives 
have been on the alert since the first 
day of the campaign, with orders to 
eject persons who might see fit to re­
gard the nexv law as a joke, but the 
sleuths, barring a few minor cases, have 
not been compelled to take action. In 
view of this clean record, turfmen say 
that it should be realized that patrons 
of the sport are law abiding and are anx­
ious to help in the task of rebuilding a 
once great industry.

There is now every indication of a turf 
war in Canada, all of which will not do 
racing any good in this country. The 
other day a racing association was 
granted a charter to hold race meets in 
Toronto, Montreal, Quebec and Winni­
peg, and from this on Dufferin Park, 
Delormier Park and the rest of the so- 
called outlaw tracks will flourish, no 
Pinkertons or anybody else daring to 
molest them or make them afraid. The 
same men who are behind the Dufferin 
Park Association are mixed up in this 
one, and will do the managing. From 
what we can judge, the movement is not 
in the best interests of racing as these 
new tracks will tend to become merry- 
go-rounds, as the best horses are likely 
to follow the Woodbine and other tracks 
in preference to those of the new associ­
ation. As we have mentioned on pre­
vious occasions, they will keep at it un­
til racing is killed in Canada, just as it 
is in the United States, and for the very 
same reasons.

Australian Rugby as
Viewed by Americans.

An Australian exchange says: Mr. J. 
Schaeffer, of California University, who 
has come to Australia to see how Rugby 
football is played here, and find out 
whether some good games co-uld be ar­
ranged with a California fifteen next 
year, was watching the game between 
New South Wales and Queensland un 
Saturday. He was following the play 
very keenly the whole time, asking con­
tinual questions as to tactics, and en­
thusiastic over the work of the New 
South Wales forwards.

“The three-quarters are fine,” he said; 
“«ad I should pick out the passing as 
the beet point your team has got. But 
that forward work k> good to look at. 
You don’t see the game as loose as that 
over the other side,” lie said. “Our game 
is not so fast. The scrums are a lot 
tighter. There’s much more scrum play 
altogether over there. We play with 
seven in the scrum, you see. Watching 
a game in America you’ll always find 
om forwards bunched a lot more than 
that.

“It's a great game over there to fall 
on the ball. You can see for yourself 
there’» been practically none of that here 
to-day. Our fellows are better at falling 
on it than yours. Your men here don't 
seem to be able to fall on it. Your for­
wards don’t give much chance of doing 
it. They feel for the ball too hard. They 
have it away from a man before he gets 
it i

“Cher with us it's a case of picking

play by. Of course this is the way to 
learn the game, by watching other sides, 
But over there there’s only Stanford 
and us. We have to learn by the book. 
Your fellows have broken away from 
the book. They've broken away from 
the old rules in order to make the game 
fast and loose. They play by what's 
right scientifically.

LONGISLAND

e-Masted Scheoner Orirei en 
Leng Iriand Sand Bar.

Seven Men, Indnding the Captain, 
Rescued by Life Savers.

One Seaman Drifted Out te Sea 
en a Life Raft.

New York, Aug. 17.—A three-mnsted 
schooner, apparently laden with lumber, 
was driven on the sand bar 300 yards otf 
Long Beach, L. I., at 4 o’clock this morn­
ing by a northeast gale. Soon alter 
daylight seven men of the crew were 
seen clinging to the bowsprit, having 
been driven there by the waves, which 
were washing over the vessel. Life-sav­
ers from two stations were called, and 
preparations were made to shoot a line 
over the stranded ship, whose identity 
could not be determined, so as to rig a 
breeches buoy in the hope of taking off 
the imperilled men.

Five hours after the discovery of the 
wreck the life-savers still were awaiting 
another opportunity to get their boats 
through the surf. Meantime a life-pre- 

, server bearing the name “Arlington, 
Boston,” drifted ashore, evidently cast 
overboard by one of the sailors, either 
to carry the name of the stranded vessel 
to the watchers on the beach or to show 
the drift of the current. Soon after­
ward one of the sailors launched a raft 
from the vessel, apparently with the in­
tention of bringing a line ashore, but 
the current carried him further from 
the shore, and away to the westward, 
exposed to sens which constantly swept 
the raft. The vessel seemed to be rest­
ing solidly in the sand and in no imme­
diate. danger of breaking up.. The mast 
still was standing, but "the crew appar­
ently were unwilling to trust themselves 
aloft.

New York. Aug. 17. Seven men, in­
cluding the captain, were rescued from 
their perilous positions on the bowsprit 
of the craft, stranded on a sand bar off 
Long Beach, L. 1.. today. Life-savers 
from the shore effected the rescue. One 
man who had put out from the vessel 
on a life raft drifted out of sight to­
wards Sandy Hook.

A*ter waiting on the beach until near 
ly 10 o’clock the life-savers made an­
other desperate attempt, and succeeded 
in getting their life boat through the 
surf. After that the rescue of the crew 
of the stranded schooner was easily ac­
complished. Rowing off through the 
heavy rollers, the life-savers threw a 
line to the crew clinging to the bowsprit, 
and one by one they dropped into the 
surf boat and were safely landed on the

By this time hundreds of guests from 
the beach hotels were gathered there, 
and cheered enthusiastically when the 
men were rescued. Several of the crew 
were taken into the Hotjel Nassau, and 
cared for, while the others were given 
shelter and clothing in the life-saving 
station. Exhausted by their long expos­
ure to the driving wind and rain, the 
survivors were hardly able to tell the 
story of the wreck.

The captain, however, said that he 
was misled by the lights of the Hotel 
Nassau, which he took to l>e those of: 
some great liner. Believing that his 1 
sel must be far from shore, he took no 
soundings, and supposed his vessel was 
still in deep water until she struck the 
beach. The captain said his vessel was 
the Arlington, of Boston, and that she 
would be a total loss.

Madden Pierson, the Swedish sailor 
from the Arlington who put off on a 
life raft from the stranded vessel, was 
washed ashore alive at Rockaway Beach 
during the morning, and is being cared 
for there. Eight men in all were res­
cued from the schooner by the Long 
Beach life-savers.

Boston. Aug. 17.- -The schooner Ar­
lington, ashore on Long Island, is owned 
by John S. Emery A Co., of this city, 
and was commanded by Captain Ira 
Small. She was bound from New York 
to Mayport. Florida, with a cargo of 850 
tons of coal.

COPE STINSON.
Death of the Celebrated Horse­

man at Guelph.

R. Copeland Stinson, familiarly known 
as “Cope,” is dead. He received a sudden 
call in Guelph on Saturday. Cope Stin­
son was one of the best horsemen of his 
day, celebrated all over America as a 
trainer and driver of trotters. Ho was 
a Hamilton man, bom on June 7, 1847, 
but had lived chiefly in Brantford, going 
t here from this city when a young man. 
He returned to this city about fifteen 
years ago to manage the Hamilton 
Jockey Club road house for the club, 
and maintained a large training stable 
while hero, but remained only a few 
years. For some years he managed the 
San Mate» racing farm, near San Fran-

A fatality seemed to hang about the 
family. Cope’s father wag killed on the 
railway, and his non, Dr. J. C. Simeon, 
lost his life in the San Francisco fire.

King William street. His wife informed 
him that his mother was sick at her 
home on Jackson street, and he at once 
put on his civilian clothes and jumped 
on his bicycle to hasten to his mother. 
When passing King and Catharine 
streets he heard the angry remark, ‘You 
can't back it up,” came from the cor­
ner. That caused him to look round, 
and as soon as he did the shots were 
fired.

With great promptness Brown gave 
chase t-o the fleeing man, who was mak­
ing south on Catharine street.

The constable rode up King street and 
along John, purposing to head off Lor­
enzo, who was being chased by an angry 
crowd. Brown met him at the corner 
of the Court House grounds on Main 
street-, and closed on him, though the re­
volver was being waved around by the 
excited prisoner. The officer took no 
notice of the threats, but caught the 
man by the throat, and after a strug­
gle, took the revolver from him. When 
the prisoner saw the excited crowd after 
him, he called loudly for the police, as 
he evidently feared bodily harm. The 
constable subdued the crowd by making 
his identity as a police officer known, 
and hurried Lorenzo off to the police 
station, followed bv the ever-increasing 
crowd.

When Brown jumped off his bicycle 
at the Court House grounds at Main 
street. White’s chum, who gave chase 
after the prisoner, took the policeman’s 
bicycle and hurried off to No. 3 Police 
Station to call for aid, but before as­
sistance cached the scene Brown had 
the prisoner in safe keeping.

During all the excitement a number 
of people hurried to see if White was 
hurt, but found he was not.

Detective Coulter was called and he 
went to attend White, but he had gone. 
The detective then went to 110 Wel­
lington street north and told White’s fa­
ther of the incident. The young man 
bad not yet arrived home and Mr. 
White, sen., accompanied the detective 
in search of the boy. Inquiries were 
made everywhere for the young man, 
but no trace of him could lie found. The. 
police searched every nook and corner, 
thinking that he might have been shot 
and fallen from loss of blood, after 
walking away.

Witnesses of the occurrence said that 
they were sure White was hurt, though 
Mr. Semenes, the confectioner, thought 
he saw powder on White’s ear. After 
several hours’ search White was found 
at Mugford’s home, 98 Steven street.

Txirenzo, it is alleged, when asked 
what he shot at White for, replied: 
“Why. to kill him.” The prisoner said 
that White asked him for whiskey, and 
because he said he had none, White 
wanted to fight, so he then drew his re­
volver and fired, because he said White 
was bigger than he and he could hot 
fight.

Detective Coulter asked Lorenzo if he 
always carried a revolver and he said 
“No.” Last night was the first time he 
had carried it for a long’time. lie said 
he did so last night because he was go­
ing to Ferguson avenue, and he had a 
presentment of danger. He also said 
he brought the revolver here from Buf­
falo three years ago. After he had been 
ill the cells some time he spoke to the 
officers again and they understood him 
to say he hoped the man was dead, and 
that, if he died to let him know and he 
would kill himself.

Lorenzo was in the prisoner’s dock at 
the police court this morning, and was 
arraigned. He was not represented by 
counsel, and was remanded until next 
Monday.

At daybreak this morning Detective 
Coulter was on the corner of King and 
Catharine streets trying to find the bul­
lets that were fired last night, but no 
trace could be found.

The fearlessness of P. C. Brown is 
being commented on everywhere on the 
street to-day. Three times within a 
month Brown has shown the plucky stuff 
in him. On July the 19th he entered 
the burning building at the Slater shoe 
store to rescue a woman, and two nights 
after he went in the burning laundry 
on York street to rescue a crippled boy.
