SALE OF WHEAT.

Mr. 13. L. Smith said he planted a 
piece of corn, an acre and three rods 
by actual measurement. It was land 
that had been in grass eight years 
without manure. The fertiliser used 
was tho “ Stock bridge,*’ costing 8132 
fo one acre. From the whole piece 
he obtaineo 91 bushels of corn, or 80 
bushels to the acre. The fodder was 
heavy, estimated at three tons for the 
piece—enough to pay the cost of cul­
tivation. John M. Smith, by careful 
calculations (and he had the figures 
to show it), finds he can raise corn at 
30 cents per bushel, using barnyard 
manure. (Jims. Parsons, Jr., raised 
on a piece of one and a half acres, at 
the rate of 90 bushels of shelled corn 
per acre ; the fodder was heavy, esti­
mated at three tons, worth $20 to feed 
to milch cows. J. C. Newhall raised 
100 bushels of eUrsyito the acre, by 
measurement, using barnyard manure, 
at an estimated cost of $31 per acre.’

E. II Judd said his yield was an 
average of 45 bushels of sbelldw corn 
per acre, using a mixture of potash 
and fish for a fertilizer. Ho said that 
well cured cornstalks are eaten by 
milch cows with better relish than 
his best hay, and would produce more 
milk, fedywith the same quantity of 
nioiil. lie thought he could1 r ise corn 
at a cost Of 40 cents per bushel M.

Smith stated that he raised lost 
year 1,000 bushels of ears on 7$ acres 
of land, using barnyard manure prin­
cipally. Mr S. Harding said his corn 
costs him not exceeding 40 cents pet- 
bus .el to raise. Three tons of well 
cured cornslalks are worth more than 
one ton of good English hay. It is 
not economy to raise less than 40 
bushels of smelled corn per acre.

Far more is made out of the fodder 
th n we ara in the habit of doing. 
Tnis is worthy the attention of out- 
farmers—if they can get feed equal 
to from one to two tons of first class 
hay from each acre of corn, in addi­
tion to the grain, it is worth looking 
after. Once get into the vay of 
saiing out- corn fodder, and it will be 
done generally, and assist to tide a 
long winter over.

It will be observed by our advertis 
ing columns, that a quantity of the 

. will be sold ou May 
“1st. We learn that the demand for 
this seed is very great, and as the 
Government wish to assist all, it will 
bo sold in small lots, no one person 
will be allowed to purchase the whole 
at a low price, and then make a 
handsome profit by re-selling it.

It will be put up at cost price and 
two bushels sold to each purchaser, 
unless all applicants are supplied 
before the stock is exhausted. This 
will give the poorest settler just as 
gopd a chance to get new, clean seed, 
as the richest farmer in York County.

Wo hope this timely action on the 
part of the Government will have the 
effect of inducing a larger breadth of 
wheat to he sown this year, than over 
before in this Province. Tho success 
we have had for some years in raising 
this grain, should encourage every 
farmer in this County to raise their 
own broad—try it for one year, and 
we are sure you will not regrot it, 
but on the contrary you will do the 
same every year after. And how 
much more independent yon will feci 
with a year’s bread on hand.

CORN RAISING.

Tho time is now at hand for attend­
ing to this important crop which has 
boon very, much neglected of late 
years, many ate under the impression 
that it don’t pay to raise corn, and 
certainly the farmer should be the 
bcsT judge of his ow n work, as to 
what pays and what does not. The 
same opinion has prevailed for some 
years in the New England States, hut 
they are beginning to change their 
opinion ahotft this, and, the quan­
tity raised last year was greater than 
for many years, and when proper ac­
counts of cost and yield have been 
kept there is no want oi proof that 
the of production is much smaller 
than generally sapposed, and we fee 
pfetty'sure that if the same course 
was adopted in this Province for a 
few years, our people would bo sur­
prised that they had neglected so 
valuable a crop.

Many experiments were made i11 
Maine humeur, showing immense ro- 

-4,urns, h*#.. these are exceptional, and 
wo do not care to build our argument 
on such eases—but there seems to he 
no doubt that corn may be grown to 
almost any extent oil the average 
farm for from 30 cents to 50 cents per 
bushel, in some favored location it 
cun be done lower than this. If this 
is the case in Maine, why not in New 
Brunswick. Our soil is as good and 
,-limate as suitable, and when proved 
we have done as ivtdl.

A club in the Connecticut Valley 
has been discussing this matter and 
think it bettor to raise corn than to 
baeeo, which has been one of the great 
dependences for some time.

The following wore given as snipe 
ol tho yields that could he depended 
upon, and seem reasonable.

The Dairy men’s Association of West­
ern Ontario lately held a three days’ 
meeting in Ingersoll. Among items 
of gen?ral interest developed in the 
animated discussions was the fact that 
the quantity of milk required to make 
a pound of cheese ready for market in 
the neighborhood of Ingersoll is con­
siderably over ton pounds, and that 
the average last year was larger than 
Usual. A larger amount than usual 
was delivered' to the factories, hut it 
proved a little inferior in richness. 
The tenor of remark on this subject 
showed that the makers here general 
ly use more milk for a pound of cheese 
than is required in the States, and that 
those who required the most, as a rule, 
made the best cheese. Eastern On­
tario requires less than the Western 
part of the Province, owing chiefly to 
the practice of early shipping, much 
of theii cheese being sent off at twenty 
days’ old. Many of the factories, both 
in Eastern and Western Ontario, are 
run on tho joint-stock principle, and a 
practice is creeping into use among 
the companies of binding their makers 
to" furnish a fairly marketable pound 
of cheese Irom not exceeding ton 
pounds of milk. This is a pernicious 
regulation and works mischief in the 
end. To save themselves from loss 
the cheese-makers are indttped to leave 
in the curds the largest" amount of 
whey they possibly can and make a 
cheese that will crowd its way through 
tho market, thereby lowering the 
standard of quality in their goods. It 
appeared also from this discussion that 
there is a growing t^Aiency toward 
delivering milk, to factories but once 
a day, which of course is done in the 
morning. The night’s milk is cooled 
by setting it in water or spreading it 

j by dividing into small messes to be 
,cooled by tho night ai(\ The results, 
so lar as quality of chètAe is concern­
ed, appear to he quite as good as when 

; it is delivered twice a day. Where 
the factories a reowned and run by in­
dividuals it is a prevailing custom for 

j them to draw all the milk. Mr. L. 
R Richardson,of Kerwood, otto of the 
largest manufacturers in Canada, says 

] it costs him a little over one cent a 
pound on the cheese to draw the milk.

| This is loss than patrons can afford to 
| draw it for,-as each has to make a 
| separate journey to the factory with 
; his milk whether tho mess bo large or 
I small. Tho practice, therefore, of de­
livering once a day is a matter of con- 

; siderable importance in the net re­
turns of the several patrons of a fac­
tory.

Cooling milk before delivering to 
the factory was made a prominent 
topic, and it was urged that the cool­
ing should begin with “ cooling the 
cows.” This would save nearly all 
the trouble experienced in tho heat of 
the season from had milk. By keep­
ing the cows v.uol and comfortable and 
healthy, their milk would bo sound 
and pm-:,- and not in a condition to 
ma'd doctal ing.

care of the cows and free ventilation 
in transportation, artificial cooling 
must be resorted to by the use of 
water, ice, or air. While rapid cool­
ing by which the milk or any part of 
it is suddenly reduced below 60 de 
grecs was not approved of; it was the 
general sentiment that gradual cool­
ing down to at least 79 degrees, is ur 
gently demanded for all milk liable 
to taint or other fault, and desirable 
tor any milk in hot weather. The 
necessity of keeping cows cool and 
comfortable by protecting them from 
the heat of the sun in oppressive 
weather,was emphasized at the close of 
the discussion by a unanimous resolu­
tion recommending for the purpose of 
improving the products of the dairy, 
that trees be planted along the roads 
where cows are to he driven, and in 
pastures where cows run, or that arti­
ficial shades be established.

Mr. Balla-ityne, M.P., spoke against 
carrying whey away from the factory 
in cans in which milk is brought. If 
properly cleansed it might not do any 
olher harm than to eat off the tin 
from the cans,-which it is sure to do. 
But experience has proved there is no 
safety in trusting to a thorough cleans­
ing, as somebody among the numerous 
patrons of the factory is all the time 
failing in this duiy and bringing bud 
flavor and Ips which i-.' traceable di­
rectly to this cause. A resolution was 
passed corroborative of these views.

Mr. A. A. Ayer, of Montreal, recom­
mended curing cheese in basements 
and lower stories of factories, never 
in garrets or near the rocf, as cheese 
is injured by curing in such dry, and 
hot and dry places. Also covering 
the ends of cheese as well as the sides 
muslin to be greased once when first 
put on and not afterward. Before 
boxing strip off the end cloths and 
grease and burnish the faces o*' the 
cheese.

Mr. Ballantyoe referred to cured 
salt with Goodrich sait which was 
faulty in flavor, while that salted with 
Liverpool salt was fine and well-cured. 
The discussion on relative values was 
very earnest and somewhat protracted, 
and tho sense of the convention was 
expies led in a resolution favoring 
Liverpool salt for butter and cheese.

The Rev.--\V. F. Clarke gave his 
preference to the Ayrshire* for gen­
eral use in Canada dairying ; first, 
been use they are unsurpased as milk­
ers ; second, because of the'great uni­
formity in the characteristics of the 
stock ; third, because of their fine 
form and strong tendency to lay on 
fat and flesh when not in milk; and 
fourth, because they may he had at 
reasonable prices. Ayrshire cattle 
are now so plenty in his section that 
thoroughbreds can bo obtained for but 
a small advance above the common 
stock, while 'they greatly excel the 
common stock in ability to produce 
milk, which is not only larger in 
quantity but of bel tor quality than 
that of the common cows. Harris 
Lewis thought the Ayrshires to ner 
vous. Mr. Clarke thought what Mr. 
Lewis objected to as nervousness is 
only an evidence of high spirit, which 
is rallier to ho admired than despised. 
It is the proof of the activity and 
vigor necessary to the perfect utiliza­
tion of food," whether for large milk 
production or rapid accumulation of 
fat anil flesh.

Continue this lesson until the colt will 
stand on all his feet/SifiKlat 
anything to him, rub or tickle 
part of him—^fo anything exeept 
abuse him ; but remember that even 
tickling may be carried far enough to 
become abuse.

Putting one 
knee on the floor, placing the other 
as a tiencii in front of the horse, I 
asked him to put his foot up on my 
knee ; he put it up, and held it dor me 
to strike on it with tho hammer until 
1 told- iiim to take it down. The 
smith shod him, and said he ne 
shod a horse that stood better ; ever 
after he was very good to shoe.- Tho 
discipline in each case that was necos. 
-ary to accomplish these results was 
given in three lessons of about two 
hours each, but the education and die* 
cipiine I had to receive before I could 
give those lessons took years of study 
and practical application of the prin­
ciples which control all animal rnovo- 
mmÿs. The first thing to teach the 
colt is, that he is at perfect liberty to 
do as he chooses ; lie will rejoice in 
and enjoy the liberty of choosing to do 
as you wish to have him do, when you 
have taught him that his own con- 
condition will lio more comfortable if 
his freedom to choose takes him 
in that direction than it will be if it 
leads hitnin any other [direction. 
Desire for liberty and sail-interest 
arc the ptihciples through i%hmh the 
trainer gets control of bis subject.

My way of working with such a colt 
is this ; 1 take him into some soft 
place where it will not be likely 
to hurt him when lie is down, strap 
up the nigh forward foot by passing 
a strap once around the fetlock joint 
to prevent its slipping, then around 
the leg, and tight enough to prevent 
his getting his foot to the ground ; 1 
then put a strap and rope to the off’ 
foot, make him step, and, when he 
steps, take up his foot and hold it so 
tiial ho must come down on to his 
knees. Some dq. this by standing 
H|^ht by the horse’s shoulders, with 
the'r right arm over the horse, the 
leit. hand holding the rope; they lift 
up on the rope with the right hand, 
pull down with the left, and hold the 
fool up and let the horse take them 
with him as he jumps about, trying 
to get his feet free. 1 much prefer 
to put on a harness that 1 am not 
afraid to hurt—one with collar and 
witli a hkip on tho lop of tile collar, 
for the rope to run through, with a 
rope 12 or 15 feet long, I stand behind 
the horse, and when he stops I lake 
his foot up by pulling on the rope, 
and keeping it up by keeping the 
rope tight ; then, as tho horse jumps,
I follow at tile end of the rope. It 
the foot is kept up so that he must 
come down on his knees every time, 
he will soon stop jumping ; give him 
his own lime io come down flat on his 
side ; when he comes down, hold him 
down until he stops trying to get up, 
then free his feet and lot him got up ;- 
after he has stood a few minutes, put 
him down again. Repeat these down 
and up movements until, when you 
take up his foot, he chooses to come 
down to his knees, and down on his 
side, without jumping or struggling, 
but waiting for you to free his feet 
and ask him to get up. This first 
lesson may take from one to three 
hours, anil is well learned when the 
horse has been taught that it is for 
his interest, when his feet are taken 
from him, to get down as quick as he 
can, and he still. Next, make your 
"colt as comfortable as possible until 
tho time for another lesson, which 
may he the next day, if convenient ; 
never try lo give more than onoAessun 
a day—never try to teach a colt but 
one idea at a time. The first lesson 
is for tho Ipurposc of teaching that 
I here is a superior controlling power,

taught is, that it is better for the colt 
to choose to let you do as you pléase 
with him, that it is to choose to kick 
at what you do. When the colt has 
learned this lesson, it is policy for 
you to treat him as kindly as you pos­
sibly can ; kind treatment is due him 
as a reward for doing well. Any les­
sons after this must be given when 
about regular work. If he kicks 
when being harnessed, harness him 
with one foot strapped up; if he has 
kicking-spells when at work, put the 
rope on his foot as in training, and 
work him with it on, and if he begins 
to kick, the taking up of one foot will 
probably stop him. Une reason why 
1 tike to use the long rope in giving 
the first lesson, instead of jhe short 
one used by most professional horse 
trainers, is because I can use the same 
rope after I put the colt at work, and 
have perfect control of him. I have 
driven colts thirty-four miles a day, 
seventeen down to the landing and 
home again, with a rope on the foot 
all the way. This rope can be put on 
so as not to incommode the driver at 
all, and the colt but very little. There 
is no room for more particulars, but I 
will try to answer any questions any 
one may feel disposed to ask about 
kicking in general, orin particular.

WHEN MILg IS RICHEST.

Under the heading of" A Few Facts 
About Milk,” wo find the following in 
The London Agricultural Gazette, 
ere tied to Land and Water. Such 
stalem'-nts not only lead astray, but 
do great discredit to true science:

It has been discovered, from chemi­
cal analysis, that tho evening’s milk 
is richer than morning’s. Professer 
Boedeker has analyzed tho milk of a 
healthy cow at different periods of the 
day, and found that the solids of the 
evening’s milk (13 per cent) exceed­
ed those of the morning’s milk (10 per 
cent), while the water contained in 
the fluid was diminished from 89 per 
cent to 86 per cent. The fatty matter 
gradually increases as the day pro­
gresses. In tho morning it amounts 
to 2J per cent, at noon 34 per cent, 
and in the evening 5J per vent. The 
practical importance of this discovery 
is at once apparent, inasmuch as it de­
velops the fact that while 16 oz. of 
morning's milk will yield but J oz. of 
butter, about double tho quantity can 
be obtained from the evening’s milk. 
The case in is also increased in the 
evening’s milk, from 2Jto 2f per cent 
hut the albumen is diminished from 
44 lUUths per cent lo 31-100ths per 
cent. Sugar is least abundant at mid­
night (4J per cent) and most plentiful 
at noon (4J per cent). The percentage 
of the salt undergoes almost no change 
at any time of the day.

This is all wrong, and shows the 
shortsightedness of publishing for the 
instruction of the public the results of 
a single experiment that may he 
varied by many circumstances not 
at first apparent. The truth is, the 
richness of milk does not depond at all 
upon tho time of Jay ; all other 
circumstances being the same, it is 
Controlled by the length of the time 
between milkings—the longer the 
time the poorer the milk. When the 
days are short the night’s milk is rich­
est, if the milking is done at the 
extremes of the day. When the 
nights are short milk is richest in the 
mot ning, and when the intervals be­
tween milkings are equal the milk 
will he alike, unless some conditions 
arc varied, as exercise, quiet, beat or 
cold, etc , which may in terfere and 
cause variations. This has been de­
monstrated on a large scale with whole 
dairies and at factories where several 
hundred cows have furnished milk. 
Observations upon such a scale, tnany 
times repealed, have a weight which 
carries conviction, as they cannot be 
warped by the petty conditions to

THE WALKING GAIT.

The subject is generally, discussed, 
both at home and abroad, and for the 
sake of impressing its importance 
upon the public mind, we make room 
for the following extracts, the first 
from The Live-Stock Journal, of Lon 
don, the second from its Chicago 
namesake :

A fast walking horse getting over 
the ground so much quicker, would 
represent so much more ground 
ploughed, harrowed, or rolled, in a 
given time, than that accomplished 
by a slow-walking horse, thereby re­
ducing very much a farmer’s expend i-

re in that somewhat large item— 
wages. This being of such vital im 
portance to farmers, it is matter for 
great wonder that they should not 
hitherto have recognized the fact, and 
taken steps to provide themselves with 
fast-walking horses, whose education 
in this branch had not been entirely 
neglected, and to have bred from the 
best performers of both sexes, so as in 
time to form a breed of fast-walkers 
in the same way that the Americans 
have formed a breed of trotters so re­
nowned for their speed as to defy the 
world. They began by first educating 
their horses to trot, and then by a 
judicious selection of sires and dams 
to found a race of trotters. Why do 
not the farmers in this country do the 
same with referenda to walking horses? 
A fast-walking hack should always 
command a long price, for what is 
more delightful than riding a horse 
with a long swinging stride, who can 
master from live to six miles an hour 
at a walk. Nor is this all, for a horse 
which is a perfect walker is sure to be 
good at his other paces. Special 
prizes given at all horse-shows for the 
best walkers would be a step in the 
right direction. Our colonies, how 
ever, are before-hand with us in this, 
for in Australia all the principal shows 
do give, prizes for the best walking 
horses. But tho first thing to be done 
is lo teach the young animal how to 
walk well ; it is very easily done, only 
requiring a little patience and time.

A horse that can walk off on the 
road at the rate of five miles per hour, 
and at a correspondingly rapid gait 
when harnessed to the plow or harrow, 
is a treasure to the farmer ; and yet 
such horses are more tare than 2.30 
trotters. The trouble is not so much 
from lack of capacity for fast walking, 
in mostofonr horses, as from a failure 
to cultivate that gait. The rage among 
the boys, stable hands, and even staid 
and sober farmers, is for speed ; and 
as soon as the colt is broken he must 
be made to trot. He is taught at once 
to understand that the walk is a gait 
to be resorted to only when time is a 
matter of no consequence, and thus 
may a naturally fast-walker becomes, 
from use, a very slow one. If as much 
pains were taken in developing and 
breeding for increased speed at the 
walking gait as is now taken in breed­
ing for ttotting, we should soon have 
very many horses that could walk five 
miles per hour ; and horses that could 
walk a mile on the road in ten minutes, 
or six miles per hour, would be as often 
mot with as trotters that can go ten 
miles per Èfmr for any considerable 
length of time.'-_We are anxious that 
this matter should receive the at­
tention of our agricultural societies, 
and that liberal parses should be given 
at our annual fairs for contesls of speed 
at this most useful gait. These walk­
ing races would would be almost, if 
not quite as attractive a feature, and 
would “ draw ” nearly as well as trot-' 
ting or running races, if the purses 
were equally as large. It is the close 
contest for a large prize that gives to 
races their chief attraction, and there 
may be quite as close and exciting a 
contest in a walking race for a $1.000 
prize, as in trotting or running ; while 
the effect which the awarding of large 
prizes for such races would have upon 
the common stock of our country 
would most certainly be highly 
beneficial.

‘ A method of ascertaining the 
weight of hay by measurement in the 
mow. For the first 8 feet of depth 
on the top of a large mow of hay, it 
will require a cube of 8 feet or 51-2 
cubic feet for a ton ; at the bottom of 
a well settled mow, 18 or 20 feet deep, 
300 cubic feet will make a ton ; be­
tween the bottom ami top the measure 
for a ton will vary regularly between 
these figures.

Mr. Donald G. v. itcheli, of Edge- 
wood, has Sbnnd—according to the 
latest annual report of the Connecti­
cut Experiment Station—that “a sog­
gy and nearly worthless hill-slope has 
become dry and valuable for pasture 
mainly as the result of an application 
of lime.”

Gardeners in England have been 
discussing the question whether or 
not “ frog* eat strawberries,” and tho 
verdict seems to be “ not proven,” 
with evidence strongly favoring in­
nocence.

TRANSPLANTING TREES.

The plants cf trees absorb water 
and air. The soil should he very 
finely pulverized, and placed upon 
every part of the; bark of the roots, 
whether they are large or small, for 
they everywhere absorb when the 
moist earth comes in contact with 
them. We need not calculate much 
on the spongiole, for the tree1 has left 
all those where it was dug up; and 
soon the white ends of tho new growth 
of the roots push their way out 
through the ground, and when they 
get old enough to form bark and 
wood for pores to conduct the water 
and air, then, and not till then, do 
they assist the tree. Having filled 
the hole half full of fine, soft, rich 
sail, with no turi, grass or manure on 
the roots, if the soil is rather dry 
apply a little water, so as to thorough­
ly wet the roots and soil ; if very dry, 
increase the water ; then tho rest of 
the filling-up may be with a mixture 
of earth, sods, grass, or well-rotted 
manure if the soil i.-} poor ; then stamp 
hard, and cover the surface with 
n>ulch—for which use rubbish, coarse 
manure, leaves, grass, with dirt 
enough to prevent blowing off ; even 
pieces of board—anything to keep the 
ground from drying i>y Summer 
drought. If severe drought comes, 
water ; fii st digging away tho earth 
nearly down to the roots, then turn 
in the water where it will reach the 
roots.

As to evergreens, I have found the 
best time to set them is soon after 
setting fruit and shade trees, just as 
the buds of tho evergreens begin to 
swell, or have grown an inch or two ; 
usually iu May in latitude 40 deg to 
43 deg ; but this year it may he the 
last half year of April. Do ntit ox 
the roots to sun or to dry in the least ; 
the rosin in the bark of the rooot will 
harden, which is death to the ever­
green, though the drying tip may not 
take place for a month or two. Fol­
low the foregoing direction in setting, 
and if the earth is dry, ram it very- 
hard in filling the hole. Tho limbs 
of evergreens may be shortened in, as 
well as those of deciduous trees. Out. 
ting the ends of the limbs, even half 
the length, tends to secure the life of 
evergreen and to thicken and beautify 
it when it has grown a few yeal-s. 
If you want a tall, main stem, do not 
shorten ; if a low, broad, spreading 
centre, clip the top. If the above di­
rection is followed they are as sure to 
live as the apple or elm. Every farm, 
and every- suburban residence should 
be decorated with evergreens.

Trie time for Tbansplanting.— 
People do not consider, as a general 
tiling, that plants and trees differ in 
habits and constitution, almost as 
much as the various members of 
the animal kingdom. They have 
their likes and dislikes, as it were, 
and these must receive due consider 
ation to insure success. In a few 
words, our experience with tho best 
planting season is this ; Any tree 
may be removed, either in Autumn or 
Spring, provided the operation has 
been pel-formed according t to estab­
lished rules. Early Winter is by no 
means Autumn planting. Autumn 
planting is as sure as possible after 
the fall of the leaf. Here is where 
too many planters fail : they wait en­
tirely too long, and the cold hard 
winds kill their trees before they 
become fully established in their 
new footing In most cases all 
stone-fruits succeed better when 
removed in spring; and evergreens 
also, unless tho ohange is made late in 
Summer, say during August, choosing 
a dull cloudy limy Apples and pears 
are not so particular; they only ask 
to be treated with duo respect. Still 
if there is any preference, it lies on 
the side of early Autumn planting, in 
which case the young rootlets will 
start out and cling to the new soil. 
Raspberries perhaps do host when 
planted in Autumn, hut they must ho 
thoroughly mulched to prevent the 
frost from heaving them out of the 
ground.

When 1 bought my farm six years 
ago, it contained a small ' patch of 
Canada thistle,x which the .former 
owner had been trying to exterminate 
for a number of years, hut without 
success. They were on a spot which 
grain had one year been stacked and 
threshed in the field ; the following 
year the thistles appeared and they 
had spread in spite of all efforts to kill 
them, until at the time they came in­
to my possession, they were scattered 
over about half an acre of my pasture. 
For two years I tried keeping them 
cut close to tho ground, but that did 
not kill. Thé next summer I took a 
sharp knife and cut off each thistle 
stalk about two inches below the sur­
face of the ground and applied a small 
handful of salt. It requited nearly j 
two barrels of salt and several days’ ! 
labor to go over tho ground, but it I 
was effectual. 1 have seen nothing of 
them since.

TO RENOVATE GRASS-LAND.

Many ways are recommended 1° 
stimulate meadows or pastures where/ 
as they say, the grass is running out, 
aad the growth uot satisfactory.— 
What I have found to he the best plan 
in such cases is to reseed to grass after 
having thoroughly tilled and subdued 
the soil by growing on it one or two 
intervening crops. These will gen­
erally be a hoed crop, of corn or pota­
toes on the turf the first year, followed 
the second year by some grain crop 
to seed down with. Uv we may seed 
to grass alone as early as the 20th of 
August or 1st of September, after 
harvesting a crop of early potatoes, 
or some other early crop, making 
sure that the surface is put in fine 
tilth before seeding. After land bas 
lain to grass until it will barely cat 
half a crop of hay, it needs a change, 
and such a turf"will make the best 
of corn ground bf plowing and tilling 
it, and often the corn stalks ftom such 
a crop the first year give more fodder 
than hay would have done had it been 
left for mowing instead, and the farmer 
secures a good crib of corn besides, 
and at the same time gets the land 
well subdued. If the farmer is re­
lying on such a grass lot for pasture, 
he can make any two acres thus 
planted to fodder corn go further in 
supplying Summer feed his cattle by 
cutting and feeding to them green as 
they may want it, thèn ten acres 
would have given if left for pasture, 
for it will supply them with a plenty 
of fresh, sweet juicy food at a time 
when the products of tho pastures are 
apt to be dry and woody for stock to 
thrive on. In some parts of . the 
country, it is claimed that some lots 
will do bettor if left permanently to 
grass but iu thisgtoin-growingdistrict 
of Western New York, a grass lot will 
have passed its prime aftei about two 
years, and as it does not pay us to 
leave any land to grow only half a 
crop, the sootier such lots are broken 
up after their stock of grass begins to 
fail the better. t

Maple Sugar by Modern Methods.
—Not half so much maple sugar is 
made as ought to be, and what is: 
made should be of better quality. 
Tho business, properly conducted, is 
managed on quite a different plan from 
that of twenty years ago, which to 
those having an ordinary knowledge 
of the subjeçt I can explain in a few 
words : Select a site for house for arch, 
where there is a side-hill if possible, 
to assist in unloading sap and running 
it from stone-tub to pan or evaporator. ^ 
My house, for ten feet evaporator, is 
16x20 ; 7 foot high, from sill to plate.
I tap with medium spouts, which go 
into the side of the’pail near the top; 
use tin pails, twelve or fourteen quarts 
size, and cover pails with a square 
inch board ; gather sap with a hogs­
head drawn on a sled ; pump from hogs­
head with a tin foot-pamp ; ran the 
sap from" store-tub lo evaporator 
inch-iron pipe connected to tub by a 
short piece of rubber pipe; from the 
iron pipe it goes through a rogilator, 
w-liich _ regulates the depth of sap.
The regulator is just as useful in a 
sheet-iron pan. -No arch is fit to use 
without a furnace front ^ud grates.
I boil syrup until it will raise Baume’s 
saccharometer to 33'*', boiling hot, 
strain through flannel, and I put into 
half-gallon glass fruit jars while it is 
boiling hot, and it will keep and re­
tain its flavor for a long time. The 
jars will not break if stood on a wet 
cloth while filling. For caked sugar 
boil until the saucharoinetre, dropped 
in while boiling, will raise to 40°; 
soft sugar for family use need boiling 
to 38*\

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WAR NOTES.

The British Government have decided to 
acrid the “ Thunderer " to British Columbia 
for the protection of that coast. She is one 
of the most powerful iron-clads in the fleet. 
She is an armored turret ship of tons, 
having plates varying from ten to fourteen 
inches in thickness on her turrets and sides, 
and three inches of iron on her decks. She 
carries two 12-inch 38 ton guns in the one 
turret and two 12-inch do ton guns in the 
other. She has a compliment of d40 men.

A "large number of non-commissioned offi­
cers, required immediately for employment 
as pioneer sergeants to regiments of infantry, 
have arrived at Chatham Garrison, and joined 
at the School of Military Engineering, for 
the purpose of being instructed in their duties 
with the Koyal Engineers. The men have 
been selected from every brigade depot and 
regiment of infantry on the home establish­
ment. A number of the officers of the Royal 
Engineers have proceeded from the Chatham 
School of Military Engineering for the pur­
pose of being taught rifle practice at the 
Government range, Milton. _

Russian Pressure upon Turkey.— 
With characteristic shrewdness the Russians 
are trying to persuade the Turks that, in case 
of war between England and Russia, it would 
be wise for the Porte to take sides. There 
seems little doubt that the Russians are en­
deavouring to induce the Turks to conclude 
an offensive and defensive alliance in case of 
war between Russia aud England and that 
the Grand i)uke*s frequent visits to Constan­
tinople are connected with this endeavour. 
The Turks, though actively engaged in recuit- 
ing and drilling, in order to be prepared for 
any eventuality, wish to avoid oommitting 
themselves to either party, and express the 
intention of adhering to a policy of strict 
neutrality. Whether such a policy would 
ultimately be possible is obviously another 
question.

A large body of workmen at Chatham 
Dockyard are energetically pushing forward 
the remainder of the work required to be 
carried out in the avmoffcplated turret ship 
Belleisle, as she is to be one of the first to be 
got ready for sea. The mechanics are i!ow 

ployed in cutting through the thick ar- 
plates, in order to enlarge her ports for 

the 25-ton guns which will compose her ar­
mament. -She is also being fitted with the 
necessary appliances for firing torpedoes. 
Two sÂjun pinnaces belonging to the Belle- 
isle andHtëupberb tire ordered to* be taken in 
hand imiAtdiately aud completed, for des­
patch to th«^ Mediterranean, to be employed 
with the squadron. The Orion, armor-plated 
ship, the last of the vessels purchased by the 
Government, is*to be tmiajled under the 
superintendence of one of the oflicials belong­
ing to Chatham Dockyard.

Territorial Alterations.— Vanity Fair 
remarks: The Treaty of San Stefano would 
introduce the following alterations uf territory 
and inhabitants :*-Servia would gain 3,260 
English square miles and 216,000 inhabitants, 
of whom 02,000 are Mussulmans. Monte­
negro would gain 1,100 square miles,aud 45,- 
000 inhabitants, of whom one-third are 
Mussulmans. Allowing for the exchange of 
Bessarabia against the Dobrudscha, Roumania 
would gain 3,080 square miles and 104,000 
inhabitants, of whom 100,000 are Mussul­
mans. New Bulgaria would consist of 51,- 
240 square miles, and contain 3,822,000 in­
habitants, of whom 1,430,000 are Moslems; 
of the latter, 800,000 aie Turks and Cir­
cassians, and the remainder Mahomedan Bul­
garians. The total loss of Turkey in Europe 
alone would therefore be nearly 00,000 square 
miles of territory, with 4,207,000 inhabitants 
and 1,637,000 Mussulmans would pass under 
Christian domain.

Russian War Preparations.—From 
Oronstadt accorrespoiident writes that strenu­
ous endeavors are being made to complete 
the war preparations in the forts outside 
Croustadt before the opening of the naviga­
tion. For some weeks past streams of sledges 
have been daily passing over the ice between 
the arsenel and the island batteries, convey-^ 
ing thither shot and shell and gunpowder. 
The activity in this respect is looked upon 
by naval olheens as indicating war next sum­
mer, aud the plans to resist a bombardment qf 
Cronstadt are being freely discussed at the 
institute of the Baltic Navy and the local 
clubs. The island batteries are considered 
to be remarkably strong, although a good 
deal will have to be done to them before they 
can deserve the epithet “ impregnable." It 
is stated that immediately after the breaking 
up of the ice the garrisons of all the Cronstadt 
forts will be put upon a war , footing, and 
that to each battery will be assigned a cer­
tain nunber of torpedo cutters and experi­
enced torpedoists.

Russia e Reply ro English Mobilis.v 
ip,—The correspondent of the Manchester 
Guardian announces that there are sigus 
that Russia is preparing a counter-move to 
the “ decided step " which the Onancullur 
of the Exchequer informed us the Cabinet 
had decided to take. That step, as I have 
already p'oiuted oui, means more than calling 
out the reserves, audjuuless it be made quick­
ly the Russians may even anticipate it by an 
occupation of Constantinople or Buyukdere, 
from which last-named place the Turkish 
troops have already . withdrawn. At any 
rate, it is a insignificant circumstance that 
Russia is sending more troops to the lines uf 
Buyuk Tchekmedjie, and it strengthens the 
anticipations of many well-informed persons 
that the time is not far distant when Eng­
land Russia will watch each other, the one ot 
occupation of the Dardanelles and the other 
of the Bosphorus.

A telegram from Berlin, on the other hand, 
declares that it is thought that symptoms 
are already observable in the conduct of the 
Russian Government of a disposition to give 
way to England. Nevertheless, warlike pre­
parations are still going on. The Govern­
ment of the Czar has just ordered 500 more 
Krupp guns, in addition to 1,000 ordered 
during the war with Turkey. Moreover, the 
younger class uf reserves in Lithuania have
been summoned the colors.

<•
Negotiations regarding the congress and 

the withdrawal of the British tleet and Rus­
sian troops have led to no result, and it is 
considered very unfortunate that% Bismarck 
and Gortschakoff have fallen ill' at this junc­
ture. In the uncertainty of the issue of the 
pourparlers, the Russians are doing their best 
to strengthen their position, and advices 
from various cities concur that there are 
considerable movements" uf troops towards 
Constantineple as well as Gallipoli. It is 
stated that at Tcheldia, about 30 miles north­
west from Constantinople, 2000 sappers and 
8000 infantry are at work there turning and 
completing the lines thrown up by the Turks 
along tho whole line from llodemkoi to 
Decus on the Black Sea. Four smaller re­
doubts have been enlarged and live new ones 
constructed. There still remains a good 
many of the siege guns belonging to the 
Turks. These are far from sufficient to arm the 
extended works, but 100 heavy guns and 50 
mortars are expected from Odessa. At San 
Stefano, as well a< on the other exposed 
points of the coast, strand batteries have been 
greeted, so as to frustrate any attempt tu

land. According tv Ru-mun. acçuûnVs, 700 . 
guns are already m position along the ’coast. |

REPRESENTATIVE MEN.

The first freight of portable stabling for 
titling on board troopships, left WodlwiMi 
for Portsmouth' yesterday, in the . steam 
transport “ Denis. “ The steamship ’ Lon­
don," now loading for the Mediterranean in 
the London Ducks, will takeout t<> Gibraltar 
400 of the 12, in. shells, each of >001b. 
weight, for the 58-ton guns. The “ Marl­
borough " is at the Royal Arsenal, embarking 
a cargo ofsfrtttL shot and shell for the heavy 
guns of the ‘‘/Monarch " and other ships. 

1 Light iron girders, in sections weighing 
5 cwt. each, for the purpose of forming 
bridges in connection with the line of rail­
way purchased by the -Government, is in 
course of delivery at the Royal Arsenal. 
The influx of stores, which lias been con­
tinuous at Woolwich Arsenal and Dockyard 
since the vote of credit was passed,-lias now 
nearly ceased, but the work of packing arid 
storing is still employing many extra hands. 
One large store-room, UV yards square, is 
filled with many thousands of soldiers 
valises and water-bottles. Most of these 
bottles are of wood, and of Italian manufac­
ture and design, the shifting of a peg enabling 
the soldier to take a drink without trouble : 
but a large proportion of them are ordinary 
sodawater bottles covered in cloth or leather, 
and slung by a band over the shoulder. These 
have been tried by the militia in the autumn 
manœuvres, and are s lid to be preferred by 
the uien, as being strong, simple, and ser­
viceable. The enrolled pensioners have been 
informed that they will be entitled to receive 
during the present month, the allowance of 
£1 per man which is always granted them for 
obtaining necessaries prior to being called up 
for training, and that all men over the age of 
55 years have been struck off the enrolled 
register. ^

The world has never seen or dreamed of 
uch a naval power as "England will shortly 
kve afloat. Her accumulation rtf stores is 
X a fatulous scale. New vessels, corvettes, 

rams, torpedoes, ships, and ironclads are being 
laid down at all the dockyards. Recently 
the first of six steel corvettes, “ Cornua," 
was launched at Elder & Co.'s yard, Glas­
gow, iu the presence of a vast concourse of 
spectators. In these corvettes the coal-bunk­
ers are on the sides, to give resistance to 
shot, and the stem below the bow forms a 
tremendous ram. The horse power is 2,500, 
speed 15 knots, length 225 feet, with shell- 
proof engine room and magazine. Some in­
teresting experiments were made yesterday 
at Chatham dockyards to lest Colonel Fos- 
berry's invention for preventing torpedo 
boats from sinking when penetrated with rifle 
balls. The German, French and Italian 
attaches were present. Several volleys were 
fired Into a part of the vessel protected by 
Fosberry's elastic coating, a sort of Indiau- 
rubber mail. The holes made by the bullets 
closed immediately after the brillets had 
passed through, thus preventing the passage 
of water. Put to a similar test the unpro­
tected part of the vessel filled immediately. 
One of the newest" things in engineering is 
the new railway appliances for fortresses and 
entrenchments, twenty miles of which, with 
bridges complete, have been completed. 
There is also a talk of a wonderful now gun 
offered to the1 Government by an American ; 
and something very remarkable in the way of 
a new vessel for bombarding purposes 'has 
just been completed at Chatham dockyard. 
There have been some remarkable experi­
ments of “shell penetration, at Shqebury- 
ness, in* which there was a compétition be­
tween live Er, u~h and four foreign linns, 
including Woolwich,. Whitworth Arsenal, 
Armstrong, and ilerr Krupp. All the pro­
jectiles—Krupp'S; Grusen >, Armstrong s, in­
cluded—were shattered and broken by the 
12-inch plates of * Brown of Sheffield, except 
the steel projectiles of Whitworth. These 
did marvellous execution. They passed clear 
through the plates without sustaining to 
themselves any injury whatever. Whitworth 
to-day therefore stands pre-eminent iu this 
murderous branch of manufactures, and he 
has received very heavy orders from the 
Government. Trie “Invincible." and the 
“ Tenedos " are at last ready for sea. They 
are both destined for the Mediterranean, and 
in case of war will eventually be found on 
the Black Sea. Chatham, Portsmouth, and 
Woolwich present bustling scenes of military 
and naval life. England is, in fact, settling 
down to the contemplation of a long and ex­
haustive war.

The St. Petersburg correspondent of the 
Nordnenfsch Alleyemetne Zeituny is said to be 
usually well informed about the views pre­
vailing in Russian official circles ; and this 
authority says that in those circles a differ­
ence is made between questionMnerelv con­
cerning belligerents and those involving 
European iutrests. The war indemnity, the 
occupation of Armenia as an equivalent for 
part of it, and the cession of the Dobrudscha, 
for which Roumania is to exchange die por­
tion of Bessarabia ceeded to her after the 
Crimean war, are noted by the writer as the 
points which Russia " will not allow to he 
touched. And he then continues in a strain 
which seems very characteristic indeed of 
the true Russian spirit. He says :—

“Ilow we shall finally arrange matters with 
Roumania about the retrocession mf Southern 
Bessarabia and its ultimate exclnmge fur the 
Dobrudscha is an affair exclusively our own 
and of Roumania» If Roumania should abso­
lutely refuse to accept this restitution and 
compensation,- which appears to us bur. just, 
and if the European Powers should prefer to 
see the Russian double eagle more perman­
ently established south of the Danube, we can 
wait, aud Russia on that apeount will begin 
no fresh war.either with Roumania, or its 
suzerain, or any other Power ; but riever, 
never, will Russia abandon the wish and the 
will to wipe out the blot which France, in 
unhistorical and unnatural alliance with Eng­
land, in 1850 imprinted on her scutcheon, 
and the.humiliatiun they inflicted on Russia's 
national pride. These* are the vital points 
which cannot be dsscuased, all the rest mav 
and can be submited fur the opinion of the 
Congress, especially as the chief point— 
namely, the amelioration of the condition of 
the Christians in the Balkan Peninsula, in­
cluding Constantinople, is already secured bv 
the consciousness uf their own strength which 
has been awakened in them and as Russia will 
always be on the watch. What lirais Servia 
Montenegro, or Bulgaria are to have ; whether

What strikes an impartial observer of our 
public affairs at the present time is the sad 

| lack of able Representative men sent by 
these Lower Provinces to the Dominion 
Parliament. It is said that in former years 
both New Brunswick and Nova Scotia had 
men in their Councils whose abilities were of 
a very high order, and whose public acts 
made them favorably known in the political 
circles of Canada and Great Britain. Wo 
recall with pride the Howes, the Johnstons 
theVWiluioM? Fishers, and others whose 
names wore a» household words, aud whose 
services are acknowledged by all. It is con­
ceded as well that we even now have men --f 
genius and great ability in other walks of 
life, who compare favorably with those of 
any other country. But for some reason or 
oilier very little of either the spirit of the 
olden time, or the talent and energy of the 
present, has been imported into our public 
Dominion life. From Nova Scotia we fail 
to find a man whose ability is rated at more 
than medium, with the exception of Dr. 
Tapper, whose skill in debate and eloquence 
rank him with the most conspicuous of 
Canadians. The others carry litti^dnore 
weight at Ottawa than is .given them by their 
votes. A similar remark may be made of 
New Brunswick. Mr. Mitchell, of North­
umberland, is perhaps the most prominent, 
but unfortunately he is somewhat too rude 
and course in speech and actioiVto command 
a large meed of respect and adherence. Of 
tii.e two gentlemen, who hold portfolios for 
our Province, it may bo said that, although 
moderately successful in carrying out the 
routine business of their departments, they 
have never impressed the country with an 
idea of their vast ability or great energy. 
None of our men are able to cope with the 
foremost representatives of Quebec or On­

Now, we do pot wish to sound aa-ajnneces- 
sary note of alarm, but itAr^patent to every 
common sense observer that our Provinces 
need something more than rotes at Ottawa. 
It is always true.that the richer, larger and 
more populous Provinces of a Confederation 
will claim and strive for the dominant posi­
tion. This is but natural, and, to"a certain 
extent, proper. But it is equally true that 
more watchfulness should be exercised by the 
smaller members of e-uch confederacy, ytnd 
that they should counterbalance their in­
feriority in numbers, by, if possible, o superi­
ority in legislative ability. This is just the 
point in-which we signally fail. Our rep­
resentatives although good men, are not aide 
men : not legislators, not statesmen, not men 
of breadth of knowtedgftxand originality of 
idea, not in any sense men to compete with 
the talent and ability of the better repre­
sentatives of the larger Provinces.

Any one knows that if we were fo gather 
our representatives together in one body 
they would not constitute a platform of which 
we could be especially proud, or which would 
compare with an equal number which might 
be taken from almost any other department 
of life.

Now. we would like to make this fact 
prominent—thate it means something to direct 
the energies and influence the destinies of a 
great country like Canada. Questions of 
fiscal policy, of trade relations, of commercial 
regulations, of civil aud criminal procedure, 
of interprovincial and international exchange, 
which must intimately affect the future of a 
great people are to be discussed and decided 
upon. No crude hands, no ignorant minds 
should be permitted to shape the fortunes of 
a country like ours in particulars like these. 
No calling demands such qualifications, and, 
trufh to say, uo calling is so utterly destitute 
of tikem. People- ask a good man for 
Trader, a Lawyer, or a Doctor4 yet tli 
influence but individual or much limited 
social interests. Hut the Legislator affect 
the welfare uf millions and in the most im­
portant respects and for all time. Blunders 
are most disastrous ; successful legislation is 
most wholesome and assuring. -*^re we then 
careful enough in choosing the men to whom 
shall be entrusted such important interests, 
and do we choose them for any especial 
fitness they may have for such responsible 
duties ?

There are two very substantial reasons why 
we should send an abler set of men from 
New Brunswick. The first js that we abso­
lutely require them to guard the interests of 
these smaller Provinces amid the the pre­
ponderating influences of the larger Pro­
vinces, and to prevent the political weight of 
New Brunswick, which is now reduced al­
most to a minimum from being utterly lost.

The second is tiiat we require them for the 
importance of subjects, and the gravity 
of the issues which are involved in legisla t- 
ing for a great and growing country. L et us 
threw personal and party considerations into 
the back ground, and unite iu sending able, 
honest and statesmanlike men to do the re­
sponsible business o«*f Canada.

UNIVERSITY EXAMINATIONS
WOMEN.

FOR

We understand that at a late meeting of 
the Senate of the University 5f New Bruns­
wick the question of providing examinations 
for Women was taken up and discussed. The 
proposal was tu have a curriculum of studies 
laid down upon which regular quarterly, 
semi-annual or yearly examinations should be 
held in Fredericton, with a view of giving 
diplomas to those who satisfactorily pass 
them. A Committee from the Senate has 
been appointeduto confer with the Faculty 
and by the opening of the next Academical 
year we hope to see this very desirable object 
in way of realization. We have uo doubt 
that there are many lady students in our 
Province who «would hail with delight such a 
course and its accompanying tests. It will 
he a question for the committee whether to 
make the course uf studies similar to that 
pursued by the Students of the University, 
or to modify it siS as better to meet the re­
quirements uf female life. If the former is 
decided upon the young gentleman at the 
University will need to look well to their 
laurels, for the same may be found the case 
here as in other countries, viz., that women 
often take off the highest honors aud are 
awarded the palm for excellence. If the lat­
ter course is adopted, which in our opinion 
would be much- better, there will yet be no 
lack of keen rivalry among the fair competi­
tors. We hope this is but the initial step 
towards the admission of women to the 
lasses uf the University.

VvilU 18 TO BE GOVERNOR ?

That is the question. Mr. Tilley who has 
proved himself so great a favorite will likely 
leave the Gubernatorial Chair early in June, 
and rumor is already busy with probable 
successors. Certain it is that all New Bfuns- 
wickers would be pleased to see Mr. Tilley 
Governor for another terra, but as a more 
active place seems waiting for him in the 
politics of our country they must bow to the 
greater interests. Mr. Tilley's tenure of 
olli.ee has been fruitful in good results to our 1 
Province. The tone which characterized 
and spread from Government House was, 
never more salutary and assuming. A chris-. 
tian, benevolent, temperance spirit has been 
its distinguishing mark, and the good effects 
of this will not soon be lost. One thing is 
at least demanded of any man who enters 
Government House as successor to i^ur pre­
sent Governor ;—that lie preserve inviolate 
the very happy custom of Total Abstinence 
hallowed by an observance of live years, and 
commended to the honest, approval of all 
good citizens. We do not wish to see any 
man introduce anew the convivial customs of 
former days.

We would like also to have a man who is 
somebody, and has done something. The 
prestige which should attach to the office is 
largely due to birth or to well-known and 
approved excellence shown in the field of 
literature, politics or law. We, would ba 
sorry to see the Governorship given to 
person for the mere purpose of ennobling him: 
we would rather far have placed in it a man 
who would bring honor to the otlice. Well, 
who is to be Governor ? Mr. Anglin’s name 
was used, but now we are assured that the 
Govermmnt have suffidiently honored Mr. 
Anpliu, and will not place him in the G hair. 
Mr. Smith might now add to it the illustrious 
glory of his Sir-ship, but Mr. Smith glows 
with a commendable ardor to try and shine 
ill active politics. Mr Isaac Burpee? Why 
where is his record as a public man, aud his 
years of service? We don’t want a man to 
vault into the highest dignity in our Pro­
vince from his first essay in political life. 
Mr. Chas, Burpee? Well, he is a thoroughly 
good man no doubt, but there are thousands 
just as good aud who do not lay claim to the 
position. Mr. Appleby has supported the 
Government strongly enough to deserve it, 
but then Mr. Appleby has nut grey hairs in 
his head, and is not known outside of his 
County. He must wait till he is Knighted, 
They might /give it to Mr. Gilimore. What 
side-splitting stories we should be regaled 
with at levees! What classic anecdotes ! 
Well we are afraid the Government will be 
obliged to go out of party in New Bruns­
wick, if they are going to give us a Gover­
nor who will add anything to the position. 
But we suppose this is not a mere party ap­
pointment, and there are several men whose 
names would occur to any o»e conversant with 
the past politics of our Province, whose char 
acter and acts would adorn the Gubernational 
Chair. Meanwhile we must possess our souls 
in patience.

THAT LONG SESSION FIASCO.

The condition and conduct of certain Mem­
bers ^of Parliament during the memorable 
twenty-seven hours session have been the 
fruitful theme of comment! The correspon­
dents of many Government papers wrote very 
strong letters to the press charging the Op­
position with being drunk. Sir John, Messrs. 
Domville, Plumb aud McDougall were espe­
cially singled out. A sitting or two after 
many gentlemen took occasion to explicitly 
deny the charge and this denial was backed 
up by concurrent testimony which renders it 
hard to believe the accusations. The Free­
man which at first published the lying tele­
grams hastened to editorially disown them, 
and averred that the charge of drunkenness 
with regard tu the above-named gentlemen 
was absolutely false. We must therefore 
look upon this whole disreputable affair 
as a deliberate attempt on the part of some 
hot-headed anti zealous partisans to blacken 
he characters of the leaders of the Upposi - 

turn. Such tactics are most reprehensible, 
and should be disowned by the party in 
whose interests bhey seem to have been used. 
The Reporters wim would so abuse tbeir 
privileges ought to rie hustled out of the 
House, and the papers who have unwittingly 
published the falsehoods should make the 
amende, and be more careful in the future. 
The reputation of public men is too precious 
to be hazarded in this way, aud the character 
of the present House not so high but that 
it should be jealously and sacredly guarded.

Several lessons are taught by this fiasco. 
One -is the gratifying compliment paid to 
Temperance Principle. Representatives feel 
a dread of nothing more than to be called 
drunk. Maligners see no quicker way to 
blacken a man's character than to accuse him 
uf being drunk. The impression cheated by 
the slander and the haste with which it has 
been cleared up are encouraging sigus of the 
influence of temperauce sentiment in Canada. 
The second is that liquors are too easily ob­
tained in the House. There is in fact a 
Restaurant iu Parliament Building, at which 
liquor seems to be openly and commonly 
sold, and which at times presents all the ap­
pearance of a common* saloon. This is a 
shame and disgrace to Cruada, a reproach to 
the Temperance sentiment of the House, aud 
an inconsistency for a Government which 
boasts of the majority of total abstinence 
supporters, and is to-day engaged in carrying 
a temperance Bill through the House. There 
must be much ueligence or much weakness 
somewhere. We earnestly call on the Gov­
ernment to close this disgraceful thing up -, 
Canadian moral sober sentiment demands it. 
We want no tippling, shop where men are 
supposed to go to legislate, not to drink and 
be drunken.

Again, it is indisputably shown that there 
are many men in Parliament who have no 
businsss there. It is generally admitted that 
Campbell of Nova Scotia was helplessly and 
violently drunk and paraded his indecency 
before the very face of our model Speaker. 
His constituency is to be pitied. It must 
blush for very shame when it beholds the 
results of its suffrage. Nor does it seem that 
this constituency is alone in such an enviable 
distinction. There are others which arc 
quite as bad. How long shall these things 
be ? We hope the whole lamentable affair 
will imprint two lessons on our minds,—two 
lessons that need to bo taught us :—Honor 
in party strife, and sober decency iu public 
Life.

as his leader “ ho had better tarry a

There is no place for independent n on, for 
“ the ‘ independent " candidate is liabl 
suspected by each of the greaypolitical 
parties, and very properly so, for he seeks, 
by his course, to enter Farliammit free from 
all political responsibilities.”

It reminds them that in the Local Legis­
lature there are only two parties, one led by 
King aud Fraser, the other by Covert, Willis, 
Burns, See. Each candidate must enlist him­
self under the banner of one of these, and can 
find no other ground in Canada “ where, 
whether for better or worse, two parties 
only contend for mastery in thu Doriiinion 
Parliament and in the Local Legislature."

We doubt very much if the “ coming men"
1 of New Brunswick are quite willing to swal- 
I low such teaching with an altogether ple:t>- 
I ant face. It assumes too much the fixity of 
present political partiee^d the subordina­
tion of individual freedom of political 

’thought to be palatable to men of vigorous 
minds. Is Sir John's party the -embodiment 
of all proper .conservatism, or may there not 
be a purer liberalism than that which 
at present is carried out by either of 
the two great parties in Canada ? May it 
not be that there are many in Canada who 
would hesitate to support all the acts of 
either of these, or think that there may be in 
the not far off future a better basis of party 
organization that is at present recognized. 
The “ independent ” man goes to Parliament 
not as a champion of the past acts of either 
party, but in a position to work in methods 
and with men most consonant to his 
principles; not to be at the call of tbe 
“ whips " of either side, but to exercise his 
own impartial judgment aud legislative 
manhood.

Surely principles are postulated for all 
parties, uud it seems to us that it is iniiinitely 
better that candidates be called upon fur a 
lucid aud manly exposition of their principles, 
than for a heated and wordy avo v» ai of party 
fidelity. Principles are far. mure invariable 
than party leaders or party cries—do in fact 
become the correctives and standards of all 
proper party government. If candidates 
were ofteBer asked to explain their principles 
of government and public administration, 
then to what party they belong, there would 
be far more clearness and honesty of action 
in both members and electors. We are un­
hesitating in our assertion that what Can­
adian politics needs this day is less of this 
unreasoning partyism, which loses sight of 
cool judgment, of evident truth, ami broad 
liberal feeling, and looks at every question» 
enters every discussion under the biassing 
influence of party strife. We shall gain 
what we need only as we place principle 
above party, and send men to Parliament 
untramelled by party entanglements.

But it is true that the independent candi­
date is deservedly suspected by both poli­
tical parties because “ he seeks by his course 
to enter Parliament free from all political 
responsibilities?" He enters Parliament 
free from all party responsibilities, but lie 
undertakes weighty political responsibilities 
if he has made any statement of political 
principles. That is all .the responsibility a 
new man should take, the noblest any take. 
He may be suspected by party men, but only 
because they know he is not facile and pliant. 
We wish we had more able men at Ottawa 
suspected ou this account. As regards the 
Local Legislature at Lite present time, we 
think still less uf the doctrine taught by the 
Telegraph. In this accidental transitory 
state of parties, divided by no great prin­
ciples,. with a Government tu be reorganized 
in at least three departments, to demand of 
candidates to pledge themselves for either 
side is a species of tyranny. Let New 
Brunswick send good unbiassed, independent 
men, whose statement of principles is satis­
factory, and parties will take care of them­
selves. Electors should require their candi­
dates to pledge themselves to economy, honest 
administration, purity, and progress : the men 
will find their party when they meet face to 
face, and have policies put before them.

All is re­
splendent with gold and bright colours, 
iyere is a* burst of cheering from all sides, 
and all Spain vises to her feet t«) welcome 
her most adored heroes, who are soon going 
to make themselves either applauded with 
■nthusiasm or hooted with fury.
6 grand if unique ; tlmt mass standing cheer- 
ng positively exceeds modern reality. The 
t,ahalloros jtlight from their carriages, and, 
having been presented to the King, mount 
their horses. All the others,, save the 
alguaeills. dismount, the. music sounds, the 

atHs open, and the first bull of the yanaderia 
®f Don Pedro Faldes y Sanz appears. The 
black brute, with* its glossy hair and "broad 
horns plunges into the arena, stands fur a 
monient confounded by the sudden light, and 
then, with it.- Head bent, rushes towards the 
aîg'tiACils, .who gallop away to the great 
amusement of the spectators. Then begins 
that horrible festival to which blood adds 

additional interest in fSpain. Men in 
mantles of bright colofiÿs excite the bull and 
then escape from its fury, blinding it bv 
tin-owing their garments over its eve's when 
it presses them too closely. Then the am.a- 
teur, or professional picador as it passes 
plunges his lança into its body, and the hor­
ror begins in earnest. Civilization hides- its 
face. The beast is the man ; the sympathy 
is for the bull tortured by the insatiable ap­
petite of the man. Down from the black 
and shining back of the animal descends a 
pui stream, colouring its flanks and legs 
ami the sand which rises from beneath its 
hoofs. Horror' is added to horror. The 
bull, wftii its crumpled horn, tosses the 
horse of the picador and its rider, and 
turned away by the torreadors from the ob­
ject of its fury, from the open belly of the 
horse, ils horns in turn streaming with blood 
and red to tiie ears. The innocent beasts 
tear at each other, a torrent of blood flows 
from the horse's body ; it fall, opens its 
mouth, and lie's gasping with frenzy. All 
this time the light continues; the bull has 
received ten wounds. From time to time 
the proud animal, with its blood-stained 
horns, its strained neck and sad, almost 
tender, eve, seems to demand pity for its 
tortures; but the man is wild, and instead of 
pity he gives it the banderilleros. Fresh 
torture is comim . Lithe men on foot prick 
and tear it with looks, and drive into its 
flesh little spikes, witli many coloured stream 
ers attached to them. The beast plunges 
indignantly, and the tips of the streamers ar 
soaked in the 'purple ^orrent gushing inces­
santly from it* panting sides.

Crawford has spared neither pains or expense 
in making this steamer a first-class boat in 
every respect. The “Soulanges will run as a 
night boat.

In tho early days of the world, before mi 
had set foot on the American continent, the 
greater part of it was covered with magnifi­
cent forests, and the great mountain chain 
that streches from the Arctic to the Antav 
tic, running through over 130 degrees of 
latitude, or more than ono-third the circum­
ference of the globe, was one vast belt of 
woodland. Since the access of man this belt 
has been broken into — in semi-civilized 
Mexico and Peru by the Aztecs and the sub­
jects of the Incas, and since then bv the 
white and mixed races that have succeeded 
them. It is only therefore on the North 
American contineoit north of Mexico that 
this great forest region can still be seen in 
anything like its pristine beauty and gran­
deur. Here the western slopes of the Sierra 
kevadas for a great breadth are still covered 
with vast woodlands for a length <>f 700 
miles from the borders of Arizona to their 
northern termination and that of thé range: 
which form their continuation while the 
parallel coast ranges and the Rocky Moun­
tain chain itself to the borders of the Arctic 
circle and almost to the Polar Ocean are also 
so clothed. There is here sufficient to lust 
the world for centuries, though if tiio de­
struction and consumption of woodland in­
creases proportionately as it has dene during 
the past hundred years, we would be a little 
out in our calculations. The Pacific coast of 
the United States is however destined for a 
long time to come to supply an increasing 
proportion of the lumber supplies of the 
world, until indeed the people of the older 
countries start lumber plantations to supply 
themselves. The total woodlands of "North 
America have been estimated at 1.460,000,000 
acres, of wkigk 560,000,000 acres are sotlih 
of British America.

The capital invested in the United States 
in the lumber business is reckoned at $143,- 
000,000. The quantity of woodland in Cali­
fornia is estimated at 12,00(^000 acres. In 
the course of a century the woodlands of the 
Alleghaniee have become almost exhausted, 
while those of the Northwest will be very 
scant in the half century to come. Then the 
;reater part of the nation will go to the /bri­

be coast for lumber, which will be a greater 
staple than wheat lias ever been.

We referred only 
and solely to the “living .Reporterf finder 
its present Editor, and would not be under­
stood to go back any further. Our “ con­
temptible " self had not even breathed the 
vital air when the “ old Reporter " com­
menced its career. We earnestly hope this 
will reassure the aggrieved heart of the 
anonymous writer.

l'bu greatest difficulty in dealing with 
emancipation is the question of disposing of 
the slaves when they have become free. His 
Highness the Khedive is gradually over­
coming this difficulty in a most humane 
manner, and soiiie of his subjects are volun­
tarily-seconding ids efforts.

The emancipated slaves are disposed of 
as appears best according tu their respective 
ages and qualifications. The very young of 
both sexes are sent to schools, the youths are 
draughted into the army, the young women 
are married if they desire it, and the middle- 
aged are sent out to free domestic service in 
respectable families.

The emancipation of a slave according to 
the termsoLfch.e'treaty, when the certificate 
of freedom is granted by the Government 
authorities, gives him or her tho civil rights 
of a free man or w.omeri, but it does not de­
prive the former master of the rights he had 
acquired by the Mahomedan—which is the 
ecclesiastical—law of the land. Thus a 
female slave held by.a Muslim can on apply­
ing to. the authorities obtain her freedom, 
but she cannot be legally married without 
lier former master's consent, because mar­
riage is an ecclesiastical rite.

A curious episode occurred quite recently 
in" an interesting illustration of this fact.

A well-to-4lo merchant had several black 
female slaves who attended to the duties of 
the house, and waited upon his wife, who is 
a while woman, possibly a Circassian. One 
of his black slaves for some reason, probably 
a very trilling grievance, fled from his house 
and sought the office attached to the Gover­
nor’s official residence, where slaves making 
a complaint can obtain their freedom. This 
allie-' is in chavgtfrof an intelligent gentleman 
educated in England. She made her state­
ment and obtained her certificate, but then 
came the question as to what was to become 1 
of her. She expressed a wish to be married, 
so notice was sent to the War Office that a 
wife was available for any well-conducted 
and respectable black soldier. A large num­
ber of candidates applied for the black hand 
(and heart) of the freed girl,’and, either by 
selection or by drawing of lots, she consented 
to become the wife of a certain black soldier

ho came from the country of her birth. 
The ceremony, however, could not be legally 
performed without the consent of her former 
master. A deputation of black soldiers'"çon-

piuntly waited upon him at his shop and 
asked for his consent, lit- caused the girl to 
be suutiuoiied, aud, on hearing from her that 
he agreed to be married to the man alloted 

to her. he expressed his satisfaction at her 
having applied tu him, and he. thereupon

THE EASTERN QUESTION.

The st»tfc of matters in Europe touching 
the Eastern question have not materially 
change»!. Uncertainty seems the most abun­
dant factor. Russia’» position is no stronger 
in European courts, while owing to certain 
causes well-known -every day adds weakness 
to her internal condition. Russia is honey­
combed with nihilist and socialist secret or­
ganizations, which elude in the main her 
vigliaut police, and scatter broadcast doc­
trines subversive of absolute «Government 
and civil rights. Russia’s relations to the 
peoplwhom she undertook to aid, Routua- 
nianlvnd Bulgarians, are of the most unsat­
isfactory kind, and the cause of continual 
heart burnings and outbreaks. The cable 
brings us news as well of the outbreak of 
Mussulman hostilities in the Balkans, and of j 
typhus fever among her own troops. Turkey 
is drawing nearer and nearer to England who , 
stiudWtirmlv as when she .began on tiie sub-1 
niit^Eof the Sau Siefano treaty to Congres^. 
En^lkl’s war force.is being steadily put on 
footing for active service,and already troops 
are on their way from India to Malta. VVe j 
do not believe there will be war. I nloss I 
Germany is playing a deceitful game, Russia : 
has no help, and Russia will hot fight wit août 
allies sympathetic or active. We append a 
report of the Russian Ambassador's opinions 
on the reasonableness of his country s de­
mand. It will interest our readers to.see the 
question from the stand point of a Russian 
Diplomat.

“ The Vienna correspondent of the Daily 
Telegraph sends a report of an interview 
which lie has had with General Ignaticff. 
According to his account the General said: 
You have not forgotten that I told you just 
a year ago how* earnestly 1 desir‘f,,i that 
peace should be maintained. W. U 6jr> j 
am far mere desirous for peace at th,» present 
moment than I was then. First of all, there 
is not the smallest pretext for war, and then 
if there is war not the remotest chance exists 
of its leading to anv result. I am. as von 
know, one of the authors of t he Treaty* of 
San Stefano, and my constant pre-occupation 
in drawing up that document was scrupu­
lously to avoid everything that might affect 
the interests of Great Britain or of Austria, 
Thus you will|observe that in Armenia, Rus­
sia contents herself with an unhoped for 
minimum. Ey.erbody expected we would 
claim Erzeroum, but I remember what mon 
ami Salisbury said to me on that particular 
question, and I did not even claim the demo­
lition of the Erzeroum fortifications. Batoum 
is indispensable to Russia on commercial 
grounds; and England, too, will find that in 
our hands Batoum will offer great advan­
tages to British trade. Potti has sever been 
of any use to us as a commercial harbour. 
VVe have spent incalculable sums wit h a view 
of rendering it a first-class-port, but all to no 
purpose. The River Riou drift sands to such 
an extent that all our efforts remained fruit­
less. The mountains that mark the new 
frontier in Armenia are impracticable during 
the greater portion of the year, which guar­
antees us against incursions from the Kurds 
and other uncivilized tribes, while our neigh­
bors are safe from all surprises on our part. 
We have been no less lenieut in the question 
concerning the Straits. They form tRe pas­
sage leading to our house (le corridor di norte 
matron), and we, surely had some right to 
see that it was kept cleat*. The Dardanelles 
must remain open. If England were to 
establish herself permanently there,we should 

Vhave to secure the Bosphorus, England having 
it tleet, whereas we have only a few ships. 
But there is no reason why England should 
;iot take one of the islands outside, such as 
Mitylene for instance, if she thinks proper to 
do so. As Lô the difficulty that has arisen 
between St. Petersburg and London respect­
ing the Treaty of Peace being submitted to 
Congress, I myself attribute it to* a mere 
misunderstanding of words. VVe might have 
kept the Treaty back till the Congress met, 
and thus lmve given the Powers no time for 
preliminary examination. We proved opr 
good faith by communicating it in full as 
soon as it was ratified, and why do you sup­
pose we accepted the Congress at all if it 
was not to discuss the conditions of peace 
with the Powers represented ? Moreover, 
.you..have all Europe against you in the 
•question, and, therefore, cannot|expect us to 
yield.

One 
firm iu Fall River is ruined. The First 
National Banks of Boston, holds $15,000 of 
Ilatheway’s notes against the Border City 
Corporation, and it is supposed that many, 
other notes are out. It is said that he has 
been playing into the hands of Chnce, the 
defaulting treasurer of the Union Mills Corpo­
ration of the same place.

A Publishing House Burnt.—On the 
10th inst.. shortly, after three o’clock, the ex­
tensive printing and publishing works in Hope 
Park Crescdnt, Edinburgh, outlie well-known 
firm of Messrs. Thomas Nslson <fc Sons, were 
destroyed by tire. The damage to buildings, 
plant, and stock is estimated at from £150,- 
000 to £200,(XX), scarcely one-half of which 
is covered by insurance. About 700 men, 
women and children have thus been thrown 
out of employment, but arrangements have 
been made by which a number of the em­
ployes will be enabled shortly to resume 
work, all the sterotvpe plates of the firm’s 
series of school-books and other important 
publications having been saved through be­
st ojed in a tire-proof building at* the back of 
the works.

The loss is estimated at about one million 
of dollars, only-one.-half of which is covered 
bv insurance^,

The Wealth of England.—A paper has 
just been laid before the Statistical Society 
in England by Mr. Gifiin, in which the sub­
jects of the wealth of England and of the 
recent accumulations of capital in the United 
Kingdom are considered carefully, and wltn 
results which have startled those Englishmen 
who had thought themselves most familiar 
with tiie financial history and condition of 
their country. Mr. Gifiin finds, for example, 
in regard to the growth of capital in Great 
Britain, that in the ten years between 18G5 
and 1875 the capital of the country was in­
creased by the enormous sum of $2,400,000, 
000. or about twelve thousand millions of 
dollars.—In 1805- the capital of the empire 
was £6,100,000,000. Iu 1875 it was £8,500,- 
000.000. In other words, England has been 
adding to her capitalized wealth or her na­
tional estate at the tremendous rate of £240,- 
000,000 a year. And whereas the gross 
assessed income of Great Britain in at th$ 
beginning of the century, when she was carry­
ing on her great wars with Napoleon I., was 
but £116,000,000, and in I860, at the time 
of the Crimean war, was but £308,000,000 
it had risen iu 1805 to £306,000,000, and in 
1875 rose to £571,000,000.

The Backward Habit of thf. Jap­
anese.—The Japanese habit of reversing 
everything, if we may regard our way of do­
ing as the proper way, is very curious, and 
in some of its details very interesting. Mr. 
Griffiths, in his work 011 Japanese, discusses 
it thus : Another nun is planning. He pulls 
the plane toward him. I netice a blacksmith 
at work. He pulls the bellows with his feeP, 
while lie is holding and hammering with 
both hands. He has several irons in the fire, 
mid keeps his dinner pot boiling with the 
waste fiarue. Ilis'wnole family, like the gen­
eration before him, seem to get their living 
in the hardware line. The cooper holds his 
tubs with his toes. All of them sit down 
while they work. Perhaps that is an impor­
tant difference between a European and an 
Asiatic. One sits down to his work, the 
other stands up to it. Why is it that we do 
tilings contrai wise to the Japanese Y Are wc 
upside down, or they ? The Japanese sa}7 that 
we are reversed. They call all our penman­
ship “crab writing,"’ because, say they, “it 

go*s backward.” The lines in our books cross 
the page like a crawfish, instead of going 
downward properly. In a Japanese stable 
we find - the horse’s flank where we look for 
his head, f Japanese screws screw the other 

qy. Their locks thrust to tiie left, ours to 
the right. The baby toys of the Aryan race 
squeak when squeezed; the Turnonian grim- 
crocks emit noise when pulled apart. A 
Caucasian, to injure his enemy kills him; a 
Japanese kills biuiself to spite bis foe. Which 
raw in left banded Y Which has the nega­
tive Y Which the positive of truth ? What 
truth Y What is down ? What is up ?

influence of Russia, saye ; « Tl*e solution of 
taking siitiàble compensation means, of course 
that Turkey should be further despoiled to 
satisfy the territorial needs of her neighbors. 
Th'us the battle that may be to-morrow 
fought over one crippled power, may the day 
after be fought over three. England may 
fight'sn what it feels is a-just cause, yet after 
spending mere than we can spare of our 
treasure and blood, we may find ourselves 
tilling a ditch over which others walk quietly 
to the counion goal of - their aspirations. 
Europe, of course, now smiles upon us, chews 
iis on, and prepares in our eyes laurel wreaths, 
which are to reward bur first successes. It 
would be more to the purpose if we were 
not left alone to vindicate the treaties and 
fight the battles of Europe. "

The newspapers- take a discouraging view 
of the course of political negotians. It is 
plain to see in Austria’s hanging attitude a 
desire to wait in hopeful silence to see what 
she may profit in the calamities and weak­
ness of combinations.

The ctilling out of the British naval re­
serves is Considered imminent.

Bismark is reported to have recently said 
to. his physician, in the course of conversa­
tion on the Eastern crisis, that “ short of a 
miracle war is inevitable.”

In St. l’eteraburg it is believed war is de­
cided upon by Beaconsfield’s Cabinet.

In \ ienna the situation is consideted des­
perate. while La France, of Paris, states 
with profound regret that it Ib# important 
private information that war is inevitable. •

Origin of Petroleum.—The true source
of petroleum is not 111 the strut/, where it is 
found, hut must he looked for much lower 
down, as ii flouts on water. This element on 
penetrating downward has washed the petro­
leum out of its reservoirs and caused it to 
dual un itself—in fact, in the sandstone 
where it is often found, no carbonized animal 
remains are found. Hence we must look 
much lower down, even below the Silurian, 
as the mineral oil 111 the «Caucasus is found 
iu the Temur, and in Pennsylvania ill the 
Devonian ami r-iluriau. As, however, in the 
rocks beiow the Silurian there was very little 
organic life, the formation of sueu a quantity 
of petroleum could scarcely be traced to such 
a limited scoured. Meiikvlije.ff, professor in 
tit. Petersburg, Russia, proposes a 'substitute 
for tiie organic theory, lie goes back to the 
nebular hypothesis of Laplace, and applies 
Dalton's laws of tile original gaseous condi­
tion of the material of Hie earth, and taking 
into consideration the density of the earth 
and the vapor density of the elements, he ar­
rives at the conclusion that the interior con­
tains many metals, and that chief among 
them is iron ; dually, be assumes the presence 
of carbureted compounds of the metals, and 
comes to the iollowiiig conclusions ; Through 
borne of tiie li-sures in tqe crush of tile earth, 
occasioned by the upheaval ami depressing of 
the surface, water percolated to the carburet­
ed metals,-and acted upon them at a nigh 
temperature and elevated pressure, thus 
forming metallic oxius and saturated hydro- 
curb,ms ; tue lutter rose 111 the form of-vapor 
to the upper strata, where they condensed to 
liquids 111 porous sandstone and ether rocks 
having a tendency to absorb liquids. The 
internal heat of earth occasioned the reduc­
tion of carbureted metal, and this gave rise 
to hydro-cur buns. Other chemists than 
Meudelijeff have shown experimentally that 
something very like petroleum can he pro­
duced ariihcSfcliy by imitating in the labora­
tory the process above described.
