Charitable Irish Society of Halifax.

|
| AN INTERESTING RECORD,
|
|

At a meeting ot the Charitable Irish
Society, recently held at Halifax, N. S,
a very valuable report was submitted,
which we condense for the benefit of our
readers

A number of gentlemen of Irish faith and
extraction residing in the town of Halifax,
and, as the preamble of the society sets forth,
“sensibly feeling the obligations which they
owed to society, and zealously wishing to
promote and encourage friendship and good
will amongst men,” met at the house of one
John U’Brien, known as the “ Golden Ball,”
on the evening of the 17th January, 98 vears
ago, and there formed the nucleus of what is
known to-day as the Charitable Irish Society
of Halifax. They not only wished to pro-
mote and foster a love and veneration for the
deer old land beyond the sea, they had a
higher and nobler object in view, viz.: to be-
stow upon the poor a portion of the goods of
life, which God in His bounty had bestowed
upon themselves, and to afford relief to their
distressed countrymen, as well as the poor
of other nations who might from time to
time be cast upon the shores of Nova Scotia
and need the sympathy and assistance of the
charitably disposed. They possessed the
three essentials necessary to success. They
had faith in their undertaking, they were
hopeful of success, and the groundwork was
charity. After reforring to the organization
meeting of the Society, and its system of re-
lieving the poor, the report says money grants
were also made to certain persons and under
certain conditions. It was not an uncommon
practice for members in good standing to
receive relief by way of loans in sums vary-
ing from £1 to £50. It is recorded were one
of the early vice-presidents of the society was
granted £25 “ to relieve his present distress.”
It was customary at the annual meeting to
appoint & committee to interview all stran-
gors coming to the town known to be of Irish
birth or extraction and request them to be-
come members of the society; should they
refuse to do so their names were reported at
the next meeting and they were forever after
excluded from becoming members. Any
member absent from a meeting was fined the
sum of one shilling, and for a ting him-
self from the festival dinner was fined the
sum of five shillings. At the first dinner
