The Church of St. Sophia at
Constantinople is well known, at
least by name, to all, and it is
hardly likely that any -among
them will fall into the error of &
certain well-known French ora-
tor who exhorted his congrega-
tion to imitate the virtues of
Saint Sophia—*“that holy woman
to whom the great basilica of
Constantinople was dedicated !
The name Agia Sophis, as every-
body knows, means “Holy Wis-
dom,” that is, the Sscond Person
of the Blessed Trinity, the
Divine Word, in whose honour
the church is consecrated. Read-
ers will also be. aware that from
the year 537 to 1453, this basil-
ica was the glory of Byzantine
Christianity, and that its hisfory
" is ene of the most remarkable in
the annals of the Church.

In the beauty of its archi-
tecture’ in the historical events of
which it is the witness, St. Sophia

rivals even the most eelebrated].

churches of the West, such as St.
John Lateran, 8t. Peter’s, St.
Paul-outside-the Walls, West-
minster, or Rheims. -Recent
events and the taking of Con-
stantindple by —the Allies -have
made it again a centre of inter-

est, and on-all sides we hear ex-
pressed the hope that this Chris-

tian’chungh, torn from " its legi-
timate owners by the violence of
the Turks, may be restgred once
more to those for whcﬁn it was
built.

The Church of St Sophis,
having been destroyed by fire in
a riot, was rebnilt in 532 by
Justinian, the greatest of the
Byzantine Emperors. This Em
peror, who possessed wonderful
powers of organization, and who
was thoroughly persuaded of the
grea.t.ness and importance of his
empire, determined to spare noj_
expense in building and adorning
a church thst should. “hold the
first rank among the chupches' of
Christendom. It is .said that
he dovoted s sum of £90,000,-
000 to the work.

. All who visit St Sophm—even
in the sad state of degradation to
which its Moslem captors have
reduced it—are unanimous .in
their opinion as to its beauty
and the majesty of its propor-
tions.

But the chief glory of St.
Sophia is perhaps the extraor-
dinary place that it held in the
history of the East for nearly a
thousand years. ; Justinian’s am-
bition was to make this great
church, as it were, the symbel or
expression of that vast Empire

1of the East which was to endure

through so many vicissitudes up
to the evil day of -the capture of
Constantinople by the Turkish
forces.

This ambition was realized.
St. Sophia became the centre, the
very heart of the Bysantine Em-
pire. Not a great historical
event but had there its echos
It was in St. Sophia that the Im-
perial victories over the Persians
wére announced to the public;
there was held the V. Ecumenical
Council, in  which the errors of
Origeon were condemned, and
the VIII, also which decreed the
deposition of Photius, - and many
provincial councils hesides. It
was in St. Sophia, too, . that the
Byzantine liturgy developed in
all its splendonr.

St. Sophis wad the Cathedral
Church of the  Patriarch of Con-
stantinople, who at one time,
ruled over 600 dioceses. anmd it
was served by a body of clergy
consisting of 60 priests, 100
deacons, 90 sub-deacons. 110
legctors, and 25 :cantors—without
mentioning the numberless in-
ferior officials, porters, guardians
or relics, vestments, etc. There
were carried out the magnificent

»| ceremonies of the: Emperor’s cor-

onation and the liturgica] offjces
that were the admiration of visi-
tors from the West.

It was there again, that on
May 29, 1458, after nine glorious
centuries took place the terrible
tragedy through whigh the
Byzantine - Empire was brought
to an end. Historians have re-
counted for us the fearful de-
tails of the taking ef Constanti-
rople by the Tuyrks and the
seizing of St. Sophia. Crowds
of unarmed citizens, princes and
slaves, old men and children,
matrons and youyng virgins, fly-
ing before the advancing enemy,
had-sought refuge in the basilica
in the hope that the - ferocity of
the Moslem soldiery would at
least vespest the sacped edifice.
Vain hope ! o 5

Soon were ~beard the bhre’ of
trumpets and the wild  cries of

 the soldiers,,. They broke into

the atriym, gnd the . great brazen
doors of the ehursh quigkly fell
under the blows of their batter-
ing rams, and the lawless hordes
poured into the sacred precincts
Men were massacred, children
dashed againgt ' fhe columns,
women violated: The altar, a
marvel ‘of gold and precious
stones, was overthrown and the
sacred vessels profaned. While
the soldiers disputed among
themselves over the booty—
treasure that’ was the accumu-
mulation of < eenturies of Chris-
tisn piety—Mohammed II en-
tered the church on horseback

fiying :

mulunes wers- hardly

in _his unﬁorhklng, surpassing 1
even his wildest hopes. Here xt. ‘

and rode up to the very sanctu-
ary. Rising in his stirrups, and
resting _his blood-stained hand
against a pillar
trace, it is said, is still to be
seen, he cried out the Moslem
war-cry, “There is mno God but
Allah fand Mohammed is His|ghe
_| prophet.”

This is how St. Sophia fell in-
to the hands of the Turks.

Could such an act of utter
brigandage be considered by any- |
one to constitute a right—a legal’
claim ? Violence and injustice
can never have the force of pre-
seription !

The Turks, it is said, have had
St. Sophia in their possession for
450 years. This is true—but
the church was built by Chris-
tians and was in -the possession
of Christians for 916 years—
that is, for more than double the
time that it has been in the
hands of the Turks. It is said
again that St. Sophia, as & mos-
que, is for Islam what St. Peter's
basilica is for the Cathelic
Church. This can hardly be
regarded-as a serious: cbjection !
The turks made St. Sophia .the
centre of their empire as a sign
of their victory over the Chris-
tians in 1463. But since the
Turkish Empire has . now been
overthrown, it is but justice that
they should pay the price of
their,defeat by surrendering it
again into the hands of their
Christian conquerors.

As a matter of fact, however,
the supposed analogy between
the Turkish mosque of St. Sophia
and the Vatican basilica does not
exist. It would be very difficult
to prove that Saint Sophia holds
any such place in the Mussulman
world, as a whole, as St. Pster’s
in the Catholic world. Except
for the Turks themselves, who by
their attitude in ' the late war, to
say nothing of Armemian mass-
acres and other numberless atro-
cites, deserve no consideration in
the matter. St. Sophia is noth-
ing but a great mosque like the
Mosque of Omar at Jerusalem or
any other. Jt is most unlikely
that the Mohammedans in Iundia,
Turnisia, Algeria, Morocco, or
Central Africa would be in any
way disturbed by the restoration
of St Sophia to its rightful own-
ers,

Apart from the giestion of
justice, there is another reasor’
why the Turks should be de-
prived of this ill-gotten good. It
is the fact that they have not
even been able to -appreciate and
to care for the treasure of art
thus fallen -into their hands.
They have profaned and degrad-
ed it systematically,” not only
from the artistic point of view.
They have covered its gorgeous
mosaics with common = white-
wash and deprived it of some of
its greatest treasures. Christian
art--- art in general—must pro-
test against theso unfaithful
guardians of a sanctuary pro-
faned; of a work of art degraded
and misunderstood, St. - ‘Sophia,
built ag a t.eq_np]e for Christian
worship, cries out for her true
masters, who alone can restore
her to her -ancient dignity, and
give to the symbolism of her
architecture its true significacion.

TPradition has it that  in the
midst of the scene of pillage and
murder that we hayve described,
one of the priests of the church
took the pyx containing - the
Sacred Host and disappeared
through a door wiraculously
opened in one of the pillars, On
the day that the Moslem is driven
from the basilica, this priest will
return from his mysterious re-
treat, May that day be not far
off !

Let-the Allies but listen to the
