We find it will be necessary to put vhe

NORTH HURON.

I have the honor to submit my annual
report of the public schools in the in-
spectorate of North Huron for the year
ending December 31st, 1888, and in so
doing I confine myself prineipally to giv-
ing a detailed statement showing the
total reccipts and expenditures during
the year, the amount paid for salaries,
rate per pupil for salaries number,
of pupils whose names were - en-
tered on the various registers during the
year and number of teachers employed.
1 also send a statement showing the
dates of the vieits paid to the various
schools of the inspectorate. It affords
me pleasure to report that the progress
in most of the schools 18 pretty satisfac-
tory, and that the teachers are generally
attentive to their duties and anxious to

8, FOR

discharge the same in a sutisfactory
manner. A large proportion of those
employed during the year 1337 were re-
tained for 1838, and in most of those

sections where a change took place it
was owing to the expiration cf the teach-
ers third class certificate. As there is
no scarcity of duly qualified teachers
permits are not given, and extensions
can only be ubtained by undergoing the
departmental examination and comply-
ing with the regulations of the Depart-
ment.  During the year 331 candidates
presented themselves at the entrance
examinations held for admission to High
Schools and Collegiate Tastitutes, and of
these 208 were successful. At the time
of writing this report 180 candidates
have signified their intention of writing
at the approaching examination for
July next. I have pleasure in stating
that the various reports from trustees
come in more promptly than formerly,
but in a few eases there is still room for
improvement. Two very successful
meetings of the Teachers’ Institute were
held during the year—one at Seaforth
snd one at Wingham. The latter was

. ondusted by Mr Houston, parliamen-

tary librarian, of Toronto. The accom-
panying statements sre based upon the
different ‘reports - farnished me by the
trustees of the different sections, and
I submit them for yotr favorable con-
sideration. ‘“IfT have Omitted any infor-
mation desired by you I will be happy
to furnish it to the secretary, Mr Adam-
son, if so desired.
