Three Men In Danger.

Michael Bruce, Patrick Kearney
and Thos. Trahey, of Long Harbor,
P.B,, arrived from Bell Island via
Topsail this morning. They came to
the city by the train arriving at 12.40.
The Telegram met them at the station
and got the following story of their
terrible experience on the ice between
Bell Island and the main land last
Saturday when attempting to cross
over to Portugal Cove: They left the
Island at 9.30. On coming about a
mile and a quarter they reached the
running ice, which was going out the
bay at about five knots an hour.
