He said this: “During the construc-
tion of the road the men have ob-
tained only a miserable living, with
greater exposure and greater toil
than their fellow-fishermen have been
called upon to endure. Out early in
the morning and home late at night,
forced to pay high prices for provis-
ions with other incidental charges
and with no time allowance except
when their backs have been bent and
their brows bathed in perspiration,
toiling along with pick and shovel
the railway laborers have worked
harder and profited less than the fish-
ermen of the Colony.”

This picture presents a condition
of things that no man can gainsay,
and that must be remedied when the
new Government takes office. It is
but little good to laborers to give
them $1.50 with one hand and ‘take
half of it away with the other hand.

The railway laborers must be pro-
tected from imposition—$1.50 clear of
charges for incidentals is not too
much for a laborer.

London, Sept. H—A
which, it is claimed, will revolution-
ize the motor spirit industry and
make Great Britain partly independ-
ent of foreign supplies is announced
by a_joint committee appointed some
time ago by the Royal Automobile
('lub and other automobile associa-
tions. The secyetary of the commit-
tee savs they tested a substitute for
petrol, which is a by-product of ‘coal,
and which hftherto has been un-
suitable as motor fuel. The experts
of the committee made the fullest in-
vestigations with excellent results.

A big commercial plant is now be-
ing built, and the indications are that
when the process is fully going forty
million gallons a year will be pro-
duced. It can be sold at 28 cents a
zallon, as compared with the present
irice of 42 cents. 1t is figured that
the present British eonsumption of
petrol is 100,000,000 gallons a year.

To Hunt Seals
With Aeroplane.

If Captain Farquhar, the veteran of
the sealfields, who left last week for
England, succeeds in his mission, he
will revolutionize seal hunting in the
Gulf and Atlantic waters. Captain
Farquhar's mission is ostensibly to
give the contract for a new steamer
to work in conjunction with the Seal,
which is unable to cope with the ever-
increasing traffic offering, and on his
arrival in the old country will con-

clude arrangements for the new hoat,

As is well known, the veteran Hali-
fax mariner and seal killer was one
of the high liners last year, as well as
in other years, in the hunt for seals.
And it was on his trip last year that
he conceived the idea of lessening the
dangers encountered by the men who
risk their lives on the ice floes and
a- the same time facilitf.ating them in
their work.

This new idea is the use of an
aeroplane or flying machine, which
would enable the aviator to fly over
the ground where the seals are sup-
posed to be, and then reports back 10
