I have
vividly before my mipd an old-time
entertainment held at this season of
the year in a well-to-do planter’s
house. “Bhey all were welcome. No
distinction was known. .Each vied
with th€ other fo “extract the most
pleasure out of the . entertainment.
The host himself, a stalwart and
typical Newfoundlander, was there to
receive them, and “endeavoured by
every means in his power to render
his guests happ¥. The hostess, in
new cap and real silk gown, was also
at hand to do the honours of the
house. The guests would be supplied
with all sorts of edibles, both solid
and liquid, the male portion of the
company doing ample justice to the

My readers need not expect that the
club-room of which T write will, in
any. respect, bear comparison with the
clubs of this city at the present day.
The Benevolent Irish Society, Church
Institute, City Club, Total Abstinence
Club, etc., are-all up to date in mod-
ern appliances and conveniences, and,
I believe, some of them could eompare
favourably with the first class club
housés to be found elsewhere. 'The
object of writing the particulars cf
my particular club is to show up the
vicissitudes and hardships which fell
to the lot of club organizers in out-
port districts some fifty years ago. The
way was not made smooth before
them, and to form a ¢lub in those
days required indomitable energy,
perseverance and tact. To understand
my subject properly my readers must
be careful to follow the characters,
and make themselves acquainted with
all the traits in their dispositions, and
by those means they will have a better
appreciation of the various members
of the club and their surroundings.

When Jesus was born the tem-
ple of Janus was closed at Rome
as a sign that peace reigned over
the known world. Now, after
nineteen hundred years of the
Gospel of Peace, war reigns over

the land and water of almost
three quarters of the whole
world. Never have so many men
been in arms. Never before

have they used such deadly
instruments of destruction. Nev-

er before have the seas been
ploughed by such huge fleets of
gigantic warships, seeking each
to destroy an enemy. Never
have such an area of land and
water been the field of conflict.

Well may we pause to consider
how such a terrible condition of

affairs has arisen among nations
professedly Christian and dis-
ciples of the Prince of Peace. In
the main it has arisen from a
revolt against Christian morality
as a code of morals for nations.
For a generation or more Ger-
many has been taught by those
who are loeked up to as leaders
that Christianity has no place
in the relation of States, and
that the doctrine of Peace among
Nations is a degrading and en-

- feebling teaching which be-

comes not nations that would
lead the world in progress, men-
tal, material or spiritual. Strong
nations must make wars to keep
themselves strong, and decadent
nations - préach peace because
they have not the virility to
fight.

"Obsessed with these notions,
the German nation has turned

itself into a nation of soldiers|

and other nations followed to
avoid conquest. When Germany
- thought she was ready to strike,

she struck, and during the past|®

five months the other nations|
have largely marked time to]

in its old place in international
morality the doctrines of the
Prince of Peace. Our anger is
a righteous anger. It is an an-
ger against international un-
righteousness. We are armed
with a just cause, and we have
arisen in righteous might to
destroy ideas and doctrines
which have created a Franken-
stein which imperils the civili-
zation of the world and degrades
our common Christianity. Al-
though we cannot preach Peace
at this time, we feel we are fight-
ing the Battle of Peace in break-
ing down this Idol which threat-
ens all we esteem highly in our
civilization. We feel we are do-
ing something to lay the found-
ations of a lasting Peace, where
Temples of Peace may be built
not to be the scoff of any great
people, but where Christianity
may be again established, and es-
tablished firmly, as a code for
the dealings of nations with each
other as well as a code to regu-
late the conduct of private per-
sons. In this hope and with this
spirit we extend the old-time

who sailed for England less than a
month rago, admitted that his visit
was to cancel provisional contracts
he had made with the British Govern-
ment for building submarines. This
he had dcne, he said, after having

+ been advised by Secretary Bryan that

for an American concern to supply
submarines to any of the belligerent
nations would be a violation both in
letter and spirit of the neutrality of
the States. The contracts he had giv-
en up, he said, were worth $15,000,-
000, but he had been able to secure
while abroad contracts for the supply
of various munitions of war, although
he declined to say with what nation
this had been negotiated.

THE LATEST FROM LONDON.

LONDON, Dec. 23.
The Russians in East Prussia and
Galicia continue offensive operations,
but ‘the advances gained. have -béen
so slight as to be almost imperceptible
In the long run, howéver, the ground
which is taken miay prove vital to
the various armies which are now
fighting with intensity which has not
been exceeded since the war Dbegan.
In Poland the centre of interest has
shifted slightly to the south. Finding
the direct road to Warsaw blocked by
Russian reinforcements the Germans
made an attack from southwest and
have reached Skierniewice ~which  is
some forty miles from the Polish cap-
ital. They have thus far failed to
pierce the Russian lines, but they
have forced the Grand Duke Nicholas
to withdraw his forces from before
Cracow. In this one of the chief aims
of their offensive against the Rus-
sians, the Germans have been suc-
cessful.

German forces which have poured
from the west and across the Carpa-
thians.

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Household Notes

For a creaking door, rub the edges
with soap, and then, with the addition
of a few drops of oil on the hinges,
the nuisance will be remedied.

It should always be remembered
that puddings, both sweet and savory,
and plenty of nice vegetables are use-
ful in saving the more expensive meat.

To prevent gentlemen’s crochet ties
from stretching, stitch a piece of aar-
row ribon along the center, on wrong
side, the entire length of the tie.

When supper plates and dishes
must be left till next miorning to be
washed, place them in a pail of cold
water and they will partly wash
themselves.

‘When cutting out the lining of a
blouse yoke be sure to cut it the same
way of the material as the outside,
otherwiise it will be munsatisfactory
and will not fit.

When making a cream sauce put the
milk on to heat and rub the butter
and flour together until smooth, stir
this into the boilirg milk gradually
and the sauce will be smooth.

Newspapers cut as finely as possi-
ble make a good filling for cushions.
Stockings, if ravelled, can be used to
make mats and rugs; they can also
be used for the inside. of iron-holders.

Instead of mixing cocoa ‘with boil-
ing water to dissolve it, try mixing it
with an equal amount of granulated
sugar gnd then pouring it into the
boiling water in the pot, stirring all
the while.

Potatoes in some form should be
served with the fish course. If the
fish is served with sauce the potaoes
should be in croquettes, fried or in
straws. Either raw cucumbers, rad-
ishes or tomatoes should be passed.

Always remember that before being
used, old table linen must be boiled
to get the starch out. On no account
use soda, as a sick person’s skin is
very susceptible to any kind of irri-
tant, and soda is distinctly irritating
to a tender skin.

Set your house fern in the laundry
tubs, in enough water to come to
within an inch of the top of the pot.
This gives the roots a real and natur-
al dampening. It is not a bad idea,
at the same time, to give the tops of
the fern a good sprinkling.

To remove old fur prepare a plate
of hot wet bran, and add to it a few
drops of ammonia. Rub this well into
the fur, then rub it all over with
plenty of dry bran and a dry flannel.
Finally brush with a stiff brush to re-
move flakes of bran and to regulate
the fur.

For fairy custard takes the yolks
of four hard-boiled eggs, a quarter
pound of butter, and two ounces of
sugar, beaten with a large spoonful
of orange water. Beat altogether in-
to a fine paste, let it stand two or
three hours, then rub it through a
colander upon a plate.

Substitutes -for meat are, in a gen-
eral way, peas, beans, lentils, cheese,
eggs, milk, oatmeal, barley, rye, mac-
aroni, and all foods manufactured

from cereals, oatmeal and wholemeal

bread being specially useful in hard-
ening the bones and keeping the teéth

19 Shots Accounted |
for Seventeen Men.

French Sharpshooter Receives Mili-
tary Medal for Markmanship.

Paris, Dec. 16.—Among the latest
recipients of the military medal—the
highest honor which the French au-
thorities bestow for prowess on the
battlefield—is a non-commissioned of-
ficer, named Benoist, of the 16th Re-
giment of the Line, who has won the
coveied reward by a remarkable feat
cf markmanship. According to the of-
ficial report, Benoist, “with nineteen
cartridges, placed seventeen Germans
hors de combat at 100 metres.”

Benoist, a retired non-commission-
ed officer, had engaged for the dur-
ation of the war, and he was, as we
learn without surprise, an old marks-
man of international celebrity. His
latest feat, which finally brought him
to the notice of his military superiors,
took this form. His fame as a marks-
man was universally recognized in his
regiment, and, naturally enough, he
was set apart as a sharpshooter.
one. afternoon, while advan-
tageously posted in a. barn, Benoist
observed from the loop-hole througth
which he was prépared to take aim, 2
mark that decply interested him.
There, in front of the German trench-
es, little more than 100 yards away,
lay a haversack. The sight fascinat-
ed him as a marksman, because he
presently discovered that behind the
haversack lay a German, a sharp-
shooter like himself, who was taking

ofa

The German's cover was perfect, and
Benoist’s fingers itched on his trig-
ger. If only that haversack were out
of the way} One of Benoist’'s com-
rades, a corporal, instantly volunteer-
ed to remove the haversack, or, at all
eventis, to try. With that object he
crept roeund by the gardens of the
village across which the Germans and
Frenchmen were watching each other,
and actually succeeded in grasping
the haversack, and pulling it sharply
towards him. <

That was Benoist’s moment. Ab-
sorbed in his own marksmanship as
an expert rifieman usually is, the Ger-
man was puzzled to know how his
haversack had been removed, and got
up to discover what was amiss. As
he did so, Benoist fired from his

forchead. The Germans in the trench-
es immediately behind were no less
surprised than their comrade at what
had happened, and they, too, raised
themselves one by one to have a peep.
Benoist was busy all the time,” and
shet seven more of them in quick suc-
cession beforesthe episode closed.®
Now, it so happened that only thres
days before Benoist had shot no few
er than nine of the enemy in a ver)
similar way. And that explains how
he is one of the most popular men
in his regiment, and how he has beer

christened “Long Carbine.”

Doctors and Gas Fires

In an article which recently appear-
ed in the London “Evening News,” Mr
W. G. Faulkner stated: “Im making
my inquiries I discovered one signi-
ficant fact. This was that one com-
pany—the Gas Light and . Coke Com-
pany—had among their consumers
2,500 doctors who had gas fires instal-
led in their houses, some as many as
ten or a dozen; that 1,500 of these
doctors had become users of gas dur-

ing the past three years; and that not
one had ever given them up.”
Professor C. V. Boys, F.R.S., says
in the “Standard”: “Sentiment and in-
ertia are the only obstacles against
the general adoption of gas fires and
cooking appliances. ‘Wonderful
strides have been made, in spite of
deep-rooted prejudice. A gas fire
burning with a flue, is an admirable
agent for heating a room; and, as a
scientist, 1 fail to understand how
such a gas fire dries the air in a “oom
more than any other fire.”—novlT7tf
