It has mnext
extended to Belgium, where, under the
pretence that they are unemployed—
the employment having _first been
artificially produced by denuding the
country of plant and material—tens
of thousands are being seized, forced
into cattle-trucks, and conveyed to
Germany, where they will be put to
the choice between working for their
enemy at a wage fixed by him and suf-
fering the severest penalties.

There is not a little irony
in the fact that Ger-
many’s bid for peace is
made at the very time
when her enemies are readjusting in
the sight of the world their resources
and fighting machinery. The grim hu-
mour of it will be lost upon Germany:
» any form of humour always is. Mean-
while it is less to the actual reception
by the Entente Governments of Ber-
lin’s proposals when they are made
known to them than to some clear in-
dications of the new manggement of
war operations that the ‘Allied sub-
jects are now looking forward with
eager and slightly anxious anticipa-
tion.

Here and there, in military acts and
events, such as the removal of ’Jof-
fre and Admiral Du Fournet, and in
chance words let drop by some sta'tes-
man or other, such as Bonar Law’s re-
ference to a single control of the
war, we get a hint of impending
changes. It is greatly to be regretted
that the Prime Minister should have
fallen sick at this most important
time, though he may yet be able ‘to
make his expected statement next
week. We have already a promise of
Britain’s change of policy, in one
direction at least, in what looks like
an announcement that all merchant
ships will now be, or will be officially
permitted to be, armed. It is time

- this were done. The grave objections
that can certainly be made. to the
course were long ago removed by
Germany’s attitude. She has treated
defenceless ships in so many in-
stances as harshlyas if they had ac-
tually been armed and used their guns
that they might just as well be armed
as not. The submarine menace has
grown so grave in the last ““few
months that it is far better to wageJ
open war and defy the pirates to do
their worst.

It seems, however, that France will
play the leading part in the new
regime, though so far her decisions
are wrapped in mystery. She has
substituted Admiral Gauchet for Du
Fournet and her Premier has spoken
of “a new front,” both of which the
Daily Mail interpets as fortelling a
far firmer treatment of Greece. It
may well mean something much more
important even than that. At home
she has retired General Joffre, on the
ground, be it marked, merely of his
age: he is 64. His successor is not
yet known. It is fairly . common
knowledge that the honor was offered
to General Petain, the splendid de-
fender of Verdun, but that the offer
was withdrawn because he asked for
powers wider than it was wise or
possible to give him. 1t is said that he
himself indicated his right-hand man,
General Nivelle, as the fiext choice,
and that his advice will probably be
taken. If such an appointment is
made it will be a popular one, parti-
cularly in Britain. General ' Nivelle,
whose mother was English, declares
himself half an Englishman and has
had a great admiration of
the British and their per-
formances on the west front.
His command should mean even
closer and more cordial co-operation
of the two armies. Meantime it is
significant to note that Berlin admits
success for the French at Verdun and
an advance on both banks of the
Meuse.

In Russia a crisis similar to that
in Britain and France has occurred,
resulting in a further weeding out of
German influence, which was very
strong at the beginning of the war,
and a sort of rapprochment between
the two houses of the Government.
History will not fail to mark these
coincident revolutions in the three
countries, the nature and import of:

MAIL COACHWOMEN.

November 27- will be a proud day
for women chauffeurs, for then they
will for the first time be entrusted
with the Royal mails. Six pioneers
are to make the start, but Mrs. Char-
lesworth, the “Colonel” commanding
the Women’s Volunteer Reserve, has
been asked by Government mail con-
tractors to find other women qualified
to drive the Royal mail vans. They
will wear khaki kit, and will be paid |
thirty-five shillings a week, with a
monthly bonus. I saw Mrs. Charles-
worth to-day testing women drivers
on a Royal mail van which had been
sent to the garage of the reserve, and
the dexterous way in which the wo-
men were handling the one-ton lorry
won admiration from the male drivers
who had brought it to the garage.

According to
the latest advices, the earliest esti-
mates of the amount of the new Aus-
tralian- wheat crop will probably not
be realised, but over three million
tons of the old crop is awaiting trans-
port, while nearly 400,000 tons is to
come from India for which steamers
are now being obtained. In the cir-
cumstances it is unfortunate that
North American crop expectations
are not promising, because this fail-
ure compels us to send ships nearly
12,000 miles to Australia, as compar-
ed with the 3,000 miles that separates
Canada from the United Kingdom. ‘In
the time required for a voyage to the
Commonwealth and back two or
three round trips could obviously be
made in the North Atlantic trade.

FOOD SUPPLIES DOMESTIC AND
IMPORTED,

The Ministerial proposals for reg-
ulating the food supply are consider-
ed certain here to stimulate the flow-
ing in of commodities from various
of our dominions in order to assist
the home stock. Arrangements at
this moment are being made, for ex-
ample, to secure the export of beef
from Rhodesia to this country. The
Rhodesia Munitions and Resources
Committee have the matter in hand,
and, according to a preliminary re-
port received here ar® making ar-
rangements for the shipment of
2,500 head of cattle per month, cold
storage and abattoir accommodation
being provided at Bulawayo and at
the South African ports. It has not
yet been decided whether Beira, Dur-
ban, or Port Elizabeth shall be chosen
as the port of shipment, 'and cold
storage trains will have to be provid-
ed, as the journey from Bulawayo to
the coast takes from three to four
days. It is proposed to despatch two
consignments a week and as suitable
storage at the ccast, pending the
shipment of the meat, is a most im-
portant question, the Comimittee .are
endeavouring to make ‘arrangements
which may prevent the necessity for
new storage plant being built. In
another direction it may be noted
that there is reason to believe that,
as the result of suggestions which
have been made to the Imperial Gov-
ernment by the Jamaican and other
West Indian authorities, steps may
shortly be initiated  which should
have a material effect upon the avail-
able supplies and price of sugar. The
carrying out of these suggestions de-
pends to an extent, but not to a very
great one, upon, the provision of addi-
tional tonnage; but it would appear
that this difficulty has been rendered
surmountable by a shipowning com-
bination having trading interests in
the West Indies. The true import-
ance of the suggestions consists in
the fact that they affect not only su-
gar but other articles of - consump-
tion which have risen to well-nigh
prohibitive ‘' prices since the begin-
ning of the war,

WHAT BOOKS SOLDIERS BUY.
