Italian Ship Had
Thrilling Voyage.

New York, Oct. 27.—Hardships at 
sea that made the trip of the "Ancient 
Mariner” seem comparatively com­
fortably were told by the 
skipper of the Italian steamer 
President Wilson, and his passengers 
who arrived to-day form Triest and 
Naples. Shortly after leaving Trieste 
a wireless warning that a field of 
floating mines had broken loose caus­
ed a wide detour, then fire broke 
out in the forward room as Naples 
was reached In the harbor, the la­
bor agitators harrangued the crew to 
go on a strike and at sea the next 
day, two dozen stowaways were dis­
covered so the ship put back - to Na­
ples to debark them. One who at­
tempted suicide by jumping over­
board was arrested. Soon after leav­
ing land the ship came upon seven 
Moors exhausted in a small open 
boat. They said a severe storm 
washed away their sails and cargo of 
eggs when en route from Gibraltar to 
Algiers. A severe storm amounting 
almost to a typhoon which splashed 
huge waves over the entire boat leav­
ing salty streaks on the pilot house, 
was encountered off Gibraltar. For 
six days she pushed against head 
winds which the log of the trip de­
scribe as the most severe tjy.. ship 
had encountered.

j The fact that the House of Com­
mons possesses its own prison for 
the accommodation of refractory 
M.P.’s is little known outside par­
liamentary circles.

This strange prison is situated In 
the Clock Tower, and comprises two i 
sets of rooms, each of which is com- 1 0 
fortably furnished. There are two 
bedrooms, one for the prisoners—not 
more than two of whom can be ac­
commodated at one time—and one 
for the gaoler; and a sitting-room.

The office of gaoler Is performed 
by the Supervisor of Badge Messen­
gers, and it Is his duty to ensure that 
the hon. member or members under 
his care do not escape, while, in addi­
tion, he attends to their wants.

As a prisoner an M.P. has a fairly 
good time. All his food Is supplied 
by the House’s catering department, 
and he Is permitted to choose his 
dishes daily from the menu. As for 
exercise, he Is allowed an hour and 
a half in the morning on the Ter­
race, and an hour In the afternoon.
On both ^occasions he is escorted by 
an Inspector of police and a subor 
dinate officer.

The Union Ex­
port Company will be the agent 
of the Government to collect 
and ship, and he will be the 
Company, as he is now. There 
will be no competition in that 
aimed for day, and the producer 
will have to sell for the price 
Mr. Coaker decrees, and his 
Company will have the profit he 
fixes.

• * * * * *

There are men in the fish 
trade here so blind as to the 
portents of the times, that they 
are actually helping along the 
day of their own destruction as 
independent traders. In their 
short-sighted greed, they are 
even now advocating the use of 
public money and public credit 
to purchase “Labrador” for the 
present relief of the market and 
the ultimate share they hope to 
reap of the profit from this 
rape of the Public Treasury. 
But have they asked themselves 
this question, “if it be wise to 
buy a quantity of “Labrador” 
with public money, why not buy 
ALL fish that way?” If they 
and Mr. Coaker now use public 
money for such a partial pur­
pose, why should they not use it 
to buy ALL the catch next year?

Under these conditions, and at 
this time of great anxiety for the fish­
ermen and traders, they naturallyîex- 
pect those responsible for coastal 
transport to do everything in their 
power to make life on the coast more 

j tolerable and business easier. Without 
going into particulars they deslrt) to 
express the opinion Æat these settle­
ments have been seriously negleijted 
by both vessels. In the case of tjejr 
last trips the Diana passed yesteitiay 
and the Sebastopol to-day, both with­
out calling. The Sebastopol passed 
Cow Head, Parsons Popd and Daniels 
Harbor just before daylight when 
there was a perfectly smooth sea and

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir.—We heard much last tall 

of Interference by the Caahln Govern­
ment with the free will of the people 
as to local Boards and local moneys. 
I want to tell you how the Coakcr 
party has treated this place.

I had been Chairman ot the Road 
Board here for about tour years. 
Last spring I received printed forms 
of notice from the Department ot 
Public Works, and immediately made 
them public. On the day appointed, 
an Election of a Road Board took 
place. Five men. Including myself, 
were duly elected, two being Union 
men, three non-Union.

In The Prize Ring
CARPENTIER AND DEMYSEY ARE 

MATCHED.
NEW YORK, Oct. 26.—Jack Demp­

sey and Georges Carpentier were 
matched here to-day to fight for the 
world's championship. The number 
of rounds, the place of battle and the 
exact date are subject to discussion 
of the promoters who are to inform 
the principals at least sixty days be­
fore the contest Each fighter re­
ceives a 25 per cent right in the 
moving picture profits, the other 50 
per cent, going to the promoters. The 
Mut will be conducted by Tex Rick- 
yd, Charles Cochrane of London, 
Ind Wm. A. Brady, the latter repre­
senting Cochrane's interest. The 
contract was agreed to after a long 
conference to-day at which were 
present the joint promoters, Jack 
Kearns, manager of Jack Dempsey, 
and Francois Descamps, manager of 
Carpentier, and four lawyers repre­
senting the various interests involv­
ed.

While Tex Rickard and his fellow 
promoters refused positively to lds- 
close the amount of the purse to be 
given the pugilist before the formal 
signing of the contract to-morrow, it 
is known that including certain per­
centages it will approach $500,000. 
This is far in excess of any previous 
purse, the record being held by 
Rickard’s contract with Jess Willar l 
and Jack Dempsey, whereby Willard 
received $100,000 and Dempsey 
$27,000 ton their fight at Toledo on 
July 4, 191) The division of the 
purse will show Dempsey receiving 
more than Carpentier, in the role of 
challenger and holder of the Euro­
pean heavyweight title.

Site for the Bout
While the promoters are under­

stood to be planning to hold the bout 
here in Madison Square Garden, am­
ple provision is made for the shift­
ing of the contest to another city in 

arises from any

signature to fight for him for some 
months to come, unless the two pro­
moters joined forces. This was 
finally accomplished by Brady, who 
had acted in the capacity of Coch­
rane’s United States' representative 
until the latter arrived here recently 
to complete the details personally.

Big Prices for Tickets.
While it is understood that ! the 

promoters are counting upon a re­
cord gate in order to carry the bur­
den of the huge purse involved, the 
moving picture receipts are expected 
to prove the greatest revenue in the 
long run. It has been estimated that 
if the bout is held in Madison Square 
Garden, box seats ,around the ring­
side will sell for nearly $200 each 
with other seats and positions rang­
ing downward in proportion. The 
total receipts from the moving pic­
tures of the fight, especially should 
Carpentier win, will be worth mil­
lions abroad where he is a European 
hero. While films could be taken of 
the contest in the Garden, the pic­
tures could not be shown through­
out the United States until the pres­
en laws are changed.

Carpentier will leave for France 
within the next ten days to spend the 
Christmas holidays with his family, 
but it is part of his plan to return to 
the United States early in the New 
Year and begin training for his con­
test with Dempsey. Neither boxer 
will be permitted under the contract 
to compete in the ring previously to 
the coming battle although exhibi­
tions of short duration will not be 
prohibited.
