If it is true that a nation lives large­
ly by tie Inventive genius, then it is 
time more attention was paid to one 
of Britain’s most valuable assets.

Every year there are over 30,000 ap­
plications for patents in this country.
Many of them, of course, are of no 
value. There is the man, for instance, 
who thinks he has discovered the sec­
ret of perpetual motion, and there are 
even optimiste who claim to be able 
to reduce delay on the telephone!
Borne inventions are wonderfully 
clever; their only fault is that no­
body wants them.

In addition to these, however, there 
are men who produce something that 
is really wanted. Several cases have 
come to light recently which show 
that in regard to these a scandalous 
system of exploitation is going on.
There are firme to-day deliberately 
using patents they have never paid 
for and for which they do not Intend 
to pay.

Is a Patent Sufficient Protection!
A man had a clever idea for an elec­

trical Contrivance. He took the precau­
tion of patenting it and, thinking he 
was perfectly safe, approached a com­
mercial undertaking with » view to its 
adoption. This was agreed to, and the 
man went away elated. Imagine hie 
consternation when, a few week later, 
he received a letter from the firm stat­
ing that they proposed to utilize hie 
Jdea but would pay him nothing for 
it unies» he sued them in court—and 
won hie case. ' .

Theiç excuse was that the mere 
patenting of an invention was not suf­
ficient protection, and that the only 
real test of ita validity was through 
a legal action. The explanation of this 
scandal is that the firm had discovered 
that the man was too poor to sue them, 
and they took advantage of his 
poverty.

► Quite frequently letters are 

received at the offices of news­
papers, the publication of which 

1 would not be consistent with the 
ethics of true journalism, for 
many letters are offensively 
worded and contain most ma­
licious libels on the persons to 
whom they refer. The authors 

l of such communications some­
times wax indignant when their 
brain children are murdered by 
the editor and turning their 
wrath upon the humble occu­
piers of the editorial chair, they 
express their opinions of them 
and their knowledge (or lack of 
it) in running a newspaper - in 
far more lurid language than 

! they devoted to the object of 
their ire in their own little com­
munity. And lots of people 
wonder why editors are so short 
tempered and so abrupt in man­
ner, when approached during the 
busiest hour of the day by per­
sons soliciting contributions of 
money, for some cause or other, 
or with the object of getting 
this or that into the day’s issue. 
But happily there are different 
types of correspondent from 
those already referred to, 
though in some ways these are 
not a class apart, because in nu­
merous instances, their letters, 
also have to be suppressed, yet 
on the whole this class delights 
the editorial heart and wreaths 
the brow with smiles of pleas­
ure, because the subject matter, 
while not altogether quite appro­
priate for publication, may sup­
ply the inspiration for an ar­
ticle on men or things or both. 
Latterly we have been receiving 
many such letters, for which we 
have to offer thanks to the writ­
ers, even if we cannot accord 
their contributions the privilege 
of space.

TO-DAY’S MESSAGES.
CROWDS GREET DE VALERA.

LONDON, July 15.
Eamonn De Valera, Irish Republi­

can leader, arrived at No. 10 Downing 
Street at 4.30 o’clock this afternoon, 
for his conference with Mr. Lloyd 
George set for that hour. The Pre­
mier was waiting for him, and their 
conversations over the peace question 
were begun immediately. Despite 
the drizzling rain, a great crowd had 
gathered shortly after Mr. De Valera 
entered the Premier's house., The 
crowd knelt In Whitehall and began 
to recite the rosary. The Irish Re­
publican leader drove directly from 
his hotel, in Buckingham Palace 
Road to Downing Street In a motor 
car. He was accompanied by Art 
O'Brien, President of the Gaelic 
League In London, and R. C. Barton, 
a member of the Irish delegation. 
As Mr. De Valera’s automobile drove 
along Whitehall and turned into 
Downing Street, the great crowd 
broke Into cheering intermingled with 
Sinn Fein yells, some in Gaelic. De 
Valera walked directly into the Pre­
mier’s house. Mr. Lloyd George, ac­
companied by Sir Maurice Hankey, 
Secretary to the Committee of Im­
perial Defense, had previously ar­
rived. Sir Hamar Greenwood and 
Austin Chamberlain arrived . shortly 
after them but since it had been an­
nounced that the conversation be­
tween Mr. Lloyd George and Mr. 
De Valera was to be private, It was 
assumed that they were merely on 
hand In case the conferee wished to 
call then In.

JAPAN ACCEPTS. "

Reids Buy C. B.
Coal Mme.

The Hiawatha Coal Mine, owned by 
V. J. Cavicchi of Halifax, and Glace 
Bay interests, has been sold to the 
Reld-N ewfoundland Company, who 
will begin to operate It for their own 
use in the near future. It to under­
stood that the price paid tor the mine 
was In the vicinity of a quarter of a 
million dollars.

The Hiawatha mine was purchased 
over a year ago by Mr. Cavicchl and 
associates from J, H. Emmett of Hali­
fax for a price in the riednity of $30,- 
000. The mine when purchased, how­
ever, was filled with water, and the 
main shaft fallen In and since Its pur­
chase many thousands of dollars have 
been spent In its development. Ma­
chinery for the extraction of coal was 
installed and many improvements 
were made about the surface property 
as well for the Improvement of coal 
shipping facilities.

Under the management of Vincent 
McFadden considerable headway ha» 
already been made In cutting a chan­
nel through False Bay Beach and a 
wharf has been constructed. About 
5,000 tons had been taken from the 
mine when the owners closed It re­
cently-owing to poor market condi­
tions.

The Retd-Newtoundland Company 
will operate the Hiawatha mine for 
their own use and principally for the 
supplying of coal for the railway and 
the Reid steamship lines. It has not 
yet been learned who will be In charge 
of the mine for the new owners.—Syd­
ney Post, July 12.

ter's speech of last year on Railway 
[matters as published in the Daily Star 
[of July 9th. 1920. The present situa- 
Ition, he said, was deplorable but was 
[onlv to be expected from a Govern- 
[ment such as this one, which had prov­
ed itself utterly incapable of dealing 
[with any matters of importance. Sir 
[Michael read the headline to the re­
port of the Prime Minister’s speech 
[previously mentioned. It was “Premier
■ Squires hammers Reid Newfoundland 
[to. unmercifully." The Railway policy 
[of last year consisted of a loan of $1.- 
■000,000 to the Reid’s to be repaid with 
[interest. It also called for the appoint­
ment of a commission to supervise the 
[expenditure of the money loaned. This 
[commission was to have consisted of 
[seven members, four of whom would 
[represent the Government. Sir Michael 
lisked the Prime Minister if that $1,- 
loOO.OOO was charged to the Reid New­
foundland Co. and was told that such

about He avished to Impress upon 
the House that this vote to the Reid 
Company was an extra burden of 
$30.06 on every family In Newfound­
land and before giving their consent 
to such a hardship he advised them 
to thoroughly consider what they 
were doing. As to the report of Sir 
George Bury, Mr. Sullivan said that 
there waa nothing in It that was not 
already known and certainly not 
worth $7,600 he had been paid for It 
pine $600 for travelling expenses. In 
the resolutions of the Prime Minister 
the country expected that reason 
would he given for the handing over 
to the Reid Co. of 116 millions of 
dollars to help out an enterprise 
that they were operating under an 
agreement which would not expire 
for the next twenty years. It is 
true, said Mr. Sullivan, the Prime 
Minister stated that the amount was 
neceesary to meet lc*e of operating

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War Memorial
Executive Meeting.

▲ meeting of the Executive Com­
mittee of the Newfoundland War Mem­
orial was held yesterday afternoon la 
the Board of Trade and was well at­
tended.

The treasurer's report showed that 
$9,884.40 had been banked to date and 
further promises of subscriptions 
amounting to $2,320 had been receiv­
ed. The^total amount, however, had 
been subscribed by less than one thou­
sand pefople. -

It was the wish of the meeting that 
everyone in Newfoundland should sub­
scribe—however small—to the New­
foundland Memorial and with this ob­
ject in view a Committee was appoint­
ed with Mise Mary McKay as Convenor, 
to place books of Share Certificates in 
all places of business and with the dif­
ferent Clubs and Societies. Every sub­
scriber of One dollar or more will be 
entitled to a share or shares in “The 

^.Newfoundland War Memorial, Unlimit­
ed,” which guarantees its sharehold­
ers "a suitable monument to be erect­
ed in SU John’s in Memory of their 
countrymen who gave up their lives 
in the Great War in the cause of Free­
dom and Humanity.” Smaller subscrip­
tions from persons who cannot afford 
a dollar will also be received as it is 
the wish of the Executive to debar no­
body from having an interest in the 
Newfoundland Memorial.

A Committee to interest Outport sub­
scribers has been arranged consisting 
of Lady Crosble, Mr. D. M. Baird and 

jMr. W. H. Jackman. It is intended to 
add to this Committee prominent re­
sidents of the different Outports. A 
Committee on Design and Location has 
also been appointed with Mr. Frank 
Bradshaw as Convenor, and this Com­
mittee is at present collecting all the 
information on War Memorials that is 
available from prominent monumental 
architects in England, Canada and the 
Uniite4 States.

It was arranged that the Chairman 
and Secretary should interview the 
heads of the different denominations 
asking them to bring the matter of the 
War Memorial before the people in 
their charge.

It was decided to defer the publica­
tion of a list of Shareholders in the 
“Newfoundland War Memorial Un­
limited” until the subscription list had 
been finally closed.

Continuing 
Mr. Sullivan asked in the event of a 
deficit next year what could be ex­
pected from the railway people, and 
In reply to his own question read the 
following answer to the same question 
tabled by the Prime Minister: “The 
Reid Nfld. Co. assured the Govern­
ment that through their bankers tiiey 
would be able to handle any deficit 
over 1% million.” Are we justified in 
placing this burden on the people 
to relieve a great corporation 
from a contract which they are legal­
ly bound to carry out Mr. Sullivan 
referred to the extravagance of the 
Government on the one hand, and the 
policy of cutting down the Civil Ser­
vice salaries on the other hand, and 
in their eagerness to economize they 
had dismissed an official of 16 years 
standing on this score. Speaking 
again on the railway, he said that 
there was a great possibility of over­
charging under the new agreement 
and unless we kept strict watch it 
would be easy to show a loss of 1% 
millions. Last year improvements 
amounting to hundreds of thousands 
of dollars were charged to operating 
expenses. Another point, said Mr.
Sullivan, is that in the event of the 
sum being voted, the Government 
should have some control of the wages 
of the employees. In the resolutions 
he noticed that there was no mention 
of the Argentin or 
railways. As the resolutions 
there was no incentive, and he sug­
gested that if the company is to be 
guaranteed against loss, all the em­
ployees should be offered a bonus on 
the amount that their good manage­
ment would save. He did not think 
that the Government would be jus­
tified at the present juncture to au­
thorize heavy expenses on capital ac­
count Reading a portion of the Com­
mission’s report Mr. Sullivan asked

He gave 
some interesting figures regarding our 
revenue, and said that Reids had bet­
ter arrange with their hanker about 
the 1% millions before signing the 
contract. The figures submitted by 
him showed that the Government had 
absolutely no chance of getting the 
revenue they anticipated. Sir John 
said he did not believe that inflated 
prices increased the revenue as much 
as many people claimed, and he quot­
ed figures of the increased amounts of 
foodstuffs which were imported during 
the 1919-20 fiscal year. Showing 
where the loss of revenue will occur 
for the coming year, Sir John said 
that very little could he expected from 
duties on. luxuries, as under present 
conditions the people could barely

stand Whilst the war was on money had been 

plentiful and a great deal was spent 
on luxuries which formerly were 
without. This statement was 
by figures which Sir John quoted, 
goods, under the heading of luxuries, 
imported between 1914 and 1920 
Amongst theee articles were china, 
furniture, confectionery, etc. The 
value of importation of one of these 
articles increased from $56,000 in 1914 
to $429,000 in 1920. Dry 
ed from $200,000 in 1914 to 
1919. So Groceries Jumped from $122*- 
000 in 1914 to $560,000 in 1919-20. 
After studying the revenue these 
he was convinced that it was 
wholly derived from inflated costs, 
but from the quantity of goods im­
ported. He thought the quantity 
would drop this year to an alarming 
extent, especially in automobiles, per­
fumes, confectionery, etc. Necessities 
only would be imported. He expected 
our total trade tor this year would 
amount to about $32,000,000, made up 
as follows:—1% million quintals of 
fish at the optimistic price of $8.00 
per quintal. $4,000,060 in miscellan 
eons goods, or $12,000,000 as total ex­
perts and $201000,000 importations. 
In years when our total trade was 
thirty millions we used to get a rev­
enue of $3,606,000, and when the Sales 
and Super Taxes are added to this, a 
total of about $5,000,000 will be the 
utmost for the current year. The Bud­
get estimated a revenue of $8,600,000, 
but it was a practical impossibility to 
get within three million dollars of 
that estimate. Where did the Prime 
Minister expect to get the $1,600,000 
for Reids? He had said he would get 
it from the $6,000,000 loan. Where 
then was the rest of the money coming 
from? Money for the Badger Road, 
fishery supplies, pit props and other 
requirements ? Nobody believed that 
the Government would get half of it.

Sir John spoke for several minutes 
longer but it is impossible to-day to 
give a detailed report. One startling 
statement he made was that Mr. Coak­
er had told him when crossing from 
Europe on the “Adriatic,” that he saw 
nothing -but Cpnfederation before this 
country. During Sir John’s speech Mr. 
Coaker said that if he could he shown 
that the railway might be run this year 
with a Government subsidy of $500,000, 
he would move hie seat to the centre 
of the House.

After Sir John had concluded, the 
Woman’s Suffrage Bill was again con­
sidered in Committee after which the 
House rose until 3 pm. to-day.

Tone of Optimism.
In spite of the serious depression
