County Council’s Annual Sapper.
The familiar long room at Ellis’s Ho­

tel was filled on Friday night by the 
members of the County Council who 
had met at the invitation of Mr. John 
Mair, the Warden, for their annual sup­

er. Besides the members of the 
Council, there were present Messrs. 

D. Stirton, M.PÎ, N. Higinbotham M.P,
R. McKim, M.PtP., D. Guthrie, County 
Solicitor, W. Reynolds, County Treasur-

A» oyster supper, put on the table in 
Mr Ellis’ best style having been disposed 
of, the tables were ideareu and the chair 
taken by the Warden.

“The Queen,” “The Govemor-Gener-- 
al,” “The Prince and Princess of Wales” 

reposed and duly honoured. 
ie Army and Navy” was the next 

toast, reeponded to by Col. Higinboth­
am, who sung the 4 ‘Red White and Blue.”

The Dominion Parliament and the 
Local Legislature were proposed by the 
Warden and warmly received.

Mr Stirton responded in a neat 
speech, thanking them on behalf of him­
self and brother members for the hearty 
reception given to the toast. Col. Hig­
inbotham also replied on behalf of the 
Dominion House, in some appropriate 
and well-chosen remarks.

Mr. McKim responded for the Local 
House. He remarked that there was a 
closer connection between the Ontario 
Legislature and the townships than be­
tween them and the Dominion Parlia­
ment, and that the Legislature was in a 
position to promote their material inter­
ests to a great extent. He referred to 
measures which needed to-be dealt with 
by the Local Legislature, speaking 
amongst other topics, on education and 
the election law. Although the latter 
was good they would be able to make it 
better. He had something to say about 
the “ grouping clause” even if in doing 
so he would be treading on some one’s 
toes. He believed it to be a very ob­
noxious clause. It was originally in­
troduced by Matthew Crooks Cameron 
iu one of the narrow gauge railway 
charters. He was one who fought and 
voted against it, but it was carried, and 
after that it was introduced into almost 
every charter He did not believe in 
compelling people to pay for what they 
did not want, and would do all he could 
to expunge the grouping clause from our 
statute books. The next session of the 
Legislature would be a very important 
one in many respects. One question 
they would have to meet sooner or later 
was the division of this fine County of 
Wellington. He believed that it was 
only the villages that were asking this,, 
not the farmers, who would bare the 
largest share of the burden. The mat­
ter was now being pressed upon the 
Government, but he believed it would 
have to rest there for a while longer. 
Some thought that the County Council 
was too large, but he thought there was 
room enough in the Town for them all, 
and that they would do well enough as 
they were for another year or two. 
(Applause.) Mr. Robb proposed the 
health of the Warden, which was drunk 
with musical honours.

The Warden in returning thanks, said 
this was the fifth time he had had the 
pleasure of their company in this room. 
He referred to the good feeling and ab­
sence of acrimony displayed in the de­
liberations of the Council. Mr. McKim 
had said that the little House in Toron­
to was better than the big House at 
Ottawa. Now he (the Warden) ment to 
say that the County Council was better 
than the little House, (laughter and ap­
plause) and did more for the people of 
the County.

The County officials, coupled with the 
names of Messrs. Guthrie, Reynolds, 
and Beattie, was proposed by Mr Stirton. 
He eulogised the character of the 
gentlemen holding permanent official 
positions in the County, and spoke of 
the high character of our muaicipal sys­
tem, and the excellent training it afford­
ed to those engaged in its working. He 
deprecated legislative tinkering, which 
the legislative Assembly was a little 
prone to. New members seemed to 
haye an itching for this sort of thing. 
Their municipal system was not far 
from perfect, and they .should not be 
rash in altering it. On the question of 
taxation he did not agree with the 
ideas recently promulgated by the Globe, 
that the real property alone should 
be taxed ; he thought personal property 
ought to bear its fair share.

Mr. Guthrie responded in an appro­
priate speech. Taking up the question 
of taxation, lie pointed out some an­
omaly and injustice in the operation of 
our present system, as regards custom 
duties.

Mr. Beattie, county clerk, responded 
at some length.

That had 
been steadily decreased, until now the 
standing liabilities were about $90,000, 
and during that three years they had 
also issued $40,000 of debentures for road 
improvement ami bridge building. In­
stead of paying interest to the banks for 
money required to carry on County bu­
siness, they had actually a balance of in­
terest of about $90 to the .credit of the 
county. They could hardly find anoth- 
erjeounty with such an exhibit.

Considerable damage was done to St. 
John’s Church, Ancaster, by the violent 
storm on Thursday morning.

South Bruce Nomination

Hon. Mr. Blake Elected by 
Acclamation !

The nomination of the Hon. Mr. 
Blake for South Bruce took place at 
Walker ton on Thursday the 4th. Af­
ter the formal portion of the pro­
ceedings bad been disposed of, Mr. 
Malcolm McPherson, of Kincardine, 
moved, and Mr. Alex. Gibson, of 
Teeswater, seconded the nomination 
of Mr. Blake. As it was evident that 
no more nominations would be 
made, it was suggested that an ad­
journment to the Court House 
should be made. The returning- 
officer and one or', twojjother gentle­
men remained upon the hustings un­
til the expiration of the hour, when 
the re turning-officer declared Mr. 
Blake elected by acclamation, which 
announcement was received with 
the utmost satisfaction. The 
meeting was organized in the 
Court House by the appoint­
ment of Mr. H. B. O’Connor to the 
chair. Mr. Blake, after thanking the 
electors of South Bruce for thja hon­
our they had conferred on him, pro­
ceeded to speak of the necessity of a 
sound election law which would give 
reasonable security for the purity of 
our elections, and exposed the con­
duct of the late Government in refus­
ing to pass an election law one sess­
ion and bringing a similar one forward 
the next session. Tlioir conduct in 
this respect he considered wholly un­
justifiable. He then glanced at the 
means by which the late Government 
obtained an undue influence over the 
electors, and spoke of the magnitude 
of the contract for the Pacific ltailway 
and of the extraordinary powers given 
to the Macdonald Government in re­
spect to it. The conferring of these 
powers he regarded as a flagrant out­
rage upon the people’s rights. In al­
luding to the circumstances which 
induced him to accept a seat in the 
Cabinet, ho said he had received a 
requisition signed by one hundred and 
nineteen members. He was of opin­
ion that the business of the country 
would be best carried on by persons 
in receipt of salaries adequate to the 
labours performed. There was a dif­
ference in regard to the labours of 
the different offices, and in his judg­
ment there should be a corresponding 
difference in the salaries. He himself 
was not disposed to accept an office 
the duties of which were light, and ac­
cept a salary equal to those received 
by the gentlemen in the more arduous 
departments. He justified by prece­
dent the constitutionality of his action 
in this respect, namely, that of accept­
ing a seat in the Cabinet without port­
folio, and showed in what respect he 
was responsible as a member of the 
Privy Council. After drawing a com­
parison between the present Govern­
ment and the late one, ho said 
that the alternation of parties was 
for the best interests of the country, 
and was satisfied that no party would 
again continue in power for twenty 
years. The existing Government 
had a reasonable hope of obtaining 
the earnest support of the country, 
and of remaining in office for some 
time. They would not, however, sit 
there any longer than they enjoyed 
the confidence of the country, for 
they considered there was nothing 
more discreditable than to attempt 
to retain office simply for the sake of 
power.

Speeches were then made by Mr. 
Wells, M. P. P., Mr. Sinclair, M.P.P., 
Mr. Gillies, and Mr. Jas. Somerville-

A banquet in honour of Mr. Blake 
was given in the evening in Blackilt’s 
Hall, at which about SOU were pres­
ent. The speeches were warmly re- 
ce ved.

Improvements in our 
streets have to be made, new ones have 
to be opened and put in a proper state 
for traffic. The present mode of expen­
diture on our streets has been found 
extremely unsatisfactory. The amount of 
work done for sums annually appro­
priated is far below what it should be, 
thus entailing direct loss to each rate­
payer. I shall use my best efforts to 
perfect a better scheme whereby you will 
get greater value for your money, both 
as regards quantity and quality.

Should you deem mo worthy- of con 
tinned confidence and support, and elect 
me to the office for which I aspire, depend 
on my best efforts being directed at both 
Boards to enforce economy and retrench 
ment, so far as it may ho found cornpat 
ible with the interests of the Town and 
County, and keeping taxation at the 
lowest possible rate. The interests of the 
whole community, so far as I am able to 
judge, will,receive my best support.

I have, therefore,, tu ask those who may 
favor my election, on the grounds I have 
already slated, to use their best efforts on 
my behalf ; for all of which I shall feel 
grateful.

CASTLE M’LEOD AND THE CHIEF OF THE CLAN 
—DONALD CAMBBON VISITS THE CASTLE — 
HIS PROPOSAL IS REJECTED—A CRITICAL 
MEETING—NED GORDON AGAIN OF 8EBVCE.

Castle M’Leod stood seveial miles 
south from Loch Maree, and was exter­
nally, like its surroundings, wild and 
rugged. The site had been evidently 
been chosen with a single aim of obtain­
ing an invulnerable position of defence. 
Built on admail plat on the side of a 
steep hill, it could be approached only 
from the front, and so rugged and preci­
pitous was the approach that to carrv 
it seemed impossible, and to attack it ex­
posed an enemy to great danger from the 
defenders, who could command them at 
all points at which they might show 
themselves. It seemed to be erected in 
the form of n parallelogram, with circular 
towers at each corner, and was apparently 
of considerable age, judging from the 
weather-beaten and crumbling appear­
ance of the walls.

But early in the afternoon, pleading 
thM he was unwell, the old Chiefjaad re­
tired from the banquet, and while yet the 
sounds of hilarity and joy filled the room 
where the clansmen were congregated, 
and penetrating the walls, echoed through 
the castle, he was pacing his room with 
an expression of trouble and concern 
upon his face.

He appeared to be a man well advanced 
in the seventh decade, but still tall and 
straight and hardy. His carriage was 
graceful and proud, and was well set out 
by the long silver locks which flowed 
down over his shoulders, and by the white, 
patriarchal beard which covered his breast. 
His features were striking and handsome, 
while his eyes were keen and piercing, 
His whole air and demeanour showed 
him to be of ready resource—quick in 
forming his resolutions, and determined 
in the carrying of them out. His fea­
tures seemed marked with grief, and his 
whole appearance betokened that he had 
not been a stranger to trouble.

“ And so,” he exclaimed, as the sound 
of a loud shout from that part of the 
castle where the clansmen were holding 
their revels fell upon his ear—” And so 
the M’Leods at length rejoice that The 
M’Lenzie is dead. Would to heaven his 
death had happened years ago—not that 
I had a malice against him, bat that it 
would have spared me much misery. 
Such a night as this rcalls the past, and 
the figures of noble boys who perished by 
his hand rise up before me. Gallant 
noble youths all them—true M’Leods— 
and to die as they did by the hand of a 
man who hounded after their lives as a 
dog after its prey. AndM’Kenzie blamed 
me for it all, because hie son Ranald fell 
under my sword at Sheriff Muir—for­
getting that I was at the moment sur­
rounded by half-a-dozen besides, each of 
whom aimed his weapon at my heart, 
making it stern necessity that £ should 
cut down without thought of mercy all 
who obstructed my way.

" But the M’Kenzie is dead, and I 
thank God that one son, whose life, too, 
he had sworn to have, is yet spared me. 
Will the fend now be ended f It is diffi­
cult to answer the question. I have heard 
that his son had arrived before he died. 
Perhaps prudence may show the young 
man that he cannot expect to carry it on 
with success. For although personally 
I have suffered much more by the struggle 
than The M’Kenzie, yet the result on the 
clans has been different. Our arms have 
ever been successful in defeating the M’- 
Kenzies ; and from living in a lordly 
mansion, I believe he died in a hut which 
he would not five years ago haue used as 
a kennel for his dogs.

Opening of the Quebec Legislature.
The Quebec Legislature was opaned on 

.Thursday, when the Lieut.-Governor de­
livered the opening speech. After refer­
ring in complimentary terms to their ac­
tivity in the previous session, and to the 
evidences of prosperity of the Province, 
as shown in various ways, he allnded to 
the large eipigratipn of French Cana- 
dians from Jheprovince. ) It ^as 4eair’ 
able to try an«f Induce these to return to 
their homes, and fdr this purpose ho re­
commended that the municipalities should 
provide as much work as possible iu im­
proving highways, Ac. The liberal policy 
of the Government in relation to the con1 
struotion of railways will be continued ; 
also the same immigration policy, which 
has been so successful in former years. 
A new election law is promised, also 
measures relating to the Judicature and 
Public Instruction. The Federal Gov­
ernment having assumed the surplus 
debt for which, under the Constitution, 
the Province was liable, the difficulties 
between Ontario and Quebec on this 
point no longer exist. This act of legis­
lation places at the disposal of the Pro­
vince additional resburces, which should 
be of great use to the Provinces. Not­
withstanding several unforseen expenses, 
the balance remaining in the hands of 
the Treasurer on the first of July last 
was still more considerable than in the 
previous year.

to be voted on by the qualified ratepay­
ers on Tuesday, the 30th inst.
