He had something to say about
the ““grouping clause” even if in doing
80 he would %)e treading ou some one’s
toes. He believed it to be a very ob-
noxious clause. It was originally in-
troduced by Matthew Crooks Cameron
in one of the narrow gauge railway
charters. He was one who fought and
voted against it, but it was carried, and
after that it was introduced into almost
every charter. He did not believe in
compelling people to pay for what they
did not want, and would do all he could
to expunge the grouping clause from our
statute books. The next session of the
Legislature would be a very important
one in many respects. One question
they would have to meet sooner. or later
was the division of this fine County of
Wellington. He believed that it was
only the villages that were asking this,
not the farmers, who would bare the
largest share of the burden. The mat-
ter was now being pressed upon the
Government, but he believed it would
have to rest there for a while longer.
Seme thought that the County Council
was too large, but he thought there was
room enough in the Town for them all,
and that they would do well enough as
they were for another year or two.
(Applause.) Mr. Robb proposed the
health of the Warden, which was drunk
with musical honours.

The Warden in returning thanks, said
this was the fifth time he had had the
pleasure of their company in this roem.
He referred to the good feeling and ab-
sence of acrimony displayed in the de-
liberations of the Council.

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South Bruce Nomination

Hon. Mr. Blake Elected by
Acclamation !

The nomination of the Hon.Mr.
Blake for South Bruce took place at
Walkerton on Thursday the 4th. Af.
ter the formal portion of the pro-
ceedings had been disposed of, Mr.
Malcolm McPherson, of Kincardine,
moved, and Mr. Alex. Gibson, of
Teeswater, seconded the nomination
of Mr. Blake. Asit was evident that
no more nominations would be
made, it was suggested that an ad-
journment to the Court House
should be made. The returning-
officer and one or] twofother gentle-
men remained upon the hustings un-
til the expiration of the hour, when
the returning-officer declared Mr.
Blake elected by acclamation, which
announcement was received with
the utmost satisfaction. The
meeting was organized in  the
Court House by the appoint.
ment of Mr. H. B. O'Comnor to the
chair. Mr. Blake, after thanking the
clectors of South Bruce for the hon-
our they had conferred on him, pro-
ceeded to speak of the necessity of a
sound election law which would give
reasonable security for the purity of
our elections, and exposed the con-
duet of the late Government in refus-
ing to pass an election law one sess-
ion and bringing a similarone forward
the next session. Their conduct in
this respect he considered wholly un-
justifiable. He then glanced at the
means by which the late Government
ohtained an undue influence over the
electors, and spoke of the magnitude
of the contract for the Pacific Railway
and of the extraordinary powers given
to the Macdonald Government in re-
spect to it. The conferring of these
powers he regarded as a flagrant out-
rage upon the people’s rights. In al-
luding to the circumstances which
induced him to accept a seat in the
Cabinet, he said he had received a
requisition signed by one hundred and
nineteen members. He was of opin-
ion that the business of the country
would be best carried on by persons
in receipt of salaries adequate to the
labours performed. There was a dif-
ference in regard to the labours of
the different offices, and in his judg-
went there should be a corresponding
difference in the salarics. He himself
was not disposed to accept an office
the duties of which were light, and ac-
cept a salary equal to those received
Ly the gentlemen in the more arduous
departments. He justified by
dent the constitutionality of hi
in this respect, namely, that of accept-
ing a seat in the Cabinet without port-
folio, and showed in what respect he
was responsible as a member of the
Privy Council. After drawing a com-
parison between the present Govern-
nment and the late one, he said
that the alternation of parties was
for the best interests of the country,
and was satisfied that no party would
again continue in power for twenty
years. The existing Governmens
had a reasonable hope of obtaining
the earnest support of the country,
and of remaining in office for some
time. They would not, however, sit
there any longer than they enjoyed
the confidence of the country, for
they considered there was nothing
more discreditable than to attempt
to retain office simply for the sake of
power. g

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The Rival Clansmen
A Scoltish Vendetta,
CHAPTER XL

CASTLE M'LEOD AND THE CHIEF OF THE CLAN |

—DONALD CAMERON VISITS THE CASTLE—
HIS PROPOBAL IS REJECTED—A CRITICAL
MEETING—NED GORDON AGAIN OF SERVCE.

Castle M‘Leod stood -several miles
south from Loch Maree, and was exter-
nally, like its surroundings, wild and
ragged. The site had been evidently
been chosen with a single aim of obtain-
ing an invulnerable position of defence.
Built on amall plat on the side of a
steep hill, it could be approached only
from the front, and so rugged and preci-
pitous was the approach that to carry
it seemed impossible, and to attack it ex-
posed an enemy to great danger from the
defenders, who could command them at
all points at which they might show
themselves. It seemed to be erected in
the form of a parallelogram, with sircular
towers ateach corner, and was apparently
of considerable age, judging from the
weather-beaten and crumbling appear-
ance of the walls.

At g distance of less than a couple of
miles from the castle was a rude clachan,
wherein dwelt the vassals of the Chief.

Two days after the events recorded ir
the last chapter, there was feasting and
rejoicing amongst the M'Leods in the
castle. They feasted because of the death
of the Chief of the M'Kenzies. The in-
telligence had arrived several days before
at Castle M'Leod of the old Chief’s death
but Malcolm M'Leod 'had delayed the
feast, purposing to wait until the retarn
of his son, deeming it fitting that Hector
should join in the celebration of the
death of one who had sworn to have hid
life. Bat the young man had not re-
turned, and the old man, though dis-
appointed and pained at his non-appear-
ance, was loth to delay longer, and so
invited his clansmen to his board on the
day we havenamed. Thelarge bangueting
hall of the castle had been filled with a
motley gathering of brawny, faithful
M’Leods, over whom the Chief had pre-
sided on the vceasion. With long snd
rapturous cries these battle-searred
warriors had drunk econfusiom to their
enemies, and particularly to the M'Kenzie
and had feasted heartily, vowing and re-
newing their obligations and fealty to the
Chief who trested them so kindly.

But early in the afternoon, pleading
timt he was unwell, the old Chief'had re-
tired from the banquet, and while yet the
sounds of hilarity and joy filled the room
where the clansmen were congregated,
and penetrating the walls, echoed through
the castle, he was pacing his room with
an expression of trouble and concern
upon his face.

He appeared to be a man well advansed
in the seventh decade, but still tall and
straight and hardy. His carriage was
graceful and proud, and was well set out
by the long silver loecks which flowed
down over hisshoglders, and by the white,
patriarehal beard which covered his breast.
His features were striking and handsome,
while his eyes were keen and piercing,
His whole air and demeanour showed
him to be of r resouree—quick in
forming his resolutions, and determined
in the carrying of them out. His fea-
tures seemed marked with grief, and his
whole appearance betokened that he had
not been a stranger to trouble.

‘ But the M’'Kenzie is dead, and I
thank God that one son, whose life, too,
he had sworn to have, is yet spared me.
Will the feud now be ended * Itis diffi-
cult to answer the question. I have heard
that his son had arrived before he died.
Perhaps prudence may show the young
man that he cannot expect to earry it on
with success. For although personally
1 have suffered much more by the struggle
than The M’Kenzie, yet the result on the
clans bas been different. Our arms have
ever been succeseful in defeating the M’-
Kenzies; and from livingin a lordly
mansion, I believe he died in a hut whioch
he would not five years ago haue used as
a kennel for his dogs.

GUELPH, Nov. 21, 1878 dw
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Opening of the Quebec Legislature.

The Quebec Legislature was oponed on

harsday, when the Lieut.-Governor de-
1ivered the opening speech. Alfter refer-
ring in complimentary terms to their ac-
tivity in the previous session, and to the
evidenows of prosperity of the Province,
as shown in varions ways, he alluded to
the Jarge emigpation of. Frengh  Cana-
disgs frow _ghe Provinge. ) It jyas desir-
ableto)try in}‘mduéa' 86 to return to
their homes, and for this purpose he re-
commended that the municipalities should
provide as much work as possiblgin im-
proving highways, &c. The liberad poliey
of the Government in relation to the con*
struction of railways will be continued ;
also the same immigration policy, which
has been so suoccessful in former years.
A new election law is promised, also
measures relating to the Judicature and
Public Instruotion. The Federal Gov-
ernment having assumed the surplus
debt for which, under the Constitution,
the Provinee was liable, the difficulties
between Ontario and Quebec on this
point no longer exist. This act of legis-
lation places at the disposal of the Fro-
vince additional resburces, whieh should
be of great use to the Provinces. Not-
withstanding several unforseen expenses,
the balance remaining in the hands of
the Treasurer on the first of July last
wasg still more considerable than in the
previous year.

AvrLmosT Tragic.—Arthur Canes, eno of
the hands employed in the shoe factory.
at Brampton has been paying lis ad-
dresses to Miss Burnett, one of the teach-
ers in that place, and which was not al-
together agreeable to the family.

The latter replied ‘‘It's none of your
business,” and immediately struck at
Burnett whieh the latter guarded off with
his arm. A scuffle ensued, which was
ended by a neighbor, Mrs. Franks. Bur-
nett had only gone about one hun-
dred pacos when he saw another cutter
approaching the school, and thinking
there was something in the wind, he re-
turned and told Canes that unless he left
he would let him have it, or something to
that effect. Mrs. Franks approacked Bur-
nett and asked him to go away. While in
this position Canes approached Barne: t,
and unseen, fired a revolver at his head.
He wore a black wide-awake hat, and the
ball passed through the rim and through
the side near the crown and out at the
crown, grazing his head so as to bring
the blood down his face. Burnett ob-
served Oanes raising his arm a second
time, when he seized the revolver by the
muzzle, and grappling with him threw
him. Canes eventually gave up the re-
volver.
