The Congress.

The latest telegrams point to-an
amiocable solution of the difficulties
that have arisen between France and
Prussia. The Congress is assembled
in the identical reom in which the
Scblesw‘ig Holstein question was set—
tled (or unsettled) in 1854, We trast
the deliberations now in progress will
result more to the benefit of the pows
ers most interested than did the des
liberations over the poor little Duchy
that has since been converted into a
Prussian province. In the case of
Luxemburg, the Great Powers (Eng-
land included) have agreed to renew
the treaty guaranteeing Luxemburg}
to the King of Holland: But the
guarantee will not prevent a dreaded

eatastrophe—it simply postpones it

The treaty and guarantees of 1815
did not prevent the present Emperor
of the French from ascending the
throne of that patien in 1852, not-
withstanding he did so in the face of
& elause which pledged the Great
Powers to oppose by force of arms, if
necessary, the elevation of another
Bonaparte to the throne of France.
The guarantee of the Congress in the
cage of Schleswig and Holstein did
not deter Prussia and Austria from
wresting that Duchy from Denmark
in 1864 ; Bismarck only last sum-
mer wiped from the map any number
of duchies whoee independence had
been guaranteed ; and France, with-
out a moment's warning, at any fu«
ture time, may do the same with the
new *bone of contention.” To dis~
mantle the fortress of Luxemburg
will be to open a road for the passage
of French troops into the very heart

" of Germany. It would, in fact, be

virtually placing a prize within the
grasp of Napoleon that Prussia is de-
sirous, for her own safety, should be
as far removed from his reach as pos«
sible, Dismantle its fortress and
Luxemburg can be of no real valae to
Germany. Preserve its fortress in-
‘tact_and its guns are a atanding
_menace to France. By the, treaty of
1830, Luzemburg became a pélitical
part of the Kingdom of Holland. 1Lt
is isolated, however, from that king-
dom, and access to it can only be
obtained by the Dutch through
Belgium or Rhenish Prussia. Its
importance to the mnatien to which
it owes allegiance, is therefore more
imaginary than real, and it is not a
matter of surprise that when France
offered a large sum of money for
the duchy, Holland accepted the
offer. Prussia forbade the sale on the
ground that the duchy isa German
Btate. The right of Holland to sell
and the right of France to purchase
the duchy was the question we sup-
‘posed, from the tenor of previous dess
patches, that the Congress assembled
to decide. The telegrams of Satur-
day, however, indicate that the dise
armament of the duchy is all that
‘Napoleon aims at in the present con-
troversy, and that Prussia is willin
to meet the demand if England wil

The John Bright
faction bave failed to carry their
point from an eagerness to carry too
much—but the moderate Liberals,
headed by Gladstone, certainly gained
important concessions from the Der-
byites, when they compelled the ac~
ceptance of a lower franchise rate
than was at first provided in the
Derby Retorm Bill.

resigned, no doubt because Govern.

Mr Walpole has shown
but little capacity for the position
Jjust vacated by him, and his manage-~
ment of affairs during the crisis last
Summer was 8o imbecile as to call
forth the censure of his ewn party
organs, and provoke the ridicule of those
of the opposite party, . Mr Gathorne
Hardy, from the Poor Law Board,
succeeds Mr Walpole, aad Earl Devon
takes the place of Mr Hardy: This
is the second change that has oecur-
red in the Derby Ministry—Lord
Carparvon havingresigned on learning
the decision of the Cabiget to in.

he is not 8o great or clever a man as
Gladstone, but he bas twice the poliey
and diplomatic tact. Gladstone re~
signed when the House of Commons
last summer sought to raise the frans
chise above the rate propcsed in the
Reform Bill brought in by the Russell
Ministry, and that Government was
broken up. Disraeli, a few weeks ago,
when tho Houmse lowered the rate
proposed in his Reform Bill, smilingly

The telegraph ananounces a series of
trade outrages in the important west-
ern city of Chicago, State of Illinois.
Rioting and bloodshed have taken
place ; establishments where labor was
employed have been leveled to the
ground by the incendiary’s torch ; and
workmen who continued at their
places under the old system have
been driven into the streets and in
some instances slaughtered. Hereto—
fore, in the United States, as else~
where, ten hours have been consid«
ered a fair day’s work ; but for several
mounths past an agitation has been
going on in most of the States in favor
o the psags of u il by the Tosal
Legislatures limiting the mumber- of
hours that a man should legaily labor,
without demanding a ‘double rate ot
wages, to eighc hours per day. Illinois
baving been the first State 'in the
Union to pass a measure of the kind,
is the first to experience the evil effects
resulting from class legislation. Had
the workmen been content to receive
pay according to the number of hours
“put in,” but little difficulty would
have been experienced. But it aps
pears that for eight hours’ work they
demand the same wages formerly
received for working ten hours a day.
The effect upon every industrial pur~
suit could not fail in being detri-
mental, and contractors who had taken
work before the new system came into
force had to choose between two
courses : either to abandon their con-
tracts or proeure men from other cities
to complete the “jobs.” 'The results
bave been a terrible uprising of the
werking classes and the perpetration
ofa number of atrocious outrages upon
the lives and property of both eme
ployers and employed. A feeling of
great insecurity must prevail, and
works of every kind must stop for
want of workmen. Every industrial
pursuit will be paralyzed for some
time, and the loss inflicted apon the
entire community-—not excepting the'
tradesmen themselves, who will, in
reél-ity, be the heaviest loseérs, even if
they obtain their unreasonable de-
maods—will be incalculable. Work«
men are nowhere so well paid as in
the United States, the wages aver—
aging twice the rate paid in Europe.
The industrial classes of America are
better fed, better clothed and better
off in every respect than the workmen
of any other oduntry in the world
Demands frequently made for adw«
vances in wages have generally met
with liberal responses from employ-
ers, and ¢ strikes,” so frequently heard
of in England and France, have been
seldom necessary in the United States.
Itis only when the demands of the
workmen have become 8o extortion-

of oppression to which too bold & front
cannot be presented,

TaE BLacas Geus.—The Chancellor of the
Exchequer recently learning that the Blacas
collection of gems was offered for sale in
Paris, took the responsibility of purchasing
them for £48,000 for the British Museum,
and then threw himself upon the House of
Commons for indemnification, which was at
once granted. The Blacas Gems were col~
lected by two successive Dukes of Blacas:
Legitimists and adherents to the traditions
and the finer tastes of the ancien regime.
The gems were chiefly collected by the
father, the coine by the son ; and each in
his age 'was among the first critics in
Europe as regards the objects he colleoted.
The gem coliecton grew and accompanied
as it grew the exile which the elder Duake
-sbared with his Royal master ; the ‘white
velvet trays, in which it may be seen in the
ornament room at the British Museum, having
been formed, it is said, for facility of tran-
sport. . The gems were made up partly of
the more valuable portion of the Strozzi col-
lection—one formed some 150 years ago,
and among the most famous in Europe ;
partly they were from the collection of Dr
Barth, the physician to Joseph I of Aus-
tria, who to judge by the gems the Duke of
Blacas acquired from him, must have had
rare opportunities and a still rarer taste,
Others were from the De la Turbie colleetion,

of which less can be said, and from whieh
whatever doubtful gems in the eyes of the
critic there may be in the velvet trays of the
Duake de Blacas seem to havé emanated,
Other portions ' of ‘these 'treasires were
brought together from different quarters, but
the most splendid of them belong to the
period when France was represented at
Naples by an Ambassador well qualified to
profit by such ' noble vpportanities. Hence-
forth they will rest among othér treasures
well worthy to bear them company;

Tae CriNese CorLiERs—Cotsiderable ex-
citement, we hear, exists at Naoaimo in
consequence ol the introdaction of Chinese
laborers. The colliers threaten with violeoce
the first Chinaman who forgets his Celestial
origin go far as to descend to the * bottom-
leds pit” of a' coal mine.

PROPOSED PROTEST OF THE LEGISLATURE OF
MAINE.

The joint standing Committee on Federal
Relations in the Maine Senate, to whom was
referred so much of the Governor’s message
as relates to the proposed Cocfederation of
the British North American Provinces, hav~
ing considered the subject - thereof, ask icave
to

REPORT.

Any question affeeting the political rela~
tions of any porticn of the continent of North
America is of iaterest 1o the people of the
United States, more espécially to the people
of those States which, from a frontier posi-
tion have a necessary connection with those
dominions, and are influenced and affected
by their proximity. The political relations
of the provinces bordering on the State of
Maine, accordingly, are matters of interest,
and, under gome circumstdnces;, of highest
importance to the people of this State,

The colonial empire of Great Rritain dated
back to the eharter of April 10, 1606, by
which the people of the British natien were
authorised to establish colonial governmerits

of  title to the, territory bordering on the Ay,
lantie Ocean, between the thirty~fourth and
forty-fifth degrees of north latitude. Sabie.
quent grants to the companies of New Eog<
land and  Virginia’ extended this eclaini - of
title by England gs far north as the forry-
eighth degree of north latitade, and over
this broad belt of fourteen degrees from the
Atlantic to the Pacific Ocean. . :

The original grant by King James, under
the guidance of such leading minds as S)r
Ferdinando George, Sir Johu Popbam, Ohsief
Justice of England, the Earl of Southamp-
ton and Lord Bacon, contemplated § ), e~
tablishment of plantations, communities of
colonies in America, baving the right of gslf.
government in their local administration,
subject only to. the superior power of the
imperial or home govercment. The system
of territorial governments now known under
o;:rmFedbra'I Union is modelled on the same
‘plad.

Increasing jealousy of the growing spirit
of independence among the colonists led to
a curtailiment, by slow and almost imper-
ceptibly degrees, of tle ptivileges clearly set
forth in the original grant of April 18, 1606,
under which . the golonies. were first establish-
ed. The amended chatters, thongh claimi
to be an enlargement of the powers of th

more restrictive than the original grant. The
right to choose 'officers, coin money, collect
revenues by impost, organize military force
for their own defence, and establish all laws
necessary for their government, provided
they were consonant 1o-the laws cf England,
was clearly granted, in as full and ample a
manoer a8 the United States government
now permit the exercise of similar but lesser
power by the territorial governments.

Under this beneficent aystem the colonial
dependencies of Great Britain have dotted
the surface of the earth in every hemisphere
with free governments, the depositories of the
rights of the people. With the exception
of the Dutch, whose form of colonial govern~
ment was similar to that of England, none
other of the seven powers of Europe, who
embarked together in plans of colorization,
bave left any great results as the frait of
their labors. ~ The magnificent dominions of
France in the new world, which for a cenw
tury and a balf surpassed all others in the
promise of future greatness, disappeared
before the power of a free people, whose
babits of self-government had taught them
how to conquer and role men of equal mili-
tary genius, but whose dependence was upon
the uncertain favor of princes on the other
co:;ltinel;t;h And :mt f;u- ‘the invasion ol: th:_
rights of the. people -of the thirteen ¢ lonied|
grasted to them b3 the ofiginal chartor of

g James—by ‘the stupid - king of ‘the’
house of Hanover, no’one could see ny pos-
sibility of an American republic within a
buodred years from the time of their actual
separation from the British crown,

The revclt of the thirteen colonies and the
recognition of their government by that of
Eogland, re-established the principles of
Kiog James’ charter, and fifty colonial gov-
ernmeants, scattered over different portions
of the civilized world, now owe allegiance
to Great Britain—¢mbracing more than
eight millious square miles of territory, and
about two hundred millions of people, in the
form of British colozies and dependencies,

“The Colonial Empire of Great Britain,
therefore,” as has been justly remarked, “the

surprise of the civilized world—beyond the
of all Europe in arms.

While Napoleon has been forced to an
igoominious su-render of all his plans in
Mexico aud the feeble Maximilian driven into
exile, the successors of Lord Palmerston
who, while sharing his hatred of republican
insiitutions, lack his audacity, are forcing
upon the British North American provinces
2 new form of Government, without a single
movement in its favor among the people of
British North America, Against their known
opinions and wishes, an attempt is bein
lade to secure their assent to an imperia
law that places the people of the Lower
P_rovmces at the mercy of Canadian politie
cians.

_If the people of fhe several British pro-
Vvinces are allowed to vote on the quegtion
of confederation, and shall agree to it, this
would be satisfactory to all; for we admit
the right to alter, amend and change their
constitution of Government at pleasure. No
such liberty, however, is to be given. The
Imperial Parliament proposes to lay its iron
band upon all British° North America, crush
out existing Provincial Governments with the
same disregard of popular right  as they ex-
hibited in_that *act of union ” by which
Lower Oanada in 1840 was placed under
control of Oanads West and'a “union of the'
Awo provinces, unnatural and ancsiled for by,
the “people, forced upon both by imperiafl_
power—a condition of things now most dise"
tastefal to Oanada West, as its superiority in
Dumbers can receive no . additional repres
sentatior over the Catholie population of
Canada East: ]

Any invasion of the rights of the people
of British North America, made in the: in~
terest of monarchial Governments ’and
agaiost the wishes of the people, is as clearly
a violation of the principles of the Monros
doctrine, so called, as was the invasion of
Mezico by Imperial France, and calls upon
our general Government to interpose in bes
half of free institntions and the rights of the
people of British North America, as clearly
as in the case of Mexico. 1

wonder of this age, had its root in the char»
ter of April 10, 1606, and its development
in the New England charter of 1620. The
idea of a strong central government having
extended dominions in distant lands, divided
into separate provioces, communities and
States, enjoying just and equal laws suited
to the local wants of eaeh, which was de-
veloped in action under the rale of Crom~
well,” seems well suited to confer the bless-
ings of free governments upon all people
capable of the exercise of political rights.

Brought into intimate commercial and
social intercourse with the people of British
North America by the necessary force of
their position, the people of Maine cannot
fail to respond with alacrity and enthusiatm
to the suggestions of His Excellency the
Governor, whose timely warning has met a
generous response from all liberal minded
men throughout the British empire, and
should arouse the national Government to a
proper vindication of its principles in reters
ence to our Northern veighbers.

We would do nothing to accelerate the

English Reform,

The telegraph announces the virtual
defeat of the Derby Ministry by the
Liberals, who carried an amendment
to the Reform Bill providing for a
larger franchise. The Government
aocepted the amendment, and thus
tided over a crisis. Disraeli stated,
when introducing the Reform Resolu
tions, that the time bad passed when
upon the question of Reform should
hang the fate of English Ministries,
aad it was then evident that in case of
defeat, the Tory Ministry had no inten-
tion of resigning. We are unable to
state the terms of the amendment;
but from the fact ‘of Gladstone’s

amendment for a £5 franchise having
‘been lost just prior to the reoess, we!
are inclined to believe that the rate is
fixed at a figuro somewhat higher
than that proposed by Mr Gladstone.
The Tory Government, in addition to
sustaining a defeat in the House, have
suffered a still more severe reverse in
the concessions they have been com-
pelled, by the pressure of public
opinion, to make outside of the House.
The Hyde Park riot last summer,
when the great railing which sars
rounded that square was levelled by
& multitude of ¢ Reformers,” who
claimed the right to hold a public
meeting within i$s limits, has not
been forgotten, and the remembrance
of that affair must to .have exerted
& powerful effect upon the Governs
ment, when it consented to allow the
Park to be used by the Reformers at
8 gathering on the 6th inst., after the
Reformers had signified an intention
to meet therein whether the Governs
ment said yes or no. The meeting
was held and passed off in an orderly
manner. The Derby Ministry sur-
vives the shock of Reform. It has
made concessions that the Liberals,
one year ago, would not have dared
to propose. A proposition of the kind
would have been as much as their
seats were worth, and even Lord
Palmerston wonld have been bowled
over had he gone as far towards Re~
form as Earl Derby has dene. The
concessions were forced from the
Tories, and were granted, we may be
sure, with no very good grace. The
last English papers asserted that the
Derby Ministry was virtually dead,
and that as soon as they had “ signed
their will” in favor of Reform the
House wounld let them ¢ slide.”
Perhaps the defeat of Gladstone’s
amendment was a ruse to throw the
Minjstry off their guard. But, what.
ever\may have been the design of the
Liberals who voted with the Tories,
the latter are committed o a policy
of Reform from which they can never
recede. lf they move at all it must
be in the direction of Manhood Suf-
frage, and not backward upon the
qualification that has obtained since
’32,

Advices from Cariboo announce the
ejectment of a party of miners who
bad trespassed on mining ground be~
longing to the Grouse Creek Flume
Company. The ejeciment was made
by virtue of a decision of the Acting
Gold Commissioner. As the question
is an important one and affects the
rights and privileges of Flume Com-
panies generally in the Uolony, an ex-
planation of the circumstances that
bave led to the suit and the ejectment
is_perhaps necessary. The Grouse
Creek Flume Company was formed
more than three years ago for the
purpose of working the bed ef the

stream from which the Company takes |

its title. The Company received a
charter from the Government and
secured the right to work four and a.
half miles of ground which was then
believed and -is now known to be
highly auriferous. For this privilege
it was stipulated that fifteen hundred
feet of bed-roek flume should be laid
within a specified time. The Company
set vigorously to work, and a large
sum of money was expended in pros~
pecting the ground and in getting out
lumber for the flume; but before the
expiration -of the time in which the
flume was to be laid, it was found im«
possible to complete the work within
the period named, and an extension
until the 1st June, 1867, was granted
by Government to the Company. The
number of feetof flume required to be
laid was also reduced from fifteen

work was being prosecuted when,
by means of a tunmel driven by
the Flume Company’s men the
wonderful richness of the claims
held by the Herron Company, which
immediately adjoins that of the
Flume Company, was demonstrated,
and the value of the ground held by
the latter became suddenly greatly
enhanced. = About this fime the Com~
pany applied to Government for the
renewal of ceriain privileges conneot=
ed with the charter, which Govern~
ment declined to grant, alleging as a
reason for the refusal the extreme
richness of the ground, and the im-
propriety of granting to one body of
men a tract of land four miles and a
quarter in extent, and known to be
exceedingly rich, to the exclusion of
the labor and capital of individual
miners. The Company then decided
to perform the required work within
the stipulated time, and were prepar—
ing to resume operations, when Mr
Cox, then Gold Commissioner of the
district, proposed that as a compro-
mise Government shouald withdraw
all stipulations and agrements rela-
tive to the flume if the Company
would relinquish all but twelve hun-
dred and fifty feet of the ground, so
that the surrender of the tract origin-
ally granted might be thrown open
to ocoupation by the miners. 'This
proposition, after some hesitation on
the part of the Flume Company, was
accepted, and the ground thus vacated
was immediately taken possession of
by miners. By this wise arrangement
upwards of 22,000 feet of ground,
which would otherwise have remain~
ed in the hands of the Flume Com-
pany, were at once rendered avails
able for mining purposes. 1t appears,
however, that not only was the aban~
doned tract takenm up, but that the
1250 feet reserved by the Flume Com-
pany were “jumped” by a number of
miners who organized under the title
of the Canadian Company, and pro-
ceeded to sink a shaft. - To eject these
trespassers, complaint was laid before
Mr Spalding, the gentleman who suos
oeeded Mr Cox as Gold Commissioner,
and a writ of ejectment was ordered to
issue, This is a plain statement of
the case as related to us, and if it be
borve out by facts, the tréspassers
have nota legon which to stand. Under
any circumstances—supposing that the
‘sompromise had not been effected with
the Company and that the 500 feet of
flume were not completed within the
specified time—the ground would not

The Earthquake in Cephalonia.‘

(From the Manchester Examiner,)

A correspondent, writing from Corfu on
the 14th inst., says :—*On Saturday, the 9thj
1nst, about midnight, I arrived at Argostog/,
Cephalonia, in the Austrian Lloyd’s steamer
Vulean. Having landed on the following
morning, and having passed two days and
nights on the island, I not only witnessed
the effects of the earthquake of the 4th inmst,
in Arb9stoli, but also the still more dreadful
desol:m.on in Lixuri and having furtker penee
trated into the mountain district northvwes %
of_leuryand seen the once happy, but now
ruined, villages of Cosmopoli, Skenaia, and
St, Thekla, I wish, however imperfectly, to
convey to the English public some idea of
the melancholy state of the island, and to
suggest what seems to me the best mode of
affording speedy relief of its ill~fated inhabia
tants. When I left the island on the 12th
inst., the state of things was thus :—Ever
day and every night since the great catass
trophe of the 4th inst, there had been a
succesgion a smaller shocks. On the night
of the 11th inet, these shocks were especially
frequent, and on the morping of the 12th,
from 1:30 a. m., to 3 a. m,, I counted no less
than eight shooks, three of them being severe
espeeially one at 3 a. m., which caused

ed an
| aiready sha tered house to fall, , Thia itera-
tion of shocks keeps the inhabitants in cone

stant alarm. Their stores of food, their
clothing, their furniture, for the most part,
lie buried under the ruins of their homes,
At Argostoli and Lixuri such as are able
find a refuge at night on board vessels in the
harbor ; those who remain on shore gather
round the fires in the open air, or crowd into
huts made of boards hastily nailed together
——enough, indeed, to give some slight shelter
from cold or night dews, bat not to keep out
rain: How many were crushed to death on
the 4th inste I know not, but I wag told that
at Lixuri, where the catastrophe was more
sudden and awful than at Argostoli, out of a
population of 5000 there were Kkilled not
less than 50. Many have perished since
from the wounds and injuries then receivs
ed, and the sufferers in too many cases lie
without food, or shelter, or medical aid.
Of the 25,000 inhabitants of the island,
many have fled to Zante or Patras, and
about 400 have taken refuge in Corfu, 200
having arrived by the Austrian steamer
Stamboul this morning (the 14th), Sill,
ar the greater portion of the inhabitants
remain in the island homeless and rained.
The shock of the 4th seems to bave been
most severely felt in the peninsula forming
the western part of the island. Along the
road from Lixuri to the village of Cosmo-
poli its traces are seen, not only in the
ruin of human monuments and babitations,
bat also in great landslips and in huge
masses of rock which have been hurled
down from the heights above, and lie in
hideous confusion. ~ On the western cliff,
overhanging the sea, at a beight of about
300 feet, stood the convent of Kipouria.
Suddenly, part of the rock, uprooted from
its base, fell sheer into the sea, carring with
it a whole wing of the convent: Fortapately
the monks, except one who perished, were
at the time in that portion of the convent
which yet remains. At Argostoli, some of
the piers of Sir Charles Napier's canseway
have sunk several feet; part of the quay, too,
has fallen below its former level ; the prison,
the bank, are shattered and ruined, though
the outer walls, are still standing. At
Lixuri, the handsome courthouse, erectad by
Sir Charles, is, in its interior, . shattered to
pieces, yet it is remarkable that not g single
pillar has fallen of the peristyle which sur-
rounds the building, supporting a balcony,
The circular lighthouse of St Theodore, in
the harbor of Argostoli, was apparently
unipjured ; the windmills in the island,
owing to their circular and solid construcs=
tion, seemed also to have escaped damage.
About a mile and a balf north of Argostoli
currents of water rush into the land from
the sea, torning two under-shot flour»millg,
and then disappearing into caverns in the
earth, Some years ago, boats baving been
stationed round the island, a quantity of oil
and feathers was floated €own these streams,
but neither feathers nor oil were seen to
reappear, and the cause of the phenomenon
remairs unknown. I inquired at one of the
mills whether since the earthquake of the 4th
instant any change had been observed in
these atreams. The answer was in the
negative, but I was informed that it was in
this distriet that the shock seemed to be first
felt. A committee has, as you are doubtlesg
aware, been formed by English residents at
Corfu for the relief of the sufferers, and a
sum of about £200 has already been fors
warded for distribution to Baron d’Everton,
the British consul at Argostoli. I trust that
the funds at the disposal of the committee
may be largely increased by eontributions
from England, and I also venture to make a
practicel suggestion. The great want of the
unhappy people of Cephalonia is the want of
shelter. I believe that the most acceptable
present from England would be a large sup-
ply of tents. These tents should be sent
with all convenient speed to Baron d’Everton
whto would doubtless take care that they
shonld be lent or given to the really poor,
aud that the boon should be in no wa

abused. Then, pitching the tents under the
shade of, olive~trees, the sufferers, breathing
freely and sheltered from rain and Dight=
dews, might await the time when, the awful
visitation baving ceased, they may recon-
struct their homes. At present it ig sad to
think of their sufferings. Qn the night of
the 12.h a thundersstorm broke over (orfa,

with violent rain, which continued during,
the morning of yesterday. A gentleman why
has arrived this morniog, (the 14th) _in the
Stamboul, from Cepbalonia, has just inform-
ed me that the storm algo broke pitilessly

over Cephalonis, wetting the women and
children to the skin, and bowing down the
sick and aged who were exposed to the far
of the.elements.

The move-
ment has not been for the redress of
local abuses but a movement of “a
religious and national character” in
favor of an entire separation from the
Turkish Government. That this feel«
ing should exist is not to be wondered
at; the centre of the movement was
in Greece, though the disturbance
broke out in'the Turkish provinces;
the Cretans. had observed the snccess
attending other movements in favor
of nationalities. They saw ltaly was
become a nation and Germany to a
great extent united ; it was not une
natural that they should think their
time was come. Hence we read with
heart~felt pity the record of the hero-
io and gallant struggles which have
taken place on that island. We are
told that the conflict is not that of a
sovereign against his people but a
war of race against race: it is the
protest of struggling ecivilization
against oppressing barbarism., Mr
Leyard, however, tells us that the
Turkish atrocities are Dot a whit
worse than have been perpetrated by
the Greeks, Between Christian and
Mahomedans, on a mere abstract
principle, our choice would not be
doubttful ; and were there any imme-
diate prospect of driving the Ottoman
from Europe and establishing one or
more Christian nations on the ruins
of his ewmpire, we should look upon
the achievement as a gain to the
cause of human progress. Could mere
wishes obtain trom the Porte the
emancipation of Crete and its annex.
ation to the Grecian Kingdom we
should regard it asa satisfactory ar«
rangement. Bu{ individual opinions
or nationsl aspirations are far differ.
ent from the duties incumbent on
Government. The difficulty as to the
Cretan question is aggravated by the
juxtaposition of two hostile races
whose co~existonce, unless under the
rule of a paramount power, cannot be
easily conceived.

Under these
circumstances the Cretans flew to arms, and
then the Porte sent Mustapha Pasha gas a
commissioner with promises of redress, Bes
fore, however, he arrived the mischief was
done and peace was almost impossible. Mr
Leyard, whose knowledge of the East adds
weight to his opinion, asks, is a man because
be is a Turk or a Mahomedan to be an out-
cast from civilization? or if what was right as
regarded a Christian was wrong with reaspect
tos Turk.

It wounld be Do small
thing to drive & population of 4,000,000 from
house and home, from goods and land, to
starve. It was not merely a political ques-
tion but also a religious one, not simply bes
tween the Mahomedans and Greeks but be~
tween the Greeks' and the Catholics, If
power is given to the Greeks they will as-
suredly expel the Catholics, Baut would the
Turks consent? In Europe they are a war-
like people,—would they, withont a struggle,
give up their lands, goyls and houses, and
allow themselves, their wives and children,
to be sacrificed? T'he effect of such a policy
wruld be te excite such a rising of Mahom-
edaans in Turkey in Europe, and such a mas-
sacre, as the world pever saw. With the
Turks it would be a struggle for life or death,
and they would make it so when the time
came. Great Britain holds many millions of
Mahomedans in India under her sway, and
they might say, « If Mahomedans have no
right to govern Christians, Christians have
no right 1o govern Mahomedans.’’ And if
they found Great Britain backing up Chrig-
tians in murdering the Turks, who would
guarantee the security of affairs in India ?
Supposing the Cretans had ob ined what
their friends at Athens desired— noexation
to Greece—would they have improved their
position? Tha British Minister at G eace,
writing to Lord Stanley, said :— The most
serious statement I have yet heard for the

cause of the insurrection ie that a very bad ||

feeling has sprung up between the natives
and the Grecian volunteers, If they fall out
thus early in the day, what will it be should
the Grecian Government hereafter be per«
mitted to extend its baneful rule to this un-
happy island 2”  The Cretans and the volun.

Pasha turned the Greek camp at Turba, and
he was thus enabled to occupy the whole

he volunteers retreated to the cold and eles
vated plain of Omalos, where only a part
cou d procure food. The rest were scattered,
The Cretans advised the volunteers to send
a deputation to the Pasha to ask ‘Permission
to return to Greece in foreign vesséls, and
enforced their advice by retusing to furnish
food to the enemies of the Sultan. This was
granted, and six bundred of the volunteers
prepared immediately to embark. The Sala.
mander, a French gunboat, was got ready
for sea, but that not being sufficient he per-
suaded a number to embark in g Turkish
frigate and corvette, a part of the Turkish
equadron. The Turks landed them in good
faith, but they were met by the Athenian
rabble, who had the upper hand, with inces-
sant shouts of “ Death to the traitors |
“ Strike down the deserters|” -¢ Throw the
blasphemers of Hellenic glory into the sea !”
“ Murder the wretches who have saved their
lives on board Turkish ships!” The bells of
the churches were kept ringing, the drams of
the National Guard were beating, and the
citizens were firmly. resolved to murder
every man who had returned from Crete, and
they succeeded in their resolve by killing and
wounding several men. This statement ig
confirmed both by -Greeks and foreigners.
This plan of encouraging volunteers to go to
Crete by mordering those who returned, if it
pProve a successful mode of recruiting, sup-
plies undeniable evidence of the power of
Grecian patriotism. Thus far the insurrection
i8 quieted, but only to break out afresh when
the Ottoman troops are withdrawn, Space
will not permit us to-day to show that it ia
the great object of Earopean policy to pre~
vent the extension of Russian power in the
direction of Constantinople—to maiatain the
Ottoman Empire far the purpose of European
equilibfium ; and when, by the natural pro-
gress of event:, some dismemberment takes
place, some province detaches itself from the
crumbling empire, to favor the transformation
ot that province into a new and independent
sovereiganty which should take its place in
the tamily of States, and serve one day to
form a new European equilibrinm.
