Mr. Robert Hutcheson conducted some
very successful experiments with wire-
‘less telegraphy yesterday mf)x:umx on
Victoria arm, sending and receiving mes-
sages without wires for about half a
mile with the most simpie apparatus and
small coils. With more powerful in-
strunients he can send messages for
many miles, and thinks: that the tele-
graphy 'without wires could be operated
very ' successfully between lexada and
Nanaimo, or from incoming steamers to
the signal stations. If instruments
were placed on the HEmpresses and at
Cape Beale or Carmanah the liners could
report ‘and send messages when yet 1})0
miles from the coast or further—the dis-
tance corresponding to the strength of
the instruments. .
This is the first time the new tele-
graphy has been used here, and Mr,
Hutcheson certainly showed familiarity
with! the system. Proceeding to Dead-
man’s island by steam launch, he erect-
