An Enthusiastic Address Before the Com-
mittee on Agriculture.

Orrswa, Feb. 26.—At a meeting of the
Committee on Agriculture and Colonization
this morning Rev. L. Gaetz, formerly of
Hamilton, now in the Red Deer country,
about 80 miles north of Calgary, was ex-
amined.
