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WHERE HEROES SLEEP.

Canadian Detachment Will Photo~
graph War Graves.

Over 50,000 Canadian soldiers are
buried in France and Flanders, and
it is the intention of the Canadian
War Graves Detachment to make a
photograph of every individual grave.
and forward it to the next of kin of
the slain soldier.

This is to be done whether the rela~
tives ask for the photo or not. The
officials assume that every bereaved
family would highly value such a
photograph.

As yet it is an undecided point
whether the authorities will permit
the raising of the buried bodies and
their transfer to Canada. The War
Graves Comniission has so far
frownéd on the proposal, though the
United States Government has
launched into. the ,}‘mge task of
bringing back for burial in America
the bodies of any soldiers whose kin-
folk desire them to be buried finally
on this side of the Atlantic.

A Toronto und:rtaker has sailed
for Europe to arrange for the trans-
fer of certain bodies and he is con-
fident that he will get the desired
permission. He is in partnership
with a Paris undertaker who is nego-
tiating with the French Government
for the necessary permission. Several
Toronto families have commissioned
him to act for them, and he hag also
been asked by a New York mother
to bring her son’s body out:

Interesting details of the work that
the Capnadian War Graves Detach-
ment is doing in the battle areas are

given in a letter recently received by’

a Toronto mother from one of the
officers of that force, The Detach-
ment is now\loecated at Heslin, which
is about halfway between Arras and
Boulegne. It is under the command
of Capt. W. T. Cheyne, of London,
Ontario.

The letter says:

“We have rented a large house
here for offices and photographic
workrooms, ' and if the Canadian
Government will let us remain here
to finish the work that we have
commenced—and sacrificed much to
do—we are liable to be here for sev-
eral years more,

‘“We have recently opened up
branch offices at Ypres' and at
Albert, which will help to relieve the
pressure from this office during the
influx of Canadjan visitors that is
expected next summer. If you know
of any people desiring information
concerning Canadian graves in
France and Flanders or who are de-
sirous of obtaining a photograph of
a grave would you please tell them
that we are here and are willing to
assist them to the best of our
ability. It is our intention to photo-
graph every Canadian grave in
France and Flanders and send a
copy to the next of kin whether asked
for or not. Of course, requests al-
ways have priority and are taken and
despatched before the ®thers.”

Armed guards he could not fully
tsrust. Animals do not steal money,
and nature had supplied the ruler
with a creature that could not be
wheedled nor killed except with a
great deal of trouble. The ruler
would have the: crocodile guard the
special reserve.

Yet to avail himself of the services
of the crocodile he must keep his
money in a place where crocodiles are

at home. Neothing was more simple,-

In the interior of his palace the ruler
caused to be constructed a large tank
or basin, which he kept filled with
water. Then he took several teak
logs,” which he had bored with
holes, and into these holes he put
his special reserve of gold and silvc..

Then some crocodiles of the larg-
est and fiercest description were in-
stalled in the tank and maintained
there—not being fed, however, with
such a superfiuity as to interfere with
their natural ferocity.

thousands of dollars have been in-
vested in the eflort to have ‘the will
broken, and now a last effort has
been made, undes the chief direction
of Elihu Root. America’s greatest
lawyer does not base his contention
on a point of law, He takes the
broader ground that such-a. will as
that of Marshall Field is con
to ‘pubiic policy; that it is a menac
to government, and that if the
principle embodied in the will were
permitted_l,o coutinue unchecked it
might result in the wealith of the
country passing into the hauds of two
or three men or even of oune man.
It is quite conceivable ‘that when the
Field fortune is eventually distribut-
ed it will amount to a billion dol-
lars, and it is equsily conceivable that
it will fall into the hands of one
person. Is it agaimst public bolicy
that any man should have a billion
dollars?

Marshall Field, who began as an
errand boy, built up the largest re-
tail business in the world and died
fifteen years ago, left a fortune
which was in excess of $100,000,000.
That he was able to do this partly
by debauching civic polities in Chi-
cago has been said, and is not exact-
ly to the point. No reference to the
matter appears in the will. When

he died he had ‘two grandsons. He
left the whole of his fortune to Mar-
shall Field the Third and Henry
Field. The estate was bequeathed
to them in trust, and it was specified®
that as each reached the age of fifty
the fortune should be divided,
three-fifths of the wholeggoing (o
Marshall and two-fifths going to
Henry. It was provided that should
either of the grandsons die without
issue before becoming entitled to his
share, it should go to the survivor,
Now Henry Field died some time
ago, leaving a widow and also a nat-
ural son, the result of a union with
Peggy Marsh, an Inglish actre No
question has been raised that Henry
Anthony Marsh, the child, is the son
of Henry Field. The question is,
should the son inherit a part of his
father’s estate, or all of it?

Is the son of Peggy Marsh and
Henry Field “issue” in the sense the
word was used by Marshall Field,
or did he mean ‘“legal issue’”? It has
been held already that he meant
“legal issue,”' but the question i3
raised once more. A lawsuit is now
in progress in the United States to
have Henry Antahony Marsh recog-
nized as one of the legal heirs to the
Marshall Fields millions.

So far as Canadians can_ under-
stand, Ireland is being offered the
same kind of Home Rule which we
have in Canada, with provinces,
local legislatures ..and House of
Commons, xemarks the Parkhill
Gazette.

ideals have found them.

THE HANDLING OF BEES

Practical Hints About Bees and
Honey Making.

Preparations for Wintering Over—
Spring Examination Ymportant—
June Is Swarming Month — How
to Avoid Too Early Extracting,

(Contributed by Ontario Department of

Agriculture, Toronto.)

HE beekeeper’s year may be

said to begin in September

at the close of the honey

season. Supers are then re-
moved and colonies are examined for
queen condition. Queenless colonies
should be united with those which
have queens, particularly with weak
colonies such as light swarms which
may have young queens. At present
prices of honey and sugar it does not
pay to attempt to winter any but the
best colonies as swarms of bees can
be purchased from the Southern

States to arrive in May and give as

good a crop ‘of honey as an average

colony wintered over.

After supers have been removed in
September each colony should be fed
a sufficient amount of syrup made of
two parts gran.ulated sugar to one of
water to bring its supply of feed up
to 35 or 40 pounds. This feeding may
be done about the first of October.

Hives. may be placed in boxes for
outdoor wintering before or after
feeding at the convenience of the bee-
keeper, but winter packing should be
applied before settled cold weather.
For cellar wintering, hives should be
placed in the cellar at freezing up
time in November, selecting for the
operation if possible a cold day im-
mediately following a spell of warm
weather., When properly prepared
according to some method similar to
those described in Bulletin 256 on
“The Wintering of Bees in Ontario,”
outdoor wintered bees reguire no at-
tention from the time the feeding and
packing is completed until the fol-
lowing April. The bee-cellar should
be watched for the regulation of
temperature and ventilation when
changes of weather occur.

The successful wintering of bees
depends on having good colonies of
young bees, young gueens, plenty of
good stores, hives warmly packed and
ample pretection from cold winds.

On the first warm days of April
colonies should be removed from cel-
lars and all should be examined to
detect queenless ones or those short
of stores. The former should be unit-
ed with those having queens and the
latter given extra feed. It would not
be “wiss to.maske a thorough. axam-

Early In May when favorable
weather arrives queens should be
clipped amd the matter of stores giv-
en attention. At queen-elipping time
the ‘brood should be inspected ecare-
fully for Infectious diseases as de-
scribed in Bulletin 213, “Bee Dis-
eases in Ontario.” ¢

The supering of strong colonies
will begin during fruit blo: and
outdoor wintered bees may un-
packed soon after, In a backward
spring the unpacking may be left un-
til early in June, The beekeeper’s
main duty fn May is to get queens
clipped as stated and see that each
colony develops properly or is given
room to check swarming impulse as
the case may be.

June is the swarming month and
timée of supering for the main honey
flow which begins between the 1@th
and 20th of the month, ‘depending on
the season and the latitude. Be sure
to give supers enough to avoid any
crowding, which may ecause the bees
to become discouraged, quit work
and swarm excessively. It should be
the beekeeper’saim toprevent swarm-
ing as much as possible. This is done
by keeping young queens, giving
plenty of room and a systematie
examination of brood-chambers to
detect colonies which are preparing
to swarm. When queen cells are
found far advanced they should all be
destroyed and the queen, herself re-
moved. After the colony has been
queenless one week the combs should
again be examined and all cells ex-
cept one removed. This one will pro-
vide them with a queen and if only
one is left they will not swarm again.
Where an improvement of stock is
desired the new queen may be given
instead of leaving one queen cell.

Natural swarms should be hived
on the old stand after removing the
parent colony to one side. The
swarms should be given the supers
from the old colony. New swarms
work ‘with zreat vigor decayse they

without swarming gather more
honey than those which swarm. They
also cause the beekeeper less trouble
at unexpected times. It is the bee-
keepers’ patriotic duty to reduce the
cogt of honey production #nd thus in-
crease the quantity he is called to
produce as greatly as possible. Thig
way be done more by swarm preven-
tion than in any other way. Bulletim
233 takes this matter up thoroughly
and should be carefully studied by
all beekeepers. e

Most of our best honey is gathered
during late June and ' early July.
None of this should be extracted untik
near the end of July when the bees
are nearly through gathering light
honey. It might be necessary:to give
each colony from two to four ex-
tracting supers to avold ' eayly ex-
tracting. By doing this we get a much
better ripened honey which com~
mands a better price and maintains
much greater public confidence in
honey as a staple food.

Colonies which have not been re-
queened by natural swarming or by
swarm control methods in June or
July should be attended to in August
as best results are usually obtained
from queens not more than one yeay
old.—Provineial Apiarist, 0. A. Col-
lege, Guelph,
