. Weather Propheey.

Weather prophecies have long been the
butt of popular jests and in most cases with
jastice, for such guesses have usually been
wide of the mark. When, however, a weath-
er prophet, and & self constituted one at
that, predicts within one day the date of so
terrific a cyclone as that which devasted
Galveston, his future opinions should be re-
garded with considerable respect. Ten
months before the Galveston visitation An-
drew Jackson Devoe, weather prophet, of
Hackensack, N. J., predicted it.

His forecast was printed on the September
page of an almanac and read as follows:
“On the 9¢h a great cyclone will form over
the gulf of Mexico and move up the Atlantio
coast, causing very heavy raios from Flordia
to Maine from the 10th to 12¢h.” Itis pos-
itively proved that this prediction was sent
out toward the end of last year. Scoffers
may eay that it was only & lucky guees, but
they cannet impugn its authenticity or ac-
curacy. Besides this, Professor Devoe pre-
dicted within two days the floode that,
wrought such destruction at Austin, Tex.,
in April. Readers may have an opportun-
ity to judge for themselvs the truth of his
predictions. For the end of October he
foretells great storms on the English coast.
Andrew Jackson Devoe, meteorologist, a8
he styles himself, has been for years before
the public as a weather prophet. He has
been scoffed at and derided, and the govern-
ment has consistently refused to recognize
him, but withal he has gone on prophesying.
The light seems to be breaking for him and
the remarkable accuracy of many of his pre-
dictions seems about to be uriversally sc-
knowledged, although many persons have
believed in him for years. He is a resident
of Hackensack, N. J., and a member of the
school boerd of his town. He is also engag-
ed in businese there, for in weather prophe-
sying the financial returns are very elim.
Professor Devoe is about 40 years of age,
married and has several children. He is
not without honor in his own country, for he
is well thought of by his townsmen. He ex-
plains his theory of the weather thus: ‘‘After
many years of carefpl investigation I bave
discovered the law which causes storms to
form and draws them in their course as they
travel over our carth’s surface. It is a diffi-
cult law to explain, but I would call it elec-
trical msgnetism, and the force and power
of its energy are decreased or increased just
in proportion as certain astronomical condi-
tions approach or recede from our earth.
When the great Creator created our earth
and the heavens above it, he established a
law, and by that law everything on and
above our earth is perpetually balanced.
Therefore, when one great storm belt forms
over the United States it must have its
counterpart in Asia. I have learned by ob-
servation that the surface of our earth is di-
vided into we: and dry belts, and that these
wet and dry belts are controlled by astrono-
mical law; that they can be located years in
advance; that although they may change
their positions on our earth’s surface every
two or three monthe, yet they move by law,
and their futare positions can be determined
by applying that law.”

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—The great politicsl teurnament is over,
snd in the Dominion cold figures tell the
standing of the parties, and the people are
well able to judge of the inflaences that pro-
duced the result. Quebec rallied atrongly
to the support of the government, while a
somewhat greater turnover in favor of the
opposition, took place in Ontario. In these
two provinces the race question probably
had much to do with the somewhat surpris-
ing electoral returns, though in the case of
the former province, that long established
friendship for the ruling party must be
reckoned with. There were other influences
which affected the election that may be
epoken of without any reflection on the poli-
cies of either political party. Mr. Lawrence

“I ventare to say that wherever our ranks
were cemented as they were during the cam-
paign, we can return or defeat any govern-
ment. The trade now looks forward to a
readjustment and a more equitable legislation
of the excise and customs law pertaining to
wines and spirits. The law, as it stands on
the statutes, is inconsistent and unjust, and
and I have no doubt that we will receive fair
play at the hands of the present government,
if not we will be compelled to hand our case
over to the opposition for relief. Our poli-
tics are bread and butter first, last and all
the time.

This boast will hardly be borne out by the
facts, but it should give prohibitionists food
for thought.

Crisis in British Trade.

Predictions are now freely made that Eng-
land is on the eve of a great trade depression
as & patural consequence of the increased
cost of living. Richard Bell, M. P., in an
interview, says:

“Already the wageworker is feeling the
pinch of the augmented price of necessities.
Twenty three shillings now buys only what
twenty shillings did two years ago.

“‘ Moreover, the working classes, espec-
ially the railway servants, are seething with
discontent, and the agitation for increased
wages is proceeding rapidly and strikes are
threatened because the advance in the cost
of living is- tantamount to a reduction in
wages. I am afraid we have a big fight be-
fore us, as the number of the unemployed
will be largely augmented.”

ANOTHER MARINE HORROR.

The City of Monticello Foundered
off Yarmouth,

THIRTY-SIX LIVES LOST.

Ouae of the saddest marine disasters on the
Nova Scotia coast, in which a local vessel was
the victim, occurred off Yarmouth on Satur-
day about noon, when the Yarmouth Steam-
ship Company’s steamer City of Monticello,
on her way from 8t. John to Yarmouth,
foundered. Thirty-three souls on board per-
ished, and only four were saved.

Capt. Smith, master of the steamer Phar-
salia, who was a passenger, makes the fol-
lowing statement :

We left St. John at 11 o’clock on Friday
morning. The weather was not at all bad.
The sea, in fact, was very smooth to Petite
Passage. I saw Capt. Harding, who said
he was thinking of putting into Digby before
reaching Petite, but about half an hour be-
fore reaching there, the weather looked
finer, with indications of the wind hauling
to the northwest, and he concluded to try
toreach Yarmouth, By the time we reached
Cape St. Mary’s it was blowing strong, but
the ship made fairly good weather all through
the night. The morning at 7 o'clock we
were about five miles from Cape Forchu
light. After finding his position, Capt.
Harding decided to run for the harbor, but
found it impossible to get the ship before the
wind, although he used every endeavor to
do so. The ship was making water, and we
began to jettison cargo, after supplying
several caeks of kerosene oil to smooth the
water, as water continued to gain, we de-
cided to

TAKE TO THE BOATS.
This was about 11 o’clock in the morning.
After getting two boats out on the port side,
we placed all the women, three in number,
in the first boat, and in five minutes after
the boats had cleared the steamer she gradu-
ally settled down on the port side and disap-
peared. I saw steam escaping, but if there
was an explosion of boilers I was so engrossed
with my boat that I did not notice it. The
fires in one boiler had been out for two hours,
having been put out by rising water in the
hold. There were no scenes of confusion.
Everything was orderly, and there was no
excitement whatever. Capt. Harding and
all the officers did their duty to the last, and
the last I saw of him he was standing by the
rail attending to putting a boat into the
water. Capt. Harding’s conduct
WAS SEAMANLIKE THROUGHOUT.

After the ship foundered we were driven to
the land by the terrific gale, and landed at
Pembroke, about four miles away, in a very
heavy surf, our boat being broken to atoms
in landing. Murphy, the second mate, and
the two lady passengers were drowned. We
never saw nor heard of them after the sea
recoiled. Those who were saved were thrown
apon the beach, and it was only by a miracle
that we escaped the fate of the other three.
It was after a severe struggle that we gained
a place of safety. The cook and the steward-
ees received slight injurics in landing. The
last we saw of the other boat she had appar-
ently filled with water, and we fear there
was no hope of aer occupants being saved.
They could not have lived long enough in
that ragiog sea to get to land. After reach-
ing a house we were furnished with dry
clothing, and ell except the stewardess were
brought to Yarmouth. The Monticello had
a full cargo of general goods, about 20 car-
loads in all.

The steamer City of Monticello (originally
the City of Norfolk) was built by Messrs.
Harland & Hollingsworth of Wilmington,
Delaware, in 1866. She was an iron steamer,
with side paddles, and was schooner rigged.
Her dimensions were : Length over all, 232
feet ; breadth of beam, 32 feet; depth of
hold, 10.9 feet. She was 478 tons gross, and
had a draught of eight feet, with a speed of
about 12 kuots. She was purchased in 1889
by the Bay of Fundy Steamship Co., and
was by them extensively repaired. Her hull
wae materially strengthened, her bottom
cemented and the vessel painted inside and
out. Repairs and alterations made by the
Bay of Fundy Co. cost something over $20,-
000. The Monticello ran about nine years
on the bay route, when the business was so
cut up by competition that it became uore-
munerative.

News From South Africa

London, Nov. 10.—The news from South
Africa ismore stirring than for several weeks.
General Smith-Dorrien has again been en-
gaged; Colonel Douglas has surprised a Boer
laager, and the ranks of the guerillas have
been broken up in Orange River Colony
and elsewhere. But the most determined
action was fifty miles northwest of Kroon-
stad, where General De Wett's force was
-badly cut up and defeated, after a severe
engagement. Mr. Steyn and General De
Wett narrowly escaped capture, but eight
gune and all the ammunition and waggons
were left in the hands of the British cavalry
after a long and desperate fight.” Colonel
Legallais, who commanded the British force
in this brilliant action, was killed. He was
one of Lord Kitchener's men, who greatly
distinguished himself in the Khartonm cam-
paign, was one of the best cavalry officers in
the British army, and was only thirty-nine
years of age.

Lord Kitchener has the reputation of being
a cold, unsentimental general, who never
appreciates what is done for him. He has
refuted this reputation in Sounth Africa,
where nearly all the officers who did except-
ionally good work before Khartoum have
been singled out for promotion and for places
of honor and difficulty.

General De Wett is now the real leader of
the Boer cause, and his prestige will'be im

paired by this serious defeat. A dozen other
Boer generals are still in the field. Gen.
Botha, whose health is improved, is on the
veldt near Waterval, and General Viljoen is
near him, with General Delarey. General
Schalkburger is on the mountains near Ly-
denburg, and General Ecasmus to the south,
while Gens. Grobelaar and Lemmer are in va-
rious sections of the Transvaal.

Lord Roberts has evidently made the cap-
tured of Genersl De Wett and Mr. Steyn
his next work, and is employing mobile
mounted forces to hunt them down at all
hazards.
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The New Sydney.

The Montreal Witness reports: *“The new
blast furnaces of the Dominion Iron and
Steel Works at Sydney, Cape Breton, will
soon be finished, and the manufacture of pig
iron will then commence. The manufacture
of steel will begun by July 1 pext year. The
four blast furnaces combined will turn out
from 1.200 to 1,500 tons a day, working on
Bell Island ore. Comparing Sydney'’s facili-
ties for steel manufacture with those of
Pittsburg, Pennsylvania, Birmingham. Ala-
bama, its closest competitors, it is stated
that, to make one ton at Pittsburg two tons
of ore have to be carried over 230 miles of
railway and 1,000 miles of water; two tous of
coal or its equivalent in coke have to be car-
ried over 60 miles, and one half ton of lime-
stone over 100 miles. Omitting the lake
traffie, this is cquivalent to 580 tous of rail-
way miles, and, in addition, Pittsburg has
to carry each ton of steel 1450 miles to reach
tide water. Birmingham has most of the
raw materials near at hand but has to carry
the finished steel 660 miles before it reaches
tide water. Sydney, En the other hand,
has only about 400 miles of sea carriage on
iron ore, nothing whatever on coal, and noth-
ing on the finished material, because it is
manufactured at tide water; she has the
further advantage of being 1,000 miles near-
er European ports than New York, and 3,-
000 miles nearer than Mobile, the shipping
port for Birmiogham. With these advan-
tag the future of Sydney seems sccure,
ar w years should see it one of the big-
gest cities of the Dominion. Already dur-
ing the last month or two, 800 houses bave
been built, including banks and public
buildings, and several miles of sewers and
water pipes have been laid.”

The London Apple Market.

Heory Levy, the London fruit broker, has
issued the following circular to his custom-
ers under date of Nov. 3rd:

There have been two cargoes of Nova
Scotian apples offered this week ' per S. 8.
Dalton Hail and Loughrig Holme, but the
larger proportion of these, especially those
by the latter steame re izferior in qual-
ity, very slack and w y and sold at very
low prices, plenty of them only realizing 3
to 5/ per bbl., and some even less. Qa the
other hand, any gond colored, well packed,
graded sound apples of Baldwins, Kings,
Ribstons, Blemheims, have sold freely at
fair prices, varying from 12/ to 14/ per bbl.
I would advise the sorting of apples in a sea
son like the present cne, so as not to ship
any spotty, inferior, common fruit, as it will
do no good and must meet a poor market
here, and cannot pay you for the trouble. |
You must not forget the freights are heavy, |
and I presume they will increase even more |
so. The experiment of the Nova Scotian |
boxes has not caught on with the London
public, nor did I ever think it would. They
made from 5/ to 7/3, and I should certainly
stick fo the standard barrel package as be-
ing the beet,

SIMPLE THINGS THAT OUGHT TO PROVE
HELPFUL.

Neurasthenia, or nervous prostration, has
b almost & household word in America
and nowhere else g the world is the condi-
tion so common. Europe its occarence is
rather infrequent, even among the highly
sensitive French and Italians.

The complete rest cure insisted upon by
Dr. Weir Mitchell and some others is not
generally necessary, even for women, while
men, unless they are prmtlctlly bedridden,
find it intolerable. There is a great differ-
ence in patients, however. Some require to
be put to bed, while others require & degree
of phbysical and mental activity. Intellect-
ual pursuits of the higher sort uadoubtedly
take one’s mind from personal emotions of
the lower sort.

“No scheme of treatment is complete
which ignores the mental side of the disor-
er. One should write ‘‘cheerfulness” on
one's doorpost and laugh a little every day.
At first one may not feel like it, but things
will gradually take on a rosier hue. The
morbid fears of the victim of nearasthenia
cannot be laughed to scorn by relatives and
friends; but one can themselves reason them
away, or, better still, ignore them. A cheer-
ful companion is of inestimable value. If
the society of such a person can be secured
the battle is half won.

“Neurasthenios should begin their self-
treatment by spending 12 or 14 hours out
of the 24 in bed, as the keynote of the whole
scheme is rest, partial or complete. They
should retire shortly after the evening meal
and not rise till 8 or 9 o’clock the next morn-
i

“The isolation from friends and relatives
insisted upon by Charcot, Mitchell and others
ie only necessary in extreme cases, which do
not come within the province of self-treat-
ment. Though, if one’s relatives excite one
or annoy one constantly by idle talk and con-
tention, it is better to get away from them
for awhile and be with quiet, congenial peo-
ple.

The following regimen, which is recom-
mended by a specialist of wide experience
and reputation, can be easily pursued by any
one with leisure and a little persistence, and
will work wonders in the course of a few
weeks:

Rise at 8 or 9 o’clock, take a bath in tepid
water, dress quickly and eat breakfast, con-
sisting of fish, chop or beefsteak, dry toast
and one cupof tea or coffee. No pancakes,
or other indigestible compound should be
taken, and the food should be well masticat-
ed before being swallowed.

At 11 o'clock take a glass of dry cherry
and a biscuit, or & raw egg and a glass of
port, and after this if the weasher permits,
sit or stroll in the open air until lunch time.

For this meal take raw oysters or clams
three or four times a week, and at alternate
daysa bowl of good soup. Then eat a cut
of roast beef or mutton. A glass of cherry
taken at lunch may be of benefit. After
lunch lie down for an hour or so. At 4
o'clock take a cup of teaand a biscuit, The
little sweet cakes so often seen on the tea
¢ables are not wholesome. After this go for
o walk or drive, returning in time to takea
warm sponge bath before dinner. A turk-
ish bath in the afternoon once a week will
be found beneficial.

For dinner, say at about 7 o’clock, take,
if possible, soup, fish, a cut from a joint or
some game, or both, with lettuce or other
plain salad. Eat slowly and avoid sweets.
Wine may be drunk by the neurasthenic
without harm and generally with benefit,
though the quanity should be limited tv two
or three glasses at dinner and one glass at
lunch. Sour wines are the best, such as
burgundy, rhine wine and champagpe brat,
with an occasional small glass of brandy
after a meal, but never before.

“If s woman will follow the above regimen
for a few weeks, will stop worrying about
everything and try and live and grow as
as the vegetables, nature, who loves her
children will lend her aid to the process of
repair, and in a little while the san will
seem to shine more brightly and the birds to
sing more sweetly, and the life that a
little while before was a burden almost too
heavy to be borne, will become a joy, as it
should be.

Long Ears.

It is a common saying that eavesdroppers
never hear any good of themselves. People
who go nosing about for moral filth are not
very savory themselves. What you hear
and see depends upon the sort of ears and
eyes you have. There is as much art in not
hearing as in hearing. The fellow whose
ears take in all that flies about them will
find, liké the ass, he has lots of use for them.
If you were as much interested in doing the
square thing as you are in knowing what
people think of you, you would not have so
mauch occasion to find fault with their opin-
fons. Apart from this, the man who has
learned how mot to hear has acquired an ac-
complishment that will save him many a
pang and many a friend. We all talk too
much. It is a great blessing that all we say
is not remembered either by ourselves or
others. There are some things that a wise
man will let in one ear and out the other.
The fellow who is quick to pick up and cher-
ish unpleasant words will become a narrow
minded and waspish nuisance to society and
himself. Put a spark arrester on your ears.
Keep out the cinders of idle or thoughtlees
tongues. Keep your own spirit sweet by
keeping out the bitter and corrupt of other
minds. “Take no heed to all words that are
spoken.”

—Are you predisposed to baldness? If
80, don’t wear a stiff hat. A doctor, a wig-
maker and a barber have said that the stiff
hats commonly worn are responsible for the
increasing blight of baldness,

The hair, they say, depends for its nutri-
tion on the blood supply that flows in the
fine veins running over the scalp. Some of
the veins that supply the hair follicles with
food come through the skull, but those veins
extending around the outside of the skull
are most important. Analogously, it is
pointed out that if a rose tree were to be
bound tightly around the trunk a great deal
of nutrition would be cuat off from the bark.
If, in addition to this, you were to cover the
tree with a great bag and tie the mouth
tightly around the trunk, the tree wounld die.
The result of wearing the stiff hat is similar
to this. Every time you pull your hat from
your head and it comes loose with a jerk you
are over ing the pounds of p
exerting on the skull.

The doctor says it is not at all improbable
that the increase of baldness is due in a great
measure to the stiff hat. Particularly is
that the case where men wear stiff hats in-
doors. Any covering which confines the
head will work havoc with the hair, but the
difference in rigidity between the sweatband
of the stiff hat and that of the soft hat would
make the latter preferable for many reasons.

We find [assembled
in & single room glass vases with gingerbread
gilding, imitation bronze clocks, jars of
dried grasses, curtains of machine-made
lace, carpets with bouquets of impossible
flowers, pictures of shouting color in brilli-
ant frames, cold dull photographs, Dresden
shepherds and shepherdesses in dancing
sohool emirks and attitudes, brackets cut out
by jig-saws, tidies on the furniture, or,
worse, covers that tell you the chairs are too
good to use, gas fixtures of brazen elegance
with globes of rainbow tint, little tables
that are in everybody's way and that are
put there to exhibit painted porcelain and
cut glase. Novelty, regardless of suitability;
colors, instead of color; spots, instead of
groups and masses; dazzle and sensation, in-
stead of satisfaction—these are the drift of
too many decorative tendencies, so called.

There is no decoration where there is no
beauty, and there can be no beauty where
there is misapplication. See what passes
for art in some of theshops | Embroidered
scarfs, tatting, gilded flower-pots, flatirons
covered with velvet on which are flowers
painted in oils, tambourines adorned with
amateur representations of sunflowers,
bunches of tissue-paper leaves and blossoms,
wax fruit and lilies, feather ornaments, silk
bows for tying to furniture and statuettes,
brass orudely repousse, table linen marked
with pen sketches, dreadful things in hair,
seeds, shells and leather, home-made pla-
ques, spinping wheels and churns with fresh
paint, varnish and ribbons on them for the
parlor, chromos cut into the forms of plates
and fans—and this jumble la advertised
broadcast as art |

Luckily we are getting over our belief in
it. We no longer care to live in rooms dec-
orated like the saloons of Mississippi steam-
ships, nor do we believe that millinery is a
substitute for painting and sculpture and
pottery. The huddling of unrelated frag-
ments into living rooms is an esthetic crime.
A broom can accomplish wide and need
ed reforms. There should be no place
for ugly things, and the other sort loses its
beauty for lack of right grouping. If the
owner would give to his home the same
thought he bestows on his business, his office
or his factory, and would study pictures and
textiles as he studies many things less worth
while, he would be persuaded to cast out the
unbeaatiful and collect what is left into
masses that would harmonize with one an-
other and with their background. It is the
background that should be felt by the eye
rather than asserted; it is the harmony that
accompanies the melody of more positive
form and color.

Boys, learn early in life, to avoid the bad
habit of making excuses. The man who is
ever ready to excuse himself for some duty
undone is not the man needed to-day, because
he is not the man who can be depended
upon.

Though such a man may
mske mistakes they are seldom repeated,
and hence no idle excuse is necessary.

Anpother dangerous tendency of excuse
making is that it leads often to insincerity
and dishonesty. A boy who is willing to
find excuse which will cover his neglect and
shield him from present censure, is very
likely to grow more and more careless in his
work, and seek any excuse that will accom-
plish its end. In the wake of idle excuse
follows a long train of evils which will ruin
any man, such as untruthfulness, dishonest
service, and finally dishonest business meth-
ods. The world never before had so many
great places for the earnest, honest, faithful,
and truthful man; and one of the best and
surest ways to find a high and honorable place
for ourselves, boys, is to do all you have to
do so well that no extuse will be necessary.

value as measured by heat units. This ex-
travagant waste has caused eogineers to
seek a better means of using our thermal
powers. We can now turn coal into gas,
using gas direct in the cylinder of the engine
without the use of the boiler and its attend-
aut evils, and with less loss, but still we
have only exchanged the boiler plant for the
gas plant. But petroleum oil, which is pro-
duced by billions of gallons, and furnishes,
in its distillation, 85 per cent. of what is
known as kerosene oil, may be used in com-
bination with the ambient air directly in the
cylinder of the engine, to drive machinery,
automobiles, boats, to light and ventilate
our homes and for all purposes where power
is needed. Ite thermo dynamic value is
greater than any known liquid fuel.”

—Quick churning in nine cases out of ten
means quite a loss of butter fat in the butter
milk.

Have you ever noticed wnite specks in the
butter? The cream has been allowed to be-
come over ripe and has not been well stirred
each time fresh cream was added. The cur-
dy matter or casein has settled to the bot-
tom of the cream can and become so hard
that churning does not break it up, and so
some of the specks cling to the fat and reap-
pear in the butter, causing it to soon go off
favor.

Streaky butter is the result of the salt not
being evenly distributed. Where the salt
has not penetrated, & white streak appears,
as salt develops color. A little more work-
ing remedies this defect. Coarse, inferior
salt frequently contains lime, and if used on
butter the lime which is a great bleaching
agent, takes the color from the butter.

Mottled butter is usually due to the but-
ter being too cold and firm when worked,
the salt not being able to dissolve and pene-
trate through it.

The only way to procure gilt-edged but-
ter is by eternal vigilance, as that is the
pride of success.

See that your cows are healthy, study
their nature, cater to their comfort, give
them plenty of wholesome food and pure
water, and above all exercise the most ex-
acting cleanliness, for thereon hinges the
most important factor in dairying.

Combustion of Hay.

It is pretty well established that clover
or other hay placed in stable mows when
green may heat so violently as to finally be-
come ignited. Apparently authentic cases
have been reported and while positive proof
is lacking, circumstances seem to indicate
that destructive fires frequently originate
from spontaneous combustion. Several years
ago a barn ctook fire, and it was found that
the flames were confined to a hay mow 18
by 23 feet and 23 feet high. It wasthought
best to remove the portion of hay not on
fire. The mass was smouldering, and as
soon as exposed barstinto flames. Examin-
ation of the mass thrown out of the barn
showed that the greater portion of it was
80 badly charred as to be unfit for stock
food. For several days previous t the fire
a peculiar odor had been noticed about the
barn. An examination showed that this
proceeded from the mow, but fire was not
suspected. It will probably be well to
avoid placing large quantities of clover bay
in mows until thoroughly cured.

Plowing in a Circle.

If you want your land in better shape,
plow in a circle instead of in straight lines.
The amount of land left out at the ‘‘corners’
will be comparatively intignificant and can
be best utilized by spading in a barrow of
manure and planting pumpkins or melons.
The soil of hill and furrow are intimately
miogled to mutual advantage, and at every
angle, thus insuring aeriation and nitrifica-
tion. However, it is very much less fatigu-
ing to both man and horse, thus enabling
both to accomplish more in the same num-
ber of hours. The *‘turning” at the end of
each row is demoralizing and causes ‘‘skips”
innumerable. By plowing in a circle, be
ginning, of course, at the outer edge, time
is eaved as the motions continuous; and the
shock of jerky interruptions, so wearing are
avoided, as also the strain of lifting around
the heavy plow, harrow or other similar
implement. By practice the ‘‘laying off”
could be circular and all subsequent work-
ings of the crop similarly expedited.

Hints on Winter Cabbage.

A good cool cellar will keep them until
April with little or no loss. In putting cab-
bage in the cellar for use in early spring, I
prefer to leave roots and most of the leaves
on, set as close together as possible with
roots on the ground and heads upward.
For pitting out of doors, select a dry place
for the pit, dig out a few inches deep and
two feet wide, as long as will be required to
hold the cabbage. In placing in the pit put
heads down, letting heads extend upward
and close together. Cover with clean straw
or other material and then with sufficient
earth to prevent freezing. Open the pit at
one end when wishing to get at the cabbage
and when enough has been taken out for
present needs close up the end with straw or
other material to prevent freezing.—W. 8,
Fultz, in Farm and Home.

For ivis not
good to wrap up the ple.nts for winter until
the grovad is hard fro:zem, and then if hem-
lock boughs can be pu b on with the concave
side down, they will r llow the free circula-
tion of air, yet give t'ae required protection.
If kept on till sprio g frosts are over, the
plants will come out fresh and green, and at
once push forward t» meke new growth.

When hot grease has been spilled on the
floor the best way is to dash cold water over
it quickly and prevent it from striking into

the boarda.

A Cook's Table.

Oae of the most important things in the
kitchen is the cook table. Not the common
kitchen table with drop leaf and two small
drawers for the cooking uteneils, but a reg-
alar cabinet table built by a carpenter, after
& model, and furnished with drawers, cup
boardd and shelves, for holding spices, sugar,
molasses, vinegar, and the various articles
used constantly in cooking, as well as dish
towels, bread cloths, and strainers. It saves
pumberless steps to have these articlés close
at_hands, together with the measuring cups,
mixing spoons, egg beater, and cook knives.
An impertany consideration is to have this
table just the right height for standing, not
o low that one must stoop to it in mixing
cake orbread. It is wellalso to have a drop
leaf at one end that is low enough to sit at
comfortably when shelling peas, stoning
raising, and the various parts of the work
for which it is more convenient and less tire-
some to sit than to stand.

Cover the top of this table with white
enamelled oil-cloth, from which the dirt and
spots may be easily wiped. A few fresh
shiogles should be kept on it for bot dishes,
which will take the paint from the cloth.
The tops of the five and ten-pound grape
baskete, which are so plentiful during the
fall, can be saved and used for this purpose.

Wash Your Fruit.

The recent epidemic of typhoid fever in
an orphan asylum was traced to germs
brought in on apples. This ehould warn
wousekeepers, if further emphasis is needed,
of the risk in serving unwashed fruit. At
every corner grocery the tempting fruits
now so sbundant are displayed uncovered,
offering the best sort of catch-alls for the
germs of the street and air. In addition
they are handled by none too clean fingers,
carried through the streets in unprotected
baekets, and too often transferred directly
to ice-boxes, in which they may stand, per-
hape, next to open vessels holding those ex-
cellent absorbents, milk and butter. The
average cook resents any reflection on her
care of the food that is to be eerved un-
cooked. The vigilance and patience of the
mistress, however, that will be needed to
enforce her regulations in this regard are a
small price to pay for the additional security
to the health of her family.
