Upon reading the report of the
Health Officer for County of Annapolis,
the same was on motion received and
adopted.
The following is the report:

To the Warden of the Municipality of
Annapolis County:
Sir,~In accordance with the require-
ments of the Public Health Act, I beg
leave to submit the Yollowing report
of the sanitary condition of the Coun-
ty:
The past year has been quile freo of
the severer contagious diseases. Ty-
phoid fever has appeared in a few lo-
calities, yet nowhere epidemic.
Pneumonia continues to be our most
prevalent and fatal acute disease, yet
as far as I have been able to ascer-
tain from death statistics, the number
of fatal cases from this disease has
not been as large in 1904 as the pre-
vious year.
The “opening of the Tuberculosis
Sanitarium at Kentville by the Nova
Scotia Government we trust may work

tics of this disease.
As the Sanitarium will only accom-
modate a limited number of patients,
its work is to be largely educative.
Patients may go for a limited time,
learning the latest and most success-
treatment,
and return to their homes and carry
them out. The charges at present at
the Sanitorium (85.00 per week for
board, medicines and all expenses)
practically brings it within the reach
of all for a longer or shorter period.
During the year I have had numer-
ous complaints from many parts of
the county regarding public nuisances,
such as objectionable  cess-pools,
drains and slaughter houses, and such
like. In many cases it is difficult to
adjust these grievances satisfactorily.
The treatment indicated would look to
be prevention rather than cure.
In our towns and villages local
health boards should oversee the plac-
ing of new drains and cesspools, to be
sure they are so placed that they will
not give trouble in future time, as our
villages grow:. If this precaution was
taken, or had been taken some years
ago, many of these unpleasant circum-
gtances could have been avoided.
1 am indebted to a number of Coun-
cillors, and also to local - health
boards, for co-operation and assis-
tance in this difficult question of pub-
lic nuisances.

In
most cases they are filled in by the
Ward Clerks  in such a manner that
Committee are unable to tell to which
Ward they belong, gand in every Ward
in the County the returns are incom-
plete; and that there are cases to our
personal knowledge where no labour
whatever has been performed. We
would therefore strongly recommend
that the Council take some action
whereby this important service will be
teduceX to a more effective system.

RESOLUTION RE CLOSE CHILDREN.

Whereas, We, the Warden and Coun-
cillors of Annapolis, N. S., have had
submitted to us a scheme for the im-
provement of certain poor-law chil-
dren of England;

And whereas, This scheme, known to
us as Mrs. Close’s, proposes to bring
only young, healthy children who will
probably merge into citizenship in this
country;

And whereas, The farms upon which
houses to hold from 15 to 20 children,
under the care of two English ladies,
two -servants and a Canadian farm
manager, are to be rented or bought,
equipped, maintained and controlled
by certain guardians, recognized by
the English Government, now standing
loco parentis to some 7000 pauper
children until they attain 14 years of
age;

And whereas, It has been brought to
our notice that an attempt to defeat
this reasonable scheme is in progress,
on the ground of too great expense to
the British ratepayer, and unpopular-
ity among ourselves;

And whereas, our Mugicipal farm for
the poor has .this year cost this Muni-
cipality, containing some 19,000 souls,
$1.03% per week per adult or cMld for
the comfortable maintenance of our 40
paupers;

And whereas, There is in this Coun-
ty a large and accessible acreage of
rough land available at a cost of some
82 per acre;

And whereas, It is desirgble to in-
crease our population by youthful and
vigorous emigrants;

Be it therefore resolved, That this
Council indorse the action of the Hon-
ourable the Premier of this Provinca
assuring the Board of Guardians and
their children a welcome, provided the
above premises be true, and we be
further assured that all increased ex-
pense due for the erection or necessary
enlargement of existing school build-
ings, and an equitable share of the an-
nual maintenance of such schools, be
provided by the British Local Gov-
ernment Board in dirgpst proportion to
the relative allunal, average attend-
ance of the children affected by this re-
solution and those of the several sec-
tions wherein such farms may be rent-
ed or bought.

Councillor Fitch gave motice of the
roconsideration of said motion at the
April Session.

Ordered: That Parker F. Reagh,
Manley Benson and Amos Burns be the
Revising Assessors for ensuing year.
Upon reading the petition of W. A.
Kinney and upwards of twenty others,

From the vear 1869 to 1903
inclusive the five principal commercial
fishes have yielded the following enowe
mous values: Cod, $125,200,683; sal-
mon, $74,552,814; lobster, $68,645,095;
herring, $66,106,645; mackerel, $43,-
444,702.

to minglé¥ promiscuously. with ‘ children
who from-birth and breetling have had
a better 8tart in life, but ‘whose ulti-
mate charapcters must be largely af-
fected by their associates. It is an:
important point that the children on
their arrival here are to be scarcely
more than infants, but even in that
case the influence of heredity is so
strong that the best of environments
cannot be expected in every case to
successfully combat it. And a great
deal depends upon the character of
the guardians and instructors. Ts
their selection to be a matter left en-
tirely to the English promoters, or is
there to be established a local board
who vu]l assume this- responsibility?

We adjoin the resolutions passed by
the Annapolis Board of Trade at its
last annual meeting. The motion
moved by Rev, H. How ' and carried
unanimously is as follows:—

Whereas, The Annapolis Royal Board
of Trade have had submitted to them
a proposal for the introduction into

Canada of a considerable number of
youthful immigrants from England,

And whereas, The scheme known only
to us as Mrs. Close’s, proposes to lo-
cate on farms batches of boys and
girls 1o the number of 15 or 20 per
farm.

And whereas, These children are to
be superintended .by two ladies with
two servants, and the farms managed
by Canadian farmers;

And whereas, These farms are rented,
or bought, equipped, maintained and
controlled by guardians recognized by
the British ~Government, who now
stand “in loco parentis’” to some 7000
children until they are 14 years of
age;

And whereas, These children will not
be over 2 or 3 years of age, and must
be declared sound . before they leave
the shores of Britain;

And whereas, - We need
suitable immigrants.

__Be it _therefore resolved, That we cn-
torse the above scheme and would: like
to see such farm homes established in
Nova Scotia and this ®ounty wherc
rough lands are available at a cost of
82 per acre, provided we are assured
that the extra expense involved in the
erection or enlargement of existing
school-houses be met by the Local
Board of British Guardians in direct
proportion :to the relative average ‘at-
tendance of children affected by Mrs.

Insurrection at St. Petersburg.

City Under Martial Law— Strikers
Goaded to Desperation Commit
Acts of Violence and Bloodshed
~Women  and Children a-
mong the Killed.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 22.—The agita-
tion by the striking workmen reached
the stage of revolution this afternoon.
Conflicts of the troops and the mobs
were frequent. Many hundreds of the
demonstrators, including women and
children, were killed and wounded.
During, the afternoon the strikers built
barricades. One detachment of infan-
try laid down their arms, refusing to
fire on the strikers.

St.. Petersburg, Jan. 22, 4 p.m.—The
rioters in the Vassilestroff district are
tearing down telegraph poles and
erecting barricades.

St. Petershurg, Jan. 22, 4.30 p.m.—
The troops fired three volleys on the
Nevsky, Prospect, killing thirty and
wounding many. Women and children
were among the killed. The public is
infuriated agajnst the military and are
tbrowiqf'g stones at the officers. At
the moment of this writing, firing is
going éh in every quarter.

St. Pétersburg, Jan. 22, 6.45 p.m.—
At the Narva Gate the troops fired on
a crowd .led; by, Father Gopon and
Fa.ther rgxua, the priests carrying a
cross, a.q ikon and a portrait of the
Emperor, was smashed.

The Provincial Sanitorium at Kent-
ville is proving a most popular resort
for those affected with tﬁ: dread white
plague, and a large number of the pa-
tients have gone away, if not com-
pletely cured, at least greatly bene-
fitted by the treatment. The rooms
are all taken at present, and when one
views the sick ones wrapped in furs,
seated on the piazzas, where every
breath of the zero air, with which. we
have been lately favored, can get at
them, one feels as if every germ of
disease might be frozen, and wonders
ow the invalids themselves keep
warm., They seem to manage it
though, and a few weeks of the treat-
ment often changes the emaciated one
into a healthy looking individual.
The government has seen fit to lower
the price of board, and the sanitarium
is proving a success in every way.
Captain George W. Murray, whose
death occurred on Monday, Janu,
16th, at Victoria, B. C., was well
known in Kings County as an em-
ployee of the firm Sheffield and Wick-
wire, of Canning, N.'S. In 1864, in
connection with the firm, he took part
ownership in the barque Sheffield and
commanded her in her many trips be-
tween United States and European
ports. He had afterwards charge of
several other vessels and continued in
the employ of the firm until about
eight years ago, when he went into
the Pacific trade between British Col-
umbia and Honolulu. He had lived in
Victoria about eighteen months and
was 67 yeare of age.

I have noticed lately .several allu-
sions to a home for English children
proposed to be established in this
county; also that the subject is to
come before the County Council at its
April sitting.

The children sent out from the old
country are almost always taken’from
the slums of the cities, and the slums
are wretched breeding places. The fol-
lowing newspaper clipping shows what
some of the unfortunates are:
“London, Jan. 4.—Alfred Smith,
aged fifteen, was charged with theft at
the Sutton, Coldfield, Birmingham,
Police Court. The Commissioner said
the only course which suggested itself
was to send Smith to Canada through
a home. This course was agreed to.”
How many of these children, that
the readers of the Monitor have met,
have been of the sort they would wish
to bring into their own homes on in-
timate terms with their own offspring?
For the most part they have been
stunted mentally, morally and physi-
cally.

The promoters of this home are
doubtless well-meaning, good-hearted
folk, but would it not be hest for
them, as well as for our worthy Coun-
cillors, to look this scheme -over, to
discover whether or not it prove to be
a penal colony that they are about to
set up under the guise of a charity.
What Canada wants as immigrants is
the cream, not the dregs. . England
sends us her best and her worst.
These are not likely to belong to the

former class.

There are those who believe that
Japan’s comet-like appearance in the
firmament will “be followed by a sud-
den waning. There are those who be-
lieve, on the other hand, that we
shall see¢ before another year the dis-
ruption of the Russian Empire and the
remaking of the map of Europe and
Asia. Those who share the latter op-
inion are increasing in numbers daily,
among statesmen, as well as general
observers, throughout Europe. Their
thoughts are anxiously devoted to the
grave problem of whether such a na-
tional tragedy can he enacted without
destroying the world’s general peace.
It can be happily said that the gener-
al view is a hopeful one.

WAR CRISES SOLVED.

Much encouragement is found in the
successful solution of the two serious
war crises of last year between Great
Britain and Russia. It is recognized
that the unscrupulous men who pos-
sess almost dominant influence in Rus-
sia’s aflairs may in the desperate situ-
ations which are likely to arise seek
to embroil that unhappy country with
other Powers. Their powers for evil
in this direction are undoubtedly great,
but their malevolent motives will be
80 obvious that it is hoped the other
Powers will show sufficient self-re-
straint, and even ignore insults if
.necessary. No SGovernment, least of
all Great Britain’s, against which such
a policy would almost likely be adopt-
ed, would yield even to popular cla-
mor in resenting studied provocation
from such a source.

Aside from the Russian crisis, no
serious danger threatens the fortunes
of the New Year in Europe. On the
contrary, the situation is distinctly
better than a year ago. King Ed-
ward’s great act of statesmanship in
achieving an Anglo-French éntente has
provided the most potent safeguard
for peace the world now possesses.
One event alone might seriously dis-
turb the situation, and that fortu-
nately does not appear to be immin-
ent. The death of Francis Joseph
would let loose a whirlwind of con-
flicting ambition at Berlin, Vienna and
Budapest, which might work disaster
to central Europe. As long as the
Austrian Emperor lives, however, dis-
turbances like the present Hungarian
crisis' will not out grow domestic pro-
portions.

OUTLOOK ENCOURAGING.

No recent year has dawned with such
encouraging prospects for the general
welfare of the people as that which
has now opened. Lord Rothschild said
the other day that he believed 1905
would be the greatest business year
London has ever known. The situa-
tion, aside from the war, seems to
justify fully this cheerful prophecy.
The financial outlook certainly never
was brighter. The expectation of the
inner circles of hioh finance that Rus-
sia will find some means to bring the
war to an end earlv in the year, in
order to devote herseli to domestic
problems, is entitled to serious con-
sideration, althov-u the basis for this
belief is quite invisible to ordinary ob-
servers.
