At a Special Generul Mecting of the Society, called in
accordunce with a Requisition addressed to the Secretary,
and held on the 13th inst., at the Nutional School, Quebec,
at 2, P. M,

The Lord Bishop of Quebee was called to the Chair: and
the Meeting opened with the usual form of prayer.

The Minutes of the lust Meeting were read.

The following Clergyman and gentlemen were duly
elected members of the Corporation,

The Honorable Edward Hale, of Portnenf, Lieutenant
Colonel Streatfeild, R. L., Captain William 8. C. Mackie,
88th Regt., the Reverend Thowmas Pennefather, B. A., Lieut.
James ‘Thompson, R. N., and Messrs. John Jameson, George
William Usborne, David Douglas Young, James Dickson,
th}ules Campbell, Peter Smith, L. Pope, and Joseph Rock-
ingham.

The Report of the Committee appointed at the last Meet-

. ing was read by the Secretary, when it was moved by the
Rev. J. Tlanagan, seconded by C. N. Montizambert, Esq.,
and Resolved, That this Report be received and adopted.

The Bill prepared by the Counsel fur the division of the
Saciety, and for other purposes connected with the recent
division of the Diocese of Quebec was read-—as far as it
affected the Church Society. :

It was then moved by the-Rev. Dr, Bethune, seconded by
W. Bennett, Esq., and Resolved, That no portion of the Bill,
excepting what refers to the division of the Society, shall be
considered to have been adopted by the present meeting, in
the last Resolution. ®

" The Secretary stated that he had forwarded to the Secre-
tary of the newly constituted Church Society in the Diocese
of Montreal, duplicates of certain Books of tlie Society ; and
his conduct in this respect was approved of by the Meeting.

Moved by Rev. Dr. Bethune, seconded by Rev. A. W.
Mountain, and Resolved;, That the Socicty’s Honorary
Counsel at Quebec be requested to prepare a petition to the
three branches of the Legislature for the proposed Act of In-
corporation; that the same be signed by the Lord Bishop of

‘Quebec on behalf of the Society ; and that the Hon. W.
Badgley berequested to take chaxge of the Bill in its progress
through the Legislature. ®

Moved by Rev, A. 'W. Mountain, seconded by Rev. Dr.
Mackie, and Resolved, That the best thanks of the Socicty
are due, and. axe hereby tendered to Hon. H. Black, for his
‘garg atynd attention in drafting the Bill for the division of the

ociety.

_The alterations of the Bye Laws of which notice had been
givenby the Rev. A, W, Mountain at the last Meeting were
then agreed to°.

The' Meeting closed with the benediction.

called for this day.

The Commattee, at ts first Meeting, appointed two Sub-
Committecs, one in Quebec, and the other in Montreal, to
draw up a statement of the Receiptsand Expenditure, as if
there had been two separate Sucieties from the first ;—these
Sub-Committees being directed to divide equally between
the two Dioceses all ncidental expences, and all amounts
collected from persons not resident in the Old Diocese of
Quehec.

Proceeding upon these principley, the Sub-Committee in
Quebec carefully analyzed the pubhished Reports and Trea-
surers’ Accounts of past years, carrymng on their examination
to the commencement of October last,and after a minute and
diligent investigation, ﬂsnbsequently verified by the Sub-
Comlélittee at Montreal,) the following results werc ob-
tained.

"Phe Committee would further recommend that all sums
received and disbursed by the Treasurers at Quebee and
Montreal since the 41h October last, be considered as belong-
ing to, and as having been expendeé by, the Church So-
cieties of those Divceses respectively ; and that all outstand-
ing debts be paid by that one of the two Dioceses within
which they have been incurred.

The Committee had originally intended to recommend
to the Society u division ot the lands given to the Society,
made upon the same principle as the division, above detail-
ed, of the other property; but, upon further consideration, it
appears to them the simpler course to adopt the division
recommended by the Counsel of the Society in the Bill
which accompanics their present Report: on the dis-
tinet understanding that the proceeds (whether by sale or
otherwise) of 525 ucres, situate within the Diocese of Que-
bee, and given by J. Blackwood Forsyth, Esq., a resident
within the present Diocese of Montreal, shall be handed

over to the Church Society of this latter Diocese. The re-
sult will then, under either mode of division, be the same.

The Comniitice would venture to suggest that after the
word ¢ lie” in the 12th line of the 4th clause of the abuve
Bil, the following wordsg be added : « and that any real pro-
« perty of the said late corporation, situate in Upper Caniula,
« shall be und is hereby vested in the sanid Church Society
« of the Diocese of Montreal” ; and that instead of the words
¢ one-hal® in the 33rd line of the snine elause the following
be introduced, ¢ such proportion us shall be agreed upon by
« the two Corporations.” .

The Committee would also recommend that instead of the
Life Members of the old Corporation being made Life Mem-
bers of ¢ath the new Corporations, {as proposed by clauses
2and 3 of the Bill above referred to,) the present Lite
Members be permitted to make their election of the Diocese
with which to be connected, and that in the event of any
Life Member expressing no preference, he be considered a
Life Member of the Society of that Diocese within the
bounds of which he resided at the time of the division of
the Diocese : and thut non-residents in Canada who have
become Life Members, be considered Honorary Merbers ot
both Societies. :

The Committee wounld heartily recommend the Bill (with
the alterations above suggested) for the adoption of the Su-
ciety, and beg to state that aiter it was drawn up by the
Connsel at Quebee it was submitted to the Counsel at Mon-
treal, whose gencral approbation of it will appear from u
letter, which will be laid before the present Meeting of the
Society.

The Lord Bishop drew the attention of the Board to the circum-
stance .aat the Diocesan Female School was already in operation
at Montreal, and stated that the Central Board of the Montreal
Church Society had voted a grant of £50 towards the School,
whereupon it wis moved by Rev. J, Flanagan, seconded by C.
N. Montizambert, Esq.,

That the sum of £50 be granted to the Diocesan Female
School, corresponding to the sum given by the Montreal Diocese,
on the understanding that the Clergy in this Diocese have the
same privilege as those in the Diocese of Montreal. .

Mr. Davies moved in amendment, seconded by Rev. A. W.
Mountain,

That the aubject be referred to the Finance Committes with
instructions to report to the next Meeting of the Central Board,
Amendment carried,

The Quebec Treasurer’s account, and 2 statement of the cash
and other property of the Society in his possession were submitted:,
from which it appeared that there tvas an uninvested balance in
his hands of £149 12 03 on account of the General Fund of the
Society, of £15 11 8} on accountof the Widows’ and Orphans’
I-E:ung, and of £12. 7 4 on account of the Nicolet Endowment.

Clause 4 drew the attention of the Board to an appiication
from the Rev. J. Nicolls, (Principal of Bishop’s College,) for aid to-
wards establishing a Book and Tract Depository at Lennoxville,

With reference to this clause, it was imoved by Rev. A, W,
Mountain, seconded by Rev, E. W. Sewell, and Resolved,

That a Committee be appointed to consider the proposal of the
Rev. J. Nicolls, and that it be an instruction to the said Com-
snittee to enter into communication with the Diovesan Commitiee
of the Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge, with a view
to the formation of a junction of the Church Society with that
Committee; to report to the next meciing of the Board;
the following gentlemen were appointed a Commitiee for this
purpose ¢ Mr. Scott, with the mover and seconder,

Clause 5 stated that the Commiittee could not entertain certain
applications from the Rev, Dr. Falloon, and the Rev. A. Ballour,
in consequence of their not having reached tlie hands of the Se-
cretary within the appointed time, (viz: a fortnight at least before
the Meeting of the Central Board.)

The Report of the Lay Committee was nextread; when it
was moved by Rev. A. W. Mountain, seconded by Mr. Davies,
and Resolved, that this Report be received and adopted.

It was then moved by Rev. A. W, Mountain, seconded by W.
Bennett, Esq., and Resolved,

That the Secretary of the Society be permitted to take charge
of the Quarantine Station for the season, and that his salary as
Chaplain be increased from £125 to £150 per annum, in consi-
deration of his performing the duties of Secretary.

The Secretary next moved, seconded by Rev. E. . Sewell,

That a Committec he appointed to consider the expediency of
dividing the duties of the Travelling Missionary in the Eastern
Townships among the Clergy residing near the destitute Settle-
ments which he was in the habit of visiting—to correspond with
the Bishop on the subject, and to recommend to the Board (f they

should see fit) some rate of payment to the Clergy, in remunera.
tion for their extra labors,
Motion lost.

A letier was read by the Lord Bishop from the Archbishop of

Canterbury, informing him of the approach of the 3rd Jubilee of the
Society for the Propagation of the Gospel, when it wasmoved by

Journal of the Rev. R. L. Stephenson, Travelling Missionary,
up to 19th January last, at which date his connection with
the Incorporated Church Society ceased. Buckingham has
since been constituted a settles Missionary station of the
S. P. G.,and Mr. Stephcnson has been appoinicd to the
charge. .

From Nov. 23th 1ill the 15th of December, I was prevented by
the state of the ice on the River Aux Li¢vres from visiting mny
out-stations,.—NMinistered for a Sunday or two to small congrega-
tions at Buckingham in consequence, DMy visits, meanwhile,
were confined to the few families in my own locality, and to the
Protestant day-school. Dec, 15th, ‘The ice having taken half.
a-mile above the village, the Chape! was crowded. Catechised
the children, and afterwards conducted Divine Service. Service
in the Township of Luchabar same afiernoon. 16Gth and 17th,
Visited the church-going families in the village, and distributed
some tracts suitable to the season. 19th. Examined the children
of a school (distant from the village 3 miles) and certfied to the
teacher’s efliciency.  Visited also the families in that loculity and
urged upon them the duty of attending public worship, and of
sending their children to the Sunduy-school. 21st. Visited some
families in that part of the township adjoining Templeton, and
distributed somne tracts. 22nd, Conducted Divine Service at
Buckingham, having first catechised the children. Congregation
large, many having to stand, After service distributed {gratui.
tously) some Bibles, Testaments, Prayer-books, Church Cate-
chisms and Tracts amongst the Sunday-school children and poorer
members of the congregation. This I have been able to do
through the kindness of the Rev. W. J. D. Waddilove, who sent
me a box of books from England, for gratuitou: distribution, In
the evening held service at Lochabar.

Tuesday, 24th, Decorated our little Chapel with green bougls.
Chirigtmas.day. Ministered to ¢ large congregation. 2 baptiams
after 2ud lesson.  An appropriate anthem was sung. Too much
praise cannot be given to Mr. Steacey, for his unceasing exertions
to render this very important part of Divine Service as effective
and devotional as pessible.  26th.  Left for * the Gore of Cha-
tham,” in compliance with the Bishop’s request, to prepare the
people for the resident Missionary whom lie was about to place
there. As I travelled through La Petite Nation and Lochabar,
visited a few Church families, and made appointments for holding
service on my return,  29th, Reached the Gore, and next day,
attended by the Clerk of the Church and one of the settlers, who
kindly lent me his horse, (mine being tired out) visited several of
the schouls through the seitlement, and a sick man,  Gave notice
that I would hold service on the next day. Jan. 1st. being the
Festival of the Circumcision, officiated in the Gore Church.
Congecgation about 200 ; I baptism alter 2nd lesson. Same al-
ternoon baptised at La Chute a sickly child privately. Jan, 4th,
Visited a few families in ** the Augmentation” of Grenville and
gave notice of a service 1o be held on the following day (Sunday,)
Jan. 5th. On Sunday evening, the Rev. J. T. Lewis, of I1awkes-
bury, read the lessons and precched, 1 read prayers. We offi-
ciated in a private house. Congregation numbered 63. On
Monday visited two families in this settlement, and, accompanied
by Mr. Lewis, proceeded towards Petite Nation.  Held service in
a school-house. Mr. Lewis preached, Thefollowing day croaszd
the Ottawa to George's Lake. Here thereis a large settlement of
Ivish, most of whom originally belonged to the Church. The
setlement is ip the Diocese of Toronto. In company with Mr,

e T o —— -

Lewis, visited four families,  As this reitlement is necar Petite
Nation, | made an appointment for holding a service there.  Af-
terwvards returned to Buckingham,  9th. Visited a few families in
the village, and read and prayed with an aged invalid, mentioned
in a former report.  Sunday, 12th, Catechised the children.—I
have now four teachers to assist me in the Sunday.school—after-
wards conducted Divine Service, At the Offertory £1 5 3 was
collected in aid of the funds of the Sunday-school Library, Same
afternoon held service at Lochabar, and catechised a few chil-
dren.  13th, Held a meeting in the Chapel at Buckingham, to
make arrangements  for the Collection’of the subscriptionsto the
New Church.

‘Ihe Baptists had a meeting hard by
at the same time : they had protracted meetings for the Jast fort-
night. Three preachers were in attendance. ~ Some of the peo-
ple, who were attached to no particular denomination, have joined
them, and been received into their society, having been first im-
mersed in the Ottawa, two holes having been cutin the ice for
that purpose—one for the males, another for the females. The
Church people still cling to the religion of their fathers ; although
the Baptist excitement was kept up for the whole winter.  After
service, instructed a few children in the Church Catechism. At
half-past 8 o’clock, p. m., (the night being moonlight,) set out
for ¢ the Augmentation” of Grenville, which I reached at mid-
night. 19th, Sunday. Held service at Mr. Crawford's; 59 per-
sons present ; one baptism. Inthe afternoon reached Hawkeshury,
intending on Monday to travel to Mentreal, to atiend the Annual
Meeting of the Church Society.

Since my ordination, on the 24th February, 1830, to the 19th
January, 1851, T find I have baptised 115 children ; married +
couples; performed 3 busials; distributed 70 Prayer Books, 39
Bibles, b4 Testaments; 21 Church Catechisms, and several
hundred Tracts.

upon the appointment of the present master,

The lowerclasses in the girls® school were examinedin th2 same
hranches as the corresponding classes in the male depattment,
and were certainly not behind them in progress, The tecond
dass was examined in reading the Holy Sciiptures, mental arith.
1etic, and writing by dictation, and the first also in the Holy
Scriptures, in Algebra and Fractions, Geography, and Lnglish
History, to which Grammar would have heen added but for the
lateness of the hour. These classes (especially the first) an.
swered the questions put to them in the different subjects of ex-
tination, with a readiness and correctness which were very
gratifying, and gave proof not only of the qualifications and talent
of the teacher butalso of the diligence of thescholars.  Specimens
Jf needlework and writing were exhibited.

The children presented generally a healthy and happy appear-
ance; and the cleanliness and order observable in the schools
(and more particularly in the female school) were very praise-
worthy.

The Lord Bishop, at the close of each day®s examination,
made a short address to the children in the vourse of which his
Lordship paid a suitable tribute to the merit of their teachers and
spoke encouragingly to the children themselves, pointing out, in
the boys® school in particular, the eminent advantage of that mea-
sure of scientific instruction which is afforded in that department,
and the happy account to which it is obviously capable of Lemng
turned in an age of general improvement and enterprize, and in
an advancing country like Canada, where so many opeuings pre-
sent themselves 1o intelligent, active and industrious individuals of
all classes in the community, to rise in the social scale and fill a
useful and respectable part in life; the multiplication of subjects
s0 prepared heing a manifest gain to the public at the same time
that their own private henefit ispromoted.  There are not wanting
examples of this among as now members of learned protes.
sions or otherwise enjoying a , ‘osperous condition in society, who
have received the greater part of their education at these schools.

The corner.stone of the University of Trini'v College was laid
by the Lord Bishop ofthe Diocese, on the 30th Aprit.

Shortly tcfore one o’clock, the Bishop, and a numerous body
of the clergy, amounting, as nearly as we could caleulate, to abont
one hundred, together with the Medical Faculty, the College
Gouncil, &c., met at the residence of the Hon. Henry Sherwood,
which is immediately opposite St, George’s Church, and had been
most kindly placed at the disposal of the Incumbent,to be used as
2 Vestry-room.

At on” o'clock the procession, marshalled by Major G. T.
Denison, proceeded to the Church in the following order :—

On its way from the Church to the grounds, numerous car.

On entering the grounds, the procession, headed by the Bishop,
moved to the appointed site, where a large platform had been
erecled, capable of accommodating many hundred persons. It
was crowded with Jadies, anxious to witness the interesting cerc-
mony from the commanding position which it gave them, As
the procession slowly approached the spot, the scene was solemn
and impressive in the extreme: and it was not until the whole
body were together, that any idea could be formed of the number
in attendance, which, at the time when his Lordship commenced
his address, amounted to several thousond persons.  So admirable
were all the artangements, that there was not a moment’s pause

The bottle containing the coins and documents intended to be
placed under the stone, was then handed to the Lord Bishop by
Dr. Burneide, and the Hon. Chief Justice Robinson read the in.
scription engraved on the brass plate, which being cemented into
ite place, Professor Hodder, M. C., read an English traustation of
the inscription, after which the Architect handed the trowel to
the Lord Bishop, and the stone having been adjusted, the Bihop

[pon which his Lordship, having struck the stone three times
with the mallet, said

erected by the name of Trinity College, to be a place of sound
learning aud religious education in accordance with the principles
and usage of the United Church of England and Ircland. Other
foundation can no man lay than that which is laid, even Jesus
Christ, Who is God over all, blessed for evermore; and in Whom
we have redemption through His blood, even the forgiveness of
sins.”  Amen,

After the laying the Corner Stone, Sir Allan Napier MacNab
addressed the Lord Bishop, and an oration in Latin from the pu-
pils of the St. Paul’s Church Grammar School, Toronto, was then
presented by one of the pupils who read it in a clear audible voice
to the Bishop, who also replied in Latin.

The Ven, Archdeacon Bethune said the Bidding prayer, and
the services concluded by prayers from the Rev. IL. J. Grasett,
and the Benediction from® the Lord Bishop, after which God save
the Queen was sung by the assembled thousands. Three cheers
were then given for the Queen, with one cheer more; three cheers
for the Lord Bishop 3 three cheers for the Chief Justice ;three
cheers for Sir Allan MacNab ; and finally, three loud and lusty
cheers, with one cheer more, for the success of Trnity College,
after which the vast crowd dispersed.— 2oronto Church.

VISITATION OF THE LORD BISHOP OF TOROXTO.
Tuunspay, May 1, 1851, Festival of St. Philip y St. James.

This being the day appointed by the Lord Bishop of Toronto,
in hig Pastoral Letter, dated 2nd of April, 1851, for the hold-
ing of the Triennial Visitation, there was Divine Service at
the Church of the Holy ‘I'rinity, Toronto, at 11 o’clock, A. .

Prayers were said by the Rev. E. Denroche, A. M., Incum-
bent of St. Peter's Church, Brockville ; the Lessons were read
by the Rev. Saltern Givins, Incumbent of St. Jude’s Church,
Qakville, and Rural Dean of the Midland Deanery; the ante-
Communion Service was read Ly-the Venerable the Archdea-
con of York, the Rev, Saltern Givins reading the Epistle; the
Sermon was preached by the Rev. W. M. Herchmer, M. A,
Chaplain to the Lord Bishop, from the 2nd chapter of Malachi,
7th verse ; Holy Communion was administered by the Lord
Bishop, the Venerable the Archdeacon of Kingston, the Venera-
blethe Archdeacon of York,and the Rev. H. J. Grasett, Domes-
tic Chaplain to the Lord Bishop.

Divine Service being ended, the Lord Bishop stated that he
would deliver his Charge at 3 o’clock.

Three o’clock.

The clergy and the lay representatives from their several
missions or congregations whom they had invited, at the request
of the Lord Bishop, to accompany them to this Visitation,
having taken their places in the Church, :

The names of the clergy were called over by the Rev. H.
J. Grasett, Chaplain to the Lord Bishop; when 122 clergy-
men answered to theirnames,

The Lord Bishop, having desired the clergy and luy repre-
sentatives to be seated, delivered his charge.

The charge being ended, the lay representatives from the
several parishes or missions were desired to come forward, anl
hand in their credentials to the Lord Bishop's chaplain, which
having been done, the clergy were desired to occupy the right
side of the church, and the laity the lefi. Theassembly then pro.
ceeded to the election of Secretaries. The Rev. J. G. Geddes,
B. A.. Rector of Ilamilton, was chosen Clerical Sscretary, and
Dr. Bovell of Toronto, Lay Secretary.

His Lordship, after a few brief and appropriate observations,
then submitted two questions to the consideration of the meet-
ing.

glst.—Sha]l we, the Church of the Diocese of Toronto, take
any steps to protect the properly and endowments of the
Churchi ?

2nd.—Shall we, the Church of the Diocese of Toronto, apply
for, permission from the Crown to hold Diocesan Synods or
Convocations ?

Both questions were answered unanimously in the affirma-
tive, ard a committee was appointed to prepare resolutions in
accordance with the views that had been aflirmed.

His Lordship then pronounced the benediction, and the
meeting adjourned until 10 o’clock on Iriday morning,

Fripav, May 2, 1851.

Praycrs were said by the Rev. S. S. Strong, of Bytown,
the Rev, John Wilson, of Grafton, reading the Lessons.

The Lord Bishop took the chair.

The names of the lay representatives were called over by
Thomas Champion, Esq., acting as Lay Secretary to the Lord
Bishop, from the ceriificates presented the previous day.

78, for the mainten-
ance of religion and religious knowledge in the Province ; as
being opposed to the constitution of the Church of God in
every age-—at variance with principles acted upon by all
Christian nations—subversive of the recognized rights of Brit-
ish subjects—-and in violation of the fidelity and integrity of
parliamentary enactments and the decisions of law.” Carried
unanimously. ’

2. * That no class or condition of persons in this Province
can be endangered in estate or conscience by the maintenance
of this religious property to its original purpose.” Carried
unanimously.

The decease of another old Missionary was
announced, the Rev. J. Chapman, late of Harbour Grace,
Newfoundland. 'The annual sum of £440 from the interest of
the North American Bishops’ Fund, was appropriated to the
Bishop of Nova ScoTia during his incumbency. A careful
and elaborate petition to Parliament, in defence of the Clergy
Reserves, wasread and adopted.—Colonial Claerch Chronicle.

MADRAS AND SOUTH INDIA MISSION.

to Priests® Orders, and five native catechists to the order of Dea-
cons, In the early morning service, the Rev. John Devasagayam
delivered an earnest and affectionate exhortation to the native
candidates, and the Rev, G, Petitt preached the ozdination sermen,
