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Professor Sumichrast’s letter in the Chronicle on our hotcls,
ete., hus called forth a long veply in the North Sydney flerald, in
which the Professor is pretty severely handled.  The point at jssue
is the accommodation afforded by the Grand Narrows Hotel, of
which Mr. Sumichrast suys: “It is an uninteresting place, and
cannot expect to atrnct summer visitors who want gsomething more
than an iron bridue to ivok at and a locomotive whistle to listen to.’
In reply, Cupe Bretonian points out that visitors from the States
express the greatest satisfaction with the situntion of and accommo-
dation afforded by the Hotel, while the fishing, bathing, boating,
and driving are excellent.  Now, it scems ‘0 us that this contro-
versy touches a very important subject in journalism.  Of course,
we expect a writer on Hotels to point out the relgtive merits and
demerits of the principal houses, but he should be excessively care-
ful about making statements that arc likely to do direct injury to
any particalar ones. It is difficult to define how much ¢hould be
siid and how much unsnid, but we certainly do not think that a
mgnal passer-by—however keen his powers of observation—has
any right to pass such a severe judgment as Mr. Sumichrast doces
of the Grand Narrows Hotel.

We iust confess that our own first impression of the place
was pretty much the same as Mr. Sumichrast’s final ane; but on
passing it a second time we could not help thinking what a grand
resting place it must be for the tired city many, to whom its
isolated position would be a areat attraction.

The Sydney papers record the arrival of the newly-married
couple, Mr. and Mrs. Helsby.

Why docsn’t someone start a ¢ merry-go-round * at some of our
numerous outdoor entertainments? It is rather suggestive of
*Amstead 'ISath, but, like the immortal Punch and Judy Show. is
a neveér-fail ‘ng source of revenue. At the Jamaica exhibition, for
instance, while the whole amount received by the Commissioners
from amuseients was £744, the share that came .from the Merry-
go-round was £103. This represents about 15 per cent. of the
whole takings.

With all our Historical Antiquarion, and Natural Hiztory
Socicties, no-one up to the present appears to have noticed the
extreme scarcity of the Joneses in Halifax. This remarkable state
of things had been overlooked even by our own philusopher until
the other day, when one man casually asked him in the railway
car whether he knew Mr, Jones of Halifax. *¢ Good Heavens,
man,” replied the collector of subscriptions, *what an insane ques-
tion to ask! Why! there must be at least & hundred Joneses in
Halifax! And yet, wait 2 moment ; now [ come to think of it, 1
do know Mr. Jones of Halifax.  Of course I do; everyone knows
him!”  And the train had gone nearly a mile before the Philoso-
pher finisked his meditations, and came to the conclusion that there
must be something wreng in the geographical distribution of the
Joneses. '

So he handed the matter over to the Grub, whose time is
generally occupied in distinguishing between those who haven't
paid but think they have, and those who have paid but think they
haven’t. Now, the Grub has very keen perceptions, though his
skin is rather thick; but anyhow, he has a natural aptitude for
statistice, so he just dug the thing out.

The Robinsons are out of it, scoring only 48, but such
names as \White, Wilson, Harris, Gray, Connors, Doyle, Camp-
bell, Anderson, MacKay, Kennedy, Kelly, Mitchell and Young
wmake the Joneses look small. Even the MacGraths, Martins,
TTubleys, Clarks, Saunderses, Murrays, MacLeods, Butlers and
Burnses lead on the list, with slight variations of spelling. “Talking
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about apelling. it is n deplorable fact that the aristocratic varicties
DeJones and Smyth are non-existent, while the sub-genus Clerke
has but one distinguished representative.

All these statistics, rnd more besides, were handed in by the
Grub, with the suggestion that the Provincial government should
be petitioned to import a ship-load of Joneses and a dozen or vo
of Robinsous to restore the balance of nnmes in our fair city.

Respecting the following strange story 1 wish to ubserve, belore
commencing, that [ can in no way be auswerable for its truth. 1
give it in the very words in which it was commnnicated to me, und
without reservation or addition.

1 was for many years one of the crew in charge of a very small
lightship which marked the position of a dangerous sand-bank, a
lew miles from the Kast Coast. The crew comprised four men
altogether, but only a couple were required on board at the same
time—the rule being that two momhs on duty should be followed
by two months off, so that our work was not as monotonous as might
have been expected.

It wasa very lonely time on board the ship, however: for,
although we were only a few miles from the coast, we were not
allowed to go ashore; and except the lad who rowed out twice a
week to bring us oil, wick and provisions, we saw no one with whom
to exchange conversation from week’s end to week’s end.

One afternoon, in late autumn, as my companion, Hughes, and
myself, were engaged in hoisting the lanterus for the night, we
heard the sound of a man’s voice hailing us, and saw that a sulitary
oiwsman was approaching from the shore,  We threw him a rope
in response to his request, and in another moment a tall, dark,
powerful-looking man had clumbered up the side, and stoud before
us.

¢« Look here, messmates,” he said. in a1 voice that had, [ thought
a foreign accent, ** I've got into trouble om shore there, and 1 want
you to put me up till the buc-and-cry’s over.  Fact is, [ shot the
man who had come between my wife and myself, and 1 know, by
the look of you both, that you'd have done the same in my place
Unfortunately, however, he happened to be a nobleman, and it will
be more than my neck’s worth if 'm taken. Will you put me up
a bit, comrades? I've plenty of money, and will .pay you hand-
somely for your trouble besides which you’ll be doing the triendly
thing to a poor fellow who's ¢« down on his luek”

There was an air of anthority in the way he spoke which, in
spite of his appealing words, made me feel that he would be o
dangerous wan to thwart ; and although 1 had an uneasy presentiment
that his coming forboded trouble, I had not the courage to oppose
him.  Dnoticed also a sinister lonk in the cyes. and cestain lines
about t.hc mouth and chin, which wold me he would pause at nothing
tu attain his purpose.  The recollection of a time when 1 was my-
self in somewhat of a similar plight cane to my mind, however, and
I turned to Haghes, saying that, it he were willing to allow the
gentleman to remain, I had no ohjection—to which he nodded n
surly assent.

« Rissler—Max Rissler,” he replied, showing a row of white,
tiggeeish-looking teeth, and with a strange smile, which made me
shudder; *¢ but why do you ask?”

“ Because I have read your case in the papers,” [ auswered,
« and must say that 1 entirely sympathize with you.”

*‘Lhank you, thank you,” he said, with another glitter of white
teeth.  “Then you will understand how necessary it is that my
whereabouts should not be traced. I took the liberty of borrowing
that boat trom the beach, but, unfortunately, had no time to obtain
the owner's permission.  Perhaps you would oblige me by taking
it back again, as it might lead to inquiries when missed.

1f I were asked of what he
most alten reminded me, I should say, withaut hesitation, *¢ a ser-
pent,” for there was that in his fuce, at ceriain moments, which
vividly reeatied the look I had once noticed in the eyes of a dying
viper. At othertimes { saw atiserish, treacherous expression glide
across his countcunance, but it was only when he thvaght he was wn-
observed. I must confess that 1 was intensely curious to discover
the mystery that hung over him, although iy fear was so very
great that I dared not take any step to graufy that curiosity.

At last Hughes, who was an ignorant, credulous man in cvery
way, was seized with a strange superstitivus dread about our visitor,
and said that, unless something were done to set his mind at rest,
he could not stay on the ship any longer.

It was my night to remain on watch, so I wrapped myeelt in my
great coat, and tovk up my position at my faveurite place in the
after-part of the vessel, I crept down once during the night to
Hughes' cabin, but he wus sleeping calmly ; and I returned on deck
again. It was a very rough night, but nothing of any note ocenrred
although 1 fancied once that I heard Rissler’s door open 5 butas z.\ll
was quict dircctly after, I concluded that 1 must have been wis-
taken. In the morning 1 went to call Hughes rather carlier than
usual, as 1 felt strangely nervous. "The cabin door was shut. just
as I had left it, but Hughes was gone, nor could I find any trace (.)f
what had become of him. T this day I have never learned his
fate, although 1 feel sure now, as I felt sure then, that he had in
some way been murdered m his sleep by Rissler, and the budy con-

cealed in his own cabin until he saw an opportunity of disposing of

it.  That Rissler had discovered that his papers had been tampered

When the time comes for my departure, 1 shall
drug, or otherwisc settle the two men on bouard; get the boat
lowered, with the oars in readiness, knock but the square in my
cabin, jump into the boat, and make for Dry Beach Corner, where
you will be waiting for me.. ¢ Dend men tell no tales,’ you know ;
and by this plan I shall dispose of the two fools in charge of the
ship. as [ have ascertained that neither of them can swim. It
would not be desirable to have any inquiries about the mysterious
stranger they had on board, and, by the above plan. everything will
be pleasantly arranied for everybody.”

No sooncr had I read this precious document, than my mind was
made up.  The boy whose duty it was to bring us our provisions,
cte., would be coming next morning, and 1 determined to slip into
hie hand a nute to the superintendent of the nearest police-station,
telling him whom 1 had on board, and asking that a guard might
be despatched immediately to effect his capture.  And 1 then care-
fully replaced the papers just as [ had found them, locked the box
and the cabin, and went above again-

I was only justin time, for I had not been on deck five minutes
before I heard the splash of oars, and saw that Rissler was return-
ing. He appeared to have no suspicion that his papers had been
tampered with, and, in fact scemned inclined to be friendly ; but 1
took good care, all the same, to carry my revolver with me where-
ever I went, and to have it where 1 could lay my hand onitata
moment’s notice.

In the usual way it would have been Hughes® turn on watch
that night, but as [ was the only one left in charge of the ship, 1
had, of course, to do double duty till [ could obtain assistance, How-
ever, watch or no watch, I' determined not to close my eyes again
while I had that man on board; and so I wrapped myself up in my
great coat, and tovk my usual place in the after-part of the vessel.

In
an instant I had leapt swiftly across the deck, swung nyself over
into the Loat, and had rowed same twenty yards out from the ship’s
gide. It was just as I had suspected. I heard the dull, heavy blow
of the hammer thrice repeated, the crash of breaking wood, and then
Rissler sprang on deck, and rushed to the side where he had left
the boat waiting for him.

Dr. Charles Steele, in the Loudon Lancet, suggests o simple, pain-
less and reliable plan which any member of a family can adopt with a
probability of sueeess, before efforts at removal have driven the needle
farther into the tssues,  "The plan is to apply at once over the point of
entrance of the needle ane av two thick {elt corn plasters, the central
opening of the plaster heing over the point of the ueedle.

In a few days the needle woiks ont through the
opening, and ean be extracted without danger.  If the needle is broken
offin the wrist or hand, ivstead of the foot. a swmaller plaster can be
applied and pressure obtained by an clastic wristlet or a light steel ciren-
ar spring.  This method has the merit of simplicity, and is one that can
be applied_ at home when swgical aid eannot be oltained.  Dr. Stecle
has always found it suceessful so fav.—New York Mail and Express.

Tho two must
stand or full together.  We accept Christ’s own verdict concerning
¢ Moses and aull prophets’ in preference to any of the supposed dis-
coveries of so-called higher criticism We hold and maintain the truths
senerally known as ¢the doctrines of grace’ The Electing Love of
God the Father, the Propitintory and Substitutionary Sacrifice of His
Son Jesus Christ, Regeneration by the Holy Ghost, the Imputation of
Christ’s Rightcousness, the Justilication of the sinner (onco for all) by
faith, his walk in newaess of life and growth in grace by the active in-
dwelling of the Holy Ghost, aud the Priestly Intercession of our Lord
Jesus, us ulso the hopeless perdition of all who reject the Saviour, ac-
cording to the words of the Lord in Matt. xxv. 46, ¢ These shall go away
into cternal punishment,’ are, in our judgment, revealed the fundamental
truths. Our hope is tha Personal Pre-milleninl Return of the Lord
Jesus in glory.”

The object of this declaration is evident, and it will do far more
oot to the cause of the Christian Church than any amouut of pulpit
oratory. The puints touched on are just those on which the medi-
acrity are most shaky ; and this bold statcment will do much to
strengthen their faith.

It will .do more than this; it will go far tv protect the shaky
wembers against the attacks of pronounced sceptics.  For years it
had been a point of great vantage to the sceptics that they conld
sy, especially with reference to eternal punishment :—* Your clergy
do not believe these things themselves; they sty so from the pulpit,
as in duty bound ; but very few will 1cll you so in private, man to
man.”

And though this may sometimes be said with perfect truth, it
will not count for much against such a confession of fuith as the
abuve, written uver the signatures of men of the highest education
and ability.

Every Churchman will recognize at once that this is the main
point at issue in the Churh of to-day, and indeed in cach sect of it.

It is becoming more and more urgent that the Church should
adopt one of two courses; cither to stand firm on the old articles of
faith, and force those who cannot heartily subscribe to thewn to
secede altogether; or clse to revise its creed and broaden ity limits
so far as to include all those whom it decms worthy of the name of
Christians.

But unless it can clearly show that it believes all that it pro-
fesses, it cun never be safe against the attacks of modern scepticism.

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Erzerrie Liurix ix Loxvox, —Ten years and two months
have clapsed since, on April 1, 1881, the streets from London
Bridge to Blackfriars, St. Paul's-churchyard, Cheapside, including
both open spaces and narrow thuroughfares, were lit by what were
then called the « Siemens system ™ and Yhe *¢ Brash system,”  High
lattice pusts supported clear glass globes at such a heivht above the
pavement that it was fondly hoped that the atmosphere, about the
transpareney of which we so ofien complain, would tone down the
shadows and subdue the glare.  Unfortunately, the very contrary
was found, and when, after many troubles. the premature attempt
was abandoned, little or no effort was made by the contractors to
renew the work, fur it was not remuncerative, and the publie, so far
from finding that they conld not Jdo without it, have almost forgot-
ten that they ever enjuyed it, and it is only remembered as a rather
unpleasant combination of flickering glare and exaguerated shadows
The inscrutable workings of fate. operating in conjunction. with the
hardly less intelligible dvings of the Commissioners of Sewers, huve
su ordered matters that the revival of sticet lighting by clectricity
should fall at the summer solstice, and it follows that he who would
criticise the reselt must make aspecial expedition to Queen-Vietoria
strect, unless he be among thuse few stragglers who are detained
there after nightfall.  Such a special journey will be undertaken by
but few enthuiasts, or by duty.  ‘The result appears not only to be
satisfactory, but to have an air of permanence about it which says
that it has come to stay.  No part of London is so well paved, kept
in such first-rate repair, so carcfully cleaned in the small hours of
the night, and gencrally looked after, as the city. The vestsies,
with their petty squabbles. and constunt endeavors to make the rates
o as far as possible, and to throw their burdens on to other shoul-
ders, look after the streets with varying suceess  Noune of them have
attempted to light their thoroughfares by electric light as yet, and we
doubt whether the ratepayers would sanction the expense.  In the
meantime, we shall have an excellent opportunity of judging the
comlort and uscfuiness of arc lighting, as shown in the city, and the
details as to the height of the posts and the current required ; and
there can be bat little doubt that while nincteen Londoners out of
twenty are at present quite satisfied with the lighting of the strects
by gas, they will gradually be convineed that an illumination ten
times greater than that which they now have is absolutely indes-
pensable to their convenience and safety — Electiician,
