HINDRANMCES TO EVANGELISTIC
WORK.

BY REV. DONALD FRASLP, D.D.

In an address on. Hindrances to Success in
Evangelistic Work, Dr, Frascr dwells on various
ractical points, and concludes with the follow.
ng remarks, which strikc us as of very general
application :—

The Church is tranting in ordour for the ron.
version of the ungodly,

Not merely is there scepticism about -the
utility of special services, there is far too little
serious thought about the success of the Gospel
in any way, stated or spccial '

Even the ministers of the Word are apt to fall
into a dull acquiescence in things as they are,
content.with'a wellfilled church. The uificers
of congregations are intent on pew-letting ‘and

-the gathering:of the church revenue. \When
these show ‘respectable figures, * We are doing
well,” they cry, as if their church were a: house
of business, always on the look:out for-good
paying customers. Not only. 30, but the people
too often s2em to have got all that' they want,

like, and hear sermions and servires (¢speciatly
music) such as yicld them a fair weekly ailowance
of cnjoyiment and consoiation, They have no
cnthusiasm for tha grand object for vhich
Cluist came=*"That the world throvgh Him
might be saved.”  Th. - have among them pers
rons ealled far exeeller ce “ Christian' workers,”
bui the gencral mass of Christians, whether in
our own or in other churches, have no faith or
courage to go forth in the community in the
name of Chuist and tryto make more Christians,

Mr. Haslam, in his autobiographical volumes
afien refers to this apathy, and says, I never
could understand Christians whe 'do not care
about the salvation of souls” It certainly is a
strange thing that sheep found by the Good
Shepherd should think only of green pastures
for themsclves and have no pity on thesheep
that are still astray in the wildernuss, or that
men who have been tescued and heaied should
feel nothing for those who are still by the way-
side, wounded and half dead,

We do not know liow this hindrance of mere
selfregard is to be surmounted, unless God be
nlcascd to show us the throbbing of His own

cart over sinful men, and in hartony there.
with to send a mighty pnlsation of Jove and
sympathy through the heart of the Church which
will actuate all her frame and quicken all her
chergics.

Richand Raxter, writing of his success in the
Gospel a1 Kidderminster, mentions with grat-
itude “ the co operation and zeal of his people.”
“They thirsted for the salvation of their neigh
bours, and were, in private, my sssistants, and
being dispersed through thic town, were ready,
in almost all companics, to repress seducing
words aid to justify godliness, 10 convince, 1e.
rove, and cxhort men according to thut needs )
as also to teach thens how to pray.”

Ouwt of nothing,
nothing comes ; and from nothing, nothing can
be'taken away, I know teachers who make it
a practice, every Sunday afternoon or evening,
to look over the lesson for the next Lord's Day.

3. Don'treade out where you can't swim. Some
things cannot be explained. There are mysteiies
in our holy rcligion which no man can fathom,
If it were not so, then were our blessed religion
of but little worth, Some matters are for the
reason, and may be-explained and understood
and explored with the torch of intelligent in.
quiry ; but some things are too great, high,
wide, and deep for the human reason to measure.
They were not meant to be meacurcd, but to e
silentlr and zeverently contemplated and ador-
ed. The existence of God, the natuie of the
Holy Trinity, the incarnation,~it is only the
ignorant who will presumptuously attempt to
explain or prove truths like these,  Keep within
yourdepth.  Go not forth into the decp waters,
where you can neither wade nor swim,

All
one’s time must not be spent in proving things,
A little attention should be given to painting,
a3 well as to proving, We are all fond of
pictures.

The chronic impecunionyy of
that cheerful phitosopher had ite gleams of resson
end in one of them he evolved that caleulation’o
twenty pounds income, with outgo of mineteen
unds, hineteen shillings and sixpence; result,
appiness, and the obrious reverse, with the
expenditure beyond the twenty pounds, musery,
‘The cause assigned in the thoughtful article by
the president of a bank, for mne-tenths of the
deflalcations which in every case plunge multitudes
into wretchedness, as well as bring disgrace upon
the miscrable criminals themselves, is extravagant
living, Bxiravagance is relative, and i 1nay be
safely predicted that always when a man hives for
any l’englh of time beyond his legitimate income,
whatever it is, or however small his excess, he is
extravagant.

Qae of the fiest steps to
be taken by any one who has monetary anxiety,
in order that he may plead the Scripture promises,
and claim the Lord’s help, Is to do all he can to
help himself, by taking in sail, and :elie\rlng‘ him-
self of every really necdless incumbrance, When
one has done all ho can to help himself, then he
may not only plead, but claim the assistance of
God ; then he may recsll with comfort and glad-
ness the vinon that cheered the prophet’s servant
when the mountain was revealed with fts crowding

chariots and harses of fice, for to-day, as in that

It hascallea public attention to the
intolerable fengths 1o which the madern aystem of

" press espionage has been ciried.  The watch kept
upon Premdent Cleveland was no sudden desvelop-
ment of newspaper enterprise, It was rather the
supreme demonstration of the resources of a sy stem
which has been growing steadily for several years,
and which found in this cvent an opportunity to bt
ftsell into cational prominence. There had been
many instances of Intrusion upon pnvate rights no
less lageant than this, but they did not command
sc wide an audience. Anybody wlo has read
newsrapcu regulnrlz duning the past few years can
recall dozens of such cases.

The teeatment of the President and his bride
was the culmination of this kind of journalism.
Let us take a comprehensive view of it from s
beginning to its end. 11 was about three months
aro, 1 think, that the rumour first started that the
President was contemplating marnage.  Allefforts
10 get & confirmation or denial from him or his
mtimates were complete fuilures.  Then work was
begun upon his family selations and upon those of
his suspected fuwcee - Thecountry was scoured for
them, and every effort was make to induce them
10 talk. After several weeks of this kind of work,
sufficient evidence was secured 10 show conclu-
sively who the fady was. It wae discovered that
she was at thistime in Paris. The cable was at
once employed to put spies upon her track, and
discover everything ihat was possible about her
and her plans and daily occupations.  Greatefforts
were made to procure an authentic photograph of
her, but when these failed, & plentiful crop of bogus
ones was produced and published as authentc.
LEvery bit of gagsip, however trivial or impertinent,
which could be found or invented about the lady
and her family, or about her relations with the
I'zesident, wan eagerly publuhed. Finally, the
news was procured that she was about to sl for
America, Then, what some of the admirers of
this kind of journalism call the " detective instinct
of the press,” was roused to unprecedented activity.
From the moment she set foot in New York, the
eye of the American press was upon her, One
newspaper distanced all others at the outset by
interviewing the steward or some other employee
of the steamer in which she had made the passaye,
and obtaining a minute account of everything l.iu:
had done or s4id in public upon every day of her
voyage, Not a smile or even a nod of the head
was missed. This narrauve occupied the entie
frst paga of & great journal, \Vatch was subse.

uently kept upon her hotel Irom early morning
all Jate at night, or until the lights 1n her room

, were put out, for teporters stationed upon the
side-walk watched for the latter cccurrence each

We have before us liete, not only the theoreticals
Romanism of Catholie theslogians but the prag
tical Romanism of one hundred thoutand people 1
this city alone. Pity it is that Rev. = Stone,
did not speud a year or two i1n French mission
work, he would never then have abjured the faith
of the Gospel.

‘The same cheeting tdings reach us from the
Mauntime Provinces, from the North-West, and
from many places in Ontarjo.

of the regular pastors,

Without entenng npon the question whether
it is wise for the Church to sclect and employ a
body of cvangelists other than the regutar pas.
tors, 1t would almost appear that the question s
sctthing uself by the presence now in the Church
of valunteers—men of gifts specially qualifying
them to afford valuable assistance 10 the pastors
in winning souls. But while we agree that often
the labours of those who have devoted them-
selves specially 1o evangelisue work ate signally
owned of God, it is not 1o be forgotten that
wuch more frequently in very many congrega-
tions a great work of grace has gone on under
the preaching of the pastor, with the assistance
of the nughbouring wunisters.  We have no
hesitatton in saying that this latter method most
commends itscll to us, and that we s2¢ no rea-
son why other plan, shon'd.be constantly fol-
lowed where the retatiotiship between pastor and
people is what it ought to be, ‘The trouble wuh
many mintsters would appear to be that they are
afrard to hold such meetings, and are entirely at
a loss as to how to conduct them  They have
not sufficient confidence in themselves, and oficn
on that account are disposed to wat for the
arrival of the evangelist.  Perhaps we may be
permitted to point out here sume things which
appeat 1o us essential to success in cantying on
evangelistic meetings,

1. There must be preparation.  Let the date
be fixed so as to allow the session ample time to
make it known in their visiting, that ail the
carnest Christian people may be praying about
1ty and stitring up the indifferent to a senso of
the importance of the work 1o be undertaken.
Let a choir of carnest Chustian people be
sccured, and let such hymns as are suitable be
practiscd.  Let the preliminary preaching be
such as will prepare the hearts of the people,
‘The minister of Gambuslang, it will be remem-
bered, had been preaching a course of sermons
on Zech, xiit. 1, before the great revival through
the preaching of Whiteficld. °‘Fhe people had
been decply impressed by these sermons, and
were therefore ready for the reaper when he
appeared among them, _

2. There must be an agreement to give up
everything that may interfere with the meetings,
and the Chtistian people must be ready to bestir
themselves.  Jf they attend as mere spectators,
ot think they have no need to attend the
mectings, there will be but poor results, but if
they take a praycrful and active interest in the
work it cannot fail of success.

3. Tite nicetings must be bright and attrac
tive, and on no account prolonged till people
arg exhausted.  The attractionthat is all power.
ful is the hearty singing of Gospel hymne 1t
is not necessary to have a large variety, but it is
of much importance 10 have the same hymns
sung till everybody knows them, and every-
body joins in the singing, _

4. The addresses must be simple, pointed,
and as to style, unconventional. I a minister
gwes a series of old scrmons ot addresscs un.
suited to the occasion, the péople will not come
out, and a great opportunity for doing good will
be lost.  We once attended a series of mectings
at which there were different speakers cach
evening.  One who came catly in the week read
an elaborate discourse on Eternal Punishment,
and cficcrually frightened the people, so that
thosc who succeeded him had to speak to empty
benches. Let free use be made of anecdote and
illustration, but let everything be subordinated to
the great purpote of impressing the word of

=

) God upon the mind and heart of the hearers.

¢. Hold an afier-mecting.  Here doubtless is
where many ministers Jack courage.  They
cither do not invite people to remain at all, or
they give the invitation in such a way that no
one accepts 12 even though there may be many
anxious souls present. “While some evangelists
have mcthods of testing the feeling of the
mecting which may not commend themselves to
the judgbn:ent. some tests are vzluable, and such
as may be used at the discretion of the pastor

6. Greal care must be taken in the selection
of those who arc allowed to deal with anxious
enquirers.  Who should be so glad to help
anxious souls as the minister, and who should be
sa skilful in wisely dealing with them? This
we may Le sure of, no pastor will be sutcessful
in his work who it not wise to win souls by per-
sonal dealing with them. But in evangelistic as
in all other work the method best suitad to the
worker will be discovered only by doing work.
If there is no disposition to labour in the vine-

yard the best manual of instruction is uteless.

A WORLDLY SUNDAY SCHOOL.

R. VINCENT, who is an cxceltent authority
on all Sunday school wotk, has a very
vigorous and tincly anicle In the New Yo
Indepenitent, emphasising the urgent ncccssit}'
there Is of more “spiriteal and divine work ™
in them-=* Spiritual and not merely natural,
divine and not ferely human” He thinks if
itis not truly and intensely religious, we can
dispense with It altogether. And wo heantily
agtee with him.  ‘This fs the way he wams
against worldliness in the Sunday school ;—

“The spirit_of the age is worldly., In the
Church worldliness nowadays runs to ceclesias.
trcal zestheticism, to ritualism and to the Jove of
show, the tove of money and the love of rule,
It is casy for the worldly spirit to capture an
organization and carry it on in the interest of
personal ambition, social pleasure, public dis.
play, and of so-called *success” “Ihe local
church 13 someties {let us Lelieve, rarcly) thus
captured~nnnistee amd all.  ‘Fhe Sunday school
may with greater ease be scized and vsed. It
may become a *Sunday <cciable'; a ‘side
show *, a chance for a *live’ aru popular busi-
ness man to advertise himscll and gain (ricnds
and a hame n the interest of trade; an institug
tion alongsude of, but other than the Church,
and independent of it=-independent ofits pulpit,
independent of itg sesston or conference, and it
may suddenly develop rivalry, i€ not antagonism,
silent and cllective, if not eapressed,  ‘The Sun.
day school may be *run’ by so-called *modern
methods’; by s music, by te liluary ; by uts
splendud * organization and order’; by its ¢ exhy-
bitions,’ its annual * pienics,” ¢ Christinas trees,’
and othier festal services, It may be the * big
gest school’ in town, have the fbest singing,’
ac 'aamorethan, or *go ahead of ', s negh-
'3 half a dozen different ways. A Sunday
8 may be thoroughly organized, graded,
dit. 1ed, provided with schemes of exanna-
tion and of promotion adnurable cuough to
excite the envy of a sccular educator, and still
it may wicld only a natural power and tend only
to wotldlingss.”

All which is, alas! only too true.  Humanity
tuns maturally to fetish worship, and 1n many
places the Sunday school is the fetish.  Every-
thing must fall down before it and glory i its
“success.”  * Surcess " apparently sanctifics any
“method.” Dz Vincent appeals to all con-
cerned, to look more closely into this matter.

* Here, then, I would have cvery Sunday
school worker—npastor, editor, sccretary, agent,
superintendent, teacher—stop to think, and
seriously to weigh matters for a moment.  The
Sunday school s a church school - in its aims
and work and responsibility, It attempts as
teligious a work as that of preaching, and
requires the same divine inspiration.  The work
of the Sunday school is spirtual and divine
Let us put a pin here” d hd *

 letter that the school be less popular and
motc profitable.  Better help a smaller number
than hurt, with a sad and permanent huit, a
thoughtless, frivolous crowd. This, then, as I
think of the Church and the Sunday school, is
my plea: Give us nore spiritual and dwvine
wotk in the school, more reverence, more
serioHsness, more downright religious carnest.
ness.

We commend these wise words to the care-
{ul consideration of all our readcrs who are
identified in any way with Sunday schuol work
—wcll done, the best of all work, badly done,
the wonst.

For expert needle-
workers they cither provide a position or wotk.
Ladies leave their orders for needlework and
have it exccuted. A speciality is made of child.
ren's garments.  Last year there were 3,068 gar.
nients of this kind made, the reccipts for this
department amounting to $1000. There are
also classes in writing, book keeping, arithmetic,
phonography and .typewriting, while for those
with a genius for art, technical design and musie,
teachers of well-known reputation are provided,
There is also a library in the building containing
10,000 volumes,

Tue General Council of the Presbyterian
Alliance, at its mecting in Belfast, resolved to
aid the Bohemian Church,as it had previouly
assisted the Waldensian Church.

LIPS ALLXANDER ORR.

“* TRERE are few Jaymen more worthy of grateful
remiembrance by our church than Alex. Ore, of
‘Bobeaypeon, who died November 20th, 1886, He
was born in Scotland, January z2qth, :817. His
Iamily eettled on English River, Quebec, about
1840 Twenly mix years ago he came to Bobcay-
geun, then a reugh, whiskey-ruted, back-woods vil-
Iage, Heset up a store and temperance house.
Por some time he encountered violent opposition,
becanse of his decided views In regard to temper-
ance, Dut ho perscvered, overcame all obstacles
and succeeded 1n establishing one of the largest and
most floutishing temperance houses in the province,
As mote than one has remarked to the writer, Mr,
Ore introduced Jaw and order into Dobcaygeon.
Ciuefly through his eflorts the Presbyterian con.
grezation was orgamized about a year after he came
to Bobeaygeon, under the care of the late Rev,
Mr, Pattersoh, ol Dunsford. He became one of its
first elders, and for 25 years faithfully scrved the
church, a wise counsellor, and willing heiper.  His
death was caused by cancer of the stomach, He
was a patient suferer, and frequently expresred his
giatitude that his mind had been enniched in his
youth by stores of Bible knowledge, then his com-
tort and suppor:. He leaves a widow, a son, and
1wo daughters to mouru his loss. His career has
