EDITORIAL NOTES.

1t does seem to us that the Dominion Government, acting through
the Intercolonial Railway authorities, has made a great mistake in procuring
the slating of the North Street Station to be carried out by workmen from

Quebec. _Surely such work in Halifax should have been placed at the dis-
posal of Halifax workmen.

The following, taken from the St. John Sun, is an “elegant”
specimen of illiberal writing :—* The Acadian Recorder is kind enough to
remind us of what the New York Ierald said about St. John in the year
1862. It was this :—* New Brunswick is a province of 200,000 inhabitants,
who ‘are fed by the United States, and who would starve to death in six
weeks if the supplies of food from this country were cut off. The chief
city, St. John, is a group of huts, many of them inhabited by rogues who
have made a few pennies since the war broke out, by lending their
names to illicit traders who have run the blockade.” The statement was no
more true in 1862 than it would be to-day, but it was made in the spirit
which has always marked the New York Herald and too many other Ameri-
can papers when dealing with Canadisn affairs.”

. The arrest of Miss Tibbits is an outrage to which the Press cannot oo
insistently direct attention, involving as it does the extraordinary mothods of
French Canadian jurisprudence and Police, which scems to be characterized
by precisely those evil features which are most repugnant to English thought
and feeling. The most prominent is the French custom of using all means
of intimidation to extort confession, instead of the strikingly fair and
above-board English one of cautioning a prisoner against criminating
himself. This course assumes guilt until innocence is proven instead of
the reverse. To prevent an arrested person communicating with his or her
friends is a course which also requires the strongest justification, of which
there would soem to have been primé facie none in the case of Miss Tibbits.
Again, the issue of a sort of open warrant to arrest anyone pointed out is
most .objec.nonable, and it is peculiarly so in this case from the cvidently
unreliable impressions of the accuser, who, in the person of Miss Mulcahy,
gave every indication of reckless indentification. This person’s whole story,
indeed, is of so wild and improbable a nature, that the alleged circumstances
ought to have, on the face it, inculcated extreme caution We trust the
Press will continue to investigate the matter with persistent diligence.

We obsorve with regret a considerable amount of the usual party cavill
ing at any measure of the Dominion Government on the commercial mission
of the Ion. Mr. Abbott to Australia, and the air resounds with prematuro
conclusions that the amount of trade between the lands of the North Star
and the Southern Cross likely to result from ¢ a pleasure trip at the exponse
of the public” will not be worth the cost. This is but a narrow and petty
spirit in which to regard the matter, Without the spirit of investigation
and enterprise which prompts such missions, what can be expected or hoped
for Canadian extension ? It is of course possible that pessimistic croaking
may be justified, we have not the means of judging with certainty, but
we are more than half inclined to venture the prediction that the game will
be found worth the candle. At all events, we take it, no one will be found
to deny that, if any satisfactory results are to be achieved the investigation
of the means could be in no better hands than those of the gentlemen
selected for the enquiry.

The Chronicle, in an article on Nova Scotia as a summer resort, points
out that, although we have large numbers of American visitors, but little
interest is manifested in the Province by the people of the Upper Provinces,
who chiefly resort to the Thousand Islands, Cacouna and other watering
places. ¢ Visiting and intermingling,” it is justly remarked, ** are the surest
means of promoting union and common interest, and if these do not take
placo it nced not be a source of surprise if no real union takes place.”
From these premisses our contemporary is disposed to draw somewxhat
gloomy prognostications, but we would point out that not only did the
Toronto Press Association leave with the most favorable impressions, which,
from the avocation of those gentlemen, are sure to be disseminated broadcast
over Ontario, but that this source of information will be re-inforced by the
‘Toronto crickoters. The fact is, at least so it appears to us, that a long
reign of apathy towards the Maritime Provinces is now being happily broken
through, and that a new era is dawning, and the Carnival will doubtless
enlarge and extend this new departure. It may also be taken into cou-
sideration th t distance may be a factur in the situation. It is a somewhat
longer trip from Ontario to Halifax than to, say Cacuuna, or the other places
mentioned, but we have every expectatim that this consideration will lose
much of its weight swhen attention is fairly directed to the great attractions
of the Maritime Provinces.

We are so impressed with the wholesomeness of seeing ‘‘ oursel’s as
ithers see us ™ that we feel impelled to reproduce the following gem from
our good frien.d the St. John Kyeniny Gazefte, and we must certainly pay it
the tribute of saying that it is clever and amusing. Whether or no the
break down of the St. John car was due to a retributive interposition of
Providence we cannot venture to prouounce. It is an account of two cars
that took part in the ciunival procession in that city the other day : ** S¢. Jokn
—A large car, representing progressive St. John, was hauled by four horses.
The representation included nearly all the leading features connected with
the growth and progress of our city. On the middle of the car was a neat
looking building ¢ Built by private pluck aud enterprise ' illustrating St.
John's superiority in building over any other city of its size, This building
was occupied by ‘ Quick, Smart & Co’ On the rear end of the car the
Winter Porl was in full operation, with the stcamer Maritime Melropolis
lying at the pier ready to load or discharge the heavy freight for all points
cast and west. Along the side of the car were the truth telling mottoes :
¢ Pharnix Like We Rise From Ashes.” ¢ Beautiful St. John, the home of the
ablest lawyers, the shrewedest business men, generous aldermen, liveliest
newspapers, fastest oarsmen and champion ball tossers’ The whole was a
most creditable illustrative combination, and shows the enterprising and
patriotic spiritthat influences all the moves of that praiseworthy organization,
the Haymarket Square Polymorphian Club Unfortunately, a wheel of
this car broke-on Brussel Strect, and it had to be taken out of the parade.
Halifar—Following St John, or trying to keep in sight of it, camo Halifax,
drawn along by horses named Blue Tog, Frozen Harbor, Dangerous
Navigation, and Rocky Entrance. Along the sides of the car were the
mottoes, ¢ Little Sister Halifax,' ¢ Fog in Summer,’ ¢ Harbor Skating in Wiater.’
On the forward part of the car was the market and ropresontations of
Halifax business places, Groceries and ‘alf and 'alf, and showing the
principal reprosentatives of the population to be the marines and military.
In th: middle of the car was a shabby looking building admirably

At all events the number of British troops despatehed with urguncey to the
scene of action, and the assumption of the command by General Groufell,
indicate that the situation is looked upon ns sowewhat serious, At any
rate it is to be hoped and seems to be the caso that the govermment wil)
not court discredit by the too frequent error of ser.ding on inadequate forces
in tho first stages of a contest,

The sawdust question is still an open one.  We observed lust week a
letter to a contemporary on the reeent Bridgewater excursion, in which it
was claimed that the ill-odors of the mud stirred up by the Halifuc in the
LaHave River were not due to sawdust, which some say does not suffer
decomposition in water. ‘This is a point on which we are not competent to
pronounce, only it seems to us that as the woud itself becomes rotten with
long immersion, the sawdust could hardly avoid tl.e same ultimate fate, Be
th1§ as it may, whether the evil effluvium resulted from sawdust or mud, the
universal and distinct testimony of the excursionists leaves no shadow of a
doubt as to its overpowering character.

. We cannot but deprecate the introduction into Nova Scotia of the agi-
tation against the Jesuit Act. One of the highest merits of Nova Scotia is
her tolerance and mutual charity in religious matters, and it wonld be a
thousand pities that her record ‘shouid be broken by a most usoless and
mischievious agitation.  We have still, however, perfect confidenc: that it
will die out. It is not in the least likely that the Government will veto the
Act before the 8th of August, and when that date has taken its place in the
past, the movement will have lost tle sustenance of hopo without which no
sentiment can live, or if it live must be cherished in private by those who
are unable in their hearts or consciences to accept philosophically an irre-
vocable decision. That the subject has no great hold on even tho Presby-
terian section of the Province is indic.ted by the fact that St. Matthew’s
failed to be filled to listen even to so able, original and popular an orator
as the Rev. Mr, Macdonnell when he spoke on the subject,

If it be true as reported that slack coal is boing adwitted into the
Dominion duty free and allowed to compete most injuriously with Nova
Scotia coal, it is high time that our coal-mine owners made themselves
heard in remopstrance, By simply being slack, the coal in no wise loses
its bituminous character and the customs tariff clearly places a duty of Go
cents per ton on the latter article. Coal dust is scheduled at 20 per cent.,
and it may be that the customs authorities arc levying the latter duty on
slack bituminous coal, but, if +o, they are certainly straining the tariff in
favor of coal imported from the United States, and are placing Nova Scotian
coal in an unfair position. It secms that the irrepressible Mr. Erastus
‘Wiman is largely interested in a patent furnace which burns slack and gives
astonishing results. This furnace is rapidly being put into all large manu-
facturing works, and as a result slack coal is largely superseding the use of
the lump and ronnd article. The admission then of slack coal duty free is
a direct menace to our oal trade, and, as some one has ovidently blundered
in nterpreting the provisions of he tariff, it would seem that it only requires
a thorough ventilation of the sub’ert to have the wrong remedied.

‘“The ideas of tho Babylonians on religious matters,” says Professor
Delitzch,—* such as the power, knowledge, and omoipresence of the gods,
who see and judge everything, in whom is man’s only help, and without
whom man can do nothing—are of a singularly pure and lofty character.
If we except certain episodes of the Nimrod epic (which bears all the
marks of a popular song appealing to the imagination of the masses,) there
is nothing immoral about these ideas But above all Marduk, the god of
Babylon, is one of the purest, holiest, and most attractive figures in the
Babylonian pantheon. He is the god whose only occupation is to show
mercy to mankind, who carries aid and healing from town to town, who
delights in causing the dead to live. “From tho days of my youth I am
bound fast to the yoke of sin,’ says a Rabylonian psalm. Hence come all
the illness, grief, and misery of human life, from which only the merciful
hands of the gods ca. deliver and preserve man. If any trouble distresses
the Babylonian, be he in high or low station, his conscience tells him that,
intentionally or unintentionally, he has offended his god. So he examines
himself with questions. < Have I estranged father and son, brother and
brother, or friend and friend? Have I not freed the captive, released the
bound, and delivered him who was confined in prisun? Have I resisted my
god or despised my goddess? Have I taken territory not my own or entered
with wrong motives the houso of my fellow®> Have 1 approached the wife
of my fellow man? Have I shed man's blood or robbed anyone of his
clothimg?’ With many other such questions he sceks the cause of his
sufferings, Reclining snd sitting, eating and drinking, writing and riding,
on shipboard, at sunrisc and sunset, on entering and on leaving the house
—cverywhere and in every condition he asks why he sufters.  Ho Jongs for
reconciliation with the gods, and prays for the same with sighs and tears.”

accuses the editor of the Quebec Chronicle of falschood in speaking of Hal.
ilax Harbor, The Chronicle said that Halifax was troubled by fog and hat
the hnibor sometimes was frozen over.  The Eeka thereupon responds :—
“‘I'he editer of the Quebec Clhronicle being a St. John man, may naturally
be expected to lie when Halifax IHarbor is concerned.! We fail to see
where the lie comes in, and in order to test the question we invite the Keho
to answer the following questions.  1st.  Was not a mail steamer detained
by log off Halifax Harbor and prevented from entoring it for aighty horrs
this epring? 2nd. Does not Halifax Harbor sometimes freeze over, and
was it not closed by ice for thirleen days on one occasion?”" We venture
to sugpest a somewhat fairer fashion of questicn ; viz :—How many times
ina gi en number of years have serivus detentions of vessels by fog outsid:
Halifax Harbor occurred?  How many limes in a given number of years
has Halifax Harbor bzen frozen over, and how long ago was it closed by ice
for thirteen days?

The discussion on Ruyal Grants seems likely to be productive of some
sound ec nomical reforms in the Royal Houschold. It is pointed out that
the abolition of a number of uscless and expeusive offices would furmsh
means for pro.iding for the cldest son of the Heir Apparent, to whi h the
nation has no objection, and the chances are that some sweeping steps will
be taken in this direction, as Mr. Labouchere is resolute in his attitude to
the extent of disagreeing with Mr. Gladstone, who is under a pledge to
consider some piovision fur the Duko of Albany when tha prince shail
have arrived at an age to requiro an establishment of his own. It has long
been the idea of both parlinment and people that grants for scions of royalty
other than the immediate successor to the throne should cease with the
Queen’s children, and this will probably be that which will prevail and be
definitely settled. Among the ilems of Her Majesty's expenditure to which
attention is now directed, the very large sums expended on monuments,
mausoleums, and houses, such as Frogmore, are being brought into prom-
nence. No doubt the fuli discussion of these mattors will produce beneficial
results to the British tax-payer.

The state of New York, after a great deal of indecisive legislating, has
put on its statute hook a law which embodies some very good provisions,
One new departure, which may not be without its advantages, is that
sentences shall be for indeterminate periods, for example, iu the terms of
an act, “for not less than .wo, nor for more than ten years,” the actual
limit of incarceration to be determined by a Board with reference to the
prisoner's record. Where this is satisfactory a prisoner may on application
be released under surveillance on the completion of his minimum term.
Such prisoner on parole, so to speak, may be finally released by the Board,
or re-arrested for lapse into criminal ways orcompany. There are some not
altogether unfair regulations for the preventing of the undue competition
of prison labor with certain branches of trade, and a provision*for the
classification of convicts into three gra es. The first comprising those who
are esteemed corrigible and likely 1o maintain themselves honestly, with a
modification in the second grade, while the labur of the third is to be
directod solely ‘‘ to such exercise as is necessary o preserve health or the
manufacture, without machinery, of articles needed in the public insti-
tutions of the State, and will not compete with .ree labor.” This, says the
Nation, “ is a concession to the feelings of those who cannot bear that the
worst convicts should support themselves, but insist that free laborers shall
suppurt them.,” The paymentof a smal: percentage of the value of articles
manufactured in wages is also a good innovation. Altogether some of the
provisions of this new law secm worthy the attention of our own Prisonet’s
Aid Association in its endeavors to improve the methods of dealing with
criminals, which are commanding an encouraging consocnsus of opinion
from the secular and religious press and legal authorities of Canada.

The visit of the Pressmen of the Upper Provinces to Halifa, 7as buta
chance, partly arising from want of knowledge of Maritime locauties and
lines of travel. It was, however, a singularly happy chance, for .t scrved
the excellent purpose of removing from amongst a most important section
of he body politic very crroneous opinions of the beauties and capablities
of our Province and Capital City. The enthusiasm with which these were
recognized by nur visitors was in the highest degree satisfactory, and will
doubtless lead to the broad dissemination of better information concerning
the lands {(and especially the City) by the sea. How favorably tho visitants
were impressed may be gathered from the pithy utterance in his speech of
Dr. Dewart, Editor of the Toronto Clristian Guardian,— To visit such
a spot is in itself a liberal education,” while of the Public Gardens he sad
*¢ the only thing I ever saw approaching it was the gardens of Versailles,”
and he had no idea thore was such beauty of scenery and kindness ot heart
in Halifax. If this was the result of the visit of a limited number of
gentlemen, what an extended knowledge of Halifax and its surroundings
may Le anticipated from the visit of the nuinbers who will see the good old
city i, her carnival dress. To all these, however numerous, Halifax will
extend a welcomo in accordance with her proverbial hospitality, and we feel
quite sure it is superfluous to inculcate upon her citizens individuaily a.d
collectively the duty to their city of lending their most energetic aid towards
sending away at the close of the carnival both one and all of the visitors
with impressions as favorable and enthusiastic as those carried away by the
Canadian Press Association. If Halifax has sometimes been charged with
slowness and want of public spirit, we rest assurod that carnival time will
blot out the reproach for ever. The Committees have worked with zeal, and,
for the most part, with woll-directed energy, and wo have every belicf that
the results will be commensurate with their exertions,

I wroto you that I would
divulgo the secrot of our not having aching backa aftor a bit of protty han
Iabor—all in that at one time dismal attic,—~when you wore proporly curioue,
The ¢ gymnasium " was at the bottom of it. It is nice to go thero for the
cnthusiasm good company and good teaching brings, but ono need mnot go
with weak muscles and a bad figure simply because she cannot go toa
gymnasium. Get a pair of dumbbells, Caryl, a book of directions, and you
will be literally astonished to find what regular oxercise, rogular oathing and
hygienic diet will do to rojuvenato ome.  All theso things are worth
whilo from quite other standpoints than that of being physically well,
Skies never scom cheorful when ono is a bundle of aches, and gotting rid of
thoso through developing ono’s framo puts quite a rose glamor over every.
thing. Ono's temper grows sweeter, one's complexion better, and one comes
altogoether more into harmony with the lovely world of nature and nature’s
children.

Thero is another first-class magazine for childron on tho tapis. 1 hops
yuu take atloast omo for your little flock. There is so much wisdom as
well as entertainment put into tho standard publications for little peopls
now, that they aro worth a very great deal in every home.

Theo troublesome sga? Oh, all ages are troublesome, viewed in one light,
I suppose the secret of training children proporly is to consider cach child a
unit by itself. Individuality shows itself at an early stage, and must be
taken into account. Tho child with a nervous, keen temporament needss
wholly different hand at the helm from the sluggish littlo naturc that takes
ovorything with a calmness bordering on stolidness. Lven in the matter of
food there must ofton be a difference made if one has tho best wolfare of
children at heart. One child noods brain food, anothor bone food, and the
wiso mother counts these distinctions of vastly more moment than trimming
one's cont with blue and another’s pinaforo with feather stitching. What
an all-round wise mortal a mother has fo be, is it not so ?

No, don't wear mits. 'They are considered bourgeoise, my dear.

I am going to send you ono of the new nursing bottles for infants—on
second thought I will send two in case you cannot duplicate them easily
They are straight glass cylinders fitted with black rubber nipples, and jus
back of the mouth of the bottle there is a little hole. Thisallowaair to cnter
and greatly lessens the amount of oxertion baby must make to draw food
from tho bottle. Use the bottles alternatoly, carefully cleansing thoe one not
in uso after esch feeding Physicians aro sgreed now that cholera infantun
and similar complaints aro hold: at bay by feeding infents sterilized food
from sterilized bottles, that is, both have boen subjected to a temporatute
high enough to destroy nll germs. Tho apparatus, a kind of hot air oven,
for doing this costs but about $2, but, when one cannot get this, a doubls
boiler answers to sterilize the food, and bottles may be practically sterilised
by putting thom into a kettle with cold water, lotting the water boil
vigorously, stoppering the bottle with a plug of sterilized cotton wool s
soop as taken from the water and until used. Tho wool may bo had at the
drug shop. When theso precautions are not taken tho bottle not in use
should bo kept in clear water, in which a little baking soda is dissolved,
after it has boon cleansed. A bit of washing soda shaken in a bottle with
warm water will removo soured particles whon almost nothing elso wil
You vwill see, of course, that it is thoroughly rinsed afterward. But steriliz
ing food and bottlo is tho best proventive of sickness, and as Dr. Lowell,
friend of Aubrey's, ssid a day or two ago, if a child is worth anything he is
certainly worth the trouble necessary to keep bim from nursing harmfel
germs into his little system.

“COME WHERE THE LILIES BLOOM.”

1 believo vory fow people aro acquainted with the many beautiful spots
that are to bo found about Dartmouth, among which the First and Second
Lskes aro not tho leas! charming. Many of our Nova Scotian towns snd
villages have beon * written up,” and soveral have had their besuties
described in verso by enthugiastic admirers of a poetical turn of mind, bt
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Dartuwouth scoms to havo escapod tho notico of both proser and poot for so
long o timo that T, ono of hor humble citizeus, feel it to bo my duty to my
native town to try and roscue it from the undeserved oblivion in which it
has res'ed so long.” ‘T'ho First Lake ia one milo from the forry, and the walk
is & preity one, passing the Cinal bssin formed by the circular dam nnd
sovoral handsomo residencos with thoir surrounding grounds and beautiful
trees.  Oan a fino summeor ovoning what moro could ono wish for than, with a
copgenial companion, to take a boat and go out for a quiot pull on these
calm waters 7 That is just what I did one ovening recontly, and thinking
that some ono might liko to know, you know, what it was like, 1 have
decided to put my pen to paper, with a liboral allowance of the fluid that
always makos its mark. 'Wo starled about seven o'clack, and as thoe shadows
wero rapidly growing longor wo mado hasto to bo off.  Now tho boat is in
the water, we get in, and tho vigorous strokes of the oars sond her forgiong
alicad in fino style. The lake is calm, save for a fow ripples which make
the reflection of objects in the wator soom to bo reaching to meot vou in a
trembling way, and then again receding. Iow inexpressibly moro fascinat-
ing rofiections aro than realities, no wondor tho dog in the fsble grasped at
tho shadow, but wo must always remembor that he lost the substance, which
will undoubtedly be tho case with us if wo over try to follow his exsmplo.
The sun is hidder behind tho hills now, though wo shall probably sce his
genial faco again * ~n wo roach tho Sccond Lake, * Silonco is golden " ata
time like this, tho boauty of the scone is 8o great that it hushes conversation
for a timo.  * Wator lilios"” was tho primary object of our coming out, so we
stoor for what is kuown as Red Bridge, on tho othor sido of which thero are
fino ones to bo found. Wa have now passed tho narrow openiug between
tho two lakes called the Tittle, and are in the Secoud Lake. Red Bridge 1s
to our right, so I, being holmsman, “ starboard my holm " according to the
command of my companion, who is doing the work, while I lean lazily back
on tho comfortable stern eoat and enjoy to the full the calmness and beauty
of the sceno. Red Bridge is not red now, though “ once upon a time,” 1
am told, tho fence along each side of this road through the end of the lake
was painted that choorful color. A fow ropresontstives of the * noble red
man ” livo almost alongsido of it, so that may servo as a reason for tho namo
boing retained. On reaching this obstruction it becomes evidont that I shall
have to lond a hand, and help to carry the boat across the road. Though
strongly of tho opinion that I was born tired, I cunnot be called a lazy por-
son, at least, I hope not, for I mado an exortion and the boat was soon in
the middle of the road. Just then two kindly miuers who are prospecting
on tho mountaln (so called) just boyond, came along, and said—* You lot go,
Miss, wo'll help,” 8o I willingly relinquished my hold of the gunwale while
they -put the boat into the water on the othor side. Just a fow strokes, and
we are in among tho water weeds and lilies. It is too shallow to row, so
each taking an oar we push along, stopping every moment to seize a fine
looking bud, for they have all gone to sleep for the night, and we cannot tell
which are the full blown ones. The water isalmost hot, and is full of decay-
ing vegetable matter; what looks so lovely on the surface is foul beneath ;
it is hardly safe to put your haud down in this water if it has a cut or any

other injury on 1t ; there is enough poison to wmake it swell aud become very
sore.

‘‘ On the surface, Lilies white,
A painted skiff with a singing crew,
Sky refiections soft and bright,
‘'remulous crimson, gold and blue.

Under the surface, life in death,
Slimy, tangle and oozy moaus,
Crccﬁlng things with watery Lreath,
lackening roots and whiteniryg bones.”

Wo are gotting lots of lilies, and fine largo ones oo ; surely they will
favor us by oponing their snowy petals and showing their golden hearts to
the light to-morrow morning. Tho sun has taken his departure, and the
western sky is a blazo of purple and roso blending off into the perfect blue
of the rest of tho heavens. Tho water reflects the glowing colors with added
lustro, and tho green leavesof the lilies, with here and there ono turned over
showing the rich under-colors, look perfectly beautiful Thete aro ¢ snags™
in this shallow water, and we have struck several of them in our course, but
camo off safely. After staying io this charming spot for nearly an hour,
working hard too, we begin to think of turning homewards. Over there on
the faco of the chiff may be scen tho target butt belonging to some gentlemen
who have u shooting range here. Itis'a six hundred yard range, and fifty
feet in width of tho forest is cleared away for it. Thoy only shoot in the
early mozrnings, I believe, s0 there is no fear of our being startled by the
sound of rifle bullets flying over our heads. A little further on may be
geen tho hut of the two minors before mentioned, who are searcinag for gold
here. The brilliant colors have faded from tho sky, and the starsaro coming
out one by oue, there will be no moon, but the night is so clear and fine
that it will not get dark for a long time. Another exertion, and tho boat is
transferred to the other sido of the road—there are no assistants this time,
and I am getting tired—and wo turn our prow southward, for home. Woll,
we havo a pilo of lilies, and I must tic them up in bunches to tako to
fricuds to-morrow. o I sot to work, while my companion bonds to the oar,
not too onergetically, for the scene is far too lovely to wish to hurry awsy
from it. A little furthor up the lako is Port Wallace, or the locks, where
the youth and beauty of Dartmouth aro nover tired of holding pic-nics.
Hoero thoy resort on all public holidays and often an impromptu picnic is
arranged for Saturday aftornoon, when husbands and brothers are free from
busmes_s cares, and are quite willing to assist the young ladies in having “ a
good time.” The place is 80 protty that I must describo-it as well as I can.
Thero is a long narrow stroam, with alders and other shrubs growing close
to the water, up which you row until you come to tho lock, hero you moor
your boat and land on s placo which is so convenient that it must have
been made on purpose. Lots of granite rocks are hers, loft from tho con-

struction of the canal, thoy always sotve for tablos and chairs al lea-timo,
and a short distance away n conveniont fire-placo is coustructod of two or
threo of thotn, whero tho tea and coflvs is mado quite as good as you can got
it at homo, with the dillerenco that tho fine air gives such an appetite that
anything tustes rood.  The walk along tho tow path is as protty and as
secluded as the me  loving of lovers could desire to stroll through, but alas |
the mosquitoes are tho * dovils” in this Iden and attack overy ouvs who
may venture in. I must not take you to tho third lake or wo shall not got
back to-night, so to roturn to the boat and proceed for homo immediatoly is
the best thing to do. Just as wo got into tho first lake again wo seo the
shadowy cutliue of a canoe with two occupants. Wo hail thom ** who may
you bo,"” the answer catuo back, “Oh! we know you,” and wo recognize
the voicss of friends. In the oastern sky, heat lightning is making a great
show, tho stillness is profound, but as we float siloutly aloag resting on our
oars, I ircelovantly bogin humming “ Clomentine,” which breaks the spell,
aund we decide to mako for home without further delay. Soon wo roach the
bouat house and 1 gather up the * spoils” from the bottom of the bLoat, feel-

ing that 1 could not have onjoved anything more than that trip on the
Darimouth Lakes. IastHe,

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

‘The cotlon and woollen triders of Oatario aud Quebec woro, it is bilieved,
never in 8o good n position as at prosont  Tho cotton combination has
boen reformed «nd is in good working ordor.  Mills are workiug fuil time
and getting full prices, with prospectivo advances, while stocks in the coun-
try are light.  Tho woollen busiuvss was never more hoalthy with the excep-
tion of those mnufacturers who took ordors very early at low figures, and
not providiog matoerial ahoad find it difficult now to compete at a profit. The
large quantitios of goods arriving daily from England and the continent, and
the duties boing paid aud to bo paid during July will agaregate a very latge
sum, showing that tho trade has implicit confilencs in tha state of ths ¢run-
iry, and they evidently think th) prospects for a good fall trade woere nover
hettor. Tho trade being doae at the prosent time by Canadian mills with
Chiny must be looked upon as au oxperiment, and more as a rolief to
machinory in this country than as a profitable uadertaking.  Still, as the
warket is very large, it can abgorh almost an unlimitad ¢uantity, and with

machinery aud labor ad ipted to the tride wo may ba ablo to compote evon
with freo trade England,

Tu the cold storago warehouses in New York City, poultry is often kept
frozen fifteen months. Oue firm last srason stored 2,100 pairs prairie chic-
ken ; 1,500 pairs grass plovar ; 600 pairs cauvasback ducks; and 1,300 doz.

English snipe.  If proper cire bo exercised it is claimed that tho flavor of
meats is improved by long freozing.

Returns of Dritish trade with Cauada a-o fairly good.  The export to
Canada during June decreased 10082 por cent as compared with June, 1888;
the total for the half year, £2,439,594, heing a decroase of 1.24 por cont. The
largest decline was in horses. Imports from Canada increased 11.16 per
cont during the month, the total for the six months being £1,303,225~—an

o~ od!
increase of 10.53 por cent. The largest increases weors in oxen, flour,

choese and wood. ‘I'here was a largo decline in wheat.

Canadians working in the sardine canning factories at Lubec, Maine
have been campelled to leave, tho foreign lubor contract law being un

mercifully onforced. Lubec is close to the Noew Brunswick border.—Afon-
treal Trade Review.

It is understood that tho Govornmiont will call for four distinct monthly
sorvices to make the desired steamship connection with the West Indies and
South America. The terminal points in Canada will be Halifax or St.
John. Thero will be & sorvice to Buenos Ayres, calling at Montevideo,
Pernambuco and Janeiro, to bo performed by vessols of not less than 2,000
tons burden and capable of making twolve knots an hour. Thu other threo
services by vessels of at least 1,000 tons, steaming betweon the Canadian
ports above named and Cuba, calling ot Havana; Jawmaica, calling ab
Bermuda ; Domarara, calling at St. Kitts; Guadaloupe, Martinique, St.

Luzia, Barbados and Trinidad, The tenders are to be in not later than
August 31.

Capadian barges aro rigidly excluded from certain United States canals.
United States barges are not oxcluded from Canadian cinals. Consequently
United States barges aro driviog out Canadian barges wherever the shipments
are intonded to paes through United States canals. Canadian barges recently
engaged in carrying lumber to Kingston,whero it was transhipped to American
barges for the rest of tho journoy into the Unitoed States, are now laid up.
Under the circumstancoes a petition to the Governmont has been propared at
Kingston, signed by lumberers gonerally, asking the Government to put
Canadian canals on presiscly tho same terms as regards United States
bottoms as United States canals aro as regards Canadian bottoms.

Our INpUSTRIE3.—A correspondent of the St. John Gazclls says the
peoplo of the upper provinces are just waking up to an appreciation of the
oxtent to which manufactories are boing carried ou in the Maritimo Provin-
cos. Ho says:

“They find down below, a pog factory, the only one in Canada, a con-
donsed milk factory, tobacco and cigar factories, boot and shoe factories,
clothing factories, browories, sending out as good ales as any in Canads, mills
for making morchant iron, nail plato, nuts and bolts, tacks, etc., groat works
in Londonderry aud New Glasgow which produco the ounly pig iron and
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stool that are turned out in Canada, skato factories, (the only ones in Canada)
and biscuit and confoctionery factories, brass goods, mining and mill machin-
ery, stoves, wantlos and grates and a host of other articles, more particularly
those cntering into the construction of ships, are all manufactured to the
point of porfection in the Maritime Provinces , and it is only now,—twenty-
two years after confedoration - -that the apper provinces ate beginning to
learn how thoroughly oguipped for business the Lower I'ruvinces aro.

Wao aro in roceipt of the prospectus of a branch of thoe Business Exchango
and Ladics’ Bureau of Information, established sinco 1874, in Now York,
Chicago, St. Louis, and other cities in tho United tates, and in St. John,
N. BB,, now opened in Ilalifax, at 85 Hollis Stroot, with Reception and Con-
sullation Parlois, in conneclion with their Gonoral Business Offices, for al}
business in which ladies aro concorned. A rocord is kopt of tho past con-
duct of all applicants for work, which is open to tho inspection of prospec-
tive omployors. A first class agency of this kind has been long a disidoratum
in this city, and wo have no doubt the establishment will bo extonsively pat-
ronized, a3 wo have equally little doubt it will deserve to be, It iucludes
8 Real Istato and Businoss Chanco Departmont, and a Ruom Renling Agency.

Everything is now in roadiness for the next week’s Carnival, and Hali-
fax is propared to give the incoming visitors a right hearty reception, The
weok will be given over to fun and frolic, hurry and hospitality, sociahility
and sight socing, and in short to a mammoth morry-making.

Retailars ate doing a brisk
business in light and fancy goods, and they appear well sati-fied with the
condition of affairs, Prices generally are lrgher than they wore a year ago,
owing lo the advance 1n the values of raw naterials, which have been tirmly
held. The cotton aud wool crops of this fall promiso well, aud ths large
yield expected-—though it will be warketod too late to affect figures this
year—cannot fail to depress those of 1890,

InoN, HARDWARE AND MEerars.—The improved fooling in pig iron on
tho other sido has made itself folt hero, where prices have advanced 25c¢. W
50c. por ton. Warrants in Glasgow are up to 463. 6d. Wrounght scrap iron
is in domand at G4s c.i. f, Montreal, I rails, 71s., Montr:al spot cash.
Ingot tin and copper are unchanged. General hardware is quiet, as is usual
at this season of tho year, but remittances show a slight improvement.

BreaDSTUFFS.—No now feature has doveloped in flour. Tho domaud
has fallen off cunsiderably during the past week, owing to tho fact that buy-
ors goneral'y have filled up their wants for the present aad, in the face of a
promised vory hodvy crop throughout tho world, with consequent probable
low prices during the coming year, they are averse to furthor stocking up.
The local market has, in consequencs, been quiet but firw, und prices ar
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unchanged. Boorbohm’s cable reports grain of all kinds dull as to transac-
tions but prices aro firm and unchanged. Fronch country markets aro strong.
Spot whoat at Lxpiwerp is firm. Tho Chicago wheat market has fluctuated,
but within narrow limits and is about 1c. to §c. lowor than at our last roport.
The shipments of wheat to England and the continent during tho past wook
from tho Baltic portsand Tndia aggrogatod threeand a half millions of bushols.
This coused a break in tho Chicago market and o large lino of whoat was
sold out. This declino was, however, chocked by good buying, and tho
workeb was for a timo intoresting. At the presont writing the future of wheat
in that markot is very uncertain. Now York markets aro outwardly firm
and even strong, bub the laxgest holders appear to bo quite willing—not to
say snxious—to soll.
"Tho * etaff of life” is likely lo rulo lower in 1890 than it hes in the current
ear,

d Provisions.—A fair volume of buaincss hes been accomplished in local
provisions in a small way, sud the market hus « son fairly activo at unchanged
prices. 'Tho domand for pork was good, and s.les wore mado rather freely
both on local and country accouni. Lard was quiet and steady. Thoro has
beon a fair demand for hams and bacon. In the L. erpool provision market
lard was weaker and doclined 3d. Pork, bacon and tallow wore steady and
unchanged. Tho Chicago provision market was fairly active but woak,
Pork broke 174c. Lard was quict but weaker and declined 23 to Jbe.
Short ribs dropped 74 to 10c. Thoro was a weaker tone to the hog market,
and prices declined §c. The cattlo market was fairly active.

Burren.— No change hos developed in the condition of the buttor market,
which has temained quiot but steady with makers not disposed to sell at
present pricos.

Cueese.—Locally thero has been nothing to report in the cheeso market,
‘There havo been rmmors of financial trouble among cheese mwanipulators in
England of a character to affect shippors on this side of the water, but up
to tho presont nothing definite has boen obtainable. Still, the decline of
6d. in the public cablo to 43s. 6d londs color to theso rumors, especially as
private cables are worse. In Montreal it is reported that it is fearod that o
greal many July goods have come forward that are out of condition, und
will not stand Montreal inspection for finest. A number of lots have
alrcady been rofused on this ecoro, sellers of which have been obliged to
accopt & reduction upon the original price. The market is decidedly dull,
and lower prices are confidently looked for.

Suear.—Owing to the quiet and easy advices from abroad, the feeling
bero on rofined has been ocasicr, and speculators who have been holdin
largoe lines of granulated which showed a fair profit, have realized at shadog
prices. Refinors, howeover, are firm and claim that as soon ss outside
holders are cleaned out the demsnd will improve, aud they will obtain full

rices, In yellows the feeling has been weaker and prices have declined
fc. to {c., owing, no doubt, to the large offerings snd the limited domand,
Tho market has been, on the whole, very quiet, with a small volumo of
business.

Morasses,——The fecling in molasses continues firm, as stocks are held in
only a fow hands,

Tea.~—The strong tone of tho toa market previously noted has continued,
on sccount of strong advices from sbroad, and the recont advance has been
maintained. Tho general opinion among holders is that there will be some
wovement in teas of all grades in the near future, as stocks in second hands
aro small, and few consignments have come forward so far this seagon, In
consoquonco some grades of tea are scarco at present, and the prospects are
that higber prices will rule before long. Parties who have placed their cable
orders at an advanco over last week’s prices bave not succeeded in gotting
them filled yet.

Fruit.—DBusiness in green fruit has been fairly active undera good
demand and the bulk of the offerings have been tsken. In cousequence the
volume of business has been large and prices bavo ruled steady. In dried
imits a good trade has been effected at unchanged prices.

Fisn Ons.—In Montreal the market is firm for steam refined seal oil,
and prices aro quoted at 44c. to 45c., with an upward tondoncy. Newfound-
land cod oil is quict there at 37e¢. to 39¢c., and other grades at 34c. to 3Gc,
Cod liver oil 65¢c. for Newfoundland and 98c. for Norway.

Fisp.—Tho feoling in this market is healthier than it has been for some
time past. This is due to increasing slocks and to bettor prices reported
from the West Indies and the Antilles. Very little new stock has arrived
as yof, but roports of success on tho part of our cod fishermen aro more
encouraging. Bait is more plontiful than it was earlier in tho scason, and
some fair hauls of horring have been taken. Mackerel of good size are
reported to bo showing themselvos all along the shoro, but they are, as yet,
in smoll numbers.  People intercsted in their capture predict that the “fall
catch” will bo an early one, aud it is hoped that the volume of ackerel
taken will not bo much less than that of provious years, Our outside
advices aro as follows ;:—Montreal, July 30.—* There i8 a good demand for
diy cod with sales of new at £4.50 to 84,75 in bundles, Capo Breton her-
rings aro arriving in small quantities and selling at $5.50 to $5.60 per
barrel.  In other kinds there is no change.” Gloucester, Mass,, July 30.—
“Wo quoto now Georges codfish at 84 75 to $5 por qtl, for large, and
$375 for small ; bank §3 75 for large and §3 for small; shore 83.50 and
8250 for Jorge and smsll ; cured cusk $2 50 por qtl.; hake $3.75 ; haddock
$250; new kench cured bank $4.76 for large end £4.50 for medivm.”
Havana, July 29 (via cable to Now York)—* Codfish 86.25 ; haddock £6.50 ;
hake S5.” "Port of Spain, Trinided, July 6.—¢ Consumption has lately
beon much restricted owing to stocks being old and inferior. A speculator,
however, bought up all of this description a¢ market at §6.50 for tierces,
37 drums, and 81.560 boxes, and thero is now a healthior feoling. There is
uow vory little enquiry for eithur berrings or salmou, but good mackerel
would sell readily.”

Now the deacon prided himself o keeping a well-furnished store-room
and good kitchen garden, so he smiled rather complacently, and rephed
that if she was obliged to prepare a different dinner to what she would do
at home for lack of material te work with, ho would be satisfied with what:
cver she did prepare.

It was not until afterward that he understood the mischievous look in
her cyes as she said: ** you make me that promise, do you ?"

THYX FROZEN SOUTH.

‘The ico conditions naturally present tho most interesting and character-
istic features of tho Antarclic regions. The voyager, on loaving the temper-
ato zone to penetrate into the frozon waters of the Far South, would require
to have a very considerable knowledge of navigation among ico as his chief
equipment ; and in order to muke any length of stay there, ho would need a
vossol of more than ordinary strongth, capablo of withstanding an occasional
“nip” from the battering-rams of the dangerous floes.

What is the life-history of theso floating ice-islands and iceborgs? They
are all shed from tho parent ice-cap that surrounds the Pole. Extremes of
frost and the gradual projection of the ica-cap into the sea aro tho causes of
their disruption, Hure, for centuries porbaps, the great ico-cap grows and
moves like a living thing Each sca<on a frosh layer of spow is added to
its thicknoss, which the rays of the sun convert into ice more or less solid.
Slowly tho huge cumbrous mass moves over the lower lying lands and
through the valleys towards the ses,, grinding under its onormous woight
rocks and boulders, which, from the cohesivo naturo of ice, it somotimes
gathers up and conveys slong with it ; and this debris is oventually deposi-
ted on the sea bottom.

Tho coloring of the bergs is magnificont. The general mass closely
resombles loaf sugar; the caves and crovices aro of the deopest and purest
azure blue ; at night thoy omit a Inminous glow, and thers are ressons to
beliove that many are to somc extent phosphorescent. Like the bergsof the
Arctic Seas, thoy arc bounded by perpendicular cliffs on all sides. Some
of them are more than two miles and somo as many as four miles ia circum-
ference, while bergs four miles in diametor have also been seen,  They have
aupiform height of about 175 feot, 90 per cont of their volume being sub-
werged ; but higher bergs are frequoently met with, the highest seen by Cook
having been ocstimated at from 300 to 400 feet.  As they float northwards
thoy become tilted and gradually lose their tabular appearance, until the
warm waters dissolvo thom.

_ Tho bergs met with, especially in tho lower latitudes, assumo every con-
coivable form. The Challenger for instance saw ono that was “* gable-
shaped, with a glorious open Gothic arch in the centro, and a separato spire
over 200 feet high. It was like a gorgoous floating cathedral built of sap-
phires, set in frosted silver.”” Both Wilkes and Ross, among other voyagers,
describe the exceeding beauty of these palaces, cathodrals, islands, which
are carved out of solid ice sprinkled with snow, and that moro 1eality may
bo given them aro somotimes popalated by penguins. Towards the Pole,
howover, the icebergs, not being o disintegrated, aro uniformly tabular.

The drift-ico is not unusually to bo met with at a lower latitude than 58
deg. S., but in the sovero scasons of 1832 and 1840, ice-islands woro obs-
erved in latitude 42 deg., and thoy have sometimes beon soon 600 or 700
miles from the barrier. Thero was ono immense floating island, reported
to bave boen passed by twenty-ono skips in Decomber 1854 and January,
Fobruary and March 1855, It was in the form of a hook, tho longer
shank of which was sixty miles and the shorter forty miles, enclosing a bay
of open water forty miles in dismetor; and its olovation in ono caso ox-
ceoded 300 feet, This stupondous ice-island, as it might bo conceived, pro
sented great dangers to navigstion. Ono ship which sailed into the bay
waa.fgnnnate cnough to sccure a safe rotroat, but an cmigrant sbip, the
Guiding Star, was embayed and loet with all hande,

Tho pack-edgo is of deep blue color, and is always characteristic ; it
consists for tho most part of heavy floo ico, much worn by tho sca, broken
up and prossed and heaped together so as to presont the most irregular
shaped masses, The pack of the Antarctic soas are far more broken up, in
consequonco of tho violent storms, than in tho Arctic regions, whoro the sea
is usually mora tranquil. Thoe vicinity of tho pack is indicated to the
navigator by a beautiful moteorological phenomenon called the ¢ ice-blink,”
which is saon above it, and tay bo described as presonting a clear baud of
white reflection, sometimes bounded above by a dark cloud.

Ross contended for six weeks, trying to penotrate the pack to the south
of Cape Horn ; but his ships wero so constantly beset and carried backward
by tho current flowing north that eventuslly, after experiencing many perils,
he abandoned the atlowpt. We may gather somo iden of tho dangers he
must have encountered when we remember that the huge Antarclic iceborgs
aro constantly colliding and disintegrating  Tho drift-ice, too, is tossed
about by the waves like so many floating timbers, contact with any large
body of which might prove fatal to any unfortified ship. Tho sudden, fiorce
gales peculiar to thess rogious, alternating with tho still more dangerous
calms—when the ship floats holpless amongst the icoe—present fresh daugers
to bo faced by tho navigator, and the froquent thick weather and heavy,
blinding falls of snow add to his embarressment. The freo movement of
his ship is further impedad by tho rapidity with which the youug ico forms
to obstruct his paszage, renderring frequont short “ tacks '’ necessary in the
small open spaces of water, and tho freo handling of the icy ropes is almosy
impoysible when the waves congeal as they fall on tho decks, and have to be
cut away with hatchets. A storm in the pack, in fict, or an casuing dead
calm, are the most dangerous positions in which an Antarctic voyager can be
placed.

From tho fact that these high southorn lands, uulike those in the an
tipodal regions, can bo approached from all sides at overy seasou of the year,
wo might reasonab'y have supposed that they would not have been for so
long unexplored hid any commonsurate advantago to trado or shipping been
apticipsted  Our consilerable knowledgae of the Arctic regions is due, not
to any special claims for their sciontific exploration, but chiefly to the fact
that whilst thero was a North-East and a North-West Passago to oxplore, or
a short-cut across the Pole to China and Japan to discover, commerce
persistently ondcavored to break through the barriers of the Frozen North.
In the Antarctic, on the other havd, commerce has concerned itself only
with the sealing and whaling produce.

To tho natural ¢ciences it offers an arer of almost virgin ground, and,
until it has been systematically explored, and sume kpowledge of it obtained
by synchronous observations, nonoe of these ecicuces can be propoerly equipped
for a thorough investigation into the cosmogony of tho globe. It may be a
long timoe yet before tho nations recognize how much their progress is
regulated by, and dependent on, the advance of scienco; bat we are sure
thore will always be found men who will impress on the public the
paramount importanco of investigating tho unknowa continent of the Far
South.—Goud Words.

The railing off of the outor office
thus preventing public sccess to the valuable documonts on filo was a much
needed improvment, and gives Mr. Carman and his assistint plonty of
olbow room. ‘The lHon. Mr. Church, Commissionor of Works and Mines,
has now an office to himsalf and business callors find him most accossiblo,
and offablo and painstaking in all his dealings.  In the now office, formed
by enclosing tho ond of tho corridor, Mr Gilpin, the Deputy Commissioner
and Inspuctor of Min<s, aud Mr. Browne the accountant, have thew quattars.
Of the former official little noed bo said, a8 hoe is acknowledged on all sides
lo bo the “right.man in tho right place.” A mining ongincor of acknow-
ledged high ability, and a member of a number of leading scientific associa-
tions, his ablo articles on the minos and mincrals of Nova Scotia have boen
of incalculable benefit to the Proviuce, and the Government are to be congra-
tulated on securivg his services.

In fact an air of business pervades the
dopartment that was sadly lacking a fow years ago.

Qur object is to advance the mining interests of Nova Scotia, and
tho best way to do this is to Jay before tho public only fscts, Highly col-
ored reports of mines or mining prospects in the end only do harm, as if
mining engincers are induced to inspect such properties and find that
the facts hava been mis-stated they aro likely to boecome suspicious and to
form the opinion that ownors have been trying to  boom™ worthless proper-
ties. Wo should like to bave a postal card each weok from all the mining
camps of the provinco, giving in a condensed form the yicld and prospects.

If wo could succeed in doing this it would fill our mining columnus with
just the information the public need.

An important poetition Lo Nova Scotia nines i3 now in circulstion among
the managers of the iron working establishments of the Now Eogland States.
This pelition is addressed to both honzes of Congross and asks that iron ore,
coal and coke bo put upon the free list, and that the duty on pig iron and
scrap iron bo reduced to the figuro which prevailed immediately bofore the
civil war, or 24 per cent, ad valoremm. The importanco of this movement hies
not less in tha requests involved in 1t than in the stato of facts which o
discloses. It is not a movement started by tho opponents of the present
government of the United States, but by their friends and supporters,and its
ohject is 1ot <o wuch au increase in the gains of the New Loglaud rn
workors as it is their solf presorvation. It is undorslood that iho trouble
which nocessitated tho circulaling of thoso petitions is entirely local, aud
caused by tho aclion of Pennsylvania monopolists who now dictate the tariff,
which is framed to the injury of the NowLngland States.

Tue Prosrrorons Lire A Harp Oxe.—~Tho life of a prospector is a hard
ono, writes a correspondent of the San Francisco Chronicle, and to follow it
a man must havo paticnce and persovorance to endure many hardships. e
is gencrally on the move, going from oune camp to another, adopting any vic:
ant cabin ho may be fortunate enongh to find, or humniedly constructing his
temporary dwelling places of the simplest kind from materinl most convent
cnt. Ono ond of a cabin is almost always monopolized by a huge mud fire-
place and chimnoy. On thoside isa door, and opposite 2 window, the latler
generally consisting of a squaro holo provided with a woodon shide. A
swell prospector somotimes has a half-window, with scmo of the pant

actually unbroken.  Tho posscssor of such a luxury genomlly wmoves i
about with him, und sdppts it to various structures. In ouo corner of tht
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cabin there is a bunk, generally conatrucled of poles, somotimes of boards ;
tho othor furniture usually cousists of a table, a stool, or cracker-box, n fow
tin plates, pans, ole. Tho proprictor is seldom *“ at hoine® excent in sovoro
wosther and then his most comforting solace must bo either o rorring fire in
the big chimmney, his pipe, an almanac, or Lis hopes of stiikirg it rich on the
morrow. According to theory, 8 gaod quartz progpector should also be an
arsayor. o should know in what furmations of earth or vrock tu expect ore,
and then bo ablo to test it scientifically by fire and acid assuys. It is reason-
able o suppose that such a man would be wost successful, but it sppears
that it is not thus. Any old prospector will tei! you that ¢ sciontific fellers
never find snything. They can't seo iuto the ground, and it is where you
find it, not where it ought to be, accordin’ to theuries.  Some greenlorn,
tonderfoot or immigrant always finds the bonavzs.” I have ohservad this
to bo frequently the caso.

The pocket-hunter is a comparatively vow comer in the country, and
only mado his appearanco during the last year and a half. e tuy, is a
prospector, but he despises quarle, He prospects lor gold unly, snd does
not desire to find a little of it in huge masses of flinty rock. Hao uxpeets to
dig a holo in tho oarth the sizo of u bartel and take therefrom a fortune in
tho pure article. His hopes are neither grouudless nor without precedent,
A number of pockets and seam deposits have beon found, some cont ining
a fow ounces and others thousands of dollars. 1 was shown a hole a yard
square from which £2,700 was recontly tuken (I was also shown the mint’s
receipt for the dust) The deposit was found within a fost of the surfuce
on a hillside. Those pocket deposits are found in various {ormations, aud
* geientific fellows * don't succeed well in locating thoem, either.  They are
usually found in decomposed quartz, in clay seams and sometimes in wash
gravel. The mode of prospecting for pockets is simple, but it too requires
hard work and faith. The pocket-hunter solects a section where extensive
placer-miniLg hae been done and whero the yicld was rich.  He cunjectutes
that the gold camo from somewhera, and he folluws the gulches up stream as
far as they have been worked, and thero takes paws of dirt from the suiface
and hillsides. If ho obtains a ““ color,” or speck of gold, fiom the suiface
it is a fine prospect, and he follows the trace cacefully, taking the next pauful
of dirt to be washed from higher ground, and so on uultil the prospect fails;
then he dige for the deposit. Occasionally it is there.

Many qusrlz prospectors, after finding a ledge, select fragments from
various parts of the rock, and, after pulveriziog it io a hand mortsr, wash
the result in a hurn or saucer, and if no free gold i3 obtained it is considered
worthlesse. Oro containing sulphurets, silver, lead, tellurium, etc., has of
courso to bo practically tested by fire or acid assays.

Indications aro often found where weoks of panning fail to locate from
whence they have been-washed or thrown ; and again pockets are found by
mero accident that have thrown no traen to the aurfaco, A good prospect
may be obtained from every spot on s hillside, and yet nothing Lo found
beneath the surface.

A pocket-hunter will carry and wash dirt for days without obtaining a
color. 'Whon he obtains a speck of gold, however, and if it is the rough,
unwashed pocket metal, his chauce s fair of finding & deposit—perhaps a
fortune. Tho winter season is the most favorable for prospecting in this
manner, as evory gulch then contains suflicient water for panning, while
during the summer the prospoctor must eithor follow-courses, or carry dirt
long distances to springs or streams, and there pan it.  There aro those who
froquently find pockets, and, even though the deposits aro not large, they
find them often enough to prosper moderately woll in the uncertain occupa-
tion, and appesr cheorful, confident and always possessed of a httle monaey.
[am inelined to think, howover, that, considering the number engaged, the
fortunsato ones aro fow, and for the amount of labor performed I am forced
to beliove that both prospectors and pocket-huntors are scantily paid.

HOME AND FARM.

That nothing succoods liko succoss is a sufficiently hacknoyed adage, yet
the subjoined record of the success of a Nova Scotia fruit grower, which wo
oxtract from the Noew Glasgow ZKnferprise, sooms ominontly doserving of
being set bofore the agriculturists and eapecially the fruit growers of Nova
Scotin. It will be specially obsorved that, if tho now industry of preserving,
initiated by Mr. Shaw, assumes yet moro oxtensivo proportions, our ewn
Provinco will bo ablo to satisfy tho demand for presorves, and overy Cana.
dian should lay to heart as a primary duty the obligation to prefer Canadian
to foreign productions, provided thore is in thom anything like anapproach
to cquality of merit :—Can Pictou county raiso fruit? A visit to the fruit
garden of D. H. Shaw, wess side, will suddenly convinco you that Pictou
county is ono of tho best placss in Canada to raise fiuit. DBut the fruit does
not grow of itself. Mr. Shaw does not sow sced and then sit down and wait
for tho harvest, “God helpe thoss who help themselves,” is wonderfully
true in this instance. Whon Mr. Shaw took that six acre patch a few years
ago thero was not grass enough on it to feed a cow ; to-day it is ¢ covered with
gold,” so to speak. In the first place he understood the business, and in the
second place ho was not afraid to work. Hard work and experience have
combined to meke Mr. Shew the most successful fruit raiser in castern Nova
Scotia. We paid a visit to this wonderful little farm this week for the pur-
pose of giving our readers tho idea of what can be done in fruit culture in
this country. At the packing house wo found the men making ready a ship-
ment of gooseberries for Boston. About 100 bushels are being sont to that
market. Then we took a trip to the garden through the gooseberry
bushes. About 30 boys were engaged picking the fruit, which hung from
the bushes in clustors. The berries are of the Downing and Houghton and
Eunglish varietics, the formoer being very large and rich. Of thisline of fruit
the crop is about four thousand gallons, which at 20 cents per gallon bring
in tho neat sum of £800. This item alone is not a bad showing for six
acres. Then thero is to add to this nearly 5,000 quaris of strawberries,
which, at 13 cents a box, give $600 more. In plums Mr, Shaw oxpecls to
have about 81560 worth ;while his rhubarb crop brought apother $200.
Currants and raspberries, now on the bush, wi'l fetch in another $100,
Besides this Mr. Shaw has a fine veogetable gardon, which, he says, will
bring him in this year about £2,000. Two hundred young apple trees are
thriving on the place and will soon add their quota of wealth. We saw
some grafta of gravensteins, two and threo years old, put on old apple trees,
and thoy were ladon with splondid fruit. Bat this is not tho extent of Mr.
Shaw's husiness. After inspecting the garden he took us over to see what
hotermed a new industry. Here we found about 25 girls cleaning the
fruit, and men at work stewing the berries, making delicious pieserves on &
very large scale. This is indeed a new industry as far as the provinces are
concerned, for we are informed that in no other part of the Maritimo Pro-
vinces is the business carried on. Last Friday thoy made 1,375 1bs. goose-
berry jam, using 825 1bs. sugsr. Ibn the collar we found fourteon large
casks of preserves, and ore informed that as wuch more would be put up.
To do this 10,000 1bs. of sugar will bo used. Besides this 300 buckets of
plum and a large number of raspberry, red, whito and black currant jam will
bo put up. It will be kept in thecasks until the fall, and will then be put
in buckets for shipment. We understand that Mr. Shaw has ordors in now
from Davidson Bros. and Charles Harvey, Halifax, the former taking 1,000
buckots and the latter 200. So the ladies need not worry at the high price
of sugar, and thoy can save themselves tho usuil suffering over the kitchen
stovo in their endeavor to put up a supply of proserves for the winter.
This new industry will do away with all that, and they can secure the best
of preserves ‘ ready for the table™ from this source. Mr. Shaw deserves
the thanks of our farmers for thus demonstrating to them that Pictou county
is A 1in raising fruit, and chat the businessis a paying one. His now

industry is in keoping witb the epirit of our enterprising town. Success to
him, ssy we.

The Farmer's Advocate of London, Ont., has the following remarks.
We reproduce them becanse we think it most important that our farmers
shotild comprehond broad and gereral issues :—

“Qur MaririME CorrEsPONDENT.—There has been a great chango in
tho becf business hero in the last few years. Instead of s%ipping beef to
tho English markets, a3 wo did at that time, both Halifax and St. Jobn but-
chers have been purchasing boof in Ontario. A great many farmers think
that it does not pay to make beof at prosont pricee, and so are oither dairying
or selling their stock. While the latter practice for a time brings in more
roady monoy, it is conceded to be bad farming, excopt in localitics where
thoro are large tracts of meadow land that do not require manure. While
not iuclined to complain, I think farmers in all the provinces are foeling the
sharp compotition from outside, and are in a spirit to adopt all advanced
fnothods as fast as their capital will admit, and it can bo shown that the new
is better than the old. Farmers’ clubs and associations and conventions for
tho discussion of practical questions have been well attended this winter.

Tho new Agricultural School, ostablished by the N. S. government, is
not so well patronized by the farmers as it was hoped and expacted it would
be. It is an excellent school, bpwever, and Professor Smith, who has
charge of it, is a practical as well as a theoretical farmer; and he is so con:
fidont that tho farm in connection with the school will more than pay i%
way, that be has agroed to give the government a-fair por cont. for tho money
thoy have invested in it,the governmont to mako all permanent improvoments.

Intorest in horso breeding continues to increeso, and a number of fins
horses have been brought into both provinces tho last few weeks. New

Brunswick and N ova Scotia claim that they can raiso horses just as cheaply,
and just as good animals, as they do in Princo Edward Island ; and they
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propoac'to convinco the world of the fact by showing thoe horses. The
proof of tho pudding is in the eating.”

A correspondent writing to the New York ZLribuns from Ithaca, Now
York, gives tho following recipe ns tho best for poisoning English spurrows ;
« Dissolvo arseniate of soda in warm watar at the rate of anounceto n pint ;
nour this npon as much wheat as it will cover (ina vessel that can bo closod
go n8 to prevent oveporation), and allow it to soak for at least twenty-four
hours. Dry the wheat so propared, and it i ready for use.” It shonld be
distributed in winter in places where the sparrows congregate, but whero
domestic fowls will pot bo endangered, and a quick decrease n their num-
bers is cortain to follow.

OUR COSY CORNER,

A lady friend who visited mo some time ago had a travelling case of her
own manufacture, which I think some of tho Priveilla readers will like to
copy. Thie case is made of heavy, dark-brown linen. It is cighteen inches
wide and five foot six inches long. Of this length, sixteen inches is tnrned
over to form the pocket for a ehawl at one end ; sixteen inches are turned
back at tho other end and made into two pockets, ono for dressing case, the
other for change of underclothing, and the centre between the twe pockets
bas two straps to hold rubbets, slippers, or a bundle of sny kind. All the
edges were bound witn navy-blue dress braid ; the handles aro formed of
picces of rope covered with linen, and tho two bands, which hold the caso
togethor whon folded up, are also made of linen, embroidered in fo:ther
stitch and firmly sewn to the linen case. At ono end of these binds are
swoked pearl buttons, and at the cther a row o! button-holes, so that the
case may be closed tight or let out to suit its fullness.

This lady also taught me to wake very pretty wool fringe which may be
used on any kind of furniture, She took a pieco of bourd two feot long
and six inches wide, along the top she put a row of nails one and a half
inches apart. Sho had a like row along the bottom edge. Sho began at the
left-hand side of tho board with two lengths of wool, cach containing about
twenty single threads ; one of these she carried over the firat top nail and
down on the right-hand side of the second iottom nail, up on the left-hand
side, skipped one top mail, over the nuxt and down again, skipping tho third
bottom nsil, and under the next, and so on ul! sho 1eached the other end of
tho board. This left every other top and bottom nail vacaut. She then
took the other length of wool sud did the same thwg over again on the
vacant nails. Then she tied the wool with another thread below the top
nails all along the bosrd, thon again at the first crossing of the woo! and
again at the second crossing. Whero the wool goss over the top nail she
cuts all buttwo loops, then at the first crossing she cuts all but two strands each
way, half way between tho first and second crossings she cuts again, as be-
fore, all but two strands each way, then she cuts right through all the threads
that are over tho bottom nails and the pattern is complete. She ropeats the
pattern until she has all tho fringe she requires. A. H. QuuLL.

In canning, sugar is not the * keeping ”’ power as it 18 in preserves ; it is
tho entire exclusion of air from the fruit that preserves it, snd with thie
fact in mind it will be scen that great care must be exercised to havo all the
jars in perfect condition. Wo repeat our former directions for testing the
jars. Purchase for the purpose the glass jar having a glaes or metal top with
arubber. The “ Lightning »” jar can alwsys be relied on and is much easier
to manage than the scrow-top. Thoroughly cleanse the jars, and if tho rub-
bers have been used before and seem hard or worn, get new oncs ; they can
be purchased at any store where the jars are sold. Partly fill the jar with
waler, place the rubber in position, and put on the top securely. Then turn
the Jar upsido down aud Jet it remain in this position at least fivo minutes ;
if any water oozes out the jar is imperfect and should bo set aside for some
other work that does not require air-tightness, Often, howevor, simply
changing the top or pulling on a new rubber will render the jar perfectly safe.

Maxs Your owx Caxpr.—Now is the joyous season of the year when,
if you are only acquainted with the procious secret of their preparation.
you can raske for yoursolf with ten minutes work candies more delicious
than were ever purchased at the most expensive confectioners. The latter
never have this particular sort of candies for ssle, becauso they will not
keep ; but fresh cooked they are morsels for the gods, and this is tho way to
make them : .

Tske some Lig strawberries, ripe and firm, and hull them. Then mix
two cupfuls of granulated sugar with a little less than one cupful of cold
water. Put tho roixture on a hot firc and let it boil hard without stirring,
until s spoonful dropped into cold water crystalizes to tho brittle point im-
medistely, Now take it off the firo and pour into cups previously warmod
inthooven. Dip the strawberrios one by ono into this hot solution as quickly
as possiblo, fishing them out with forks and laying them on greased tin pans.

The bijefest sort of an immersion will be sufficient to give cach borry
the desired coating of sngar candy. Finally, set the pans on tho ice in tho
refrigerator, and as soon 28 the fruit is cold it will be roady to cat. Perhsps
“gobblo" would be a more upproprite word, considering the csgerness
B with which sach strawborries are usually consumed. In very truth they are
R Dot rivaled by any other kind of sugar plums, as you will yourself confess
| i you try them. ~ Malaga grapes and nuts as well may be treated in tho
