In the Qut-Door Department there is & daily attendance of between 75
and 100 patients, which affords excellent instruction in minor surgery, routine medical practice, venereal diseases, and
ﬂw dizenses ;af children.

CHAPTER I.—DEFINITION.

- TRaI1S subject israther hackneyed, and
it is generally assnmed that every one
knows about all there is any oceasion
to know on this witul subject, wvide
letters by the score in our daily papers
by representatives of every condition of
men—and. as might be expected, very
dictatorial in character. Thereis deca-
sion to fear that the writer indulged in
this common delasion, but he was forti-
fied by the fact that he bhad several
diplomas—signed by eminent men who
personally guaranteed his knowledge—
and what more is needed to enable a
man to speak with anthority 2

“ Fools rush in where Angels, &e.”
However, many years ago circumn-
stances demanded a knowledge that on
the closest “intraspection” (excuse this
word it is probably of a new coinage)
he failed to discover, and though his
personal ignorance may neither surprise

nor concern the readers of this journal,
yet it affected him about as wuch n
the one way as the other. Whaw was
to be done about it? Why—consult
the authorities—nothing easier—ell
that depends—of later yearsfhere arve
hooks that are of value—but formerly,
there is reason to think that the men
who did write on this subject were in
somewhat the saue condition as the
searcher after knowledge was.  The
profession, in so far as correct or sys-
tematic practice is concerned, “was at
sea with defective chart and uncorrected
compass.”

Turning to the Sanitary Engineer—
save the mark—every builder and
architect was a sanitary engineer with -
theories as nwmerous as there were
individuals coupled with a dogmatic
assertion, and given with an honesty
that only ignorance of a dense character
could furnish. In this dilewna the
writer had to look backward andanalyze
his knowledge but found nothing of
moment until he got back to the prac-

‘tical teaching of his first instructors,

which, at the time, he had not the
capacity to understand, and even yet
there is much lie is unable to explain
that was given in those carliest lessons.

In introducing to your notice his
earliest teachers (though not of profes-
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sional rank) he would desire to repay
a debt, or rather give credit to those
that he fears have never been generally
appreciated — though their ministra-
tions have not been confined to the
writer.

HYGIENICS OF SURGERY.

The reader will, it is trusted, pardon
an attempt to give as briefly as possible
a resume of the first series on Clinieal
Surgery. Don’t for a moment think
there is an intention to give anything
original—for the more it is inquired
into there is the less chance to find any-
thing “ new under thesun.”  Listerism,
at least in its principles, was copied, no
doubt nnconsciously. from wy first
clinical teacher, for when thoroughly
analyzed and reduced to its elements it
is, as was s0 concisely put by Dr. Farrell
many years ago in his inangural address
to students. © Listerism s eleanliness.”
Hence all the discussions (often acyi-
moninus) so far on the subject have
referred to the merest details,

It has been often asserted that a
surgical operation with the trephine is
required to the end that a jole or a new
idea may get access to the brain of a
man who has the same nativity as St.
Patrick—yet the Milesian blackthorn
so deftly wielded by the Dr. was sufhi-
cient to explain to the writer the sound-
ness of the practice illustrated by his
first elinic.

A hoy, at some thine in his eavcer as
such, has a pet dog that Jike its kind is
given to an amorous propensity too
often accompenied with quarrels, result-
ing in severe lesions of continuity that
require skilful surgical and hygienic
treatment. We may class Dietetics under
the head of Hygiene. Carlo was found
one morning in a retired corner very
carefully dressing a series of severe
wounds, several of which were pune-
tured—a class diffieult to manage. The
writer was more than interested in the
subject, for. in addition to curiosity, a
true and favored friend was in dificulty.
Kunowledge acquired since then enables
the writer to better describe the case:
The limb was placed so that all the
muscles werc relaxed and it was kept

at perfect rest (Ist and 2nd axioms of
surgery). 3rd. The dressing. At cer-
tain places it was most carefully and
lightly touched—at others much more
force was used—this was conducted as
often as it was required—with, as a
result, perfect cleanliness not only of
the wounds but all their surroundings.
The healing surface had always that
look which isso pleasing to the surgeon.
At ne time during the treatment was
there any appearance of discharge—of
pus, of smell, or of fetor, and the hair
in the vicinity was kept scrapulously
clean.  As a rule “ healing was by tirst
intention,” or at least without any
evidence of suppuration—a lo Lisier,
This was only a part of the treatment.
Carlo abstained from food except a
little milk, but was very grateful for
water that he used ofien, but in small
gquantity at a time.  All of whieh is
sowd hygiene in sarvgical fever. This
condition often demands a laxative, and
Carlo’s instinet directed him to eat grass
in small quantity which produces this
effect.

But it would take up too much of
vour time to dwell longer on what every
one thinks he knows—yet it took a
Lister to explain the theory of this
practice. ‘

Seeing no  purnlent  discharge, T
assumed that the dog was not subject
to this, hut Lister has shown that, by a
very elaborate techniyue, he can accom-
plish as much as a dog can with his
tongue.  The canine surgeon has how-
ever this advantage, that he has the
seat of injury always under observation
and can anticipate an unfavorable con-
dition, while his human compeer must
work in the dark, as, for various reasons,
he hesitates to undo the dressings.
Canine treatment of fracture, under his
limitations as to apparatus, is adinirable.
The limb is placed in as favorable a
position as possible and kept very quict
—with all muscles relaxed—with, as a
result, much less shortening and deform-
ity than might be expected. \

highly appreciated when, in after years,
an experience with even intelligent

surpassed by a lineal descendant of
Confucius, confirmed them.

As examples—-Called to see a hoy

with an injured instep and found it

enveloped with a foul quid of tobacco
and commencing ervsipelas. Again—
called to seec a young woman who had
pain in the back from natural causes
which was thoroughly understood by
patient and attendants and for which
my serviees were requested.  On enter-
ing the house there was an unsavory
odm, and on introducing my hand it
entered a  huge cu(u,;lasmro stercorts
bouvis extending from the shoulders’to
the hips.  On protesting against this
form of poultice—the protest elicited
sorrow for my ignorance. At another
case treatment was varied by the use of
a calaplasma stercoris humani which,
like the previous prescription, had to be
fresh and warm that their virtues might
be obtained in full. ‘

At another time the writer was indoe-
trinated into the vivtnes of Pilulae
Agnorum when collected from the field
at the proper time.

Hence there is no oceasion for wonder,
that admiration for the writer’s first
clinical teacher was intensified] to
which may be added that the longer he
lives the greater the .1p[.>1ec,m.t10n, for
there are details in the practice with
which he thoroughly coincides, though
as yet unable. mtelhnently to compre-
hend it. TFor exgmple—his temper was
eaxily roused, but when sick he was the
incarnation of meckness and good
Lumour.

But the reader may say we have had
enough nonsense—a few common facts
diluted with a lot of stuff’ the writer
assumes to be witty.  Well the writer
will accept the reader’s eriticism in this
regard and he will feel amply repaid
for his work, including his failure as to
wit, if he can impress one idea . on the
mind of any reader, viz., that HYGIENE

is CLEANLINESS, nothmfr more, nothing
less. The dlfhcult qucst;on is how,to
obtain it—the terms Listerism, Clean-
liness and " Hygiene being synonymous

—and the converse Divt. The diction
eries (even the International) fail to
give a Jdifinition of this term satisfactory
to scientists, and that ¢f an unknown
author is adopted, viz, “ Matter out of
place.”

The reader may justly say that if the
preceding part of this paper means
anything it is that “ Hedlll s quile
wnconsistent with filth of the most pro-
nouaced type,” and this is undoubtedly
the fact failing which the earth’s human
population would be easily numbered.
To explain this incongruity there is no
need to depend on thé hackneyed
expression “the exception proves the
rule,” (beeavse the phrase is a fraud
every way it can be looked at).  On the
contrary, to the scientific mind of the
day it elearly proves the scundness of
our accepted pathology—*That taken-
as & whole disease is the result of the
growth and decay of living organisms
in the animal ceonomy, and that the
organisms can only reach the man or
animal through a neglect of proper and
obtainable cleanliness. Prevent the
arrival of the germs of the disease and
filth per se will not induce discase, but
lev the pathogenic element get an
entrance and the saddest pflges in
human history record the contlict of the
trio—GERN, FiLTH and GENus Hono.”

What is the history of every epideniic
from the plagues that decimated the .
ancient world and middle ages down to
cholera and diphtheria of our times and
la grippe of fo-day that appears to
specialiy flourish in the houses of wealth
and the homes of princes, because its
germ there finds its most congenial
pabulum ? ‘

It is not polite to say that this means
filth or uncleanness in high places, it
is better form to style it « unsanitary,”
or “defective. hygienic conditions.”
This, however, all means the same
thmcf and if characterized by the grosser
terms it might be more cﬁcctuallv dealt
with.

In . concluding t;lm chapter let me
again Insist thai Hygiene is, neither
more nor less, the scientific term for
cleanliness, and it isnot to be wondered
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at in judging of its attributes that it is
placed only next to Godliness.

In stwdying up this subjeet so as to
be familiar with it—yvou will exense the
writer for giving his
this the more becanse he is old enough
now to be able to afford to quote as such
those who, not being “titled among
men,” vet who did their duty and did 1t
well, and laid bare their practice to him,
his being the fault if it were not under-
stood.  He has had wmany other similar
instroctors that treated of different
departments in Hygicne, and as we ¢o
on these will he infroduced to the reader
with the ope that he may he interested,
but with the certainty that whether or
not the teachers will not be offended
even if they could be made cognizant

of any want of appreciation.

M. G., aet.. 22, native
employee in cotton mill.  Her appearance
indicating fair health.  Good appetite; fairly
well neurished ; wother living ; has good
health.  She has no knowledge of her father,
Patient always enjoyed good health up to
the 18th vear of her age.  After that time,
she stated, that at times, she would have
strange feelings she could not describe, not
a pain. but, in her own language, an uncow-
fortable feeling low down in the pelvis,
accompanied by difficulty in stonping and
making exertion.  She also had at this
period more or less leucorrhoea.  Later
these feeling became agzravated.accompanied
by frequent and painful micturition, obliging
her at times to leave her work and walk the
floor for hours.  During these exacerbations
she was obliged to von] urine every five
minutes, After thus suftering for a time,
her symptoms wonld ahate and he would
enjoy comparative comfort until the next
attack.

It seemed to
be made up "of several small growths which
almost surrounded the orifice, and were so
impacted into each other as to give them the
appearance of one solid growth. It was so.
exceedingly sensitive that only a visnal
inspection could he made without an anaes-
thetic.  The base of the growth was ovoid,
measuring, 1 should judge, about 1.5 C. M.
in its greater and 1 C. M. in its lesser
diameters. It was pyramidal in shape and
its surface was highly vascular as  was
revealed by its bright scarlet summit.  The.
vest of the growth being covered by a light
aray seeretion which eould not he wiped off
to allow an  examination, owing to the
extreme sensibility of the parts.

In a reswndé of the case the following
symptoms were noted :—Diffieulty in stoop-
ing and on making exertion, frequent and
painful micturition, and extremely sensitive
and vascular growth situated at the orifice of
the urethra, and these accompauied by len-
corthoea.  There seemed no donbt hut the
case was “ Crorunele of the Urethre.”

This n(-,op]'mn to which has heen given
the name “ Caruncle ” likeswise received the
names of ¢ Vasewlar tumor,” * Irrituble
vascular excrescence of the Urethra,” §e.

Pathologists are agreed that the “ growth
consists of hypertrophied papille that qpriutr
up at the edges of the meatus and sometimes
along the walls of the urethra, as little
vascular growths, which are of a bright
scarlet color, exquisitively sensitive under-
pressure and are of a soft, spongy, and
erectile structure, with a smooth, tissured or
granulated surface not unlike a raspberry.
They are generally pear shaped and in size
vary from a small pea to thatof a horse-bean.
Their vessels which are exceedingly numer-
ous terminate in an abrapt loop.  They are
also supplied with nerves, a circumstance
that accounts for their extreme sensitiveness.”

This disease seems to wceur oftener in
middle-aged married women, but youny girls
are not exempt.

As a rule it produces great suffering.
Sexnal intercourse is-accompanied with great
distress. It is very often the cause of
dyspareunia and hence sterility. She has
frequent and painful micturition, and in
aggravated cases the suffering is so great that
it passes the point of endurance, and the
effects upon the nervous system is such as to
cause the sufferer semetimes tc end her
miseries by suicide,
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The diseases with which this may be con-
founded are ** Prolapsus of the Urethra,”
“Syphilitic Growths of @ warty character,”
and ** Polypuid Papilloma,” usually attached
to the walls of the wrethra.  From the first
a careful examination will readily distin-
guish it. In prolapsus of the urethra the
tumor is situated ou the posterior margin of
the meatus, owing to the impertect support
this part of the urethra received from the
loose interurethro-vaginal cellular tissue,
while the anterior wall is not so liable to
prolapse, as it has a firmer support in the
tissue held by the pubic areh.  Urethral
caruncle is almost always on one or both sides
of the meatus.  Wlhen syphilitic growths
exists, similar developments will be found on
other parts of the vulva, besides, neither of
these conditions are as painful as the one we
are considering.  The Papilloma being free
from pains and tenderness may be readily
excluded.

Dr. Thomas of New York, savs: ¢ It is
impossible to say how long this growth may
eomtinne to exist, when not interfered with.
He knew it to last for years, not much
changing in shape and size, continuing
always excessively sensitive and annoying.”

The prognosis is favorable, bui when a
numter of small fungus. warty growths sur-
round the meatus and extend up the urethra
a cure is exceedingly difficult, for no sooner
are they removed than a morbid develop-
ment rapidly produces more. )

In zhe treatment of the case we are con-
sidering she was placed under an anaesthetic

ADHEREXT PLACENTA.

THE following case may prove interesting,
as it demonstrates, very conclusively, I
think, the necessity of having skilled medical
attendance at Jabour cases, instead of trusting
even the most healthy woman to the care of
midwives or unqualified men.

I was called to see the following case hy
a friend of mine, he having been sent for hy
the man who had charge of the case—soy
Mr. B——, who was unqualitied.

History~2s. C., o primipara. aet., 24
years, was delivered of a healthy and normal-
sized female child on the morning of January
29nd. - According to ¢ Mr. B the labour
was perfectly normal, the placenta and mem-
branes coming away without any assistance.
He said that he examined them and found
them to bLe complete.  The patient’s whole
pregnaney had been normal, there heing
merely general weskness, for which he had
aiven her strychmia, At noon on the 23rd,
the patients temperature ran up to 102° 1,
she complained of pain in the back, and her
pulse was quick and weak, so [ was ealled in.

When I saw the patient at 7.30 p.m. on
Jannary 23rd, she looked very flushed and
complained of intense pain in the back.
Her temperature was 100.8° F. and her pulse
100.  She had no rigors, On making a
vaginal examination, a soft smooth mass—
strongly resembling the wmbilical cord—was
felt protruding from the valva. T followed
this into the vagina, but had to wait for the
patient to be anaesthetised before T could go
further, as the uterus was firmly contracting
and the cervix wouldn’s acdwit my hand
without giving patient more pain than she
could well bear.  As svon as she was uncon-
scious, I insinuated my hand, in the form of a
cone, throngh the cervieal canal and into the
uterus. The mass of tissue was found to be
adherent to the anterior wall of the uterus—
along the middle line, the attachment being
about one inch broad and extending from
the internal os to very near the fundus. The
internal surface of the uterus was smooth and
its walls were very firm, contracting power-
fully on my hand.  After a great deal of
work, I managed to serape away the entire
mass with the fingers of my right hand,
pressing on the uterns with my left through
the abddminal walls.  During the operation
—which was conducted on  the strictest
antiseptic principles—the patient lost a great
deal of blood, hut, as soon as the mass was
completely detached and I had donched the
uterine cavity with hot perchloride of mer-
cury solution (1-3000), the haemorrhage
censed and gave ne more trouble.  Before
leaving, I ordered three grains of yuinine
every four hours.

On returning next day, I found. the tem-
perature to have fallen to 98.5° F., and the
pulse normal. The pain was much less,
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lochia profuse, and the uterus firmly con-
tracted. During the night the patient had
felt a rigor. I ordered the vagina to be
douched with a 1-5000 solntion of corrosive
sublimate every six hours, and sinee then
the temp.erature never rose ahove 99°F,

Brown says, “ Abnormal adhesion of the
placenta and hour-glass contraction of the
uterns are more frequently encountered in
the experience of the young practitioner, and
they diminish in frequeney in divect ratio
with incressing vears™  This way often he
the case, but 1 am convinced that the only
way that *“increasing years” would have
removed the above placenta would hiave neen
by a process of putrefactive degeneration,
whiclr would in all probability have removed
the patient also,

One noteworthy point in the above case is
there heing no complaint of pelvie, or even
abnormal, pain during pregnancy; as most
will agree with me in saying snch is nsually
felt. in cases of adherent placenta, being due
to a localised placentitis or decaiduitis,

THE NEW KOCH INSTITUTE.

Ix last Saturday’s sitting of the Prussian
Diet, an aniimated debate took place on the
proposed annual grant of 165,000 marks for
a clinieal and scientific Koch Institute to he
afliliated to the Charité Hospital.  Dr. Graf,
of Elberfield, the member who on November
20th last put the questiou to the Government
that drew forth von Gossler’s famous specch,
while admitting that the therapeutic value
of tubereulin was excerdingly doubtful, con-
tended that its scientific Importance was of
the very highest order. e quoted ven
Thiersch, von Bergmann and others, who
were unanimous in their opinion that the
remedy should not bhe given up, and ended
by declaring that it was the duty of Germany
to accede to this demand of the Budget Com-
mission.  Terr Broemel said that the ques-
tion under considerntion  was not only a
medical one, hut had a constitutional side as
well, and Parllament was entitled to a full
an exhbaustive answer as to whether the
proposed institution  wus  necessary  and
useful.  The words *¢ high scientifie value”
did not decide the question.  As to the
practical results of the treatment, taking
together all that had been published, the
result was a deeided won liguet.  On the
ather hand the dargers of the treatment were
unquestionable,  These dangers were hardly
alinded to in Kocl’s two publications, but
there could be no doubt that in many cases
the results had been disastrouns.  Parliament
had the full right to inquire whether the
Government had proceeded with  proper
caution in the matter. It would have been
more for the good of humanity if there had
been less mise-en-seene and more openness,
Tu the nse of the remedy a great wunt of the
ugnal medical eaution had been shown, and
this was in great part due to the fact that the
nature of the remedy had been kept a sceret.

that might be made within its walls would
be freely published. An institule of this
sort had been planned for many years, and
Koch’s discovery had only served to acceler-
ate the execution of the projeect.  The whole
medical world was unanimons in its opinion
that we were on the threshold of a new
therapentie era,” and that the fight against
infectious discuses should be taken up with
renewed vigour.  That was the ohject of the
new institute ; thet was its radson d’étre and
its justification. Professor Virchow said :
The institute in question is not exactly
destined for the treatment of tuberculosis.
I will not say that tuberculosis is quite
excladed from it, but certainly when its pro-
gramme was first laid down, Koch himself
was of opinion that the tulerculosis affair
was settled, and that he had no 1eason to
occupy himself with it further. The plan is
a much wider one, namely, to find out how
this remedy, can be applied to other diseases.

.Now, if the first supposition be incorrect. it

may be questioned whether the inference as
to other diseases is as important as was sup-
posed, when the establishment of this great
institution was decided upon. I have never
given an opinion as to the value of the Xoch
treatiment as a  whole,

ahout it. I bave only made a certain num-
ber of observations, which, it is true, gave a
certain bias to the whole question, and above
all, favoured quiet and impersonal investiga-
tion—so greatly needed in such a difficult
question.  Dr. Graf'is optimistic. ~ He has
no right to speak of the value of the treat-
ment until the value has been proved ; und,
in point of fact, it has not been proved.

matter has had extraordinary developments,
which no one could have predicted, and thus
hope became aroused that by means of so

- Nor can we say that this hope has
bLGll destroyed.  Speaking accurately, not
one single case is known in wkich a cure of
any form of tuberculosis has resulted from
the treatment. . . . . 1 can express no
opinion as to whether the remedy will con-
tinue to he used, say in fen years, or whether
by that time sufficient experience will have
been gathered.  AIl T can say is the follow-
ing : The Government Commissioner has told
us that the plan for the institute is of old
standing.  Nevertheless, no one will deny
that finally it was taken up with the greatest
haste and precipitation, . .. .. We have
Leen told in Comrnission that negutiations are
now to be entered into with the other depart-
ments of the Charité as to how matters are
to be arranged. We were of opinion that
these negotiations should have come first.
At the time when Koch was considered
omnipotent in the domain of protective medi-
cation, it may have seemed justifinble to dis-
possess, so 1o speak, all other clinicians and
directors of departments, and to say :  You
understand nothing about the whole matter;
we shall take all that from you—~Koeh will
manage it all.”  Now there is another side
to the question.  These other departments

serve for clinical instruction ; in them yeung
doctors prepare themselves for txmtiug
infectious diseases later on. Now [ hear

that a lecture theatre is Lo form a part of the
new iustitute, but its whole plan is not
clinieal.  That weuld not eoincide with the
objects in view. On the other hand, clinical
instruction cannot be given so low a place as
to do without sufficient material. As regards
this material, it often happens, for instance,
that the professor of the infectious diseases
of children finds himself witnout material.
And if there is anotLer person who takes
away the cases of measles and scarlatina, the
children’s clinic will hecome a desert. As
regards enteric fever the case is similar. In
choxt it is impossible that the superiority =
which this institute was designed to have
should be maintained for auny length of
time-—impossible that it should monopohae‘
the advantages which up to the present all
the clinics have shared in. I will not dwell
on the fact that financially there is a similarly
unjust arrangement. . Koch’s scientific assist-
ants are to begin with salaries sach as are
not drawn by many of our professors. . . . .
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Without dwelling on details. I may remark |
that the annual expenses represent a sum.

which is about equal to that received by all
the scientific depmitments of the University
together for purposes of investigation. .
I can only hope that the outlay may bring
the hoped-for results. [ will not oppose
details, but I trust that in future the matter
will be approached in a -soberer and also a
juster spirit.  After a few supplementary
remarks from Graf and Broemel, the debate
closed and the sum was voted.

HYDRASTIS CANADENSIS IN UTERINE
HEMORRHAGES.

Jules Bataud refers to the paper by Schatz,
and to the recent theses by Cabanes and
Pigache, which contain a 2ésumé of the
recent literature upon hydrastis.  Bataud
himself has studied the effects of hydrastis
in tour cases of uterine heemorrhage which
ocenrred in the wards of the Saint-Lazare.

The first case was that of a prostitute
twenty-seven years old, with sccondarvy
syphilis, .who was unexpectedly arrested
while street walking, and was taken tc Saint-
Lazare.  She was of o very mervous and
impressionable temperaments  Menstruation
was regular, scanty, and accompanied with
dysmenorrheea.  The patient had never had
a child or a miscarriage, and, though she had
been at the hospital a dozen times before,
had never had uterine haemorrhage. A the
time ot admission it was found that she had
an enormous papule-hypertrophic syphilide
of the vulva and anus  On the night of
admission she was seized with profuse
heemorrhage from the uterus, preceded by
dysmenorrheeal pains, though she had men-
struated ouly fifteen days before.  The cause
of the hmorrhage was thought to be con-
gestion of the ovaries and uterus, induced
by the shock of her sudden arrest—such an
effect is said not to be uncommon in patients
brought to Saint-Lazare. An examination
of the uterns and ovaries showed no cause
for the haemorrhage. - The patient was given
ten drops of fluid extract of hydrastis thrice

daily, and the hwmmorrage ceased nine days.

after its first appearance. It is not clear
from the text whether she took the hydrastis
from the beginning of the hmmorrhage or
not.  The drug was countinued for twelve
days after the keemorrhage had ceased.  The
following menstrual period continued only
three days, and the flow was scanty as
usual. :

The second patient, a woman, twenty-one
years old, was admitted for gonorrheeal
urethritis and vaginitis, with discreet vege-
tations about the auus and vulva. Den-
struation was regular and painless, lasting
four or five days. She had had neither
children nor miscarriages.  While descend-
ing the stairs, one day after admission, she
tell, striking her side over the region of the
kidney. Two hours later she was secized
with acute pain, and was obliged to go to
bed. The same night very profuse and
painful hemorrhage from the uterus came
oun. There was a large ecchymosis in the
lumbar region.  Forty drops of fluid of
extract of hydrastis were given daily, in four
doses. The next day pain and hamorrhage
were less, and in five days from the beginning
of the administration of hydrastis, and in six
from the time of the accident, the heemdrrhage
had ceased,

In the third case, a woman, twenty-thrce
years old, was admitted for syphilitic erosions
of the mouth.  ITer menstruation had always
been regular, scanty and painless, lasting
four or five days. She had had neither
children nor miscarriages, and never had
menorrhagia or pain in the abdomen until
three months before admission, when she
volled down stairs.  This accident was fol-
lowed by a sensation of heat and weight in
her abdomen.  Two days Jater menstruation
set in, and was painful and much more pro-
fuse than normal, and continuved ten days.
In the interval between her menses the pains
continued, and leucorrhea developed. The
last meustruation before admission was simi-
lar to the one just described. "The uterus,
vagina, and valva were intensely congested.
The dull curette disclosed no lesion of the
endometrium,. At the next menstruation the
patient was kept in hed, and was given forty
drops of fluid extract of hydrastis a day, be-
ginning on the second day after the appear-
ance of the flow. Menstruation lasted unly
seven days, and was less painful. The
hydrastis was continued until the next men-
struation appeared, which was not painful,
lasting only five days, and was not as
profuse as before. The congestion of the
uterus is said to have been completely cured.

In the fourth ecase, a woman, thirty-nine
years old, had been curetted eight months
before for metrorrbagia due to an endome-
tritis following abortion. The patient was
cured by the operation, and menstruation
became normal as to quantity and duration.

' On the sccond day of one of her menstrual
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periods, she had intercourse with her hus-
band. Instead of the flow ceasing on the
fourth day as usual, it continued for eight
days longer, the patient suftering at the same
time from seusations of heat in the pelvic
organs. Dataud saw the patient on the
tenth day of the hwemorrhage, and gave her
four one-grain pills of hy draetm a day. The
seusutions of heat and the hamorrhage
diminished from the first, and ceased on the
second day. Since then she has had ‘two
periods, ecach lasting only four days. Ab-
sence of endometritis was proved by currett-
ing the womb, Hydrastin was used instead
of the fluid extract ot hydrastis, because of
the disagrecable taste of the latter.— Resue
Médico-Chirurgicale des Mualadies des Fem-
mes.

DRAINAGE IN SURGERY.

Curiously enough the reaction against car-
bolic acid and the paraphernalin of the
antiseptic surgeon secems to threaten the
existence of the drainage tube, which we were
taught to consider a most important item in
the latest system of original procedure.
Twenty-five years ago surgeons drained to
evacuate the pus, a decade since they still
drained, but with object of getting rid of
discharges which might take on putrefactive

changes. At the present day surgeons drain
for the same reason that some people go to

church, because it is “ the right thing to do.”
Of course, if one accepts the views of which
Mr. Tait is the patron and friend, that germs
are ubiquitous and that the only way is to
starve them into surrender by carefully

removing all exnduative material on whiclh
tal .

they counld feed, then, of course, drainage is
a primary necessity, thongh even the pontiff
himself does not pique himself upon any
undue consistency in this respect.  If, on
the other hand, one accepts the statement
that by proper attention to aseptic manage-
ment, the entrance of microbes can be
puvented then the evacuation of discharges
becomes not only unnecessary but even
undesirable, save when necessary for the
relief of tension.  Serum oucht not to be
treated as something to be got rid of, for it
plays a very important 7éle in the process of
tissue -repair. - It must-be admitted on
theoretical grounds that the drainage tube is
in many cases calenlated to do harm. An

At the
Lest the drainage tube is a foreign hody,
hindering reunion and setting up more or
less m'lmtlon in the tissues upon which it
infringes. In deciding whether or not to
dram, surgeons are usm]ly guided by the
size of the wound, though whv a large wound
should eall for dmm.lrm more than a small
one it is not easy to unders tand, seeing that
the amount of absorbing surface is the same
proportionately in the one as in the other.
Drainage, in fact, is on trial once again, and
its sphere of utt.fu]ness will cert'unl’)r be
largely curtailed in the course of the next
few years.—Med. Press, April 1, 1890.

MANTON (W. P.) ON THE AFTER-TREAT-
MENT OF NORMAL )IIDWIFERY
CASES.

In briefly summing up my experience in
the treatment of normal lying-in cases, I
subscribe to the following meed

1. T believe that the normal pregnant and
parturient woman should be examined as
infrequently as possible, and left entirely
alone as regards dounching. o

2. I believe that the external cenitals
should be cleansed with a mild - antiseptic
lotion and pledgets of absorbent ecotton
immediately followiug delivery, and at least
twice a day afterwards, the vulva in the
interval heing covered by an aseptic pad.

3. 1 believe that the vaginal douche
should not be employed in normal child-bed
until after the lochia alba have become estab-
lished, when all abrasions of the wvaginal
mucous membrane will probably be hmled
and the dangers from infection hy means ot
the donche 110771e the fingers, ete.,, will be
practically #i/.  The lochia alba are usually
established about the eighth day post partum.

4. T believe that at this time, while the
bot vaginal douche is not absolute]y neces-
suy, 1t is comforting and grateful to the
patient, and,’ as has_ been pomted out by
Pinard, undoubtedly exerts an ‘influence in
promoting both uterine .md vaginal involu-
tlon.

I believe that slop diet following
dehvery is both unreasonable and pernicious
in its effects upon the mother, while easily
digested food, and, after the bowels are
“ full dlet," assists her in rapidly
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regaining her shrength, and produces better
breast milk for her offspring.

G. I believe that the obstetric binder is of
the greatest service in affording comfort, and
furnishing support to the relaxed abdominal
walls, while it hastens their involution and
prevents pendulous abdomen.

7. 1 believe that, as careful investigation
has shown, uterine involution is not wholly
completed until the endd of the second n.onth,
the Iying-in woman should he kept in the
recumbent position for the first four weeks
post partune.

8. T helieve that the practical application
of this creed would resnlt in few cases of
subinvolution, and the host of minor local
itls from which so many of our American
women suffer.—Phys. and Swrgeon, May,

1891.

Tiacoer (J. S.) ox soME UNSUCCESSFUL
Cases or Ceresran Sureery.—The author
1eports the results of an autopsy upon a case
which several surgeons, in consultation with
a well-known neurologist, had diagnosticated
as one of cortical inflammatory lesion of the
l'i"ht hewmisphere of the brain.  The patient
was a girl, twelve years of age, who was
uxl(levt,loppd for her age.  She had received
some injury on the head on November 28sh,
and two weeks after this she began o sufler
from left-side convulsions. At times there
was a deviation of the optic axes to the left,
and the left pupil was dilated. The temper-
atnure was very n-xe«rnlar, rising at times to
105° or 106° F.; the pulse was sometimes
very rapid ; the xespiru‘nion was slow.  The
urine was examined once during life, with
negative result ; but av the autopsy the urine
which was in the bladder contained much
albumin and easts.  The patient was subject-
ed to the operation of trephining, and died
about one hour after the uperation.

It was interesting to note that the line
drawn npon the scalp before the operation
to deternzine the position of the fissure of
Rolando, exactly corresponded wlth this
fissure. No lesion of the brain could be
found except that made at the time of the
operation. The drainage-tube had pierced
the right hemisphere and the right ventricle,
and reached about one-quarter of an inch
into its floor, piercing the caudate nucleus.
The left ventricle of the heart was found
hypertrophied. One kidney was small,
irregular, and nodular, with patches Iookm"
like scar tissue ; the cortex” was somewhat

thickened, and the markings were pale and
indistinet.  The other kidney was enlarged,
and presented otherwise mmch the same
appearance.  The uterus was extremely
small fora child of that age.

Dr. Thacher has met with three similar
cases in which no brain lesion could be found.
In one, diabetes was the only cause of death
found ; in the second, there was possibly
enough syphilitic disease of the blood-vessels
to account for the cevebral symptoms ; and,
in the third. that of a pistol-shot wound aover
the right eye, in which a surgeon had
trephined at the back of the skull without
finding the buliet, the autopsy showed that
the bullet was Jodged under the orbital plate
of the frontal hone, and not in the brain.—
Med. Record,

TiE TrEATMENT oF TUBERCULOSIS BY CaN-
THARIDINATE OF Povasn. — Professor Lie-
breich (Beifin Klin, Wochen., 1891, No. 9),
communicated to the Berlin Medical Society,
on Ieb. 25th, a paper on the “ Treatment of
Pulinonary Philisis by means of the Active
Principle of Cuntharides.”  The internal use
of cantharidin is tollowed by thc exudation
of serum from the capillaties of the kidneys,
Iungs and other organs.  The exudation is
more abundant in the case of capillaries
which are already irvitated. Presumably,
therefore, a dose of cantharidin which is
insufficient to produce such exudation from
healthy capillaries will suffice to de se from
capillaries previously disturbed, as is the case
with the pulmonary capillaries in phthisis.
The value of the exudation might be two-
fold: (@) The serum might improve the
nutrition of cells and so correct a morbid
tendency ; (b.) 1t might act prejudicially on
the lacilli.  Liebreich advises that the
treatment be commenced with one decimilli-
gramme of the cantharidinate of potash.
He allows a day to intervene and then in-
ereases the dose to two decimilligrammes.
His maximum dose was six decimilligrammes.
He emphasizes the care that is required in
the avoidance of the treatment where the
kidneys are disturbed. His experiments
were in course of progress, but so far as they
went, they encouraged him to believe tiat
good results were to be expected from the
method.  After the communication was
made, Drs. Heymann, G. Guttmann and B.
Frankel maintained the value of the method
by reference to a considerable number of
cases which they had thus treated. " The

Stimuratioy 1y PunLwoxary  TuBEr-
curosis.—There are suveral probable errors
quite commonly practised in the usual treat-
ment of pulmonary tuberculosis.  One ig,
that tne patient is too frequently gorged
with nourishment, and the digestive appara-
tus consequently kept in a state of disurder.
I have seen a young phthisical girl, who
always had a clean tongue, increase in stature
and improve in health for several years,
subsisting mostly on infusions of tea and
coftee, but with so small a supply of recon-
structive and carbonaceous foods that I
decline stating the amount, fearing impeach-
ment of my veracity, or of my powers of
observation. A certain strength of arterial
tension is desirable, but that can be gained
by a frequent liberal supply of pure water.
Milk is a good food, and possibly more than
three meals per diem is frequently desirable ;
hut very frequently better nutrition can be
gained by a decrease in tood, koth as to
frequency in the giving and as to the
quantity ' consumed. The food should be
immediately adapted to the digestive ability
of the patient in quality as well as in
quantity, rather than to attempt tv stimulate
the digestive apparatus to accomplish work
of which it is only capable during a general
condition of vigerous health.  Another
probable error is the giving of aleshol ag a
beverage, under the velief that when thus
coasumed it is a source of force, Stimula-,
ticn is necessary fur lite ; but there are good
and  bad  methods ot stimulation, and
anwisely chosen avenues for  introducing
stimulation to the body. Alcohol, without
doubt, can be used so that its preponderating
elfect is stimulating ; but as ordinarily used
as a medicinal beverage iis preponderating
effect is anwesthetic, naveotic and depressing.
The aromatic and flavoring ethers, ete., in
certain wines and liquors, are of a certain
value in stimulaling the nutritive process,
and may be used to that end ; but the ulti-
mate preponderating efiect of alcohol in the

general system is not of advantage in the
curative treatment of phthisis, and for such
treatment there are better tonic remedies
than alevhol.—Iitchen in Medical Record.

Deati From Disgase or 1B CERVICAL
Graxps-—A fatal termination due directly
to diseased cervical glands is an unusual
accurrence.  The accident is, however, pos-
sible, and with the slightest symptoms of
interference with respiration, either direct
or inditect, delay in operative interference is
dangerous. This is true even when the
enlargement of the glands is moderate and
recent. A number of such cases have been
reported in the Inglish journals, and they
would seem to be more common in England
then in this conutry.  Dr. Thornton, in a
recent number of the British Medical Jour-
nal, reports two of considerable interest.
The flest patient was a givl, eight years of
age, having a few small isolated glands on
each side of the wneck. The mediastinal
alands showed no enlargement and there was
no pressure on the traches. The child
gradually wasted and after five months died.
A week before her death she began to cough
ap foul-smelling pus. The antopsy showed
the superficial cervieal glands to be ordinary
tuberculous glands, caseating in parts.  Iwm-
mediately behind the lower end of ihe
trachea there was an abscess cavity with twe
or three small glinds matted together, degen-
erated and discharging into the abscess sac
at its upper endd.  Between the lower end of
the abscess and the trachea there was a
ragged opening.  In the second case the
glands gradually enlarged to form compact
nasses, filling both anterior triangles, but
without causing appavent pressure on the
trachea,  Symptoms indicating suppuration
were present, but uone could be detected on
examination. The respiration was free, bug
had a peculiar harsh sound, which had been
noticed also in the first case. The patient
died suddenly with gasping and choking.
An autopsy was not allowed, bLut, from a
consideration of the symptoms and wmode of -
death, it'is reasonable to suppose that the:
boy died from the sudden bursting ol a
glandular abscess into the. trachea, with the
pouring out. of sufficient matter to cause
suffocation or perhaps spasm of the glottis.
It is at least certain that death resulied in a
subject whose only apparent disease was
enlurgement of the cervical glands.—N. Y.

A TONIC FORMULA.

By AUSTIN FLINT, M.D., LL.D,

Professor of Physiology in the Bellevue Hospital Medical Coliege, New York; Visiting
Physician to Bellevue Hospital.

In the NEW York MepicaL JoursaL for July 31,1886, Professor Allard
Memminger, of Charlestown, S. C,, published a short articles on Bright’s Disease
of the Kidneys successfully treated with Chloride of Sodimmn.” The salt is
given in doses of ten grains three times daily, the doses being increased by ten
grains each day until they amount to fifty grains each. It is then diminished
to sixty grains in the day and continued. I employed this treatment in a few
casss, bub did not meet with the full measure of success noted in four cases
reported by Professor Memminger, although in some instances there was consider-
able improvement. The sucgestion by Professor Memminger, however, and
his theory of the mode of action of the sodiumn chioride, pointed to a possible
deficiency, in certain cases of diveaxe, in the saline constituents of the bloud.
Under this idea, I preparcd a formula in which most of the important inorganic
salts of the blood are represented, with an excess of sodium chloride and a
small quantity of reduced iron, the various salts, except the sodium chlorlde,
being in about the relative proportion in which they exist in the normal cireu-
lating fluid. I first used this preparation in the form of powder, giving ten
grains three times daily, after eating. It was afterwards put in gelatine capsules, -
each containing five grains, but these absorbed moisture so that they would not
keep well in warm or damp weather. The preparation is now, in the form of
sugar-coated tablets, all under the name of saline and chalybeate tonic. I nsually
prescribe two tablets three times daily, after eating. In a few cases, six tablets
daily have prodnced some “ fulness” of the head, when I have reduced the dose
to une tablet three times daily.

The absence of any provision to
remedy so grave a defect is a serious
objection to the Act.

Further, it is clear that political con-
sideration, not fitness, will infHluence
appointment to the Board. This,coupled
with the division of a sum of $500.00
per annum among its members, will
make it much inferior to the organiza-
tion it is mtended to supersede. We
must defer consideration of some details
of the measure until the next issue.

HE St. John local committee of
arrangements is working ener-
getically to make the July meet-

ing of the Maritime Medical Association
a success, and a success we are satisfied
it will be. We already have assurances
of a number going from Nova Scotia,
and trust that the Island will send a
substantial contingent ; and then, with
the genial and active efforts of Dr.
Bruce (chairman of local committee)
and his co-workers, there need be no
fear as to the N. B. representation,
which, under the circumstances, will no
doubt largely outnumber the other two
provinces combined. The date of the
meeting is July 22nd, and it should be
tne largest and most representative
medical gathering ever held in the
Maritime Provinees.

We are pleased to find that a general in-
terest has been awakened in this direction, and
a general desire has been shown to keep this
province well to the front, as far as medical
education is concerned. The members of the
committee have evinced a determination to
investigate the subject very fully, and deserve
much credit for their zeal, apart from any con-
sideration of the conclusions arrived at.—

The ahove indicates that the Ontario
Medical Council is determined to move with
the times in the way of progression and
development.  We believe the provineial
boards of the Maritime Provinces are actu-
ated by the same intentions. In Nova
Scotiz we are glad to understand that a dis-
cussion with a view to management of the
prescribed compulsory curriculum is already
decided upon ; such matter as compulsory
duplicate didactic classes deserve, and we
are confident will receive due and enlight-
ened atttention.

REMOVAL OF THE GassERIAN GANGLION
FOR SEVERE NEURALGIA.—Mr. William Rose
reports in the Lancef a ease in which he
performed the operation of removal of the
‘Gasserian ganglion.  The patient had pre-
viously subnittted to several operations on
the branches of the fifth nerve for the relief
of intense neuralgia, but the relief ohtoined
was only partial and temporary. Finally
the pain in the upper jaw and cheek became
so intensified that the slightest touch upon
the gum, the sudden approach of a person,’
or the banging of a door, sulticed to inducc
a paroxysm of agony. Opiates had practi-
cally no cffect, so that an attempt to remove
the Gasserian ganglion was decided upon.
The superior maxilla was 1emoved and a
ring of bone about the foramen ovale was
carefully taken away with a halfsinch tre-
phine. The ganglion could then be seen
Iying upun the apex of the petrous portion
of the temporal bone. It was loosened by
‘passing an aneurysm needle heneath it, and
removed in three or four pieces with the aid
of a narrow probe-pointed bistoury and a
fine hooked forceps. The dura was not in-
jured and the bleeding was slight. The
patient suffered somewhat from shock, but
recovered, and now considers . herself in
Letter health than she has enjoyed for years.
The pain ceased after the operation, and did
not return.  More than six months after the
operation sensativn and taste were practically
absent from .the right half of the anterior
portion of the tongue, but distinctly present
posteriorly. There was circumscribed
anaesthesin, with wasting of the muscles of
~the right cheek. There was no paralysis of
the facial nerve. An unfortunate aecident
after the operation was the loss of the right
eye from ophthalmitis.—New York Medical

Barsers a¥p CoxnTAGIOUS DisEASES.—

Antisepsis is now the law of the land in
Germany, and it is not iong since some viola-

tion of its rather changeable precepts was
punished with imprisonment. The victim
in that case was & midwite, but medical men
have, ‘'we believe, Lieen threatened with
similar penalties.- Barbers are, in some parts
of Germany, subject to strict rules as to the
disinfection of their razors, enrling irons, ete.
That enactments of this kind might with
advantage be made general not only in the
Fatherland, but in other countries, is shown
by a case recently veported to the Berlin
Dermatological Society Biy Dr OQesterreicher,
A man, aged 30, presented himself, with a
papulo-squamous eraption, enlargement of
the lymphatic glands in the neck and else-
where. mucous patches on the soft palate und
other secondary syphilitic lesions. = The
patient denied all kuowledge of any primary
infection, nor did the most winute examina-
tion of the genitals reveal any suspicious
appearance. On the left side of the face,
however, there was an area of cicatricial
thickening exactly resemDbling a healed hard
chanere ; this, the man stated, was a result
of a cut recetved some time before whilst in .
the hands of the Larber. Dr. Oesterreicher
had no doubt that the disease had been
inoculated in that way. In 1884, Dr. Labl,
of Vienna, reported a numhber of cuases in
which sycosis, herpes tonsurans, and alopecia
furfuracea, had been communicated by dirty
azors and other implements of the bair-
dresser’s armamentarium, and urged the
desivability of making it compulsory for
theso artists always to disinfect their instru-
ments before use.— B, Med. Jowrnal.

Case oF SubppEN AXD UNEXPECTED
Deutvery 1 THE Erecr Posture.—There
being only a limited number of cases of
sudden and unexpected delivery in the erect
posture on record, the following case is
perhaps worthy of mention:

S. D., aged 21, who had previeusly, after
a lingering labour, given hirth to cne child,
was recently visiting a friend, when - she felt
a sensation of giddiness. She therefore left
and started on her way home. THaving
walked fifty yards a sudden pain in the
abdomen was experienced ; the pain was so
acute that she retived to a neighbouring out-
house. She had no sooner arrived there
than she gave birth to a full term male chiid.
The ¢hild fell head foremost on to the stone
floor. The fall was broken by the cord, the
cord was ruptured, and no hemorrhage
oceurred ; the child sustained no injury, not
even a bruise being apparent, and is still alive
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(two months after the occurrence). . The
mother walked back to her friend’s house,
and-has made a good recovery.

There had been a miscalculation of two
months in this case of the probable date of
parturition, and the mother had no idea of
the cause of the pain vntil the child fell from
her.

BovrLraup (11.) ox DESQuaMaTION OF THE
Exrie Urernarar Mucovs MeMBRANE—A
man, of twenty-eight, had an arthritis of the
right, knee-joint, of possibly a gonorrheeal
origin.  After a few months it was found
necessary to open the joint to remove pus
and some Jungosities.  Some small fistulous
tracts remained open for more than a year.
Later he contracted a second gonorrheea,
which began to yield to an injectiun of
vegetable astringent mixture which, having
undergone fermentation, excited a ecopious
purulent discharge, and an injection of subli-
mate 1:3,000 was substituted. ’

The nexi day the patient found it im-
possible to urinate, and there seemed to be
some obstacle in the urethra.  On making a
violent effort the urine came with a gush,
and it was seen to contain a folded, whitish
eylinder, which the patient took for a worm.

Microscopic examination showed the mass
to be the desquamated urethral mucous
membrane, fourteen centimetres long and
three millimetres in dinmeter.  Recovery
soon foliowed.— Le Limousin Medd., Mareh,
1891.

ILLecan Pracrice or MepicINe ox a
Dean Booy (Gazette Hebdom. des Sciences
HMedicals).—A singalar question has recently
arisen as to the rights of an unqualified
practitioner to perform a surgical operation
on a dead body, and was brought before the
“tribunal of Espalion, which bas decided in
the uegative. The circumstances are us
follows: A woman; named Riols. had died
at the hamlet of Sarran,
parish, who had administered the customary
rites of the Charch, was in the chamber of
death with a neighbor, and persuaded him to
perform a Casarian operation to endeavor to
save the child, the woman being pregnant.

Daxeirs oF Svnpmoxan.—Although snl-
phonal is prabably one of the safest, as it i3
one of the most efficacious, among the hyp-
noties recently introduczed, the series of cases
published by Bresslauver, of Vienna, show
clearly that it has certain dangers.  The
degree of peril is difficult to estimate, as the
patients were lunatics, and were also appar-
ently feeble; but the fact is significant that
out of twenty-seven patients who were treated .
with the drmg, no less than seven showed
serious symptoms, and in five of these there
was a fatal termination. It ought to be men-
tioned that the patients had heen faking the-
drug for a considerable time in good doses,
and had borne it well until symptoms of dis-
turbance set in, these being great constipa-
tion, dark-brown urine, slow, or in some cases
rapil but fechie pulse, discolored patches.
resembling purpura on the limbs, and great
prostration.  In the cages which ended fatally
the cause of death was heart failure, with
wdema of the lungs.—Marylund Med. Jour.
