In » series of articles on the cotton
trade and manufacture of Canada, some
two or three years ag‘o, reference was made
to the rapidity wilh ‘which our domestio
goods were replacing those of foreign
m anufactuve,
new cotton mills have since gone into
operation, and the capacity of nearly all
the large mills have been conmdemb]y»
increased, it was scarcely to be supposed -
that the change then noted ivould  pro--
ceed with the enormous strides of the
last two or. three years, The followmg ‘
table shows a condition of thmgs which
must be highly gm(nfymg to the supporters
of -the National: Pohey, a.nd no man,
whatever his” party leanings, can fail to

rejoice that we are able to manufacture ..’ :
‘for ourselves to-day upwards’ of 50 million -
“yards of cotton, fabrios. which buta few =

yeats ago’ we  paid Lhe opemhves Qf‘;,. :

Qwing to the combination of ¢ Cotton
Wool ' and Cotion Waste " in the returns
for one or two of the years covered by
the table, we are obliged to combine them

. throughout. - This - will account for the

difference as compar éd with the table in
a former article. “It will be seen that the

. imports of raw cotion have doubled in’ the

last three years, and increased eight-fold
s compared with the year 1872, 'The
returng for the' year ending next June
will probably show a’further advance in
the same ditection, and it is donbtless'to
this increase in home -manufacture. thab
the alteéred condition of the tradeis refer-
able.. The opening of the Spring trade of
1832 found the-mill-owners the masters of
the situation ; they then had orders for
several ‘months ahead, and shares were
still at o high premium.  But the com-
petition has changed it all; and to-day,
the travellers find it: rather difficult to
induce the country merchsmts to place
their orders for Canadian cottons, especi.
ally grey fabrics. . Retailers have been so
accustomed for some years to obtain-con-
cessions in prices from the wholesala
trade that-they find it difficult to abide
the new order of things, and are waiting
some further inducements. before they
stock up, Whether they make a mistake’

or not is a question which may be ‘decided
by the wants of consumers to the disad-

vantage of the retailers; on the other
hand there need  be no lack of: goods if
ordinary prudence is observed. © So strong
has been the determination - to wait, thab
in some villages the retailers have com-
bined and agreed not to purchase spring
or summer stocks 0( coLtons till pmces

Our readers: are already aware that a
drop of from }c to dc and %c per yard
took place at the close of last season;
and the present state of affairs is partly
due to this fact, as well as to recollection
of the 2} to 5 per cent -concessions
off mill-prices allowed gradually by
travellers only a year or two since to the
larger buyers, when cotton fabrics became
to the dry goods dealer what sugar has

been go long to the grocer, and nails to the -

hardware dealer,—a ‘“leading line,” which;

by the asked price, often determined

the customer in giving his order for other
goods, with the price of which he was not
so well acquainted. - The drop of 4d. per
yard in' the price of MHorrocks® (Xnglish)
cottons within the last three months has
also had some effect, ‘although this is
probably due to the competition of other
English houses :whose goods have been
little, if any, behind that somewhat cele-
brated brand in saleable as well as wear-
able qualities during the last few seasons.
Owing to the difficulty of selling Canadian
cottons at a profit, some houses have
latterly confined their efforts to American
fabries, but, excepting for a certain clasg
of shirt-making, they do not appear to

give as general satisfaction as those of

Canadian manufacture. * Owing to the
price of cottons and to other circumstances
during the past year,  American manu.
facturers, have been nble to sustain prices,
The steadiness is probably duenot » little

‘o the excellent short date system in

selling goods; and which ‘one or two Mon-

‘treal firms have been able to udopb w1Lh

some degree of success,

The present condition of qf‘fmrs can
have only one result, probably a reduction
in the quality of the goods. More ¢ waste "
and more starch can be used by the
factories, and ‘when profits are again
reduced to a mere nothing, still more
waste and more starch can be employed,
till that condition of the fabric is reached
which.a few years ago was thought by
Lancashire manufacturers good enough

for the Chinese, and. which most middle-

aged housekeepers . can remember even
in Canada,—when the avticle after coming
from the wash resembled & veil or net of
grey- cotton . instead of - the superior,
closely-woven, honest, well-wearing and

comfortable cloth of ‘the present da.y,‘

made in our Canadlan mills,

. The detalls of the proposed new Bank-
ing: Act: have been furnished in the
resolutions proposed by the Minister of

Finance. - There does not appear any:
reasoriable objection to' the impaosition of -

fishermen to the same extent as »formerly‘

penalties for the violation of the. pro-

visions of an Actof Parlinment. It seems

to us, hawever, that theproposed penalties

will be found toostringent. They have no
practical application to the banks with

 large . capitals whose circulation mnever

approaches to the legal limit. They will
be found very severe by banks whose
normal circulation is about the amount of
their capital. With the best possible

_intentions as to obeying the: law, banks
L with agencies may be found at the end of

a month with a larger circulation than
they are authorized to maintain, It wonld
only be reasonable to enforce the penalty
in cages in which banks had exceeded
their authorized limit by  a certain
defined amount, say in cases. of banks
having capitals of less than $500,000, of 10
per cent, and on banks having capitals of
$500,000 and upwards, of 5 per cent.
There is no, analogy whatever between
this country and England in regard to the
question. For the last forty years the
policy in England has been to prohibit
all bank jssues. Nomnew banks have been
permitled to issue bank notes, and the

‘old ones have been restricted to.the -

amount of their average circulation for

_the three years prior to the passing of the
“Aldt. ‘I Canada it has been’ deemed

expedient to restrict the bank circulation

‘in"each case to the amount of the capital,
‘bub there is no special reason for. fixing:
‘precisely that amount, and when a penalty :
‘is imposed it certainly. ought not totake'
‘effect in cases where there has been a mere

accidental fractionnl increase.  In point of

.fact thers must be a margin, and the

effect of imposing the. penalty-on any
excess will be to restrain the banks fo at
least 10 per -cent less circulation than
they are authorized to have, so as to guard
against n possible unintentional violation
of the law. Much Lhe same reason exists
for making the penally for delay’in send-

ing in the returns exigible only in three

or five days later than the day prescribed.

Accidents may oceur without the'léast
"intention on the part of a bank ‘to delay

its returns, .As to the penally on private

banks, it seems to be doubted whether it -

will not be found wléra vires. Otherwise
it does not seem open to objection.

THE FISHERY TREATY.

There seems good ground for believing

that /it - will. be . difficulb.: to’ negotiate
‘another satisfactory fishery treaty with . -
1t was stated in the
discussion which Look place on thesub- i
ject in the Senate that the fisheries were ‘

the United States,

no - longer used by the United States
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but this was supposed at the time to have
' been an assertion made for effect. ' It
seems now to be admitted that the Ameri-
cans have to some oxtent succeeded in
" hiving the mackerel in United States
watery, which they have succeeded in
doing by obtaining bait in large quantities
in the Canadian markets and depositing
ib in their own waters, ' We presume that
our Minister of Marine and [igheries is
well acquuinted with the state of the
question, and that all the necessary steps
will bo taken to promote the interests of
the Maritime Provinces. If the informa-
tion that we have oblained should  prove
correct, wo should fear that it will be
found impossible to prevent injury
occurring to our fishery interests on the
cessation of the treaty. We observe that
ithe Globe suggests that the Maritime
Province mnembers should join in demand-
ing ol the Dominion CGovernment imme-
diate action with a view to providing for
the future. We are not enlightened as

to the nature of the action to be taken..

It is daid that “steps ought to be: taken
“at once to prevent any iujury oceurring
¥ to the fishery interests on the cessation
“of the existing arrangement.,’” If the
mackerel, which are a migratory tish,
should abandon Canadian waters for those
of the United States, we should fear that
no action of the Government would be of
much use. On-the other hand it may be
found that the' Canadian ' fishermen will
be relieved from tho competition of the
Americans, and {rom the risk of collision,
which will of course be much greater
after the oxpiration of the treaty. It
seems quite incredible that the fish
will ontirely desert Canadian waters,
whoype alone the bait is to be obiained,

QUEBEC FINANCIES.

Moreover,if Quabee
has any claiin on the ground urged by Mr,
Robertson, it is clear that the Provinces of
Novya Scotia, New Brunswick and Prince
Edward Island have a similar one. The
ex-Treasurer has taken a position that is
indefensible, 'The Dominion Parliament
must- determine what are Dominion as
contradistinguished  from  Provincial
works, and it would be a fatal blunder to
revert to the system, which was but too
frequently adopted prior to Confederation,
of expending public money in one Province
to countervail an expenditure in another.
Che Dominion expenditure on the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway in the Province of
Ontario was necessary in order to estab-
lish a conuection with the Dominion
railway system, and was at least as much
for-the benefit of Quebec as for Ontario.
The people of Ontario would, we have no
doubt, contend that it was much more in
the interest of Quebec ; in fact,Ontario will
have to expend capital to connect with
the Pucific line. We confess that we have
no expectation whatever that the demand
made in such peremptory terms on the
Dominion treasury will be successful,
although the fact that it has been made
seems to warrant the assumption that it

must have been encouraged by the Quebec .

members of the Dominion” Government.
Weof course do not allow ourselves to
suppose for & moment that any member
of the Quebec Legislature would venture
even to suggeststhe idea of repudiation,
and we fear very ‘much’ that substantial
retrenchment will have few advocates,
even_among the members of the. Oppo-
sition. T'he only.alternative left is direct
taxation, and wo have drawn an incorrect
inference from the speech of the Hon, Mr.

THE BRAZIL TRADE.

[t will most assuredly not be the fault
of the energetic Consul for Brazil if trade
be not extended between that country
and Canada. We notice that a large
deputation, headed -by Dr. FortinSwho
wns accompanied by about ‘twenty other
Members of Patlinment, representing all
the Provinces, including Mr. Curran, Q.C.,
of Montreal, had- an interview recenbly
with the Minister of I‘mance, with refer-
ence lo the proinotion. of trade between
Canada and . Brazil, Sir Leonard Tilley

‘moreover nssured the deputalion ' that’

‘he was perfectly in harmony with the
object of the deputation,” and that ¢ for
the past five years ‘the Government had
lost no opportunity to further the same
object.’’. If this be correct, then the
Mackenzie Government must liave been
likewise in harmony with the object of
the deputation which, so far as we can
gather from Dr. Fortin's statement, is to
obtain some preference in  the Brazilian
market, for Canadian exports, and “in .
compensation " to admit into our market,
“now that we have a surplus  their
‘molagses and coarse grades of sugar.”
Dr. Fortin said nothing about admitting
“the molasses and conrse grades of
sugar” of the Rritish or Spanish West
Indies, and it is therefore to be inferred
that he does not contemplate the total
abolition of the sugar duties which pro-
duce over $2,500,000 of revenue.

Both of the political
parties put forth all their efforts, and the
Conservative members of the Dominion
Parliamens threw themselves hear tily into
the contest. Just at the last moment
Mr. Dalton McCarthy raised:a new point
in reference to the.arbitration. .. The day
prior to that fixed by the arbitration both

of Provincial Legislatures in regard to
measuves aftecting the intervests of the
peaple generally., [6 seems to us that
whatever dilferences of apinion may exist
s Lo the extent of the legitimate powers
of the Provincial Legislatures, there can
be nons in vegard to acts the tendeney
of which is to nullify an agreement be-

be neither delay norhesitation in prevent-
ing further damage; yet as ghouls and
monsters in human form rob the dead on
a battle fied, or barbarians murder; such
of their former foes as survive the slaugh-
ter of the battle, so do some insurance
agents and some insured persons increase
the amount of loss by their: unwise and
criminal aclions, instead of, like-the sur-
geons and ambulance corps of civilisation,
preventing further damages as qulck]y ag
possible.

Whether ignorance or dishonesty be

"the cause, the effect is alike disastrous,

so that it too often becomes necessary to
impress. upon insurance agents the fact
that it is not to the honor of their'agency
that losses should be for the full amounts
of their policies; it isnot necessary to the
adjustment of a loss that the assured
should be prevented from carrying on his
lawful business. - If the loss exceeds the

insurance, no insurance company wishes

the loss to the assured to be increased by
one centj if the insurance exceeds the loss,
then no persoun should try to increase the
amount of the loss merely bacause of the
insurance. The whole country suffers from
the nervousness ot ignorance or .the dis-
honesty of the few who either have not
the sense to kuow: that increase of loss
benelits no one, or have not ' the courage
or the honesty to prevent such increase,

We could readily quote a very discour-
aging number of instances where people

yet inbusiness, and yet seeking insurance, -

have permitted or' caused unnecessary
increase of damage by allowing goods
to Yemain water-soaked to mildew or rust
or rof, or to remain shut up .in buildings
until smoke had made them useless, their
only excuse being, # Ok, we will not get all
owrinsurance if we do as yow say.”

These people have not the . sense .to
think that reputable companies ‘avoid dis-

reputable people, and’ if by any means

they ﬁnd on their boolks policies issued to
people who act so dishonestly they quiet-
ly mark them “to be cancelled,’” ar, at
any rate, “not to be rvenewed,’ Such
persons . count on the - immediate ad.
vantage to ‘be- gained because the

.appraisers may not be able to distinguish
‘between the damages—the immediate

result of the fire and those caused by
neglect ; they count on the efforts of the
appraiser they appoint in obtaining for
them the payment for their frand as well
as that for their misfortune, and they
may occasionally succeed, but such things
are nob forgotten, nor are they without
influence in future transactions, Hitherto
the insurance companies have contenied
themselves with declining or cancelling
the risks, but it is not impossible that a
few prosecutions for attempts to defraud
may serve as warnings -to  those who
respect no law so long as they can evade
its penalties.

But there are many people amongst
insurance agents as well as insured who
really do- not know what to do in the
event of a fire, They find themselves with,
say, machinery or hardware which has
been wet or damp, and if so left will be
materially injured, but . if at once dried,
oiled; dipped for a moment .in benzine,
or-otherwise sensibly dealt ‘with, would
escape with comparatively - small Ioss if
they wete nob tnsured they would know
what to do and would do it at onee, but -
being insured they are uncertain asto
their rights and duties. . To such persons
it 'is only necessary for them to know
that their first duty.is to notify the insur-
ance company of the loss and, the facts,
then to go to work to pxeserve the. pro-:
perty from. further -damage, Keeping &
strict account-of what.they. do, being
agsured that if they  act: honestly and
sensibly’ their actions will be adopted and
approved by the Insurance companies.

It may be that some incompetent ad-
juster will find fault or take advantage of
the best-intentioned" and ' best-directed -
efforls of the agent and the. insured, but
both may rest assured that if the progress -
of .the damage has been stopped. by
prompt and sensible action, the Insurance
company-will censure the adjuster and
approve the ﬂctxon of the assuled '

Company longer,  As matters are
now mrranged, the specinl agent has power to
muake u change whenever he finds on examining
the risks thatsuch is_the case; and instead of
giving three months credit each agent is required
to remit to Toronto not later than the 15th day

{0 sny that this-plan is working well, and the
money paid previously to general ngents is now
paid to inspectors, who are entirely in the em-
ployment of the Company, which the most of
the general agentsbefore were not, and we now
pay all losses from.the head office.  Further,
gentlemen, [ am happy to say that, inslead of
the agents coutrolling the: shareholders, the
Dircetors now control the agents, and the policy
of the Company is being carricd out in 4 satis-
factory mauner.
