GULV SMUGGLERS.
Tt has been generally suspected for sonne

tiie past Vita infractions of the revenue
laws have been of more or less frequent
occurrence along ithe shores of the Gulfansd
Lower St. Lawrence. The prices at which
articles of French or Italian origin, wines,
canned and other goods, have been sold in
the several parishes on both sides of the
river, aroused the attention of the officers
of the Customs )epartmnetnt some time
since, and this led to a cursory exanina-
tion, whichi convincei thei that some-
tLhing irregular was afoot, in view of the
fact that it was impossible: for Montreal,
Quebec or Halifax wholesale merchants to
sell the goods at such;prices. The smaller
vessels tradintg along the Gulf and further
inland shores, and visiting St. Pierre and
Miqnelon (islands helonging to France),
coisld have little diflieulty in embharking,
such goods and transferrinsg them to other
craft or smnal boats hy the way. Goods
tire oveni susp)ected to have arrived by rail
at varions points along the Itercolonial
R aihvay. VTessels ladon, for example, with
tolIacco and other goods fions Quebec have
been hainsdled in a way Io arouse suspicion,
and the prices of goods have been such as
to astoniish hlie conniercial traveller. In
view of this state of thiings w venture Ve
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auggest that the Government might make
a worse move than to fit out a smal but
rapid sailing vessel to cruise in the vicinity
for a few months, in order to make a salu-
tary example of a few of these nimble
smugglers.

THE HUDSON BAY ROUTE.
The report of the Hudson Bay Expedi-

tion under the command of Lieut. A. B.
Gordon should finlly set ai rest the vexed
question of the practicability of this route
for commercial purposes. The report is
clear and concise in its wording, and ils
simplicity and straightforward character,
and the absence of deductions or con-
muents, whrich only tend to confuse the
reader, form an agreeable contrast to the
great majority of official returns. The
whole narrative bears the impress of the
practical sailor, and thougb Lieut. Gordon
has'religiously refrained from any com-
ment as to the-commercial practicability
of the route, it is felt that the account
given of the ice and other dangers met
with as late as the 26th July, will effectu-
ally dispose of any lingering doubt of the
real impracticability of such a route as a
competitor with that via the St. Lawrence
or New York.

Although the Alert did not enter Hud-
son'a Straits proper until the 9th of July
the ship had passed through continuons
heavy ice since the 30th of June, and had
been at times heavily beset with floes
from five to twelve feet thick. On enter-
ing the straits it was found that about six
milés off the north shore the ice lay in the
middle of July in one compact mass, and
that at that date, in the height of our
Canadian summer, there extended be-
tween the struggling ship and the open
,water of -udson's Bay a mass of ice esti-
mated to be 200 miles thick. On the 25ti
the ship was closely beset once more in
heavy ice after fourteen dayB constant
confiiet, and speaking of this fortnight's ex-
periénce Lieut. Gordon says:-" The ice
met with, in my opinion, settles the ques-
tion of the practicability of the navigation
of the straits; up to this date, at any rate,
the straits are not navigable, because no
ordinary ship that could be used as a
freight carrier, even if strengthened to
meet the ice, could lave stood the pound-
ing which this ship bas had."

It was only on the 26ti July that the
Alert emerged froi the ice pack iito the
open sea of Hudson Bay.

As to the character of Port Nelson, which
was suggested as the point where the Hud-
son Bay Railroad should meet the ocean
carriers, Lieut. Gordon says :-"I consider
that the estuary of the Nelson River is one
of the most dangerous places in the world
for shipping to go to. At the outer anchor-
age the sea in a north-east gale breaks

from the bottom, and the captains of the
Hudson Bay ships, if the batrometer is fall-
ing, and the weather threatening, will go
sea in the afternoon and lie off till the
weather clears again. The Alert lay in
five fathoms at low water, vith 35 fathoms
of chain out, but steam was ready for in-
stant use the whole time, and the cable
buoyed ready for slipping."

This plain and urnvarnisied statement
of a practical sailor, furnisied with a vessel
specially fitted for arctic work and for
lengthened contests with heavy ice, will
carry an amount of conviction to the aver-
age commercial man that tons of carefully
constructed prospectuses could not corunter-
act. It shows that the limit of navigation
to Hudson Bay points for ordinary com-
mercial vessels is from August to the
niddle of October, and that at the last
week of that mîonth the ice sets fast in the
western end of the straits, completely
closing navigation until tie following suma-
mer. It also proves that during the so-
called open season of, navigation the dan-
ger from ice is always present, and further
that the harbors selected are points of ex-
treme danger, even to properly equipped
steam vessels. This is a formidable in-
dictment, and after reading the accunu-
lated evidence, it is diflicult to believe that
even the most adventurous ship owners
would risk their vesscls in regular trips to
such a dangerous locality. One thing is
certain, no marine underwriter would ac-
cept a risk on either vessels or cargo
except at sucli rates of premium as would
entirely wipe ont any chance of competi-
Lion with more favored routes, and couse-
quently we may look upon this report as
the final death-blow to the Hudson Bay
route. So far as commerce is concerned
Hudson's Bay will stili remain the great
loue sea, and its immense and dreary ex-
panse will be ploughed only by the occa-
sional supply ships of the ludson's Bay
Compapy or the poaching whaler, The
doubts of the practicability of the route
have been crystallized into absolute cer-
tainty, and the inexorable laws of geo-
graphical position and climatic influences
have once more proved their supremacy
over the roseate views and hopeful predie-
tions of the champions of this route.

CANADIAN LIFE INSURANCE.
It is ordinarily assumed that the amount

of life insurance carried in the country is
a very fair test of its material prosperity.
It ie well known that every period of
general depression is marked by a corres-
ponding decline in the amount of premiums
in force, owing to the inability of many
holders to carry their policies longer and
to the reluctance of others to enter'upon
any stop involving increased expditure,
but whether the converse is iaso true,

must be considered as more lorubtfuil.
The increasing keenness of competition,
involving more attractive forms of insur-
ance, lover premiumis, and more variety
in forma of insurance, is probably an equal-
ly important factor in inrcreasing the
amount of insurance etfected with thrat of
enlarged comiercial prosperity, and the
growing conviction that life irsurance is
now no longer a luxury, but a vital neces-
sity for every man, no matter what his
circumstarnces, is probably respousible for
a large share of the increase in the amount
of life insurance taken out in Cainadi.

Certainîly the past decade lias marked a
rrost renarkable growth in this respect.
In 1876 the whole anount of new insur-
ance effected during the year was $13,890,-
127, while last year it reacied $35,171,34S,
a figure nearly thrce tiies as large as it
was ten years ago; but at the sanie time
it must be borne in niind that the premium
irrconne in 1876 gave, in proportion to the
amount of insurance in force, a rate of
$3.39 per cent., while in ISS the proniurm
incone derived from insurance ta the ex-
tent of $171,315,696, was only S5, 2 6,543, or
at the rate of $3.07 per cent., a decline of
32 cents per hundred dollars of iunsurance
during the decade; not only this, but
every indication points to the probability
that the prescnt severity of competition
may result in a still lower percentage for
1887.

The mnost encouraging feature in the re-
port is the steady growth in popularity of
purely Canadian companies, and their
relatively larger advance than tiat of thoir
foreign rivals. This growii has b)een
gradual and continuous, not the resuit of
.sudden epurts or booms, and therefore the
steady concentration of the bulk of the
premium income in the hands of companies
inaugurated under our own laws and hav-
ing the builk of their sharehoiders residenît
in the country, must be peculiarly gratify-
irrg to those who hold to the patriotic
policy of Canada first. The figirres show-
ing tire amnourrt of life insurandi in force
for the decade read as follows :-

Not only do these statistics prove the
enormous comparative growth of the busi-
ness done by Canadiau companies, but if
we compare them with those of 1885 we
find results even more conclusive. A con-
parison of the life insurance in force in
1885 with that of 1886 shows that within
the ycar the Canadian companies netted an
increase of $13,590,720 the British coin-
panies one of $1,295,335, and the American
companies one of 6,467,495. In other
words outof $21,353,550 increase in policies
in force, more than thirteen millions and a
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half must be credited to the enterprise of
local companies.

Turning to the amnonnt af insurance
tel minated during 1886 we find that the
total termlinated by death, inaturity or
expiry vas $2,105,155, and that from sur-
render or lapse $11,042,792. These surns
are made up as follows:-

up to the average. Tis, however, is not
thue only' source ai incaoma. It must he ce-
membered that, iost, if not all, ot tha com-
pallies reported upon haive large sums in-
vusted is ether suanritiie, aud from the

interest and dividends upon these invest-
ments we find that the Canadian com-
pallies realized $628,558, or within a com-
paratively small sum of their generail
expenses of $659,038. Consequently, we
find that what we teri home lie insur-
ance companies show a surplus income of
more than a million dollars, and that after
paying to policy holders S41.72, in general
expenses $20.92, and in dividende to stock
holders $3.47, out of every $100 of iurnome
received, they had still $33.89 out of every
hundred dollars te carry to their rcserve
funds. This must be considered a favor-
able showing and proves that, whatever
croakers nay say, thle field for life insurance
in Canada is still a large and remunera-
tive one. All the companies entering the
field make good exhibits, and while natur-
ally drawing most attention to the proni-
nent position assumed by purely Canadian
companies, we nust aisocongratulate their
British and Amnerican rivais upon a ma-
toral improvement over last year's busi-
ness.

THE 1U10N TRADE IMPROVING.

The position and prospects of iron and its
manufactures always commands more or
less interest evenî from those not immedi-
ately interested but who seek to read the
sigls of the timues. Canada, although
essentially a tinber country, and using
wood for mnany purposes for which iron
and steel lias been substituted elsowhere,
has been a large consumer of foreign
metals, and as sle now aspires to greaier
things in iron mnanufacture, it is not sur-
prising that interest in this induetry in all
ils ramifications should lie intensified.

The conpetition of Germnany and Bel-
gium lias pressed leavily upon the British
manufacturer, but Britain is still the great
centre of the w'orld's iron idnstry, and
througi lier skill ii nmechanical art and
enornous resources in wealth, minuerals
and coal, will probably long continue ta
take the lead. A feature of British trade
are the quarterly meetings ta which the
leading mon resort to compare notes, iii-
vestigate tleories and inventions, listen ta
the viOws of experts and take orders.
These meetings, besides being of great

practicaul value im many Vays, furnlish a
very good index of thei actial state of
trade. One lias recently been held in the
iniddle of England, and a correspondent
says thîat the representatives were unan-
imîous in plrononcing the trade of the
country to be in a superior condition to
what i t was three months bofore, the works
in many cases being fully supplied with
orders. Prices, though lot showing nuch
quotable advance, were firmer in nost de-
partments. The best reports were furn-
ished by the steel mnkers, numbers of the
heavy steel works boing booked fonvrwd

to the end of the year, and some for the
first two months of 1888. Rails, sleepers
and blooms have all been called for to a
considerable extent. There have been
heavy enquiries for steel sleepers, and the
firms engaged ln their manufacture are ln
higb spirits, as every month their markets
are widening, and steel is being preferred
to timber. The East India lines are at
present the largest customers. The Tred-
egar Iron Company, for example, are en-
gaged in the execution of one such con-
tract for 280,000 sleepers, and another big
Indian enquiry is on the market. At
present rates vary from £5 @ £6 per ton,
according to section, and the weights most
generally employed are either 60 ibs. or
120 lbs. Continental competition is not
much feared by the English sleeper mak-
era. Large orders for blooms are being
received fromn the United States.

On the continent the conditions are lot
similar, and the continued depression in
France is disquieting. There lias been
what is called a 'growing activity " in the
German and Belgian markets, but some
entertain the doubt whether this may not
be merely an effect of transient causes due
in part to speculative buying in view of
the action of the syndicates, which are be-
ing formed to regulate production and
prices, and also to anticipate labor dis-
turbances in the near future. The exports
of bars and angles from '3ermany for five
months reached 100,202 tons, against 67,639
last year. All the rolling mills are busy,
and some have suflicient w'ork for six
monthe to come. The position is thus
smnmarized by a German correspondent:
" The bigher rates of £5 12a and upwards
are readily paid for bars. The prices of
joists have been advanced 2e a ton. Plates
are in steady demand. The base price of
boiler plates has been raised from £7 5s to
£7 10s. All steel works are very' busy.
There is a better demand for steel wire.
The rail markets are sonewhat depressed
by Belgian competition. A combination
is said to exist against the Cockerill Com-
pany, by the terms of which the German
makers will tender below cost price for the
rail contracts about to be given out by the
Prussian Governinent. The demand for
bars and joiste continues very active l
the Belgian markets. Foreign orders are
nunerous and important." In both Brit-
islh and continential trade tLhere la there-
fore an improvement, and this is a most
encouraging sign after the almost con-
plete stagnation which for so long has
been the feature of this great leading in-
dustry.

The production of iron and rails in the
United States lias been large and the trade
is prosperous, and apparently rests on a
sound basie. The output of pig iron for
the first six months of 1887 was 6,051,699
tons, while the production In the last six
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months of 1886 was 3,045,642 tons. The
production of Spiegeleisen and Ferro-Man-
ganese in the first six months of 1887 (in-
cbuded in the aggregate production of pig
iron) is a disappointment. It was onîly
only 2.5,436 net tons. In the whole of the
year 1886 the States made 47,982 net tons.
The production of Besbemer pig iron for
the first hialf of 1887 was 1,445,674 net tons,
or about 42 per cent. of the total produc-
of pig iron. Contrary to the general ex-
pectation the production of pig iron in the
Soutlern States during the first six months.
of 1SS7 did not advance, but was a little
less than in the last six months of 1886,
the figures being 459,651 and 445,226 tons.
The causes were a lack of coke and a
delay in building new furnaces under con-
tract.

The production of Bessemer steel rails
in the first half of 18S7 amounted to 1,030,-
530 gross tons, indicating a total produc-
tion of 2,100,000 gross tons for the whole
year. It cannot materially exceed these
figures. The production of 1886 was
1,574,708 gross tons, including steel rails
rolled in iron rolling mills. These figures
show the immense strides in steel rail
manufacture in the United States.

The effort to build up a Canadian iron
trade continues to provoke discussion in
England, and the manufacturera no longer
seem to doubt that English iron will be
excluded altogether. What this means to
English manufacturers, says the Economist,
may be gathered from the following
figures, which show the total export of
iron and steel to Canada during last three
years:-

EXPENDITURE ON PUBLIC WORKS.

Statistics are always looked upon as diy
reading, and as such are usually religiously,
avoided by the ordinary reader. But there
are times when their use is unavoidable,
and wlhen a line of ligures conveys a more
forcible argument or a more lucid explana-
tion than columns oi editorial comment.
In the matter of expenditure figures are
particularly valuable, and we therefore
present the more concise of the tables pub-
lishaed as a supplement to the ïanual re-
port of the Miniister of Public Works up
to June 30th, 1886, that our readers may
form a just idea of the manner in wich
the public money bas been spent, and the
share of it that lias accrued to each partic-
ular province.

The total amount expended is $201,369,-

A result that will probably surprise some
of our readers. From this statement it
Nill be seen that Ontario has secured the
lion's share, having 50 per cent. more ex-
penditure to lier credit than ber nearest
neiglbor, Quebec, while British Columbia
bas enjoyed the expenditure of a sum
within lier borders out of all proportion to
lier importance as a member of Confedera:-
tion. Prince Edward Island, Manitoba
and the Northwest Territories have re-
ceived the smallest slice off the public
loaf, while Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick have enjoyed the benefit respectively
of the expenditure of twenty-two and
thirty million dollars on their belialf.

Now since we are aware that on the 30th
June, 1886, the net public debt amounted
to $223,150,107, while at Confederation it
was ouly $75,728,641,-it follows that the
total increase since tlat date is $147,430,-
466. If we then deduct from this sum the
twenty-five million dollars represented by
the readjustment of provincial subsidies,
and the ten million dollars worth of lands

returned by the Canadian Pacifie Rail-
way, we may say that, roughly speaking,
the real net increase in the debt is about
one liundred and twelve millions. The
tables just presented accouit fur an ex-
penditure of two hîundred and one millions
on public works, and therefore we may
safely conclude that for every dollar of
debt incurred we have an expenditure on
the public belialf of nearly $1.80, expenided
in works of public utility which have re-
paid their cost over and over again in the
developmient of the resources of the coun-
try, and the consequent advaicemcnt of
the prosperity of ils inhabitants. This we
think must be looked upon as a favoiable
showing. It proves that although the ex-
penditure upon public works lias been
large, as is unavoidable in the develop-
ment and colonization of any newv country,
only about one half of il lias been added to
the debt, a siate of affairs whilch we be-
lieve cannot be parallelcd in any other of
England's great dependencies, and it
therefore relieves the Government fromt
the charge of reckless expenditure and
uncalled for additions to the public debt
which have been so freely launched at it,
and which now turn out to have so little
foundation in fact. So good a showing as
this cannot but lave a favorable effect
upon Canadian credit in the European
financial centres, and will certainly
strengthen the bands of the Minister of
Finance in any future *arrangements lie
may be called upon to make.

SAULT STE. MARIE CANAL.
Of late years considerable attention lias

been devoted to projects of public import-
ance, of which Sault Ste. Marie lias been
the objective point. These have been
mainly connected with railway enter-
prise, though we have all heard of the
greatly increased water trafiie of the Lake
Superior. region, which lias taxed the
Americanl canal to the utmost.

The necessity of a canal on the Canadian
side has long baen recognized, and its con-
struction will, without, doubt, be an im-
portant factor in the developmient of the
whole country. At the last session of the
Dominion Parliamente a million dollars
was voted for this purpose, and the plans
are already well forward. The total ex-
penditure will probably reach several
millions, as the large chias of vessels cm-
ployed calls for a spacious channel, with
modern locks, gates, bridges, etc., which
will compare in the most favorable man-
ner with its neiglhbor. Anolher point ii
that it must be operated free of ex pense,
hie American canal being free. This dis-
advantage will lie overcome by a provision
for mills and factories, and the renting of
sites and water power should furnish a
sufficient amount for wages and repairs.
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* A hike dhlhieity cannîected withi the St.
JLawreice canals iighît be solved in the
sane way. A large amtouit is already
rIalized froi water power on thae Lachine
canal, and froma dans and works con-
ncted with the eailiauanois and other

canals. 'l'h Govermiinneiit by offering
groatter induceens should seok ta in-
S crea ie Ithis revenue and devote the
amount towards the lessenling f' the toIls.
The new ciaal will, we are assured, he in
io vise inferior ta the best public worlks of
the k ind al ailready ina existence in the
Dominion, and its construction will bu
liisten ed.

I t is a.notable fact tlat 3,035 more toin-
age passed tharouglh the St. Nary's Falls
canial ia .18896 thania tlrougli the celebrated
SueZ cal. tIn .11n1y, 188(t, the SaIlt canaal
passed 501,228 tous, tle Siez canal ship-
monts being only 528,671 tous.

'Tli colnemplated iiuprovement, on the
A laoricanii canal foriis til subject, of a re-
port just, Iantded i i by the chier engineer'
in charge to tlae U. S. War Departiment.
'Th0 prrsent 16-foot deptil is to be inu-
creased to 210 feut, and t.le locks aire ta be
arohil:mced by ai single lock 800 feot. long, 100

feet wide, with a minimum depth of 21
feet on the mitre sills. It is only seven
years ago that the canal was deepened to
10 feet froi 12 feet, but the report states
that the water drauglt of vessòls and the
tonnage, both registered and freight, bas
increased sa imucli since then that the im-
proveenint coltniplated is imperatively
needed. The cost of the project is set
down at $4,738,805, and it lias been prac-
tically approved by Congress, which last
year appropiiated $200,000 to commence
the work. It is ta bo conpleted in 1891.

So far as the Canadian cani.1 is con-
cerned, the location is believed to b more
favorable, and the expense will therefore
bc less thai that incurred on the otlier
side. As already stated a Government
stati' of engiiers is now surveying the
groind, and a dotllnite report may soon be
looked for.

GOVERNMENT PROTECTION\ IN LIFE
INSURANCE ,

Ii a recent issue we drewv attention to
the favorablo teorms secured by the Cana-
diaii policy-holders of the Britoi Medical
and Gene ral Life Association, as coipared
witi the meagra dividend likely to accrue
to their English co-insurers, and drew at-
tention to the fact that the wîindiing up of
tlat company gave the authority of a pre-
cedent lirst ta tie sole riglht of Canadian
policy-hiolders -to the guaaraintee fiîuid at
Ottawa, and secondly ta the auithority of
Canadian courts ta order the liquidation of
insurance companies doing business within
thlei jurisdictiod. But at the saine time
we should mucli regret if our remarks in
that connec'tion sholiuld have the effect of
h îlling pîolicy-hîolders of foreign compalies
inîto a state of falso security.

It nust be reiemiibered always tait it
wais only because the Britoî Modical
espiecially renoved itsetf beyond the scoie
o' the Act of 1877, and thereby relapsed
inder the lirevious Act, that sucli a dis.
tribution becaie Possible. 'L'le Consoli-
dated Insurance Act, 1877, section 17, rends
tis:-

" In the case ai' any companiy at preseit
liceised ta transact business of life ilsur-
anco in Canada, whicl siall ceaso ta trans-
act sucli business beforo tha time fixed for
the first renewal of its license unader this
At (31st March, 1878), and shall before
tlat time, give writtenl n'oticc ta tiat efect
to thlie Mimîster of Finance, the preullins
due or to becoao due on policies actually
isuel bofore the aforesaid time, iay con-
tinue ta lie collected, and the losses arising
tleroon mîîay be paid, anîd al business ap-
liertaining thereto may lie traisacted, and
all proceedingsi alperttiiiiing theroto, eitier
at law or in eqity, iay be coantinuael or
coniiienced and prosecuted, and the de-
piosiL; at. present i le bands of the
Receiver-General shall be dealt witli as if
this Act liad not been pissed.'

''he required notice wvas duly given by
the coipany, coniseqiently it was renoved

beyond the scope of the Act and relapsed
under the provisions of Vic. 34, cap. ix,
sec. 4, of which the following is an ab-
stract:-

" Upn the insolvency of any company
the court having jurisdiction in the prov-
ince wlere the chief agency of such com-
pany iii Canada is situated shall appoint an
assignee, who shal] forthwith call upon the
company ta furnisi a statement of all its
outstanding policies in Canada, and upon
the policy-bolders to file their claims. If
the assignees are unabile ta re-insie in
full or in part, all outstanding Canadian
policies as a whole, they shall appoint. a
competent actuary, and shall ascertain the
re-insurance value of each policy according
ta the tables which, on the report of the
Treasury Board, may be sanctioned by the
Governior-in-Cotuncil for that purpose; and
upon the completion of the schedule to be
propared by the assignees, of all judgients
against the company, and of all claims for
re-insurance, or for surrender of the policy
as aforesaid, the court having jurisdiction,
as above provided, shall cause the securi-
ties held by the Receiver-General for such
comîpany, or any part of them, ta be sold
in sucli iannier, and after such notice and
formalities, as the court may appoint, and
the proceeds thereof, after paying the ex-
penses incurred, shall be. distriuled pro rata
cmonUMpst hie claimants according to such
schedule, and the balance, if any, shall be
surrendered to the company."

It will thus be apparent that it is under
this othîenvise obsolete statute that the
winding up of that institution is being car-
ried out, and thatthe recentcomparatively
favorable terns accrue to the policy-
liolders.

Now, all the conpanies which have been
licensed or have renewed their licenses
since 31st March, 1873, comle under the full
scope of the Consolidated Insurance Act of
1S77. This Act is a very excellent one in
nany respects, but it bas one serious and
nisleading defect, not attributable ta the
author of the bill, but to the ouiside pres-
sure brought to bear in order to frustrate
one ofits most salutary provisions. It was
reviewed by us at lengtlh, shortly after it
caime into operation, in our issue of May
3rd, 1878, and again, incidentally adverted
ta, in connection with the " Globe i\lutual "
in the issue of March 17th, 1882; it is
therofore unnocessary to enter again into
details, any further than to refresh the
mnemories of our readers upon the import-
ant point in question. As staed in the
latter issue referred ta, the main object of
the bill was ta give as nearly as possible
absoluto security ta Canadien policy-
holders iii American and other foreign life
companies, whilo at the saine time provid-
ing ainply for the security of home coin-
panies- The gist of it was contained in
the following extracts from section 1t, as
originally iitroduced:-

"All policy-holders in Canada shall be
entitled to claim for the full net values of
their several policies ait the tine (includ-
img bonus additions and profits accrued),
and such claims shall rank with judgments
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obtained and claims matured on Canadian
policios ta the distribution of the assets."

Then follow details, which it le unneces-
sary to repent, of the manner in which
this is to be accomplished-by realizing
assets, etc. This, if It had become law,
would have afforded ta Canadian pollcy-
holder ail the protection that could have
been reasonably exppected, but It called
forth such strenuous opposition from the
foreign mutual companies who asserted
(on good grounds apparently) that such a
law would drive tlem aill out of the coun-
try, ta the serions detriment of their tien
existing policy-holders, it being diametric-
ally opposed to ail sound principles of
mutuiality to afford greater protection ta
any one class of members than to another,
that the following proviso was obliged to be
inserted:-

" Provided always, that in all cases
of distribution of the proceeds of the
deposit in the hands of the Receiver-
General and fle assats vested in the trus-
tees as provided for it this section, if it ap-
pears fromn thlc charter, net of' incorpora-
tion, or articles of association of the
company, and. fron the conditions of the
policy, that atty Canadian policy-holder
claimig a share in stcl distribution bas
been insured on the 'imtual' prnutciple-
then suci policy-holder salal be entitled
only to claim a share in the distribution as
aforesail, at the samne rate as ail other
iolders of policies under the saine condi-
tions mnay be entitled to claim li the dis-
tribution of the total assets of the cotm-
pany, whetlter such bei olders of Canadian
policies or otherwise; but this proviso shall
apply in the cases of' sulch companies ontly
as by the laws of the country (if such couin-
try bo otier than Canada) it whicih sucht
cotmpany is chartered, incorporated or as-
sociated together, a Canadian policy-holder
in such cotnpany is entitled ta claim a
share in the distribution in such country
other than Canada, at tte sane rate as ail
other liolders of policies under the satme
conditions mnay be entitled to claim ia the
distribution of the total asets of te com-
pany, ail to enjoy alt .he rightts and privi-
leges as policy-holders which are enjoyed
by' te policy-holders who are natives of
or naturalized in sucb country."

'lie practical result of this amendmnent
is, that supposing such a cotnpany should
fail and only show assets anounting to
fifty cents in the dolliarof ifs liabilities, the
Canadian policy-holders would only be en-
titled to dratw to the extent of that propor-
tion of tieir claims, althoughi it had one
iuîndred cents in te dollar deposited at
Ottawa, presumably for their security.
Tie balance would b handed back ta the
company to equalize te dividend of the
policy-lolders ià the United States or other
counttries. IL la thus nanifest ttat not
only thas the design of the Act been frus-
t.rated in its mtost vital point, s0 far as it
relates ta that class of coipanies doing
businees In our mnidst, but that no real
security exists for poliicy-holders in foreignt
mtatial companies. .

1Éortunately our home companies are not
affected by this proviso. Their alfairs are

under thle more immediate supervisiòn-of
the Dominion Superintendent of Insur-
ance, who is bound to make a periodical
valuation of ail their liabilities no less fre-
quently than once in every five years, and
if from the examination of the affairs and
conlditions of any companly, or from the
annual statement rendered to the Govern-
ment as provided for by the Act, it appears
that its liabilities to policy-holders exceeds
its assets in Canada, then the company
can at once be called upon to make good
the deficiency subject to cancellation of
thoir license if they fail to do so within
sixty days.

SEASIDE COSTUMES.
This year we bear more of the seaside

and less of inland summer resorts than
usual. Fashion this summer appears to
seek the baches, and owing probably ta
the marked undercurrent of excitement
over the coming contest for the America
cu), the present season marks a revival of
the craze for yachting, and a cousequent
furbishing up of the styles appropriate to
that healthful but expensive form of pleas-
ure. The r3spective merits of the jacket
and the redingote for wear with the sailor
costume command as much attention as
the rival qualifications of the Thistle and
the Volunteer, and the ability ta compose
a yachting costume that will be novel and
striking without falling into eccentricity,
is now the principal test of the dressmak-
er's skili.

Of course the ordinary blouse waisted
sailor costume, witht a fancy straw yacht-
ing bat and a long bloe gauze veil to cover
the lace, i far too couinon and hackneyed
to be worn by those who aim at novel
effects, and therefore the difliculty is to in-
vent a costume whose fanciful elccts are
tempered by good taste, and which shall
combine usefualness and warmnth with be-
coming tints; antd artistic conbination.
One costume we have seen is equally ap
propriate on board or for use on the beach.
It has a skirt of waite vigogne trimmed
with wide na'vy biue worsted galloon. The
tunie of the saine material is simply
draped and trimmed with revers of blue
serge; on the riglht it leaves the skirt un-
covered almost to te lop,. The jacket is
white with large blue passementerie but-
tons, and opens over a chemisette of blue
serge. This can b laced across with rib-
bons of blue moire bearing the letters of
the yacht if so desired. A pretty white
serge sailors' flat cap vith a blue ribbon
round the edge completes a costume which
is both confortable and stylish, and at-
tracts attention without verging 11pon
loudness.

Anotber niodel la of navy blue serge and
bas the skirt plaited and without any
drapery. It opens on the left side over a

lie Was again1 a defaiulter, that he was receiv-
ing muonîey and not accounting for it, und il
consequence was placed diller arrest. lis
father gave a guaranutee to the lira that any
defalcations discovered would be made good,
ILId conseqiently lie was not not sent to juil
but lie!,] under surveillance while the books
were examnined. This oceurred on Monday,
and on Tuesday he coniimmnated one of the
boldest swlindle in the bauking history of
this City, a swindle which, althlough ail of
the imloney las.been regaiined, will ensure him
a lengthened sojolurn in the penituntiary.

OhEOMAIRG ARLNE.

The threatened higlh price of butter in con-
sequence of the recent drouiglt bas again
draiwn attention to the position of Canada
with regard to imitation butter, or more pro-
perly speaking, butter substituîtes. Our Par-
liamîent )las imposed a penalty of $200, or
tlrec montli' imprisoinient, upon those who
manufacture ' butter" froin any substance
other thau uiilk, and thins prima facie protects
both the producer and the consumer; the
former from unjust and rminous competition,
and the latter froma purchasing something for
the priCe of butter which i1 not butter, -which
ouglt to be sold muîîch cleaper, anîd which,
without constant official supervision, may be
actiiatly injurious to lealth. On a closer
view the protection will be found to be all on
onle side-the side of the farner-and the
action of the Unîited States and Great .Britain
coimmrîîeidsl itself for consider'ntion. The
States produce butter substitutes in large
quantities, and flic export trade lias grown to
coidiS<eIiable dimensions. 'Tle consuniption
is large, and ulnder carefuîl rules of inspection
the comp1loiund lhs been recogntized as a whole-
soie article of diet by a large portion of the
population in tlic United States and Great
lBritain. listeaiI of prohibiting tle mnanuifac-
ture of subStitutes for 'buttertie action taken
by tle iuthorities ias bLen in .the direction of
regulating its production and sale, so that tue
public shall not bu defrauded elther by buy-
ing au impure article or by having imitations
inlposed uiion thei iistead of genuine butter.
A coniittec of the British lionse of Com-
mous is now cousidering the provisions of
two bills dealing with tic trailic. It in pro-

posed that all butter substitutes sold at retail
shall be wrapped in discriptive labels, and the
word. t- butterine" or tioleomargarinle" branded
on all kegs und cases, under penalty of fines
and, if need be, imprisoniient.

TRE ALLAN LINE.

The reported puirchase by the Messrs. Allai
of flic steninthips Grecian Mîlonarcli and
Assyrian Monarch, of the defunet Mcnarch
Line, is confirmed. The vessels will be re-
christenced PomerInîian aend Tyrolean respec-
tively, and will liencefurth take their place in
Uniida's great line of ships. The Poineran-
ian's dimensions are 381.0x43.0x33.1, with a
gross tonnage of 4,304 tons, and the diunen-
sions of the Tyrolean arc 360.0x42 7.;32.2,
with il measurenent of 3,970 tons. Besides
being large carriers of carg'o the Poneranian
and Tyrolenn have eaci capacity for .16 cabin,
52 intermuediate and 1,500 steerauge passen-
gers. The Messrs. Allan have aîlso tuder
Construction by D. & W. Heuderson, of
l'artick, on flic Clyde, two steamships for
their River Plate service, of 330 ft. keel, 41 ft.
O in. beamn and 28 ft. 3 l. hold, whiîch are to
be ready to fake their places in the hne about
the end of Septeiber. These steamers will
have a measuremuent of about 3,500 tons eachi,
and are to be namied the Rosarian and Monte
Videin. The Allan ]ine now consists of a
fluet of thirty steamnships, w'ith. a tonnage of
06,820 tons, and thirteen iron clipper ships,
with a meiasurement of 18,232 tons, a total of
114,552 gross tons register. The regular
direct steam services of tli Allain line cover
the ports of Liverpool, London, Glasgow,
Derry, Galway and Queenstown in the United
Kingdoi, and St. John's, Nfid., Halifax, Que-
bec. Montreal (and Portland in winter), Bos-
ton, Philadelphin, Baltimore and the River
Plate, on this side of the Atlantie. Their iron
clippers are almost wholly engaged in the
trade between Great Britain and the Pacifie.

BEET SUGAR.

Tlie indications are that the production of
beet sugar lu Europe tis year will reach the
enormozus quantity of 2,580,000 tons. The
reulît is that flic iarkets of all o Europe are
practically closed to Cuban sugar, with the ex-
celtion, of course, of Spain. This makes the
Unit, d States practically the sole sugar mar-
ket for Oubai, and 90 per cent. of lier sugar
now cones here. The existence of the sugar
plantations, flie railroails of the island, and
aliost its entire business, is now dependent
un the UUnited States. It is with the know-
ledge of this fict, of the deplendence of Ouba
on the Umt2d States to the extent of 94 per
cent, for a market in whiclh to sell, added to
the apprlieesion talit that market may also
bu taken by other sigar-producing countries
fron cuba, that leads its inhabitats to urge
upon flic Madrid Govefnmiient the immediate
negotiation of a treaty of commerce to put the
island in more harmoniouls relationship with
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its natural market, the United States. The
production of beet sugar has more than
doubled in Europe in thre last few years, while
the cost of production bas been materially
lowersd. This bas been effected by govern-
ment aid in Germany, France, Russia and
Belgium. With the exportation drawkacks
now allowed, beet sugar can be purchased at
but little over two cents per pound, and
freighrtage is so low thrat it Can he brouglit
across the Atlantic ocean, 3,500 miles, and
sold in competition with sugar raised on this
aide.

TirE action of the Corporation in offering
srail lots of their four per cent. bonds for
sale at par bas naturally excited a good dear
Of indignation among those banks and capi-
talists who purchased, as they believed, the
whole block of these bonds, in some cases at
a direct premiium, and were selling them to
thoir custoners at 1loi. Naturally-the qures-
tion arises, what issue are these bonds ? It
was understood that the whole of the last
issue was disposed of en bloe, what then are
these? If they are part of some previous
issue ield back, should not the publie know
it and also the amount se retained, and the
reason for theîr retention, Had the purclas-
ers of the last issue beeu awarc that there
was a reserve of older issues leld back, we
venture to believe that the city would not
have realized the price they did, and thon to
retail themr at a price i¾ par cent. below that
asked for the lest issue of city bonds by the
banks liere can only tend to weaken the civie
credit. As it is, it ias resulted in a drop in
price to 90, and even 901 ias been accepted.
The whole transaction will have a very dam-
aging effect on the city's credit whenever a
new loan becomes necessary. People will
naturally ask how many of former issues do
they retain unsold, and at what price do they
intend te sall thom, and will consequently
feel shy of malking largo offers, unless they
feel certain of ,ontrolling the whole issue.

CANIED MAcKsREL.-Tlhe remarks in last
week's issue under the hcading "unfilled cou-
tracts," have caused considerable comment. A
few lots are likely te be received here wbich
were bouglt outrigit on the spot, but of
those firms or brokers which bought canned
mackerei te arrive, we have oaly heard of one
which bas succeded in getting thema deliv.
ered, and which can carry ont ils obligations
to the parties te whorm they were sold. There
is practically only one iolder of new canned
mackerel, and the asking price is $4.20 per
case. We were shown a letter from below
which read: "Without yen car offer $4.50
for 500 cases there ls no probability of getting
any."1 The secret of the matter appears to be
that the mackerel being large and fat it pays
the fishermen botter to sait and pickle them
'and send thema in tait state to the American
markets, the American fislhermen baving te
go hone clean or partly so because tha fish

have schooled in shore in the prohibited
waters. Some importers here are not se will-
ing te blame the canners, as they say tie
fishermen do not wish to sali to thora, know-
ing that they cen get botter prices for the fish
in barrts in the Boston and Gloucester mar-
kets. Others again say it ivas the duty of tire
canners to fill their contracts even, et a loss,
as the fisr were plainly to be got et a price
It certainly is not creditable that so few of
the canners attempt to carry out the contracta
entered into in apparently good fiith.

Tus canning of fruits and vegetables in
California ias nearly trebled in a decade, the
pack of lest season exceeding 760,000 cases,
and tit of 1887 is estimated to be at least 30
per cent larger, making the production nearly
1,000,000 cases. It ta reported that nearly 80
per cent of these canned goeods are naarketed
ceast of the Rocky Mountains, irot a few of
them being for direct export to Europe. The
high rate of transportation bitherto exacted
on green fruits carried across the continent ts
not frar short of prohibitory, and the fruit itself
not very attractive.. A new plan hras been
tried this year which promises well. The
fruit ts allowed to mature before being plucked
and is then placed in cooling houes. After
all the natural ieat bas passed off it is packed
in ordinary freigit cars instead of hie express,
which was employed previous te a few weeks
ago. Tie difference in the cost of freiglt is
soma $250 per car, or 50 per ceint in favor of

the new method, while the fruit is vastly.
botter in quality wien offered to consumers
on the eastern slope of the continent.

The principal feature of the Gloucester fish
market the present week ias been the large
receipts of codfisl, the amount landed being
the largest of which we have any record, vis.,
4,018,000 lbs., the Grand Bank fleet alone
bringing in over three and a balf million
pounds. The largest receipts in the sane
time was for the week ending July 27, 1876,
viz., 4,448,000 lbs., of which 3,620,000 pounds
were fromt Grand Bank. There was only one
week last year when the receipts exceded
three million pounds, and only one other
whon they were in excess of two million
pounds. In 1883 and 1884 there were cigit
weeks when the reccipts excecded two million
pounds, but in no other year since 1875, at

east, have there been over five weeks when
tire receipts axceded that amount. The
vessels using sait clam hait have met with
uniformr good surccess, and demonstrated that
there is no occasion to go to Nova Scotia for
bait on a Grand Bank codfishing trip.

Ten competition for the. overland tee busi-
ness seems to be intensifying, but the main
contest is not se much as forierly between
the transcontinental roads and the Suez canal
route as it ta between the Amerinan lines and
the Canadian Pacifie Railway. The Suez
canal routes are known to be now straining

cvery endeavor to keep this trade froin the
transcontinental lines, and threaten to cut the
rates to ten cents per pouind, thinking there-
by to offset the difference i time. Tea ship-
miente up to date to New York are as follows:
Transcontinental, 6,375,376 poundas Suez
canal, 3,880,944 pounds, tirus showing a trcm-
endous increase in shipments via the trans-
continental routes fron the corresponding
period of last year.
