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' GUBA AND THE UNITED STATES.

The extraordinary excitement which has burst out .

all over Spain inspired by the indignation of the people
at the proposell recognition of Cuban rebels as *belli-
gerents” by the United States, will have.a 'wholesome
effect on the Jingo element in the Repubhc
ation has grown up in that country who from child-
liood have been brought up to regard their country as
the only land of liberty, with a chvmely ordained mis-
sion destined.to bring the supposed oppressed peoples
of Tlurope, and all the colonial dependencies of the old
world out of the Egyptian bondage of monarchical

rule into the freedom of republicanism. We Canadi-

ans are constantly spoken of with pity for our subjection
to a Crown, and with contempt for submitting to the
" rule of an European power. Even the American See-
retary of State, Mr. Olney, in a diplomatic dispateh ad-
dressed to the government of England, intimated thak
the United States regarded the existence of monarchical
forms of government as an affront oif this side of the
Atlantic.  To this claim being so commonly held as
the assertion of a natural right is owing the action
taken by the Seunate of the States looking towards the
active interference of that country on behalf of the
. rebels in Cuba in their effort to throw off the dominion
of Spain. The effect of the recognition by America of
the beliigerency of Cuba would be to set aside the in-
ternational law by which is forbidden any material
support being given by a third power, presamably
friendly or neutral, to those who have risen in revolt
against an established government. This restriction
has irritated the wealthy Cubans in New York and
their connections, who have shown a strong desire to

gend out arms, ammunition and vessels to assist the

rebels. Already several vessels have heen equipped
by American citizens for service against Spain on the
Cuban coast. C

Although this is not technically an act of war, it is
80in reality. If the action of the Senate is upheld by

the President there is nothing to prevent the whole

power of the United States being thrown into the
seale against Spain in its efforts to suppress the rebel-
lion in her colony.” Troops and armed war vessels
could be subsidised by wealthy Amerieans, and were
this done; as is now being contemplated, the result
would be open war between the States and Spain. It
" is indeed a contingency most imminent at present, as
the demonstrations made throughout the cities of Spain
" may compel the government to declare war, or to male
reprisals of so warlike a nature as to rouse the Republie
into mxtmtmg that step.

" Spain would have the moral support of France and
Grreat Britain, accompahied by material assistance such
-ag the Southern States received from unauthorized
blockade runuers during the Civil War. Every power
in Burope would stand by Spain in its determination
to uphold its authority in Cuba against the interfer-
ence of a foreign nation in a domestic quarrel.  If the
principle were recognized which underlies the action of

Although trouble between Cuba and Spam has been

almost continuous for acouple of centuries, the par bici- -
pation of the United States in the political affairs of |
the island may be dated from 1848, when its annexa- -
tion was proposed. In that year President Polk offered
to purchase the colony for $100,000,000, but Spain re-
jected the offer with indignation. After that there .

was active assistance given by Americans to, the re-
volutionary Cubans. As the affairs of the island were
disturbing to Earope a proposal was made in 1852 for
France, Great Britain and America to' guarantee the
possession of Cnba to Spain ; this however President
Fillmore rejected. . In 1854 the American ministers at
London, Madrid and Paris drew up a manifesto in favor
of Cuba being annexed to the States. The spirit
shown and the policy indicated by that document have
been maintained by American politicians ever sinee, and
no doubt have done much to encourage the revolution-
ary party in Cuba. ~ As late as 1870 the American gov-
ernment made a formal proposition to Spain to arrange
for the independence of Cuba. The present dispute
then is the rankling of avery old sore between the States
and Spain, and the resolution of the Senate merely em-
bodies a policy which has been favored and avowed by
the States all along for half a century. Happily the
Jingoes in the States do not control the country. The
voice of the business men is strong as a restraining
force, and they are very justly determined not to bung
the finances of the country into confusmn and ruin’ by
a foreign war.

LIFE. INSURANCE IN CANADA.

The preliminary statement of life insurance companies in
Canada for the year ended 31st December, 1895, cannot fajl
to be considered as fairly satisfactory in the faece of weneral
trade depression.  The premiums show an increase of $403,-
224, bringing the total amount to $10,312,499. The net
amount in force has advanced o $319,781,939, an increase of
$11,620,508, while the claims paid show. a decrease of $308,-
891, amounting to $3,776,050, indicating a more than usually
healthy year. A gratifying feature of these returns is the
fact that the bulk of the business continues to be done by
Canadian companies. Out of the total increases mentioned

above, they are responsible for $286,256 in ret premiums,
and $10,949,221 in net amount in force, while claims paid de-
creased $151 750. Coming to new business, it is noted that
they wrote $27,862,844, a'decrease of $807,520, not by.any
means & heavy decrease under existing circumstances, and
compmed with foreign companies. The American com-
-panies were a good second, but were considerably behind’
Canadian companies. The amount of new business - they-
wrote fell off $4;182,075, to $13,508,602, and the net amount
in force decreased $6,427 to $96,731, 278 The British com-
panies had a steady year’s business, and the figures show
little change. The new business written increased $195,922,
and net amount in force advanced $667,699 to $34,589,584.
Coming to the individual Canadian Compames the Canada
Life again takes the lead. Its assurance in foree now
amounts to $65,233,457. A number of the other companies
show decreases in new ' business, the comparisons of the
yem being as follows —

The govemment of Trinidad in" a report ‘to the British

Government, in reply to questions asked by Hon. J. Cham-
berlain glves an insight into British colonial trade, and also

indicates'some of the-causes which militate agamst the ex-

tension of Canada. s trade with the West Indies, .The report

“ was complled by the Trinidad Chamber  of Commerce, . and

poinis out that there has been a dlsplacement of British
goods by fmmgn exports to an extent hardly cred1b1e The
British manufacturer does not make any attempt to suit

" either his goods or methods of packing to the local needs of

the colonies to which e is selling. .The same objection ap-
plies to a certain extent to Cana.da. as well. It is gratifying
in this connection to know that some Canadian exporters do
their best to meet the wishes of their customers. 'The sue-
cending clause of the report deals with a subject of primary
importance to Canadian = manufacturers—the development
of trade between Canada and the West Indies. It says:
“Facility of communication with the United States and
trade relations extending over very nearly a century, render
it extremely unlikely that the trade in breadstuffs and pro-
visions with that country, will suffer serious interruption.
Of late years the government of Canada have niade laudable
efforts by the establishment of commercial agencies through-
out the islands and by other means to obtain a share of that
trade, for which the natural vesources of the Dominion seem
so eminently adapted. Attempts to make reciprocal ar-
rangements, whereby the products of Canada and the British
West Indies would be received in either country on favored
terms as to duty, &., have fallen through, but even without
syclx conditions, it is certain that trade with Canada is cap-
able of considerable extension.” "The report also shows the

need of more direct and cheaper cable communication be- -

tween the West Indies and Canada and England. 1t may be
that the {ime is now ripe for Some such trade expa.nsion
scheme as that suggested by Hon. Mr. Foster, when in the
West Inthes in 1891, Recent utterances of Mr, Chamberlain,
would seem to indicate that should some such scheme be
proposed it would not meet with serious Imperial opposition,
‘Whether the adoption of & scheme of preferential trade
with the colonies, would have the desived effect of expanding
trade, without provoking the United States to.retaliation, is
howavex an open question.

; LIGIIT FROM THD WIND

In Paris there is now belng made what
is probably the first effort to use the Wmd .
for the generation of elecmmty on 2 conmi-:

merclal bagis. There are in this country

oné or two small ‘electric plants operated:

by wind power, but it has never been ex-

tensively tried. This experiment is. being |

conducted by Engineer Soifranc, on the
Montmartre, upon the spot where the mill
of la Gallette formerly stood.. He is pro-
bably the first to use wind. power asthe,
motor for his dynamos, and hlB plant, the
most complete of its. kind, is being in-
spected with much interest by all inter-
ested in cheap electric "lighting. The
principal part'of his construction consists’
of long Iron arms, stretched star-like in all
directions from a central axis, and upon
which from six to fourteen sheet-iron*

wings are mounted, The- shaft turned by |

these wings is mounted in a frams, which’
rotates around its vertieal axis, - The hori-
zontal shaft is-supplied with counter-
weights at the ends opposits the wings.

The windmill is also prov1ded with & regu- |

lator, which acts antomatically, and in the
case of the wind becoming too strong the
regulator acts as a_brake upon-the shaft’
proper. The harder tlie wind blows, the
faster, of course, the mill rotates, but since
the braking is then dome. with as much
more power the rotation of the shaft is
always nearly uniform.” Tha difficulty
of the inconstancy and mequa.hty of aerial
currents is therefore reduced to a mini-
mum, and the danger of breakage in
storms Is u.ltogether avoided by the ar-
rangement of the wings, These latter are
held in place by steel springs, and. are
fastened so that on one .side of the arm
there is one-third of the -wing surface,
while two-thirds remain on the other side.
If the wind becomes too strong: the wings
of the mill will give correspondingly,
offering so much less surface to the wind,

and as the current of air is reduced in '

force the wings resume their former posi-
tion automatically, Thus the mill of Soi-
franc has the great advantage of automa-

tically performing all the . evolutions. of a -

mill necessary for its protection and with-
out interruption to the work.

Soifranc uses this.mill as power for his
electric light plant. The mill, the wings
of which are nine feet long,. drive a small
dynamo, which.furnishes enough current
to load ten storage hatterles. 'As-soon as
the wind leaves off belowa certain speed
an automatic switch interrupts the contact
between the storage. batteries and the dy-
namo. The storage batteries provided in
the mill furnish sufficient current to light
sixty lamps of 16-candle power each for
six hours“per ‘day. The electric plant of
the mill needs -absolutely no -care; it is
sufficient to turn one switeh for the load-
ing of the storage batteries -and another to
light the lamps, : It seems'to be the -most
praciieal and economic - solution” of the
problem of electric-lighting -in the :coun-
try, since ‘such -a -plant - provides : light
which develops..neither smell nor heat

On account of itg
sensitiveness it is often used as an elec-
tripal testing instrument forlocating leaks, -
etc. The suggestion is now made to utilize
the telephone as'a barometer. -This may
be accomplished by placing in the earth
five or six vards from each other two bars
of iron, split and separated at thelr lower
ends 80 as to increase the surface of -con-
tact, The earth at the face of these bars:
should be kept saturated with a- solution
of chlorhydrate of ammonia, applications
once every week or two being -suiliclent,
The two bars are to be connected by wires
with a telephone, Twelve or filteen hours _
before a storm a chirping sound will be
