The Grand Musical festival at the Roller
rink was a great success, fully six thousand
people being pra.ent.

The people showel their appreciation of this
and turned out en masse. Fully 50,000 to 60,-
000 persons were out bright and carly this mormn-
ing. Besides the citizens of Qnebec there were
a Inrge numter of visitors from New York, Lis-
towel, Fall River and several other Amer.can
and Cauadian cities, which went towards swell-
ing the numbers given above, Men were kept
at work during the whole night at the Basilica
s order to complete the decorations. In fact,
workmen all over the city worked througout the
whole night in order to be readiness. This
wnorning, as early as five oc‘.ockL poeople were
wending their way fowards the Cardinal’z
residence, and by 6.30 o'clock the streets were
impassible, and as far as the eye could reach
nothing but & moviog mass of humanity could
be seen. 'The procession was to have formed
and proczeded at 7.30 a.m,, but it waus fully 8.30
before it got fully under way aad was joined
by the Cardinal, Everything was under the
able management of Major Lindeay and Lieut.-
Col. Evanturel, and these geutlemen are indeed
to be congratu‘ated for the way in which they
conducted the affair.

Following this caxe a carriege drawn by two
horses ?n this were seated Archbishops .b;,’_nch
af Toronta, on the right, and Grand Viear
Legare on the left, whi'e the Garde Noble,
Comte Gazzoli, was seated in the front seat,
He wore his full uniform. Following this came
double earriages, each containing $wo Bishops
and clergy. OF the Bishops there were repre-
sented the dioceses of London, Hamilton,
Kingston, Ottawa, Montreal, Sherbrooke,
Rimouski, Nicolst, St. John, N.B., Arichat,
C.B., Chatham, N.B., Hilifax, N.8,, P, E
Tyland, aud others.

The procession had no more than got under
way when it was halted for the purpose of al-
lowing a presentation of flowers to His Eminence
by the children of the Grey Nuns Convent.
There were 800 of these children all seated on a
grand atand erected opposite the Place A’Armes
agquare. His Eminence received the bouquet
with grociousness and addressed a.few remarks
to the children. As the procession proceeded
the children, a8 if by one voice, sang n selection
of hymns, which sounded with great harmony.
The course was then up St. Louis street, where
three most beautiful arches were constructed.

1t is believed the first two were erected at the
expenss of the local government, while the third
one constructed is by the corporntion and coat
aver 8300, [t covers the whole four corners of
St. Louis and Ursule streets, and is a marvel of
workmanship. In this nrch were four alcoves
in each of which stood a child dressed in white
and holding o bonquet in each hand, which they
presented to His Bminenca en passané, The
procession then turned down Ursule street,w]}ere
a grand display of hook aund ladders were raised
B s to form a kind of arch.

Queeec, July 21.—As for the scene pre-
seated inside the Basilica it slmoat exceeds
the powers of description, Long before the
processicn appeared at its portals the sacred
edifice was well filled, the admission being by
ticket, and the coup d'wil presented by ita in-

terior was of the most strikiog
character. The immense assemblage
of expectant humanity, the wealth of

tactaful decoration, amidet which cardinal
red stood out in bold relief in featoons and
otherwise, the glitter of geld {rom the altars,
the heraldic devices, including the Papal and
the new Cardinsl sarms in great profusion,
ull combined to form a spectacle which is
only seen by the majority once in a life time.
Immediat:ly in front of the communion rails
seats of honor had been provided for the

First came the Celebrant of the Mass, Arch-
bishop Taché, with his two assistants in their
gorgeous vestments, followed by the different
bishops in attendance to the unumber of
twenty-five, one by cne, with their seversl
asgistants and all in their mitres and copes
of gold, who in their turn were followed by
His Grace of Toront? (the apostolic delegata
appointed to place the berelir) ; the Garde
Noble, Count Gazzoli, in his striking uniform

The immense
majority of the meeting, about nine-tenths,
were evidently of the same mind, because the
applanse accorded to the Nationalists was
deafening, when one counld court the sounds
that were raised c¢n behalf of the Orsnge-
Tory backers. Hon. Mr. Laurier was given
an ovotion, while the old pet child ot the
Province, Hon,.Mr. Chaplean, was received
in absolute silence. The day of vengeance
had come, and the Ministers and M.P’s who
had trafficked on the blood of a political
prisoner were put on their trial amid the jeers
of the multitude.

About, half-past two o’clock, after prelimin-
arice having been arrapged httween the,
fricnds of the two candidatas aa to the maz-
ner in which the proceedings shonld be con- !
ducted, s large meeting was held in front of
the market, which was atteaded by upwards
of three thousand persons, composed of the
bene end sinew of every part of the county,
Dr. Saarinl, warden of the county, was called
to preside, and among those present were
Mesars.

The Chairman having called the meeting to
order in a few appropriate remarks,

MR. JODOIN,

the Conservate candidate, expressed the hope
that the proceedings of the meeting would be
penceable ard thot the electors would accord
to every one the cpportunity of being heard.
During the controversy se tar he had lis-
tened to his adversaries with attention and
had failed to hear a serious accusation pre-
ferred against the conduct of the Goverc-
ment, which had been generally approved,
and therefore it ought to be continued in the
administration of the nffairs of the country.
It had been objected that the general Gov-
erament had taken possession of the railways
Jeading from one province to the other and
had granted subsidies to them, but what had
been the result? That the Province of Que-
beo had obtained over two million dollars of
Dominion subsidy for her railway enter-
prises. Was that a matter to complain of ?
{Voices—Yea!) Then it had been made a
crime that the Dominion Government had
brought in and secured the passage of a Li.
cense act which had been declared to be ille-
gal by Her Majesty's Privy Council. Sir
John Macdonald, he was surg, had no
intention of interfering with provinoial
concerns, or of depriving the pro.
vinces of any portion of their revenue.
{Cries of **Oh! oh!” and laughter). He
had admitted that he had been misled, bat
he was sure the Premier had no bad inten-
tions. {Voices—** Then why did he doit?
Shame ¥’ Mr, Prefontaine, in the course of
his speeches, had made other charges qu'ts
ay groundless as these. He would now ask
that gentleman if Chambly were not ag ad-
vanced as any county in the Dominion, and
had not it had the same provision made for

—

it was bringing the Dominion aod the
Provinoce to the verge of bankroptiy, Was
this s0? (** Yes.”) Al these statements
were made to deceive the people. (Voioe—
** What about the canal between Chamtly
and Longueuil ') Mr. Jodoin, in reference
to the project of the canal to connect the
Richelien and the Si Lawrence rivers, de-
clared that the opiniona tounded on experi-
e rveys were that the canal would
bave to pass by St. Johns and Canghuswaga
sud to this be wasoppoeed. (Voices —% What
bus the canal to do with the rope |’ He
would saay what he saw fit. (Laughter and
* Question !} Mr, Prefontaine had under-
taken to insnit Mr. Benoit and declare thst
he had so0ld the county for a position. (**So
he did; but tell us abont the hangmen!"),
Even his enemies considered Mr, Bonoit to
be honeat, yet his opponent had persisted in
saying that he had sold them, (‘‘ He voted
in favor of the Regine acaffold and in sup-
port of the hangmen !"}) Mr. Jodoin having
made a weak attempt at criticiziog Mr, Pre
fontaine's career in the Local Legislature
when he followed Mr. Joly like a monton and
voted like a machin:, was again called
to the topic of the day. He said he had no
fear on the scare of the Kiel question, (** Why
didn’t you come ta it before? Aren't you
ashamed of trying to shirk it "] It was un-
fortunate, since 1t had been the means of
arousing the worst of passione. Butas he had
1ot been & member of the House, he waa not
respcnsible for the vote that had been given.
The members having the entire record before
them had sat as judges «n the matier and
wera bound to vote according to their con-
soiences. Had he been there, he should
have done 80, but he had no explanations to
make. [‘*What would you have done?
Would you have been a poudard 1 As a
citizen and friend of the Government, he
approved their general policy, and he would
oot blame the Government on account of this
question so much as to say that he opposed
them becaute it (Groans and hisses, amid
which, after a few further unimportant ob-
servations, Mr. Jodoin retired, reserviog to
himeelf the right of reply. He was imformed
that the electers had hesrd enough of him, us
he was a self-confessed ** hangman,™)
MR PREFONTAINE,

who was received with loud and prolcn zed
cheering, r.marked upon the interest with
which the outcome of thia election —the ver-
dict of the 30:h instavt, ot national honor or
dishoner—was awaited by all the friends of
liverty and humanity. (Cheers.) He an-
nounced that he bad not sought this nomina-
tion, but had urged at the cenvention the
choice of a national Conservative to whom,
as the standard-bearer of humanity and jus.
tice—a standard dear to all of them—he had
been prepared to accord his heartieat support.
He wott!ld not have accepted the nomination
had it been that of the Liberal party only, as

he had felt they must have a large and liberal
national platform which all men of good

heurt could support. (Cheers.) Having ac-

cepted the candidature of the National party

—the patriots’ party—he should continue

the contest to the end. (Loud ap-
plause.) He had so far secured numer-
oun Censervative adhesions, was proud

of the result, 20d had no doubt that the 30th
July would cause the pcndards to hide their
heads in shame and confusion, crashed as
they wouid be with the weight of their humi.
liation, (Cheers.) His opponent, in treating
thie question, had striven ta make the subject
ridiculous, and in doing so had made himself
ridiculous (applause), Mr. Jodoin had talked
about the canal which had becn ruked up for
the purpose of this election. ‘What had Mr.
Benoit done for it during the last twenty
yowrs? Why had he not allowed a subsidy
for the Sorel Railway ? Mr. Benoil's carecr
had throughout been only El'nil submission
to the Goverument, and it was an additional
insult for Mv. Jodoin to seck their support in
presence of the record. His own fataer had
resigned his seat in the House to accept the
guardisnship of the Montreal Court House.
Mr, Laroc jue, another member, had resigned
to become scrgeant-at-arms of the Provincial
Assembly. And now Mr. Benoit, after twenty
years in Parliament, had taken tho insignifi

cant position of a canal superintendent. How
long was this system of trading off seats for
office to continue 2 [Shame !] After doing
what he had done common scnse and intelli-
gence could only conclude that he had not
acted independently in the ouse, It had
been known for two wmonths that there were
to bo elections, since which time the Gazclle,
the paid organ of the Government, and L«
Minerve, its dirty slanderer, had been con-
stantly attacking him. They are afraid of
him and had therefore tried to destroy his re

putation, He had instituted proceedings
against the Gazette, Dr. Martel, and Dr.
Lacalle, but did not think it worth while to
suc La Mincrve, as in a previous action it had
taken eixteen months toc make them pay the
damages, But he must defend his honor and
reputation.

the streets were considerably muddy, still,
overhead thers was every indication that * Uld
Sol” would conquer ere long, and that a tine
day wax in store for the anxious citizens of
Montreal.

fittern mysteries of Rorary. On the goes-
pel side of the altar n magnificent throne of
crimson silk had been erected fur the Cardi-
nal. On the back of the canopy was prettily
painted the Cardina 's coat of arms, At this
srrvice tho iagnificent new pulpit was seen
eomplete for the first tite, ond the beautiful
statunry adorning it, the wark of Mr. Helbert,
the well known local sculptor, way much ad-
mired,

The procession fyled into the sanctniuy, the
Cardinal taking up his position on the pric dice
fromting the altar.

TUE DECORATIONS,
Notwithstanding the fact that the work of
deeorating for the reception was eommenced
rather late, everything was in readiness by eight
o'clock. Owing to the heavy rain, early thia
morning, many who intrnded  to make
some  kind  of display abandoned the
iden. However, it was  surprising  to
xeo the gorgeous display of bunting and fl ge
along the route of the procession, anrd cven
the streets which were ust uidted by the [ ro-
scasionists.  During the entire night workmen
were  bueily engaged putting  the finishing
touches to the decorations to the streets
through which the proceswsinn was to pass,
They were completed this morning on tle
Church of Notre Dame, the City Hall and other
places wlere tho Cardinal proposed visicing, At
the wharf of the Richelieu and Onturio Naviga-
tion company, where the steamcer with His
Eminence on board was to stop, 8 1mam-
moth  kiosk had <een erected. It wag
furty-tive fect wn height, exclnding a large
dome, which was richly and abundantly driped
with bunting, silk and velvet barners, ban-
neretts and flags,  ‘The dome entirely covered o
ruised canopy or daix, under which the address
was presented. The tower was enveloped in
scarlet bunting wpon which wera placed the
arms of the Pope, Cardinal and Arcibishop,
each bearing inscriptions,  Inside the dis were

b

by r-

rich banneret's in gold and velve: r
ing the different  arms. Fron  ihis
tower to the foat of Jacques Ciutier

Scjuare, the raute followed by the processionists
wns lined with maple and palm trees and
numerous fags, .

The Jacques Cartier Square arch, which has
been crccted a$ the cor Jacques Cuartier Squnare
and St. Paul street, was constructed donble and
was admired by tho large crowd who gave vent
to expressions ol praisa at its beautiful appear-
ance, The double arch was at loast thirty fent
hizh with two peints or sma’l towers over each
small arch. The following large inecriptions in
black and gold latters, with a white back
ground, could be easily d.scerned from the plat
form on the wharf :— ** Vive In Cardinal” and
““Vive I’Archivecque,” Three banners of black
material, with lotters of gold, were also notic:d,
and bore the following inscriptious : Ono in the
contre with * Vive Leo XIIL"” one on the right
with ** Welcome to Bishop O'Bryen,” and on
loft with ** Glory and Honor to the Cardinal,”
the Iatter bemsg i French. From this.
arch along Jacques Cartier square to Notre.
Dame all the buildings were one mass of flage,
buntingand pictures. Among the most attractive
were the Jacques Cartier Hutel, from each win-
dow of which a flag was flying, while lines of red,
white, bluc and yeilow streamers woare suspend-
ed.--At the Richelien Hotel the whole build-
ing was covered with streamers, banners and
fings, while from each of the numerous windows
either a picture of the Pope, ArchblehoE, the
Cordinal or the Pontifical arma were hung..

Judging
trom the tantiments of yesterday's gathering,
Mr. Prfontaine stands a good chsnoe of
being retarned, and the rejecticn of Mr.
Jodoin should prove a good lesscn to the
cxisting government.

THE POLES SWELL THE CHORUS.

There ia scarcely a civilized nation or people
oa the face of the earth that has not sent up
to Heaven their vovs and prayers for the
libwation of Ireland, But from uno people
could suck iuternativnil expresasion of good
will and Godspeed come with greater force
and propritty than from the Poles, who have
becn subjected to the same aystem of terror-
ism, periecution, oppresaion and expatriation
similar to what has becn the lopg and sad
experience of the Irish people.

The MicAigan Catholic, commentiog on a
Polish demonstration in favor of Home Rule
tor Ircland, very properly remarks that ** It
wax a kinl and brotherly act of the Poles
assemtled in conveation at Bay City last
wock to thank Gladstene in the pame of
tho Poles of America for his cfforts in be-
haif of lreland. If anything were wanting
to coment the sympathy that ha always
existed between JIreland and Polund thie
would supply it. The history of Polini fer
the past hundred years resembles that of Ire-
land for more than three centuries. We
hope that Pcland will soon be as near Home
Rule as Ireland is st this moment.”

A CANDIDATE'S CHARGES,

Mz, CHAGNuN, of Longueuil, has come out
‘as a candidate in the Chamhly election on the
prudard ticket, He created quite a little
breeze by his speech on Sunday laat. Hepro-
fesses to have an uausual acquaintance with
the doings of the Minista:s in and around the
Parliament buildings at Oitawa, and he fr.-
poses to throw some light on a condition of
thinge which he says isaimply acandalousand
, shocking.

Mr. Chagoon declared hia opposition to
young girls belng employed in the govern-
ment buildinge at Ottaws. He denounced
‘the system used in engaging them, a system
whiob, for the ministcrs, consiated less of as-
suring themaelves of the aptitude and intel-
lectual capacities of the girla than of their
physioal gualities aud beauty. Hecondemn.
od the aystam all the more from the fact that
the young girls had to work near darkened
rooms, which are on both sides of the corri-
dora of the house and which the ministers fre-
quent in at'ending to their duties,

Coming from s man who aspirestobea
member of Parliament, these charges of mis-
conduct, more or less veiled, againat Minis-
ters of the Crown, are too serious to be
iguored or laughed out of Court. They have
already created an unhealthy suspicion in the
public mind, snd if the Ministers have any
respect for their personsl honcr, they will
soce that such charges do not go vnanswered

or unproved.

THE RESULTS OF THE CONTEST.

Although the electoral battle in Great
Britain has resulted in a defeat for Mr. Glad-
stone, it has not given any substantial victory
to the oppcuenta of Home Rule, because the
ballot box has prodnzed no party atrong
enough to form a goveroment that can face
Parlinment and force ita policy upon the
House snd the country.

The olections have, moreover, rcmoved
many illugions on bath sides. Before the
dissoiation of the last Parlinment the party
prophets were sure either that Gladstone's
preatige and the magic ot his name would
sweep the country and place him at
the hoad of a triumphant and selid
phalanx of Home Rulers, or that the cry
raised by the Tories, ** The Kmpire is in
danger,” would arouse the fanaticism of the
British masses to such a pitch that atl
pattizan ties and considerations would be
cast naide, and the Tories ba victoriously re-
tuined to save the union and protect the in-
tegrity of the empire.

The prophets on both sides have been dis-
appointed—there has been no success for
Gladstone and there has been no crushing
victory for Salisbury. The masses, or the
working classes as a whole, have voted for
Home Rule. Abstentions, instead of active
oppoaition, was what stranded the Lib-
eral party. Jas, O'Kelly, M.P., in his
cable, lotter says it ir worthy of remark that
the desertions were almoat whoily confined
to shopkeepers aud members of the wealthy
classes. This is shown clearly by an exami-
nation of the popular vote. One million
five bundred and twenty-four thousand
oitizens recorded their votes fur the
Tories and Liberal Unionists, while
one millicn four hundred and forty-seven
thousand voted for Home Rule, or only a dif-
ference of seventy-seven thousand votesin a
total of about throe million votes. Not much
of & majority to boast about, and even this
mojority is almost wholly due to the state of
ab3olute disorganization into which the Likt-
eral party was thrown by the defection of the
Whige and Chamberlainite Radicale. Home
Rule is protty much alive and kicking. -

We could understind
the motive if the Canidian postmasters re
fused to fcraardlettirs mail-d by our men
down there-—a 1w two cert +tvmp might be
w-rth stesl ny, but no such pecuniary in-
ducement prompts the cor fiscation of letters
sent from this pade. It would be intereating
t3 lock through a microscope at the mind «f
the statesman ‘who devised this 1.t:st atroke
of policy.”

1f the Canadian Postmaster-Gencral and
his officisls are rliyng any such mesn»
dirty game, they ought to be abharply called
to order. If we cannot fight our fichery
battles without stooping to such cortempti-
bLle and discreditable tactice as Llcckading
the family corrcepondence of the American
sailors, then Canada had bctter get rid of its
aeaboard aud «rawl up into the North-\Vest
altogether.

Ve can assure the Boston Piloz that tle
Canadian people are no party ta this bruta)
interference with human and social rights,
and that it has neither their sanction nor
approval. Our American contemporary must
not judge Canada by ity present rulers, The

CABIRET AND CIVIL SERVICE IM-
MORALITY.

YEsTERDAY wo called atiention to the veary
serious charges of immorality made by M..
Ghagnon, a Conservative candidate for Par-
linment, againet the Cabinet Ministers and
the femnle omployis in the Parliament
buildings at Ottawa. To-day we are pleased
to find one of the Ottawa journals, the Firce
Dress, taking tho matter up and giviag evi-
denice that in so far as the charge of immoral-
ity affects the young girls and women em-
ployed in the departments there is no foun-
dation tor it, and Lrands Mr, Chagnon's re-
velations as cruel, falae and malicious elan-
ders,

Our contemporary vouches for the fact that
‘““mora than nine-tenths of the female em-
ployée of the civil service in this city are
women and young ladies of pure, exemplary
and moral lives, whose characters are be-
yond suepicion. That one or two women,
and only one or two, should have succeeded
by their indisoretion in lending color to a
scandal which is now used by a Tory candi-
date for parliamentary henors to alander and
blacken the reputations of the whole, is a
1amentable circomstance. It is, however, a
slander which is unjust, cowardly and un-
warranted.”

This is plain talking and carries all
the more weight considering that it
comes irom an Opposition paper. Mr,
Chagnon could not receive a contradiction
more flas or direct, and unless he can bring
substantial proof to support his charges, he
will either have to particularize or withdraw
thew, for a8 they now stand the virtue
of all the femele en.ployls is placed under
suspicien, Mr. Chagnon will have an op-
portunity to set himself »ight at the nomina.
tion to-morrow.

But if the Free Press finds that it can
safely and gallantly lift a dofending hand to
protect the honor and the good name of the
goverament female employds, it cannot see

ita way cleaxr towards defending the names

and honor of the Cabinet Minlstcra from the
terzible charges made by Mr. Chaguon. It,
on the contrary, decms itsell obliged to oorre-
borats and emphasize them. Our combem-
porary makea 20 bones about the matter.

4 Al men are not 80 immoral as Mr, Chag-
non intimates the Tory ocabinst minmters
whom he wants to support in Parliament are ;
and the beat thing to de as a remedy isto
anbutitate moral men in their places.

*t Because one of two women are aceusred of
indiscretions with cabioet miniaters, Mr.
Chagnon wants the employment of female
civil servanta discontinued and abolished,
but that of the immcral Cabintt Ministirs
continued. He might as well demand the
abolition of matrimony becamse thire are
occasionally unfaitbful husbands snd wives.

** Jf thers arc one or two women whoee re-
Iations with Cabinet ministers aro as de-
scribed by this Tory candidate for Patlia-
ment, let Loth the erring women and the li-
centions Cahinet ministers be dismissed from
publio service. There should be no code of
morals demanded from women which is not
equally obligatery upon men.”

It iv difficult to realize that our rulers are
thus piling morsl crimea ot a heinous char
acter upon thei~ cfficial misdeods egually
heinoua in & political sense. But if we pre-
sume that the Frce Press is standing on solid
ground and knows what it is talking about
when it cntera an emphatic snd indignant
denial of the wholesale charges of jmmor.
ality against the female employds, is our con-
lemporary to be pooh-poohed and disbelioved
whea it undertakes the more distastefal and
gravo task of bringing horee terrible crimes
to wmen in high and responsible positions
Where is this going to end ?

PRACTICAL EDUCATION.

Our system of education is much in noed of
a thorongh overhauling to put it in harmony
with the increased demand for practical train-
ing., The efforts made by some of the educa.
tors to raise the standard of our schools in
this line are hailed witk genuine pleasure
with those awake to the wantsof the sge.
Unfortunately this class of teagchers is small.
No inducement s held out by those charged
to minister to the intcllectual wants of our
province to eocourage san advance in this
d'rection. It must not be expected that the
paltry sums paid out of the Government
treasury wil entice energetic and intelligent
men to devet: the'r youth and vigor to mp.
hcld a aystem of education 8o rut-worked and
unintelligen® as that fullowed tbrougiout the
maj 1r'ty of our schosls.

We cannot repress & amile when, scanning
the BRill c<f Supplies, we ses the
rouud, fat nugget handed over to the
state officials known as the ataff of our Nor-
mal schools, and compare them with the
inaignificant salsries paid to the teachers by
the various bodies of school truatees, The
difference in remunerstion cannot certainly
be founded on the better grade of work done
by & body of teachers in prelerence to that
of an indisidual. Our State Normal schools
are below the standard of work expected from
such experienced institutions, for as Bishop
Lafleche, in his pamphlet on the Normal
a:hools, praves, the price paid_jfor the train
ing of our ** Normalisns™ is simply exorbitant.
The teachers they send out yearly are for
from being all that is desired, and many look
upon them as being of no credit to the teach-
ing body of a country that pridea itself on its
intellectual worth, What we want is a more
serious, better qualified body of men for our
achaols, and to have, this the Department of
Public Instruction must concentrateits forces.
One Ncrmal school would be amply sufficient
to train the pumber of teache:s required
to woik advantageoasly our actual
szhocl asystem, It would he more eco-
nomical, to say the least, and would leave
a goodly balance that could be most judicious-
ly employed in rendering our system more
practical. Where aro our agricultural schools?
\Where our technical institutions? WWhere
our business colleges properly so-called ?

Too much money is lavished on classical
colleges, normal schools, and blue books or
reports, which give results that are as sterile
as they are costly. To see the results cf our
actual school system, yon have only to cast a
glance on the catalogue ot the present London
exhibit. Theory abounds in as far as speesh
reports, school photographa and government
blue baoke may go, but intelligent class work,
illustration of methods, systematic co-ordina-
tion of grades, are sought for in vain among
the products of the onme hundred and

gixty odd &echools where work now
lica hiddem in ome of the corners
of the Csnadian pavillion, This may

sound exaggerated, but none know better that
guch is the case than those whose interest it
is to_veil from the eyes of & sorutinizing pub.
lic such a deplorable state of things in matters
of education,

The Government snould give this question
of practical echool work its careful attention,
Let it debar noae, through narrow-minded-
ness or jealouay, from pushing forward in this
vast field ; whether it be cleric or layman,
religious or eecular, that puts his shoulder to
tho wheel, his efforts should be encouraged,
means furnished to epable him to achieve
success, and on this large platform no cnergy
will be wasted in overcoming chstacles,

Large cities across ihe frontiers boast of
their institutions wherein theory and practice
go bhand in band, Young men after their
daily task may devote therein some hours to

perfoot their knowledgo in those studics mo.t

uxfulla thalr calling, aad Lhis without say
extrs charges. Why have net Montresl,

lcant coe of akindred stamp?! We csnnet
clas in this group any of our sctual schosle 3
80, 0ot oven that palatial realdence that oosts
the poor taz-peyer the begatelle of a fow ten
thousanda yenrly.

The leading peliu-
cians, wirc-pullere and beodle distribators
of the Conservativs camp were thers in foroe,
bat they met with a cooi and disagreeable
reception at the hands af the three thousand
alectors. Thera waano exhibiticn of viclace
ner sny undue iuterference with the freedom
ot speech and scticm, but there were deafor-
ing ahouts of derision and disapproval aunt
up againat the defenders and apologists of 8ir
Joba Maodonsld's goveramint and of his
regime of 3oodle and Blood,

\Vhen the nstional orators addressed the
meeting their remarks were interrupted enly
by loul and frantic applause ; bat when the
champions of la corde offended the national
sentiment their voices were drowned in a
s mighty wave of popular indignation.

The current of public opinion could not be
resisted, and the Tory managers have had in
oconseguence to take in their sall and refrain
from facivg the hurricane that threatened to
aweep them clean out of the county. They
have accordingly and wisely decided to limit
the ares ot theizr battlegrounds and not seek

There ia something utterly reveiting and
repuguant in this attempt of a Minister of
the Crown, especially a French Canadian, to
appeal to the prejudices end bigotry of a
certain class of the population against his
own people. How low muat not Mr. Chap-
lean have fallen when he aceka to tarn yace
against race. It showns to what extremes
mep will go to retain the reics of power.

THE PALLIUM.

To-day the city givea itself up to public
rejoicing and festivity on the occmsion «f
Cardinal Taschereau’s virit to the metropolis
to invest Archbiahop Fabre with the pallium,
the inaiguis of his exalted office. The day
will be & memorable one in the snuals of the
Catholic Church in this Provinoe, snd it i
moet that the clergy and laity of the arch.
dloorse ahould mark the event by grand popu-
lar and religious demonstrations,

It will be of interest to know the meaning,
the history and the uses of the pallium. Ac.
cording to Latin lexicographers the word
pallium fa *' » sort of upper garment worn by
the Grosks, men and women, freemen and
servants, but always by philosophers.” The
pame pallivm was given to the garmint by
the Romans, who slways wore it. In the
church the pallixm is she symbol of jurladic:
tion.

When it hocame a pat of ths Catholic
archiepiscopal vestments it had, until recently,
been a matter of conjecture. The finding of
certain paintings in the subtérranean Church
of St. Clement, which Is oue of the most
sncient and unaltered of the christian editices
of Rome, settled beyond any donbt that the
palliumis equal in rank with any other gar-
ment worn by an arvchbishop so fayas anti-
quity goes. In 1857 tho Pricr of
the Monastery attached to St. Clemrcut,
while superintending some repairs came
upn a wall covered with very an
cient paiatinge a% a level of npear-
ly twenty feet below the moderm church,
Further research showed that this was the
aitle of & viery extensive edifice, and
that it atocd eon massive coastruc
tions of a pagan period, some probably of
the early timea of the empire, Upon
the pilaster nearest the apse a scries of three
subjecta appear representing the induction of
St. Clement into the Papal cbair Ly St. Peter,
surrounded by other saints, Here the pnl-
lium appears as it has never appeared before
in sny painting or fresco, proving beyond
any doubt that, as an ecclesiastical ornament,
it is equal in antiquity with tbe maniple,
stole or chasuble used by the Ca.tholicclergy.

Ihe pallium which Pope Clement is repre-
sented as wearing in this old painting s
almost the eame as the one now in,use, with
the slight difference that the ancient one is
longer, It extends from the shoulders down
in front of the Lidy to an inch or
two below the knees. The pailium now
used does not go below the breast. It
is made of white wool, dottsd with
black crosses, fastened by golden pins,
studded with precioun stones, and is about
the width of an ordibary suspender, It is
put on over the head ; the end hangs on the
heart over the chasuble.

pupils under the charge of the Sistera of

Immediately after the proceasion, at two
o'clock, Cardival Taschereau led a select
party of visitors to a banquet at the Muaic
Hall, elaborately ana most tastefully fitted
up for the occasion, At the takle of honor
His Eminence presided, with the Lieut..
Governor of Quebec at his right, the Arch-
bishop of Toronto, Mgr. Tache, Mpr. O’Bryen,
Hop. Frapk Smith, Hon, Mr. Thompsoen, the
Archbishop of Ottawa, Hon. Dr. Ross, Hen,
Mr. Taillon, and others, On his lefl were
the Papal Ablegate, the Noble Guard, Connt
Gazzoli, Sir A. P. Caron, Hon, Mr. Costigan,
the Archbishop of Montreat, Hon. J. A.

CANADA'S FIRST RAILWAY.

A SUGGESTION THAT THE FIFTIETH ANNIVER-
SARY SHOULD BE PROFPERLY CELEBRATED,

To the Editor ot Tug Post:

To.day ia the fiftieth anuiversary of the
inauguration of the first Canadian railway.

On July 21, 1836, was openad to the public the
railway which had been previously built between
the old wharf at Laprairie and the town of St
Johns, o distance of fiiteen miles, This line
gerved to biud toﬁcmer the navigation of Lake
Champlain with that of the St. Lawrence, Such
an important event 1a the history of Caneda was
naturally signalized by a splendid demonstra-
tion, among those who took part therein being
the Governor-Geaera), Lord Gosford, Sir Geo,
Gibbs, Sir Chas. Grey, Hoo. L. J. Papiocay, as
well as 5 numbsr of membery of the Legislature
and Council, Rev. Mr. Quibbier, supe:ior of the
Seminary of St. Sulpice, the officers of the then
Montreil gavrigon, and many distinguished
foreigners, .

The first train baaring the emicent person-
ages present left Laprairie about midday for
St. Johns and returaed in the eveniog shortlx
before datk : but several mishaps prevente
the steamner Princess Victoria re’urning to th
city the rame day, and consequcntl the viling
of Laprairio took advuntage of the delay to
enterlain the distinguished visitors in grand
style, and the night of the 2lat of July, 1836,
was spent in gaiety, One event worth pussing
potice is the fact that the same roof covered
both the Governer wnd Hon, L. J. Pupinenv,
who had about as much liking for one another
aa fire has for water.

His death will be mourned
by a very large circleof friends, who knaw
his sterling wotth and henor as & man and &
friend ; while bis family lose a kind and lov
ing husband and father, upon whose memeory
there rests not the shadow of wrong.

New Yogrk, July 21.—The following cable
deapatch has been received by Patrick Ford,
of the Irish World :—

“ I have read the extraots from the Irish
World article recommending the Irish Par-
liamentary party to adopt the policy of
obetracting in Parliament measures intro-
duced for the benefit of the English masses
becanse of the votes of the latter againat
Home Rule. This policy wonld be sucidal.
The English are not against Gladstone and
Home Rule, but against the land purchase
gcheme, The hostility on the part of the
democracy to buying out the Irish landlords
and the middle clazs against Home Rule
decided the issne of the election.

““I’heatruggle for the highest form of Irish
liberty can and ought to run parellel to the
aspirations of the British democracy for a
reform of their social condition, frr ecinimi
oal liberty, for labor in the field and the werk-
shop.

$ If the Irish people obetruct the vanse of
the English masses they will by playieg the

FARM AND GARDEN,
LALOK I¥ THE FIELD TIIAT IS PRACTICAL.

Clan out all the rose bushes by taking
eway the old wood and shortening the
stronger shoots «¢nz-third. The growth
and appearance will be greatly improved
thereby.

Weed and hoe the onione, peas and all of
the garden vegetables, harrow the potatoes
again, replant the corn and commence plow-
ing it the very day it is large enough, Keep
the ground which the crops occupy free from
weeds, loose and mellow

The best varietiea of Icttuce for summer
use are the yellow butter and the white sum-
mer cabbage. In a deep, well enriched soil
they stand the heat well and remain fora
long time in a condition for use, LThese
varieties form large heads, and on this ac-
count ar2 ohjectionable to some persons.

A gwine breeder says that in wesning pigs
there is something more to be considered than
simply takiog them away from their mother.
They should be weaned gradually, so as not
to get any stunt or set back. To take pigs
away before they have been taught to ent
gives them u check for at least two weeks.
Feeding them in a separate place to which
they have access will accustom them to eat-
ing.

Geege can be fattened cheaply, as they will
eagerly consume chopped turnips or any
other kind of cheap material at this season ;
but' to get them very fat they should have
cornialso. A goose should not bs too fat, as
guch is objectionable, but they should not be
kept fat enough to present an excellent mar-
ket appearance. The young geese that have
not completed their growth, however, cannot
Ve fed too liherally, as they will not become
extremely fat until matured.

1f yon have & horae
addicted to shying, remove the blinds and be
kind to him for a few days, until he has
