A letter, signed * W. R. G.)’ in the Pall Mull Ga-

be dispated. The writer says :—

We cannot spare the 75,000 or "100,000 who now
leave the coontry annually ; shall we be able o
spare tkem in a few years, when the total population
i8 reduced to five millions7 Will not the emigration
go on long after we might wish o check it? And
i3 there not every probability —reference bemng had
to the ages of the great mass of emigrants—o! & sud-
den and startling coliapse of the population io the
courae of & few years? Iu is thig 1a8t point to whica
I desire to direct spsaciai attention,

It is obvious that emigretion will preduce very
different effects on the population of 4 couatry ac-
cording 1o the ages of the emigrants~ie, whether
we export 70,000 old people or 70,000 young adulls
or 70000 selected in due proportion from every
period of life, It is obvions, again, that if we were
o export every year all persons who arrive at the
marriageable age, in the courge of aboat thirty years
we ehould have no population at ail. Now, as near
as can be calenlated iG the absence of proper regis-
tration, the number who arrive asnually at the mar~
riageable age in Ireland is about 129,000, The tolal
number who emigrate to foreign shores or leave kre
land 1o settle in Hoglacnd or Scotland is greater than
this—probably 146,000, What are the ages of the
emigrants ? Between 1851 snd 1855 (inclusive)
fifty.one per ceut. were between twenty aand forty
yeara of age, and sixty five between tea and thirty
years. The same proportion indeed holds still.—
Very few go above forty years of age; & good many
below fifteen yeara. In 1865 sixty-tive per ceat. of
the emigranis were between the ages of Sftecn and
thirty five. That i3, the great proportisn of -those
who leave the conntry belong o the breeding period
of life, or consist of those who are fust approachiog
that period.

The effect of thig has already become visible and
will agguredly be far more obvious in the census re.
turns of 1871, Between 185i acd 1861 the aggre-
gata population of Ireland bhad diminished by T52,-
000. Bat the numbers between five years and
twenty-Aive bad” diminished by 222,000 ; while, in
the face of & large toisl reduction ot numbers, thess
above the age of fifty-five had aclually incressed by
84,000, izcreaged not only relatively, but abaolutely.
The same tendency is pointed at by another compa-
rison : in 1861 the population at the marrying age
(from twenty to forty years) wad 30 per cent i
Hogland and only 27.8 per cent io Ireland. Inw
word, it is not only theactunl and exisling population
of Ireland that is leaying its sbores, but the fuiure
and potentia]l population. And this process has
wow been golng on for more than twepty yenrs,—
There can be little doubt that the next census of
freland will exhibit three remarksble phenomena : -~
1. A greataggregate decrease of numbers; 2. A
relative and probably a posilive increase in the
naombers of the aged; 3. An abnormal paucity of
birth and excees of deaths iu proportion (o the popu.
lation.

I do not wish io draw from these facta the infer-
ence that emigration ought to be aiscouraged, nor
do I believe that it can be materislly checked. Only
it is well that we should be prepared for the not
very remote, but assaredly very certein, consequences
of the process that is now going on under our eyes,

One bundred aod fifty persons, oo their way to
Dungarvan to vote early this morniog for Gaptain
Talbot —though escorted by a troop of Carbiniers
and & body of constabulary, end reinforced by o troop
of Lancers—were attacked in the open dsy by amod
of courtrymen, armed with bludgeoos aad stones.
The voters were dispersed, and 'driven back. The
particalars of this serious &lfair are u8 follows :~The
agents of the Hon. Oaptain Tulbot for this distriet,
anticipating ‘that mob violence would be directed
against that gentleman's supporters, resolved that
they should be assembled in Ju-ge bodies, and sent
under, as was considered, a sufficient military escort,
to the town of Duongarvan, on the day precediog the
polling, thus thinking to avoid the thrertened colli-
sion.

Taking refuge bebind a carriage, be pro-
videntially escaped. Mr. Prendergaat essayed to
remonstrate with the mob, but %e was at ooce sut-
rounded, nod strusk frem el directions with immense
atones, until he was forced to beg his life &t the
hands of his crue! assailanta, .

The resident magistrate, Mr. Watburton, ealled re-
peatedly upon the people to cease their violence, and
finding remonstrance io vain, he proceedel, in the
midst of this savege attack, to read the Riot Act,
and then ordered the constabulary in frort to prime
and load, Tlis was doee, but no order was given to
fire, e8 the magistra'e was resolved not to proeeed to
this dreadful extremity until all other means bad
failed. The Lamears charged down the rowd, and
the mob, which numbered about four or five bundred
persons, separated into two bodies, the greater por-
tion saceading the lLeights over the road on eiiber
gide, and sbout & huadred of the more dzaperate re-
maioing ensconced behind the ditches, still pouriog
upon the uuprotected voters, and others, volley after
volley of every description of missile. Mr. War-
burion was geverely struck in the side as he was
Jeaping forward on bis horse to escape ke stones
flying about him in all éirectjons. The Lancers used
their larnces, and the stones flang at them from in
side the fields might bave been geen siriking both
the unfortunate men themeelves and their horses.
Severnl of the voiers were hurt severely. Oupe ol
the Carhiniers had his sword broken; another was
cat in the hesd, nnd his brass helmet completely
flattened ; a stope atruek another on the peak of his
helmet, which was bent down, fortuuately protectiog
his eye; the lower part of big cheek, howerer, was
cut, and his face was soon covered wilh blood.
Seveial of the [,ancers were cut agd wounded, and
ithe coustabuiary shared a similar fate,

This wosk conlinued for twenty minutes, the elec-
tors huddling themgelves behind und under the fence
on the other side of the road; but the mob having
now, by a sudden disposition of their forces;, took
possession of both sides of the road, and the stenes
fiying in snowers, carringes knocked in, cars broken,
borses tbrown into the dyke and otherwise maltreat-
ed, officers and men, as well a8 civiliany, wounded-—
prudence waraed every man that valued his life to
7ield to the necessiiy of the case and return home
wards, Upon this a sed state of coofusicn ensued.
Carriages, borges, voterz and military, &c., were so
clozely in re:e one of anather, and the tosd ac very
parrow, that the difiiculty wea to turn sbout. One
would have expected that as soon a3 the drivers be.
gan to wheel round the stone-throwing would have
ceaged ; bot no: the mob became more exciled, and
the stone-lhirowing became more farious. Tt isim.
sosaible to describe the fearful state of thinge at this
moment—every man tryiag to save bimself, vehicles
locked ia each other, horses fallivg and floundering
oa the road, and jadividuals hunted like wild beasta.
Several of the Dragoons and Loncers received in-
juries, and one pour fellow had his head dreadfully
cut He wons lifted into Beary’s bouse. and Mra.
Beary attended to bim in a wost kindly wanner, and
bandaged up his wounds.

Tgs Rtotive ar Dourearvai.—Ou Monday, at
balf past two o'clock, an inquest was opened in the
Boardroom of the Workhouse, Dunghrvan, on the
body of William O'Brien, the man who came by his
death in conscquence of the injuries recelved at the
polling fur the Waterford election on Saturday ia
Dungarvan. O'Brien had been ore of ithe crowd
whom the detachment of the 12ib Lencers, stationed
iu the town duriog the election cbarged on and dis-
persed ; and it was on the occasion of one of these
charges by the 12th Lancers that O'Brien was
knocked down and received the ivjuries from which
he died. The icquest seemed to excite great interest
in the town. From the eommencement of the pro-
cecedings till they were adjourned, the room was
crowded with residents of Dungarvan and the neigh-
borhood, anxious to hear the proceediogs.

John Meley, a laborer, was the first witness, who
said—Qa Saturday last I saw the deceased eigit or
nine perches before we, running up to an eaclosure
opposite the cooper's store oo the quay. DBefore be
reached it two of the Lancers gailopped pasy him,
ard a third Lapcer came up and struck bim with tke
butt of his Innce o the poll a1d tumbled him. The
horse of the Liaccer then pagsed over, but I canoot
gay whether he touched bhim ornot. Three mure
Lancers came on, and their borsez passed over him.

their very weskness, would contribute to the pros
greas of the great enemy, Highly as I appreciate
tke zeal, 3arning, talent, and principle of several of

maker. The English engioeer next endesvors o 1o-
duce the cost of lzbor by substituting machine toois
for thews and sigewsz, Toere ia a limil to this, kaow-
ever. [Haviog imported materials and done ail that
machine work can do, our manufaclurer fisds that ke
has 8lill to compete with men who bave the maserials
cheaper thae he ecan procure them, because the cost
of the transport is saved, and who have cnrried out
the machise tool versus thew and sinew syatem at
least as far as he can carry it. The foreiguer, there.
fore, bus 8411l in his favour cheaptr labour and cheaper
materials., The sequel comes as natural as possible.
Instead of importing weterials, the English engineer
tearns to import the finiched article, puts his name on
it, and sells it with all the prestige of that bright
Eoglish reputation which still ¢lings to us. There
is notbing dishooest or dishonourable in mwis (11
Muchives are made, say in France, under Eagligh
inspection. The engineer, insiead of managing his
own worke at home, travels asbout the Contioent
hunting up orders, which are executed under his own
eyes in French or Belgium shops, He mukes money
by such & system, especially if he have plen:y ef
capital snd plenty of energy, The war of competi-
tion is thus being carried into our own camp by com-
patriots, and the engineer, finding that it is fruitless
to expect a return from capital spent on Eoglish soil,
apends it abroad, Beiog upable to undersell his rival,
he becomes purchaser himself, and stamps the article
bought with his own neme. He is careful to see that
the credit attached to that name shall not be impair-
ed, and he sells at & profit; it may be to the foreiga-
er or & British subject. In sayirg all this we have
skatched no fancy picture—some of our readers can
testify to its strict trothfulzess. They will be pre-
pared to admit that it represents a practice which
they bave either adopted aiready, or coutempiate
adoptiag if ’ things don’t look better shortly. There
ig another way in which capital finde itself abroad.
Lubour and materials are cheaper on the Continent
than in Eogland, wtile capital is worth at least asz
muck, not unfrequently more=& good desl more.
Therefore the English engineer atarts in business in
France or Belgiom or Austria or Prussia, rotio his
pative land. We find English mechanical engineers,
indeed, just Dow making money as well as ateam
engines, all over the Cauticent; and o doubt the
moaey 80 won is just as sweet and pleasantand good
o thing 8s though it were made on English soil. The
end of all 1hia it is not dificult 4o understend. Rog-
land —that ia to say Eoglishmer who remain athome
—will gaffer ultimately from the drain to another
land of capitel and wealth~—producing energy and
power.

To the good qualities of the Irish he renders ample
justice. Their hearts are warm, and their hesds more
ao.
end impassioned. Tha brilliant gifta of the mind are
more common With them than most other people. As
for wit, M. Domensch, who ia himself o good judge
of the article, saya that it may be met with any day
in tre streets of Dublin. .

To the hospitality of the Irish he pays a jnst trI-
bute. Indeed, he geems to think that it sometimes
bordera oa the oppressive, nnd becomes, by its excess,
a sort of persecution which it i3 mot easy to escape.
He, himaelf, i8 & notable examp’e. He bad, out ot
pure politeness, to sccompany a gentleman on
a long walk, to visit cerisin ruing, under a
pelting rain, and on his return had to swallow, atili
out of politenéss, a mysterions liquid which burned
bis very entrails,—a liqaid fire capable of wmolting
the bardest diamond-—whisky, no doubt, that had
never seen the face ot a gauger ; and when he teook
his departure his pockets were stuffad with eatables.
The author is greatly slarmed and irritated at the
almost absolute extinction of the native language,
ard he reproaches the Irish for their neglert of 1t.

How much better would Pontius Pilate bave pro-
vided for himself and tor bis family, if, instend of
yialding to the perfidious Jewa who sarrounded him,
he had obeyed the holy counsels of his wife. Had
we been at his side when he turaed his back upon
the warniog cf the good Claudia, we would have
gaid to him: * Ab, Pilate | Pilate! You are a mighty
man to-day, aod you can laugh, dut the hand of God
will goon be heavy on your head. You will go into
exile, and will die miserably. Your name will de-
gcend to posterity, branded with irfamy, while the
just man, whom you abacndon to bis enemies, will
ralo the world, and will triomph in heaven, caz-
queror over death and hell!

But perhaps Pilate, on hearing these our warnings
would nave hsd us bound by his guards, and ecruci-
fied with the two'thieves, And yet everybydy sees
to-day that we should bave given bim excellent ad-
vice, and should have shown ourselves a hundred
times kinder towards him then those wreiches who
in order to induce him to n»roncunce the fatal se- -
tence against Jesus Chriat. flattered him, and came
and cried, ' We will have no other king bu% Owmzar.

How do you bring in-—somebody will sey—bhow
do you bring in Pontius Pilate and bis wife? Wby
does the ¢ Unita Oattolics,’ instead of talking to us
about Rome, and about the Pops, hold discourse
about Jerusalem and Claudia Procula?

ITALY.

Piepuont.—In round numbers, the Italian ‘revenue
for this year is estimated at866 miilions, and - the
expenditars at 1,052, showing a deficit of 186, or
something less than T} million sterling.

The intereat on the debt slone amounts to 334
mitlion francs, in which there does aot appear to be
included the & millions of Renles lately issued, and
whick wonld bring this heavy item alone to £13,600-
000 sterling. The difficalty of geiting in the ta%kes
has also to be taken into coosideration. This hep
been spoken of in previous letters, and may arise
partly from the bad organisation of tax collection in
this country, bnt also, in great meaasure, from want
of means on the part of the taxpayers. A Fiorence
paper two days ago said ; — :

‘the bighop left the cathedral it wag found necessary

to gend for a detachment of cuirassiers to protect
bim from ill-treatment, and wh'lo proceeding through
ths streets to hig piace be was greeted with hisses
and groaps. A ilarge crowd assembled in front o
the paluce in the eveniog, and several of its windows
were broken,

The ¢inatruction, or rather Courr-Martial on
Admiral Perssae, of the [talian Navy, was3to have
concluded its repors on the 15th inst., when, it 18
beileved, that he will be acquitied of treason end
cowardice—two of the charges p:ef2rred against him
—und found guilty of tha third, incapacity.

The Roman correzpondent of the Pafl Mall Ge-
zefie i3 nonpluesed by the turn effairs have taken,—
Being unable to earn his sajaries by describing the
downfali of the Temporal Power, he is driven to
such news es the following : * During the cetebration
of tke eighteenth centenary of the martyrdom of St.
Peter, to which alt Qatholic bishops sre invited, the
Pope will promulgats the dogmatical definition of the
Assumption in the spirit snd in the desb of the Virgie
Mary, in the same way a3 he deereed the immaculate
conception, whick was not an article of faith with
Catholics till 1854, QOtiber religious matters sre
eogaging astention at Rome, In February the Pope
wiil celeprate the fiftioth anciversary of his firat Mass
and it wan espected that he would send oot many
iavitations to the solemu'ty ; but it has been decided
thst the servies, though it will embrace great pomp,
shall partake of a privale character.’

The Rumon Journol says that on Christmas Day,
at nine o'clock in the morning, the Holy Father
celebrated Maas in the patrisrchal bamlisque of the
Vaticun, and himself administerad Holy Communion
t» the cardinals end to certain noble laymen. The
Mass being ended, His Holineds gave the apostelical
benediction, with & plenary indnlgence, The King
of the Two Sicilies and tbe princes of the Royul
Family of Naples were presentat the ceiemony, as
were nlao the Corps Diplomuatique Accrediied tu the
Holy See, the staff if the Pontiticsl troops, and many
illuatrions personnges, both Romens and sirangers.
The people, moved by devotional feelings, hastened
in crowds 1o the patriarcpal and ouher churches —
Ua coming out from the High Mess, the Holy Fa.
ther (we read in the DMonde) received, according to
castom, the cotugratwlations of the Sacred College.
Tho Cardioal Vicar, 1aking the place of the senior
cardinal, gave ntteranc: for his brethren to the ex-
pressions of their loyalty and fidelity to the Holy See
The followiag iy the substance of his Holiness's r2-
piy: ~'ln the midat of the greut storre which ow
agitates the Church, I have the utmost pleasure at
hearing the vowa 10 which on thiz golemn occasion
‘the Sacred College has given utterance, and the
sentiments of its devotion and respect are for us &
suppart and the trials whicl Providence has thought
fit we should bear. We, the ministers of God, we,
who bave the heppiness to be fed daily by the bread
whieh streagihens man, we, who ure able each day
10 recruit our sirength by feeding on the bread of
life ic the feast of the Eucharis:, we ooght not to
fenr dangers, nor ought we to bz frightened ai the
proofs wanted of our courage, but we should fight
with boldness and courage the battles of Qur Lord.
We havs this day learned toat eeveral priests in the
Corea have given their life for Jesus Christ. This
recent example shown' us by new wmartyes ought to
inspire us to bs always ready to sacrifice our lives
rather thau betray our duties. It is true that at this
mo:ment we are oot called upon to submit to martyr-
dom Hke in Oorea; the trials to which we are sub.
jected are hypocrisies, the seduction of friends, the
deception of enemies, the diabolical artifices by waich
our enemies are permitted to fight againat the Oburch
and to tread under feet its rights and its divine
powers. Wo see these enemies appear before us with
the moat flattering promises. Every day we havea
renewal of the temptations with which Satan was
permitted to tempt Jesus Christ from the pinnacle of
the temple : ' All 1hese things will I give you if you
will fall down and worship me' But, after the ex.
ample of our Divine Master, we ought to koow that
it is our daty to reply with energy, * Get thee be-
hind me, Satan.” Ihope that the tempest by which
the barque of S. Peter ig threatened will not become
more violent; but, whatever may happen, we ought
to be ready 10 give the greatest proof of confidence
in God, who inoreases His assistance in porportion
to the peril: ¢ Where thers ia the greatestdanger,
there is algo the greatest belp” If we receive offers
of concilintion, or if we are presented with the olive
branch of peace, we, the .ministers of peace, we, the
representativea of Him-whode chief attribute was
mercy, we ought certainly not to hesitate a3 to what
is our duty to do, but always on coodition that our
rights will be safe and intact, and that nothing will
be effected against the divine conatitution of the
Ohurch and the Holy See. For the rest we place our
whole tust in God: it is from God that we expect
help and strength under all circumstances, certain
that He wlll know always how to dictate our cou-
duet, our words, and our answers. Pray God that
we may all have cornfidence in His all powerful arms
to say on all occagions : ¢ The Lord is the strength of
my life; in whom ahall [ be ‘afrid ?’ :

St. Pgrensrore, Jan, 5.~ Three ukases concerning
Poland, and bearing date the 19th ot December, bave
been issued to-day. The first introduces the Rossien
system into the financis! administration of Poland,
and eatablishes a provisional Rnascial direction at
Warsaw, under the control of the Finance Ministry
ac 8t, Petersburg. The definitive conatitution of thia
office as a permanent finance direction is reserved.

Tbesecond ukase regalntes the postal administration
of Poland, and acborainat2g’t to the Ruasizn Ministry
of Posts and Telegraphs,

The third decree simplifies the general Polish ad
minigtration. It orders that from the 13tk of Janunary
Poland gball be divided iotnfive, instend of ten,
orovincial governments, and 85 distriets, and that

. offices for the payment of the taxes shall be estaplished

oc that day in the governments and distriets sc
cording to tke new dirision of the new Kingdom.

It also grants fuller powers to the Governors, and
orders the formation of local bodies of guards,

Tue sentences passed upon the Polizh exiles who
took part in the rev i in Siberia baviog been confirm-
ed by the Emperor, bave beea carried into execution.
Of the geren cosdemned to death, four bave been
shot, and the remainder sent off 1o be kept at bacd
iabour, togerher with those whoe were geatenced o
the latter panishment.  Corporal punishmen: has
been remitied in all cases. .

The Feealide Russe, commenting upon the ukases
reinting to Puland issned 10-day, 8ays that the object
of these decrees i3 the practical unicu and equalizition
of the regnlations existing ia Polaud wiih those in
force in Russin. ! Administrative asaimilation,” it
adds, ¢ will enable the Government to extend to
Poland all the improvemenis which have been iatro-
ducad in Rassia.’

THE AFFAIR IN KOREA.

Very few Englishmen, except naval cfficers, have
ever Geea the coaat of Kores, or f the Cotea,! as it is
sometjmey called, after the manger of the Prench;
aal the jntecior of thst large peninsula, which ruas
down from Manchuria to 1be islands of Japan, mey
be 8.id to be very nearls unknown. It occuwies a
geographical position towards Chlna in the porth
closely resemnbliog that of the Annamese peainsula
in the south ; and its government, like that of Aunam
is independeat of the Celestinl empire, though ita
people both in their phyaical and social characteriatics
present, so far ac they are known to us, many points
of resemblance to tha Ohninese. With the trealy of
Tien-sin, sad the opening of regular commuaications
frow Shanghai to Japan und the Gulf of Pecheles, it
was inevitable that Korea shanld begin to be at-
tempted, and the woader only i3 that so little has
been doae in the way of orening it up. I:is now no
obscure retired maiden who requires to be sought
out in her seclusion, but & personege very prominent
betora the desiring eyes of Qhios merchants wao are
always eager to tempt Orieatal sivplicity with their
cotton and weollen fabrics, Americans bave bad
their attention specially turned to it by the romour
of i contalning an immense guantiy of wizefal
wealth. Russian frigates are always hovering around
19 coasts, and the agents of the Propaganda have
found initavew fizld in which to manifest their
gkill and devotion; bat though little progress has
yot been made, attention bas been called in this
counatry to Korea by recent events of such & character
as to indicate that matters there will pot long rest
a8 tuoy rested for so many centuries. It1i3 notat all
surprising that wher Roman Catbolic miseionaries
first epter 8 country which bas hitherto or for long
been secluded they contrive ta obtaio & fooling when
no other class of Europeans could do so, and yet
after @ time bring down peraecution, torture, and
magzacre oo themselves and on their converts. This
has frequently besn illusirated before, in Indin, in
Obina, in Japan, and ia Qochin China, The mission-
aries are in great part maen of superior mind and char-"
acter, wbo reelly unroservediy devote themselves,
hand, bead, and heart, to the perilous labourin which
they engage. In this way they soon make great pro-
geesa; but, ere long, Lhe rolers of the conntry disguver
that they have admitted a power which tareatens to
be inimical to their own power and privileges, and
consequently try Lo crush it by violencs, while the
priests, if there are priests, appeal, to the same end,
to superatitions of the people.  Thig history was re-
peated in Korea & few months sgo; for the French
missionaries who had msnaged to eatablish them-
selves there with apparent ease were almoss all
cruelly put to desath, only a few escaping to the
mounteing and one to Shenghai, while those con-
veris who refused to recant were massacred en masse.
The French Admiral then took ap the question, and
the whole aifair, 8o far as it has gone, is an exact re-
petition of that of Annam. . War hae been declared
by the French, and io September and Octover last
the Admirsl advanced on a reconnoitering expedic
tion, from Prince Jerome Bay, some distance up the
river which leads from the coast to the capitel.
Against & carrent runniog five milea an hour he

 he found iteasy to reach the city of Kacg Hoa, a

dlstance of five miles, From that point navigation
wa3 more difficult, the current beiog still more rapid,
and there being many sharp turoings, shoals, and
supken :ocks; bui some of the gunboats got up
twenty miles above Kang Hos, to witkin sight of
bay-ool, the capitul of the kingdom. A\ one or two
places the expedition w s fired upon, but the fire was
soon Silenced, and in one instance the au‘horities
came on hoard and preseated provisions. The Freuch
4ave resolved to suspend further operations uniil
winter is over, but it would seem, from what has beea
learned, that there will be no difficulty in the way of
reaching the capital with a small force. At the same
time there come to us acoounts of a very opposite
character in regard to.the fate of the crews of two
American veasels which have fallen into 1be bands of
the Koreans. In the one case tle crew, there is no
doubt, ressived a groater amount of care and kind-
ness than they would have got in any civilised
country, whilein the other it-is to be feared they
were pus to a cruel death.

At one time they count all by
the meagure of their gaing or their caprices ; at another
they get bented for & disinterested ides or a p ssion.
Ag fickle as nny other racein their affections ucd
their judgmont, they always kuow where to stop,
and they are gifted at once with & power of iniuative
which nothing astonishes, and a perseverance which
nothing turny aside. Eager for conquest and dis-
covories, they wander or rush to the utmost hound-
ories of the earth, and they return more attached
than ever to their home, and more resolute in up.
holding its dignity and preperuating i3 anciest
Blabitity. Tmplacable baters of constraiu, they are
yet voluntary slaves to tradition and to discipline
fively nccepted, or to prejudices lunded aowa 10,
them through geserations, No people have been
oftener copoquered, but noce have so abzorbed and
transformod their conquerors. None have persecuted
Catholicism with more norelenting and ssoguinary
batred ; even at this day none appeur more hostile to
the Church, of which yet none have more need ; none
have been more wanting to it ; none bave left 1o itg
bogom a more irreparable void ; but none bave lavished
on our proseribed bishops, priests, and monks a wore
geueroug hospitality, Inacceseibie (o modern
conval:tons, that islnnd has been an1nviolable asylum
for our exiled fathers, and our Prineces, not lega thaa
for our most violenl enemies. Nelther tha selfishness
of thege iglandars, mor their indiference, too ofien
cynicul, towards the sufferings and the servitude of
others, should make us forget that in their country,
more than any other, man belongs to himself and
governs himself, Iv 12 there that the pobleness of
our nature developes iteell in aii its eplendor, and
there attaing its highest perfeciipn. It is there that
the noble passion of independence, combioed with
the genins of agsociation, and the coustant praciice
of self-coutrol, have given birth to those prodigies of
energy, of indomitable vigour, of stubbern heroizm,
whici: have wimphed ovec nature and tyranny, and
have excited the envy of all peoples and Lhe baughty
enthusiaam of tbe Hoglish. Loviag liberty for her
owa sake, and loving nothing without her, they owe
littls to their Kipga, who were notbing but through
tbem and for them. On them alone rests the for.
midable respousibility of their history. After ander-
going as mach, and more than any other nation of
Zurope, the horrors of political and religious despotism
jn the 16tk and 17th centurieg, they were the firat
and the only people who threw 1t off once and for
pver, Reinsated in their ancient rights, their proud
apd brave nature has ever sinoe kept them from
delivering over to any ooe their rights, their destioy,
their inlerests, or their free will. They themselves
know what to resolve and what to do ; governing, raige
ing up, inspiring their great men, instesd of being go-
dneed, led astmay, or made the matter of traffic by
them, That English race has inherited the pride, as it
bas mberited the grandeur of the people whose rivals
and whose heirs they are, of the Roman people—not
the vile Romansenslaved by Augustasbut the'sterling
Romauns of the Republic.
