While considering it the duty of
a service paper to be outspoken and
persistent in condemning what it
considers to be the shortcomings of
the administration and system of
the militia, we do not think it the
duty of the service press to meddle
with decisions on matters of disci-
pline and personal duty given by
the General Officer Commanding
the militia, whose authority, of
course, in matters of mere discipline
should be paramount. We conse-
quently do not propose to discuss
the much talked of incident at head-
(uarters, further than to remark that
the whole affair appears to show
that a more thorough definition of
the duties and powers of the Gen-
eral Officer Commanding is an im-
mediate necessity. Meantime con-
gratulations to the Adjutant Gen-
cral are in order for the spontaneous
cxpressions of affectionatesympathy
and professional admiration which
his difficulty drew out from all
quarters of the Dominion.

There is to be during the coming
summer a reorganization of the
mounted police. The rifles with
which they are at present equipped
are to be replaced by more modern
weapons, and it is also intended to
form thrce batteries of artillery, to
be stationed at central points, each
battery supplied with three guns,
In this way it is believed the effec-
tiveness of the force can be greatly
increased, while at the same time
the number of men can be reduced.

The Military College.

The militia does not cost the
country much, goodness knows, but
onc political party continues to
make the mistake of pretending to
think so for the sake of preaching
its gospel of economy. Thatthisis
so is no less a pity for the militia
than for the party concerned.  But,
unfortunately, there are times when
the objections to militia expenditure
are apparently well grounded and
it is hard to argue some of the ob-
jections made out of court. Of such
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a nature are sonie of the arguments
against the Royal Military College.
What is the use of keeping up that
institution if the Government will
not avail itself of its product? As
it is the college does not do much
for the militia simply because it is
not given the chance. Did the
Government show itself at all alive
to the value of the institution there
would be point to the following
editorial recently printed in the
Empire :— '

“The Girits are now crying down the
military college at Kingston. The col-
lege costs money, and as there is not,
from year to year, any visible return in
cash for the cash outlay, the Grits insist
that the college is useless and should be
abolished. The most peacable nation
on earth must have militia. Fenians will
raid ; rioters will destroy life and prop-
erty ; and other things will happen to
make militia useful in the enforcement
of law, order and peace. Canada does
not want to fight anybody. But some
people have exhibited a desire to fight
Canada. And when the Fenians were at
the border the same Grits which now cry
out against the college were not sure
that Canada had military colleges enough
to meet the emergency. When the sec-
ond Riel rebellion broke out the Globe
and its followers demanded that no ex-
pense be spared to put down the rebel-
lion, and punish the rebels. There was
no thought of the expense of the college
then. So long as these things occur, so
long will nulitia be necessary. Militia
without trained officers is useless. To
provide trained officers the college must
exist. It is expensive, of course. But it
would have been much more expensive
had Canada been caught, on several oc-
casions, without militia with trained offi-
cers. If, when there is need for the mili-
tia, our friends the Grits are glad that
the expensive colleze has put Canada in
a position to meet the danger, they ought
to be so much the better pleased when
there is no immediate danger, and the
expense of the college is not supplement-
ed by the expense of an invasion, a re-
bellion, or a riot. The time may come
when it will be necessary to employ force
to make the people behave themselves.
That time has not yet arrived on this
continent. When it does come the col-
lege may be dispensed with and the pre-
servation of peace lelt to the police and
the county constables. In the meantime
it would be short-sighted policy to throw
away the militia because they are not
called upon to shoot enemies of the coun-
try every day. The man who cancels

his fire insurance policy because his

house seldom burns down 1s not wise,”

OUR SERVIOE CONTEMPORARIES,

According to a report current at Chat-
ham, the “Blake’ will in a short time be
relieved by a cruiser of the * Crescent *
class, and will return to England to pay
off. From a recent letter from the
‘‘Blake,’”” however, it is evident that her
officers were not generally aware of any
such impending change, while the fact
that a new armament was not long since
sent out to Bermuda for her,rather argues
against its probability. We do not ex-
pect to see her home until after February
next, when her time will be up.—“Army
and Navy Gazette,”

The German Emperor is far ahead of
his subjects in his understanding of Sea
Power, and is an ewuitusiast in all that
concerns the sea, His third son has just
entered the Navy, and the address which
the Emperor delivered at Kiel on the oc-
casion deserves to be quoted in these
columns, both as illustrating this and as
embodying seutiments of comradeship
with England :—

‘“ By Imperial Rescript I have to-day
enrolled my son, Prince Adalbert of
Prussia, in the German Navy. His name
shows that he was destined from his
birth to the hardy lite of a sailor. His
entrance to-day into the Navy is a sym-
bolical act with a threefold meaning, It
teaches him that every Prussian Prince,
as soon as be is ten years old, must under-
stand that his whole energies have 10 be
devoted to the service of the Fatherland;
secondly, it is a proof of my own affec-
tion for the Navy; and, lastly, it is a
sign of the couvfidence I place in the
Navy. The history of the Navy is yet
young. It has not yet been granted
laurels of victory in battle, hut whenever
it has shown itself it has doue credit to
Germany, The month in which Prince
Adalbert joins the Naval service is full of
great memories for the history of the
Fatherland. Stirring names recall splen-
did traditions. I need only remina you
of Hohenfriedberg and Waterloo, where
Prussian and British soldiers fought
shoulder to shoulder against the enemy.
And who will not, in this month of June
more especially, remember the Emperor
Frederick, to whom it was also granted
to wield the German sword with such
glorious results? Your task is to keep
your steel whetted, so that if ever—whicn
God forbid—the time should come for
me to call upon you, you should acquit
yourselves, not only honourably, but
gloriously.”

In connection with the defence of har-
bours against torpedo boat raids, it has
always been recognised by the Naval
Service that the electric light will play
a large and important part. It inatters
not how fast they steam, or low well
they may be hanaled, against expert
handy gunners these flimsy craft can
stand no chance when they come out of
the darkness. It was therefore some
time ago suggested in these columns,
that for the protection by night of a fleet
at anchor behind Plymouth or Portland
breakwater, a continuous broad band of

electric light thrown across the entrance
would probably prove of the greatest effi-
ciency. A difficulty was, that with the in-
creasing speed of the torpedo boats, this
bend or zone of light must be very wide,
otherwise the time they will be under
fire will be insufficient to make certain
of destroying them. We understand that
some experiments have recently been
made to use photography, or a develop-
ment of that art, to lessen this chance of
a boat crossing the band of light without
being seen and hit. Electriclights were
fixed on board gunboats moored at some
little distance fromn and under the cover
of batteries of quick firing-guns, in which
were placed the cameras, Torpedo-boats
being sent outside the harbour for the
purpose of trying to effect au entrance
unseen, were immediately they entered
the lighted zone caught in the camera
and instantaneously photographed, a re-
plica of which being threwn on a white
screen representing the plan of the har-
bour, the movements of the boats were
continuously and distinctly traced during
the whole of their course, thus enabling
the gunners to keep them under fire the
whole time. If these experiments were
actually what they are said to have been,
and as successful as we are assured,
photography may become an important
adjunct to the harbour defence.

We have waited in vaiu says the United
Service Gazette for an explanation of the
remarkable treatment of Licut.-Colonel
I, J. Fox, R.A., which, we consider, left
him, as a self-respecting ofticer, no pos-
sible alteruative but to resign the posi-
tion of Commandant of the Military
Yorces of New Zealand. The Premier
of the colony, who 1salso Defence Minis-
ter, seems to have tried to thwart Colonel
Fox in every way. In fact, the latter
would appear to have been kept in a
position of utter and complete uselessness
—a mere dummy, powerless to prevent
the gross improprieties committed on all
sides under Ministerial approval in the
force which he had been brought out
from home to reorganise and render
effective. Instead of that force being
consolidated, improved, and rendered
effective, he was compelled to look on
every day at its growing less efficient
and more disorganised as it ¢windled
away. We cannot wonder at a British
officer refusing to continue to work uuder
such anomalous conditions.

T. Jane has been exhibiting
at his studio at 124, Edith-terrace, Ful-
ham-road, a series of extremely interest-
ing studies and sketches made during
his trips to sea in various types of war
vessels during the mnaval manccuvres,
Among the principal of these we may
mention “The Children of Nelson,” some
torpedo-boats of the No. 8o class attack.

A New Fiyer.

A fortnight ago the torpedo-hoat de-
stroyer FHornet, built by Messrs. yarrow,
was proclaimed to be the fastest war-ship
afloat. She has now to surrender this
appellation to the /arizg, another de-
stroyer, but built by the rival firm of
Messrs. Thornycroft.  "The Daring went
out for her trial trip on Saturday on the
Thames, and in the best of three spins
over the Maplin measured ‘mile she at-
tained against the tide a speed of 297203
knots  This is the highest rate of steam-
ing that has ever been attained by anv
vessel, the /Hornef having made over 28
knots. Both vessels are fitted with water-
tube boilers, which contribute in a very
important degree 1o their enormnous
speed. Considering the great pace at
which she cut through the water there
was very little vibration on the Daring,
the absence of which is a material factor
in the effective working of such a craft.

At the conclusion of the steam trials
on the Maplins the mancwuvring capaci-
ties of the /arins were afterwards dis-
played, especially the patent apparatus
for rapid steermy when the vessel is yo-
ing astern.  While this was being done
the gun boat Aullfree came near, the
mean speed was chalked onthe Daring's
funuoels, and the attention of the officers
of the yunboat directed to the figures,
They were easily perceived. ‘The Zu//-
JSregis an old boat, with a steaming capa-
city of somewhere about ten knots at the
cutside. The contrast between the two
vessels was very marked, and the Darinr
circled ronnd the other boat as the latter
was proceeding towards Sheerncess again
and again.  As the Dariny steamed back
to London a cock wis chalked on her
forward funnel by way of illustrating Ler
success as “ cock of the water.”

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Interesting Field Operation.

Severe Oriticism by the Duke of Cam-
bridga.

H. R. II. the Duke of Cambridge, Field
Marshal Commanding-in-Chief, June
I9th witnessed some exceedingly inter-
esting and, in certain respects, novel
field movements by the troops of the
Aldershot division. As a matter of fact,
the Duke acted as chief umpire, and he
did not appear to be particularly well
pleased with some of the things he saw.

The idea governing the fight was that
a southern force was pursuing a northern
one much inferior in strength. Major-
Gen. Gregorie, who had command of the
pursuers, had at his disposal two’ divi-
sions of ficld artillery, two regiments of
cavalry (4th Dragoon Guards and 4th
Hussars), two regular brigades of infan-
try, a voluntcer battalion, and the
mounted cnyineers. General Butler
commanded the northern or retreating
force, which consisted of the Royal
Scots, two Lrigades of Royal Horse and
Iield Artilicry, Mounted Infantry, four
battaliouns of Regular Infantry, aund a
strosg cadet battalion from the Royal
Military College. The Commander-in-
Chief was accompanied by Sir Redvers
Buller, Sir Iivelyn Wood, Sir R. Gipps,
and many other officers of the head-
quarter staff, and was met at the station
by the Duke of Counnaught, Prince
Christian of Demark, and all the chief
members of the Aldershot staff. The
operations were deferred for about an
hour, owing to the duke deciding to in-
spect the whole of the positions.

The battle began in the usual imanmner,
cavalry scouts secarching on bhoth sides
for the enemy, the Greys, on the north-
ern side, making themselves rather too
conspicuous, for which they dearly paid
a little later on, when three squadrons
were put out of action. The fighting
line on Gregorie's side was composed of
Utlerson's sccond brigade being in re-
serve.  The troops came inlo collision
about 11.50. Butler’s outpost’s pluckily
held their own for fully an hour, when
they were compelled to fall back on the
steeplechasc course.  The work of Cre-
gorie’s field artillery on the rough
ground was remarkably smart, the dash
with which they went earning the com-
mendation of the Duke’s staff,

A remarkably clever bit of work caue
off just under the eyes of the Duke,
when the gth Dragoon Guards, and the
4th Hussars crossed the ILong Valley,
and, by a brilliant uphill charge, and a
clever flank movement on the right of
Cocked hat Wood, camnpletely surrotad-
] the Royal Horse Artillery, a circuin-
stance specially referred to by the Com-
mander-in-Chicef later on at the confer-
ference, when an umpire-in-chief, he
received the reports. The Duke cow-
plainad in po measurcl t{erms of the
immobility of an arm which should have
been the first to shew how quickly it
could get out of danger, and in turn
assutine the offeusive.  ** I'like,” he said,
*to sce aman caught in a trap, and Lam
better pleased when I see him get cleve
erly out of it ; but I hate to see a man do

nothing. Better die fighting or give him
the slip than be taken without an effort.”
The Duke went so far as to add that some
of the work he had scen that day was
¢ (uite idiotic.”” On the other hand, he
considered the generals on both sides
skilfully conducted the operations.

Throughout the day, a bearer compauy
and a field hospital was attached to each
force, and the system of casualties being
adopted, the operations were rendered
very realistic, a prettier hattlefield scene
at Aldershot having been rarely witness-
ed.

The Oldest Survivor of the
Grande Armee.

Nowadays the claims of bona fide cen-
tenarians are so fully acknowledged that
it is only occasionally that a special
‘“record " is worth chronicling. Such a
case is assuredly that of Iieut. Nikola
Andrejevitch Sawin, now living at Sara-
toff in Russia, who is stated to have been
born on Apnl 17, 1768, and who is con-
sequently in his 127th year. Lt. Sawin,
or, more correctly, Savin, for he is a
Frenchman, was born in Paris, his father,
André Savin, being then colonel of the
TFrench Guards under Louis XV. When
a youth, Nicholas was sent to the Jesnits’
College at Tours, and after the execution
of his father enlisted in Bonaparte’s
Army in 179S. In the same year he em-
barked with lis regiment, the 2ud Hus-
sars, at Toulon for Egypt, whence le
returned to France in 1801. He subse-
quently fought at Austerlitz and Jena,
and was nominated Chevalier of the
Legion of Homnour in 1809, after being
severely wounded at Saragossa. Taken
prisonier by the Spamish, he was sent to
Seville, where he, with a dozen other
compatriots, was imprisoned in a build-
ing which had formerly been used asa
prison by the Inquisition. Here he and
his companions luckily found some old
instruments of torture, by the aid of
which they were able to constructa
mine and to make their escape, only,
however, to become a prey to the most
fearful hardships and hunger in a long
month’s wanderiug in the Sierra, where
aight of liis companious succumbed to
their dreadful privations, and only three
others with himself succeeded in eventu-
ally rejoining the I'retich Army, In 1812
lie served under Ney in the disastrous
Russian campaign at the defeat of
Krasnoi, he had several horses shot
under him, and arrived some days later
with a few hundred others almost with-
oul arms and ncarly dead with cold and
linnger hefore the Berenisa, The follow-
ing is the gruphic description he fur-
nishes of the passage of the river:
“Before crossing over, the Marshall —
Ney—ordered me to look after the wag-
gons cotitaining the treasure, which con-
sisted of some four million francs in gold.
The Marshal ordered these waggons to
cross by the bridge destined for the pas.
sage of the Artillery and baggage, and in
spite of my ol jections on the danger of
such a procecding, hie refused to cancel
the order, and I was therefore forced to

y- My turn for passing was among

the last, with rear guard under Marshal
Victor. All the commanding officers and
Marshals were already on the other side,
so that when it came there was no longer
any semblance of order, no one obeyed
orders. The Artillery began to cross cver
at the same time as we did. Suddenly
the Cossac lances were seen, and the
tumultuous clamour became terrible.

‘““ Scarcely had our waggons reached
the middle of the bridge than the bridge,
yielding to the weight of the guns and
ammunition waggons, broke down. Ina
moment men, guns, waggons, and cais-
sons were struggling 10 a confused mass
in the river. Having been thrown from
my horse, I made superhuman efforts to
avoid being crushed to pieces. The
crowd prevented my advancing, and I
was forced backwards; a few moments
afterwards we were surrounded by Cos-
sacks, and should have been unable to
defend ourselves for any time if it had
not been for the intervention of a Rus-
sian general, who kept off the Cossacks
and proposed that we should surrender.
This general was Count Platoff, to whom
many of us, including myself, are
indebted for having escaped with our
lives.”

Lieut. Savin was at first sent a prisoner
to Jaroslav, and later on to Saratof,
wliere up to his hundredth year ie gained
a scanty subsistence by teaching French.
At present he and his daughter, an octo-
genarian, are living in very straitened
circumstances in a modest cottage in the
suburbs of Saratof,

General Wolfe’s Sword.

A Prectious Historical Ralic—For Sale in
England—Who Will Buy It ?

Mr. Henry J. Morgan, of Ottawa, has
been informed by Messrs. Soutby, Wil-
kinson & Hodge, 13 Wellington street,
Strand, Jondon, Ingland, that the
sword carried by General Wolfe at the
taking of Quebec is to be sold at auction.
One of the owners of this interesting
weapon was a citizen of Ottawa, the late
Mr. Stewart Derbyshire, for many years
Queen’s Printer, and who had previously
represented Bytown in the Iegislative
Assembly of Canada, Mr, Derbyshire
gave it to Major Dunn, afterwards lieute-
nant-colonel, of the 1ooth Regiment, on
his departure from Canada in 1858, Col.
onel Dunn who was a Canadian by birth
was at Balaklava, and there won the Vic-
toria Cross for being *‘ the bravest of the
brave’ among the famous six hundred.
From bim it passed to his brother-in-law,
the late Mr. Thurlow Dowling, of the

War Office, whose son now offers, for
private reesons, to dispose of it.

During the London Lxhibition of 1862,
we are informed in an article in Good
Words, that the sword was displayed in
the Canadian department, where it
was examincd by thousands with that
tender respect which everything counect.
ed with the younyg hero who fell on the
Plains of Abraham ought ever to excite.”
It was surmounted by a scroll, with an
imperial crown, having the inscription,
“Sword of \General Wolfe, who fell at
Quebee, 13th September, 1759 In a
Jetter written to Mr. Morgan, Colonel
Dowling, the present possessor, relates
that the hilt of the sword, whiclt pos-
sesses a three cornered blade, is of silver.
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Discipline on the Parade-
Ground.

— —

N thesc Gays of lose formations there
is a great tendency to consider
that the stricter forms of di-cipline

are no longer absolutely necessary,
even rather that they are a superfluity.
We are glad, therefore,to find an ofhi-
cer not only insisting upon their im-
portance, but also giving a wel'-rea-
sot.ed argument, treated from a some-
what novel point of view, to prove
the uses and effects of discipline.

Every single individnal soldier 1s
(Lieut. Stewart Murray, 1st battalion
Gordon Highlanders, observes in a
recent brochure™) an important item
in the pell mell of a modern European
battle-fi.1d, upon whose conduct at
critical mcments and the ¢xample he
sets to his comrades around him,
weighty results may depend.

In considering any question where
human nature is concerned, it is
necessary first to get a clear grasp of
the ideal theory on which its reason
is based ; secondly, to make the neces-
sary allcwance for human nature ; and
lhlrdly, to lay down the limit be) ond
which any further deviation from the-
ory becomes detrimental, and which,
therefore, must not be over-stepped.

In considering the subject of dis-
cipline on the parade-ground we must
accordingly begin by stating the ideal
theory thereof, so as to get to the bot-
tom of the matter as much as possible.

Discipline aims at producing in
every single individual the habit by
which his very muscles instinctively
obey the word of command. Instinc-
tive obedience may be defined as the
habit by which the brain, on receiving
a command through the sensory nerve
of hearing, instantly, without any con-
sideration or opposition, sends it along
the motor nerves to the muscles.

The theoretical bases of irstinctive
ob:dience are as fcllows :—The act of
obedience to an order is divided into
three periods : (1) ‘I'te time taken by
the nerve impulse tiavel ing along the
sensory nerve of hearing to the brair,
(2) The ccntral period, or time taken
by the brain considering the sensation
and deciding whatto do.  (Thought).
(3) ‘T'he time taken by the nrerve im-
pulse traversing the motor nerves from
the brain to the muscles.

Of these, (1) and (3) are measur-
able, while (2) i1s indefinite. The time
taken by (1) and (3) 1550 sma'l as to
be pracuically of no account, yet to
malke the theory clear, it 1s as well to
put it down. Nerve impulse travels
along the scnsory rerves at the rate
of 140 feet a sccond, along the motor
nerves at the rate of 110 f{vet asecond.
Now the nerve of hearing is about
four inches long. so it takes 2n order,
travel ing at the rate of 140 feet a
second, only 0024 of a second to ar-
rive a the brain. In a man g feet 10
inches high it takes an order, at the
rate of 110 feet a second, ‘o054 of a
second to travel from his brain 10 his
feet. Therefore, the total time taken
by an order travelling along the sens-

ory and motor ncrves  to  the
muscles is o564 of a second, or,
rougt ly, cne-twentieth of a sccond.
tl’o this, however, must bz added the
indefinite contral pericd. And here
comes in the persenal equation. The
central petiod is longer than the other
two ; even in the iustantancous pro-
cess of blinking the eye. it takes ‘o555
ofa sccord. Sot'c vimost possible
rapidity with which an order to march
can be carti d out by a man 5 feet 10
inches high is:—

Foster, in Lis book on Phy siology,
states : ** Roughhv s eakirg, reactiom
periods for audit ry nerves may be
put at one-six h of a second.” Als»:
‘“ Practice materially shortens the
reaction period, and after longpractice
the process takes on more of the cha-
racter of a reflex (involuntary) act,
with a corre: ponding shortening of
the interval.” [.r purposes of this
theory, however, it is sufficient to take
the rough average for the three
periods together as onesixth of a
second ; remembering that by con-
stant practice the central period can
be so shortened as to make the act
almost instantaneous and invcluntary,

When the soldier accordingly carries
out an order 1o march or to turn one-
sixth of a second afier hearing the
word of command, ke is carrying it
out with the u'most possible rrpidity.
Until he does so, he has not yet com-
pletely acquircd the habit of instinc-
tive obedien e, as it 1s manifest that
some dclay or opposition must he
taking place belore his brain passes
on the order to his muscles.  There-
fore, in order that the muscles mav b:
perfectly trainedin the habit of instine-
tive obedience, no time should be
allowed Detween the word of com-
mand and its execution beyond the
one-sixth of a sccond required for the
order 1o pass from the soldier’s ear
through his brain to his muscles.
Such 1s the idcal theory f instinctive
automatic obedience.

As, however, our material consists
of a mass of mendiff.ring widely in cha-
racter and capab littes. we cannot, of
course, expect to obtain this instan-
tancous completetheoreticalobedience.
Ncvertheless, it has been shown by
experience that, after making all neces-
sary allowance for the imperfection of
our material, we can go very ncar
towards attaining the desired result if
the regulations of discipline are
thoroughly and consistently carried
out. ‘I'ms is the reason that it is laid
down 1n the Infuntry Drill that « great
precision is to be inculcated ;” this is
the reason that the gieatest possible
smartness in the exccution of every
command is irsistcd upon by strict
discipline. It is insisted on, not
because the motion will look better,
some appe rt to think, but because the
idea which underlies all smartness in
the execution of orders is to trein the
soldier to that habit of instantaneous
instincuve obedience which may
prove his salvation in the pell-mell of

battle.  Therefore, the greatest possi
ble smartness and strictness ai drill is
most valuable as education in intinc
tive obedience, an 1 is the best prepa-
ration for vic'ory ; on the oth-r hand,
tlackness in dnsuplme and d il does
not educate the s:ldier's muscles to
instinctive obedience, and can accrrd-
1°gly only be a preparation for defeat
on a lluropean battie-ficld.

1f the sul ject be considered from
this point ot view, the n cessity fir
the gretest possib'e smartress in the
performance of every motion must be
apparent to the intelligence of every
non commissi med officer and private
soldier. T ise who have thus grasp-
cd this necessity should explain it to
their less intelligent comrades, so
that every single individual soldier,
without exception, may thoroughly
understand it and try to carry it out
on all occasions.

The chief muscles whi:h can be
thus trained are those of the legs. feet,
and arms; or, in other word:, the
muscles of marching, turning, and
handling the rifle ‘T'herefore, in these
three particulars, the greatest possible
smartness should be insisted on as
regards every single individual sold er
without exception, always and every-
where. ‘T'hose soldiers who at first
are slow and awkward should be
practiced again and again till, in these
three muscular movements, they have
attained the same l:vel of excellence
as the rest of their comrades.

As an example of how the exact and
perfect performance of these motioss
is an exercise in the habit of instinc-
tive muscular obedience, let u; take
one of them and consider it in its
r lation to s ich exercise.  Let us take
for example the muscular movement
in marching  ‘There is, as every sol-
dier knows, a great d.ff:rence between
marching at * Attention” and march-
ing * At Ease.” The former is intend-
ed partly as an exercise in muscu'ar
obedience, partly to train the muscles
of the .)oldxex legs ty endure fatigue,

and to teach him to take pace of a
proper length; while the latter is used
when it 1s desired to get over the
ground withnui fatigaing the marching
wuscles.  ‘T'wo  different muscular
movements are therefore used, accord-
ing as the soldier is marching at
“Attention” or “.\t Iase.”  When
the soldier is mu-ching a* “ A tention”
he is meart to carry out the muscu'ar
movement which he has been previous-
ly taught by the *“ Blance Siwep” On
the word “Quick-March,” “the left
foot is to b: carried smartly to the
front, the knce being straightened as
the foot is carried forward ;” it is
then to “Dbe placed firmly on the
ground, 30 inches distance from heel
to heel.”  Tnis is, undoubiedly, a
censtratned position ; itis not the
position in which a man naturally
walks : but it is for this very reason
that it isan exerci-¢ in constant mus-
cular obedience of the legs, and in
teaching the mascles to endure fatigue.
T'his is one of the chief reasons that it
is ordered in the Infaitry Drill
When it is required to march in an
easy, unconstrained position, the sol-
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dier is allowed to march * At Ease”
and to bend his knees.

Therefore. if the constrained atti-
tude of marching at “Attention,” keep-
ing the knees stra’ght, as ordered in
the * Position in Marching” (Sec. 11),
is properly carried but, the muscles
of the soldier's leg, besides being
developed, are constantly being exer-
cised in instinctive cbedience.

A similar analysis of the motions of
the muscles cf the feet and arms, or,
in"other words, of the motions of turn-
ing and of handling the rifle, will con-
vince every non-commissioned officer
and private soldier why it is absolute-
ly necessary that the greatest possible
¢xactness and smartness must be in-
sisted on in the performance of these
motions, regarded as exercises in ins-
linciive instantaneous obedience of
the muscles to an order received by
the brain apd thence passed on to tke
muscles.

Every soldier must further undcr-
stand that the reacon of this stiict
discipline on the parade-ground, this
in:truction in the habit of instantane-
ous instinct ve obedience to the word
of ce mmard, is, not merely that the
close-ordu r diill may present a smart
appearance, but that its object is to
carry him victoriously through the ut-
most suess of modern battle ; and
that by this mears only can he hope
to fight successfully in that most d.fii-
cult position of all, as part of a new
unit hastily formed under a strange
leader out of that mixture of old units
which constitutes the pell-mell of a
modern battle-field. In such a pell-
mell his salvation will depend upon
his discipline, upon his habit of in-
stinctive obedience. That he may
emerge victorious from such a despe-
rate streggle, this is the object of his
close-order drill on the parade gro.nd.

Failure of a Large “Armor
Plate.

An armecr test of a Carnegie nickel-
steel Harveyized plate, seventeen
inches thick, took place at the Indian
Head proving grounds on the Poto-
mac near Washington, July 12, and
like ¢ the eighteen inch B:thlekem
plate tested May 19, ended in the
failure of the plate. ‘T'he sam= gun—
the inch rifle— was used in both cases.
The plate was secured to a 44 inch
oak backing, heavily braced. The
distance of the gun from the target
represented a range of about 1,200
yards. The Carpenter projectile
weighed 800 pounds and was propel-
led by 260 pounds of brown prismatic
powder; the muzzle velocity was 1410
tect Ler second. ‘The first projecule
fired penetrated 1314 inches and then
bounded back 50 teet. In the second
Wheeler Sterling shot the velocity was
increased to 1 858 feet per second and
the striking energy was advanced to
20,370 foot tons. The havoc wrought
was ternble ; the shot crashed through
the plate and backing, deflected up,
and landed 300 feet away. The head
of the shot was somewhat injured, but
the body of it was intact. The result
Was a great surprise 10 all concerned,

especially to the makers, who had
used all possible care in its fabrication
the plaie being left in the Harvey
furnace for twenty-eight days. Upon
this test depended the acceptance of
287 tons of armor for the battleship
Oregon, worth $246,000. The loss to
the company for the plate, even if the
armor if finally accepted, will be $20,-
000.

The Secretary of the Navy ordered
another test the next day, using the
same shells as were used in the June
test of a Bethehem plate. The Car-
penter projeciile penetrated the plate
and struck fast in it; the plate was
cracked. The Navy Depariment will
conduct exhaustive tests on Haveyiz-
ing armor before accepting more
plates.—Scient fic American.

Wonderful Speed of a New
Torpedo Boat.

The Havock and the Hornet prov-
ed themselves able so do—one a little
over 27 kncts, the other a little
over 28; but the Daring, buiit by
Messrs. Thornycroft, of Chiswick, beat
all records at her trial on the Maylin
Sands measured mile, June 23, and
attained the unexampled = speed of
more than 29}{ knots. The run was
made against 1he tide, moreover, and
the Daring all the time was blowing
off steam hard as though she might, 1f
it had been thought necessary to press
her powers to the utte rmost, have put
on certainly another half knot to her
top speed. Haviong, however, as it
was, beaten allrecords so triumphantly,
Mr. Thornycroft preferred for the oc-
casion to let well alone and rest on his
laurels. There was no possible doubt
about the performance, for it was inde-
pendently checked point by point by
admiralty inspectors sent out in the
Daring to report officially on the run,
as well as by the special recording ins-
truments set up on board, and by a
number of experts, including Sir
Frederick B amwell, who watched the
behavior of the Daring, chronograph
m hand, with the closest interest. The
exact figures for the record breaking
run were—from sea mark to sea mark,
constituting the Admiralty measured
mile—time, 2°3 minutes ; specd, 29-
*268 kno s ; rcvolutions of propellers,
395-

‘There were three high speed trial
runs on the measured mile in all,
after a series of progressive trials to
t'me the mile at various revolutions of
the propellers, The Daring, by the
way, is a twin screw vessel. The
re.ords of the first two high speed trial
1uns were : No. 1. Againstthe tide—
time, 2°76 minutes; speed, 28214
knots ; rcvolutions, 373. No. 2. With
the tide—time, 2 6 minutes; speed,
28°571 knots ; revolutions, 385. ‘1he
final and record-breaking run 29}
knots, or 3314 mil:s per hour, was
made against the tide, with a slight
sea, and against a strong breeze. In
spite of the tremendous pace, the
vibration of the little vessel, as she
Iiterally tore ahead through the water,
was practically insignificant, and the
Daring could have foaght her guns

throughout without inconvenience to
steadiness and accuracy: of aim.

The Daring’s trial trips were carried
out under the personal supervision of
Mr. John Thornycroft, Jr., and Mr.
S. Bamaby, and among those present
onboard to witness the day’swork were.
