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PRRFACE TO THE LION OF FLANLCERS

The work which is now presented to
the American reader has been very
popuiar m Kngland and on the conti-
pent of Europe,where it has been honor-
ed by translation into most of the mod-
orn languages. The English prees has
been unanimous in commending 1t to
thepublic and one of the critics declared

that, in ‘“graphic pictures of national
heroism and touching narratives of do-

mestic tenderness,it excels almost every
thing of its kind since Scott penned his
Tvanhoe and Heart of Mid Lothian. This
is very high praise; but we are of opinion
that our readers will find the commend-
ation sustained by the work itself,

The subject is well chosen from the
heoric period of Flemish history, when
the whole nation arose as one man to
throw off the opressive and hateful yoke
of France. Flanders was the England
of the thirteenth century. It then com.
prised ths south of Zealand, part of the
French department du Nord, and the
whnole of the Pas de Talais or Artois. It
was the cantre of the commerce and in-
dustry of the north of Europe; an:i Brug
es was no unworthy rival of Venice. Its
sities were opukent and magnificent; buat
divided by hereditary qusrrels and clash
inginterests, There were feuds between
city and city, lends tetween the great
cuommercial cities and the country towns
feuds of classes, feuds of trades. feuds
between the burghers and the mnobility,
foude between the people and their
counts.

Thus weslthy, [landers was, as Miche-
let says, *he natursl temptation of both
France and England; snd thus weak; it
could offer but slight resistance to the
attacks of these rapacious governments.
In the guarrel between Edward I, and
Philip le bel, Guy de Dampierre, Count
of Flanders, had taken part with Eng.
land, and had formed, in conjunction
with some of the great fiefs of France, a
formidable league against their suzerain,
Philip invaded Flanders, accompanied
by Charles de Valois, his brother, and
Robeust d'Artois, his cousin. When Ed.
ward was recalled to make head against
Wallace, the Fle:nings became an easy
prey. Their country was occupied by
French troops; and the conquerors pro
ceaded to divide their rich apails.

It is at this date, about 1298 that the
tale opens.

Philip le Bel brought his queen to see
the rich and famous cities of Ghent and
Broges; and de Chatillon was le!t as gov-
erncr.genersl, with & charge to curtail
by degrees their liberties and rights,and
to “cure thew of their proud and inso-
lept weaith-” This charge he executed
with more zeal and good-will than pru,
deuce; and M. Conscience paints very
vividly the slowly gathering anger of
the people—muttering at firsi to itself
in secret, then bursting forth here and
there in resistance to some act of more
flagrant oppression and extortion —at
length trinmphiug in a wild and irresist
able explosion, ip the massacre of Brug.
es and the bloody victory of Courtrai. 1t
is a subject full of dramatic interest, and
it is handjed with singular originality,
vigour, and tact.  Un the one side, we
see the brillant chivairy of Philip le Bel,
Chatillon, and Roul de Nesle, Eobert
d’Artois, the Couuts of Tanoerville and
Dreux, and all the great historical names
of France, pouring into Flanders, secure
of an easy victory, and counting on an
abundant harvest of booty; on the other
side are the simple, unadorneJ leaders
of the industry of Flanders, butcher,
and brewers, clothworkers and locks
smiths, craftsmen of every kind, men
whom the French regarded with a super
cilious scorn, but strong in the sense of
a rightecus cause, burning with indigna-
tion against the opressor and alien, all
their powers elicited and enlarged by
the grandeur of the struggle, and ali
{heir feuds avd rivalries for a time fused
in the glow of a common patriotism and
a common thirst of revenge. The author
has thrown a remarkable dignity around
these populrr leadeas. Peter de Con’
inck especially stands out—and the de.
tails of bis character are historical—as
vhe head snd soul of the whole move.
s.ent; pru’ent and wary, full of courage
and confidence, noble and disinterested,

The character cfJan Breydez, t00, is
a noble one, and evidently a favourite
with the author. Bold to rashness, yet

docile as & child to the aounsels of De-
concinck; loving fight'ng for his sake,

but never striking a blow except in dex
fence of right,—he and his butchers re -
present the sinew and strong;ight hand
of the whole struug’e.

The plot is conucte 1 to the final cat.
astrophe with masterly sii]]; but we re-
frain from antieipating the reader’s
pleasure in following its development,

Never, perhaps, has the passion of
love been delineated with guch exquisite
delicacy and feeling tendprpess. It oc.
cupies a subordinate place in the narra-
tive; but it is treated with wnrivalled
skill. The presence ang graceful in-
fluence of Matilda are fel{ ypobtrusively
throughout the great tragpdy, and qual-
ify its terror ahd its strangeness* And
after the terrible defeat,whigh almost
exterminated the knightl{ d of France,
there is something soothihg inthe justice
which ends her vicissitudps of hope and
despair, and eflaces the kemory of her
sufferings 1n the fulness of their compen
gation.

great popular movement. M. Conscience
has, to some extent, Jessened its force.
He makes us feel the enormity of the
injust ce which thus fearfully recoiled
on its perpetratora, ln his sketch of the
influence under which Deconinek’s char-
acter was formed, he intimates the prin.
ciples on which ajone these convulsions
of society can be rightly interpreted
and judged. He regards the Flemings
as charged with & aission to avenge the
op; ression of their country, as instru.
ments of.the divine Nemesis for the
chastisement of the oppressor,

 We should add, perhaps, that the ap-
pellation “historiva} romancs,” which
the author has conferred on this narra.
tive, bears a somewhat different mean”
ing with him from that which i« current
amongst ourselves, [t is not simply a
romance founded upon history, in which
thie historical eventis bus & thread on
which the incidents of love and adven-
ture; which are the resl story, are
strung.

ic Church is hostile to no phase of pro,
gress; is not incompatibie with civilizat-
ion even in its purely mate jal aspect.”
He went even further, he took pains to
explain to his flock what civilization is,
1its merits, and advantages, and these
exrlanations wer- not given as a. theo-
logian but as a poittical cconowmist. He
eaid; A ceiebrated Freneh economist,
Bastiat, has grouped «ni shown, a& in &
picture, the multiplied benefitse man
finds in society, and it is & wonder. wor
thy of admiration.

Consider the humblest of men, the
poorest laborer-—he has wherewith to
clothe himself, well or ill, and shoes for
his feet, Think how many persons, how
many agencies, had to be put in motion
to furnisti this clothing or these shoes.
Daily every man places a morsel of bread
to hia lips; beliold here what labor; how
many hands it has taken to reach that
end, frain that husbandman who pain-
fully turned the furrow to confide to it
the seed, to the baker, who converted
the tlour into bread. _Every man has
rights; Le finds in society lawyers to de.

THE LANDLORD'S SIDE OF THE
QUESTION-

The Irish Loyal and Pairiotic Union
has izsued a pamphlets on the Irish ques
tion for the use of members of the
House of Commons aud the Press. “The
status of the lrish tennant farmer,” says
the pamphlet, ‘has within the pa-t- six:
teen years undergone a marked ameliora
tior, owing to various remediall statutes.
There has certainly been & fall in prices

but, evervthing considered there is noth

ing especially bad in Irish agriculture!
The Irish enjoy greater advantages of
Tenure than other people, With im-
proved methods there is reason to look
to the future with confidence.’” Her
tigures are quoted showing that full ad-
vantage is taken of the right to sell in-
terest in holdings. The pampblet con-
tinues: ‘Laying aside rhetorical bose. it

is necessary 1o state succinctly the actu
al fact regarding evictions. By the Land
Act of 1881 a tennant cannot possibly
be evicted unless he refuses to pay rent
or does not comply with certain statu.
tery conditions not forming an imagi-
nary grievance. Ejsctment for non-
payment of rent cannot be brought for
less than a year's rent actually due, If
an ejectment bebrought the tenant may
redeem the property at any time with-
in six months after the execution of the
writ or may within the same period,
sell the tenancy, after the wrii has been
executed, to anybody, and the purchas.
er may redeem the property. Manv

other advantages are possessed by ten

ants, Therefore an eviction is danger:
ous and costly to the landlord, and is
practised only .n extreme cases. If a
years rent should fall during Sept- mber
or November, the landlord does not get
a decree untilt the January session, and

gix months more must slapee before he
can gain possession of the land. Tae

landlord is then liable to the tenant for
the crops, so that two years must elapse
before he fully recovers hig tenancy.

It ie of great imyortance that the
question of the rights of laboring j.eople
should be disasociated from the runious
theories of Communiats whose thoories
would endin confusion and despotism,
The interests of honest labor, looking to
the acquisition of some little proverty
as'the reward ot industry, has a deadly
enemy iu Communism, that would de-
stroy all independsnt organizations of
rignts, and leave nothing but the weak-
unaided individual in the face of “the
State,” organized, as ever, by the moat
unscrupulous and grasping ot its most

adroit members. .

Either way,
as s70n a3 the sugar and eggs are thor
oughly stirred togetlier, gnd flavored
with & littie lemon or vanills, the icing
is ready to spread over the cake. lt
would be ardvisable to ice the cakes us
soon as they are taken from the oven.

We
republish it today for its singular
beauty and appropriateness and at the
request of an esieemed and learned
friend. Let our readers, therefores
learn of the glory, joy and peace of
Chiistmas so truly and eloquently piec-

tared herein by this illustrious son of the
Church:

Chivalry bas long been dead, enthu-
siasm is fast dying, and mirth is only a
sickly shadow of its former unaffected
joyousness. Men may be wiser than in
by gone days, but they are less happy.
They are severely practical and solemn.
ly grave. Yet it is not the grayity which
is born of & reverent thoughtfulness of
God’s abiding presence; it is rather the
outcome of a refined selfishness which
stands aloof, leat it should be ruaely
Jjostled by the surging crowd. The hear-
ty games of past generations are unplay
ed; the beautifu! simplicity of patijarch
ial wanuers are dended; and even the
charms of nature are deliberately sacri.
ficed to some trivial gain. We do not
hold & brief  ageiust our own day; we
are no¢ going to panegyrize the pest;
we simply note a fact whichis evident
to all who reflect. - We are, it must be
admitted, dreadfully human., Realism
has killed art; utility has destroyed the
romance of mossy dels and purling
streams; a mechanical system of cul-
ture has filled the world with intellect.
ual automatons who can grind off verses
or treatises, on any given subject, with
lugubrious earseness. No wonder we
are grave. And worst of all, 2 plodding
criticista in literature, which may be
beneficial in some departments,iz de-
siroying, one by one, the myths and le
gends which made our boyhood huppy.
Tha Knights of the Round Table—the
Lilliputians who annoyed the veracious
Simmbad, —Robinson Crusoe’s Mau Friday,
—aye, even poor Jack of the ean Stalk
all, all called in doubt, or denied. We
suppose that children of the future will
play with electric batteries instead of
tops, and will fly balloors instead of
kites, mythical tales will be banished
from juvenile libraries and dessertations
or genetic protoplasm, or the homogeny
of occult causations,will take their place.
We are rather glad that weare a child
of the past, and cut ouir teeth on rubber
rings, not on balls of electricity, as will
the unfortunate babe of the future. Yes
science has given us wuch, although it
has produced its full quota of idiots; but
it has destroyed many of our harmless
illusiong, and taken the poetic element
out of many gracefui legends. But with
all the cold materialism of our modern
world, with all its sceptical scholarshio*
there is nne annual season of joy which
it has vot been able to kiil. Christ
mss is still a word of power; it is still &
name of hope, it is & symbol of peace
and gcod will. The story of which
Chrletmas is an epitome is the most
wonderful of all, love is its keynote, but
it is the eternal love of God. All the
great and heroic deeds narrated in le-
gend and story, are here eclipsed. Love
stoops to conquer, for the Eternal World
leaves the bosom of the Father, and
through trials and the bitterness of
death, s eus free a captive worid, and
opens pan everlasiing kingdom to his
followers. Attempts indeed have been
made to prove that we rvejoice without
reason at Christmas; but the glorious
festival is too firmly imbedded in the
love and affections ot innuigerable gen.
erations to be disturbed. Material
as our age undoubtedly is, this one pure
Joy must remain; as the prized heirloom
of eighteen centuries, Back in the mid
dle ages, civil laws in many places, ex.

Christmas ot the year 800
witnessed & great event. Europe was
Jjust then recovering from the confusion
conseqrent on the fall of the Roman
empire,and the wncursions of northern
barbarians. A brave christian warrior
had overthrown his enemies, and con-
solidated his kingdom. The old pagan
empire of Rome had fallen, never to
rise; but a new Roman ewmpire was tg
take its place.

magne, another historical event happen-
ed. It is Christmas Eve in the old town
of Rheims France. Remig.us, or Remy,
the faithful bishop who laboured mnch
for France, was preparing to celebrate
with all pomp the day ot joy, at its first
hour, midnight. All are on the road to
the house of God. Through the silence
of the night, which 18 broken only by
glad peals from the belfry, they wend
their way, thinking of the crib at Beth-
lebem, and its infant God. The thunders
of Sinai are no longer heard; its light-
nings no longer terrify, for the mysteri.
ous approach of & God is now symbolized
by a rude erib, not by fierce storm
clouds, The Glipting stars sparkle in
the heavens, but the star of Bethlehem
shines on their souls. Like the Magi of
old they are going to adore the new born
Saviour. Slowly the venerable Remy
walks witn his spiritual children to the .
charch, which is lit up with innumera-)
ble waxen lights, Humbly by Lis side
comes the once fierce Clovis, who, on to
night, is to be regenerated by the waters
ot baptism, and thus will become the
first Christian King of France. As they
near the church Clovis, the rude Sicam-
ber, seeing the glory of lights, and hear—
ing the «)lemn anthems which now
break on their ears, trembimgly asks:
My Father is this the kinglom you have
promised me?”’ St. Remy sweetly smiles
and replies: “No, my son, this is but
the beginning of the road that leads to
it.” They enter, and great joy fills the
heart ot all on that far off Christmas day
in Rbheima, And years be'ore that €Vvent
Leo 1., he who alone counfronted and

turned back Attals from the pillage of

Rowe, thus spoke to his peope on
Chiristinas day:

‘Our Saviour, d-ar brethren, is born to

day. f.et usiejoice. There is no room for
sadness on the birthday of lite. ** There is
one common reason of joy for all * * jo
the hols cne rejoice becan ehe nears his
crown, let the ginner rejice because heis
called to repentance; let the nations have cou
rage, for they arec iled to life.’
Some years previo:sly, at Counstantmno,
ple, the great Christian orator, St John
Chrysostom, spoke of the glories and
joys of Christmas, and showed how na.
tural it was that this festival should be
kept on its right day by the western
church, since the documents connected
with the enrolment maae by Agustus,
were preserved at Rome. In Africa, too
atew vears earlier than Chrysostom’s
time, Christmas brought joy to the dusky
inhabitants of Hippo. 1lts great Bishop
Agustine, on. that .day addressed bis
hearers thus;

“Let us rejoica my brethren, for tbis
is a sacred day; not on accouut of the
visible sun. but 0+ account of the birth
of the invisible Creator of the sun. The
Son of Go1 choose this day on which to
beborn, . . For this day on which
the light begins 0 increase was a fitting
symbol of the work of Christ, who, by
grace, continually renews the inner man.’
This is a beautiful idea,and one referred
to by wany early writers. Back stil]
further in the ages, in the third century, |
Christmas brought joy to the citizens of
Nyssa, and Gregory, their Bishop thus
spoke:

*“O! man, know that under the things
thou seest, there are revealed hidden
mysteries. Night, as thou knowest, had
reached its longest limit and all at once
it is stopped. Think of the fatal night
of sin brought to its densest darkness
by a union of all guilty artifices: to day
its course is checked. From to day it
is reduced, and it will soon be annihila-
ted.”

Thus up through the ages the joy of
Christmas shines ou, and beasutifies, the
world. Crimes there ever have been;
human tears have flowed, and human
hearts have ached; but thers was always
one season sacred to spiritual exultation
How could it Ye otherwise; for the light
that shone ou the first Christn:ias morn.
ing in fa: off Bethlohem,was 10 cast & re
down all the centuries; and the echo or
the angel’s song of joy was to resound to
the end of time—“Glory to God in the
highest; and on earth peace to men of
good will.” Happy Christmas dav! Mav
we never hear with indifference your
uame of love. You remind us that there
is something more wpoble than earth
that above all material things thero ig
the invisible God who watches, With
gentlest care, over thoughtless children,
You remind us of the example of divine
love shown in the crib at Bethlenem,and
thus teach us to 0 pen our hearts to the
wants and necessiti~s of our suffering
neighbors. You tell us of peace, and
invite us to lay aside all aniumosity, all
envy, all the paltry ard ignoble bicker.
ings born of human pride, and human
fraity. In the glorious lighs of Christ.
mas, how mean and sordid do many of
our actions. seem; how vain appears
everything except ‘to love God, aud to
serve Him alone.’ If through all the
ages since Christ the season of Christmas
gladdened hearts in every clime, may it
gladden still more the souls of the cit-
izens of Halifax; and put the seal of
peace and good will over our social in-
tercourse.

with approval. He atonce set to work
and the association to.day has a member
ship ot over fifteen thousand pers ons.

Since 1879 tbe amount that hag
gone to relieye the widows and orphans
of members amwounts to half a million
dollars.

Just think Mr. Editor the amount of
good there is contained in this simple
tact alone.

THE OASPIAN SEA ON FIRE.

An Aneican Traveller Describes a Sail
Th ough it Billows of Flames..

The shores of the Caspian abound in
naptha springs extending for miles un-
der the sea, the iraprisoned gases of this
volatile substance often escaping from
fiesures in its bed and bubbling vp in
large volumes to the surface, This cir-
cumstance has given rise to the practice
ot ‘setting the seaon fire, which 1s thus
Jdescribed by an American traveller:

_#fliring & steam barge we put out to
sea, and after a lengthy search found at
Jast a suitable spot. Our boat having
moved round to windward, a sailor threw
& bundle cf burmng wax into the sea,
when floods of light dispelled the sur
rounding darkness. No fireworks, no
illuminations are to be compared to the
sight that presented itself to our gaze
It was as though the sea trembled con
rulsively amidst thousands of shooting
dancing tougues of flame of prodidgious
sizo. Now they smerged from the water
now they diappeared, at one time they
soared aloft and meited away, at anoth-
er gusts of wind divided them into
bright streaks of flame, the foaming bub
ling billows making music to the scene
In compliance with the wishes of some
of the spectators; our barge was steered
towards the flames and passed right
through the midst of them, a somewhat
dangrous experiment, as the barge was
employed for the transport of napths,
and was protty well saturated with the
fluid. However, we escaped witheut ac
cident and gszed for an hour longer at
the unwonted spectacle of a sea on fire.
