Mr, Christopher C. Eberts, at present lead of Protocol Division of
External Affairs, to be the new Canadian Ambassador to Iran, He will replace Mr.
T.P. Malone recently appointed as Canadian High Commissioner to Nigeria.

-Mr.‘Christian Hardy, Head of Personnel Operations Division in Ottawa, to
be Arbassador to lebanon, replacing lr, Je.Re Maybee, who is returning to Ottawa,

Mr, John A, Irwin, Head of Administrative Services Division in Ottawa, to
be High Cormissioner for Canada in Tanzanig replacing the present High Comdss_:!.oner,
Mr, A.S. McGill, who will return to Ottawa,

Yr, Blake was born in King's Langley, England, on Harch 7, 1906,
He was educated ét the University of Saskatchewan from which he received a
Bachelor of Science degree in 193l, .

Following war service with the. Canadian Army, lir. Blake joined the
Departrent of Trade and Commerce in 1945. IHe has since served abroad in Yashington,
London, Melbourne, Port-of-Spain, and Kingston, Jamaica. In 196k, he was
appointed Consul General to Harburg, a position which he held until February of

this year,

Mr. Eberts was born in lontreal on May 5, 1913, and was educated at
Bishop's University and at Oxford, where he was a Rhodes Scholar in 1938, e
Joined the Department of External Affairs in 1940, and has served with the
Conadian Delegation to the Allied Covernments, London, at the Canadian Embassy,
liexico City, and as the Departrent's Memﬁer and Canadian Secretary on the Perma-
nent Joint Board of Defence, Mr, Eberts was seconded to the Cabinet Secretariat
in 1951-52, where he was Assistant Secretary to the Cabinet and Secretary to the
Cabinet Defence Committee,

In 1953, Mr. Eberts was appointed Consul General for Canada in San
Francisco, a post he held until 1960, He was named Canadian Hiéh Comrissioner to
Pakistan in 1960, and served in Karachi until 1963. Prior to being appointed
Chief of Protocol in December 196lL, Mr. Eberts was Acting Assistant Under-Secretary

Mrs Irwin was born in 'atrous, Saskatchewan on July L, 1917, and was
educated at the University of Saskatchewan vhere he received a‘Bachelor of Arts

Mr. W{11iams was born in Nipigon, Ontario, in 1918, and is a graduate
of the University of Toronto. In 1946, after his discharge from the Canadian Army,
he joined ;bhe Departrent of External Affairs, lNr, Williams served as Secretary to
the Canadian Delegation to the Atomic Energy Commission from 1946 to 1948 and as
Deputy Permanent Delegzate to the Canadian Permanent Delsgation to the United Nations
in Geneva in 1952. During the years 1953-56, he served as Counsellor at the Office
of the High Cormission for Canada in llew Delhi, In 1956, he was appointed Canadian
Cormissioner to the International Supervisory Commission for Saigon. On his return
to Ottawa in 1957, he served as lead of Personnel Division until 1959, when he was
sppointed Canadian High Cormissioner to Ghana, and later accredited concurrently as
Anbassador to the Ivory Coast, Upper Volta, Guinea, and Togo.

Gotlieb was a
Rhodes Scholar at Oxford where he received his BCL and I'A degrees in 1953 and 195,
lle also graduated from Harvard University in 1954 with an LL.3 degree. He was on
The Board of Lditors of the Harvard Law Review in 1951-52 and became a Barrister
of The Inner Temple in 1956, From 1954 to 1956, lr. Gotlieb was a Vinerian Law
Scholar and Fellow of Yadham College and University lecturer in Law at Oxford, He
is the author of "Disarmament and International Law" and has published many articles
in the field of internation law, Mr, Gotlieb was a Special Lecturer on the I;egal
Aspects of Disarmament at Queen'SUniversity in 1965 and has been Visiting Professor
of Political Science at Carleton University since 1966.

lI'r. Gotlieb Joined the Department of External Affairs in 1957 and has
since served in Ottawa and Geneva. He became a member of tﬁe Canadian Delegation
to the Eighteen-Nation Disarmarent Conference in 1962, He returned to Ottawa in
