THE RAISON DETRE OF THE

CELEBRATION

Samuel de Champlain, founder of New
France, set sail from Honfleur on April
24th, 1615, for Canada. Landing on May
25th, he set out for the Huron Country, on
July 9th, having besn preceded by Father
Joseph LeCaron, and twelve Frenchmen.
On July 29th he first saw Lake Hurou, on
August 1st he landed at Thunder Bay, on
August 12th he attended the first mass cele-
brated in Outario, by Father LeCaron, and
on August 17th he re=ached the Huron capi-
tal, Cahiague, at or near the present town
of Orillia. On the 1st of September Cham-
plain and his party set out with the Hurons
021 an expedition against the Iroquois,
which ended in dismal failure, owing to
the lack of cohesion and persistence on th=
part of the Hurons, and to the iatrepidity
of the Iroquois. Champlain reached Cahia-
gue on December 23rd, making this his
headquarters till May 20th of the follow-
ing year, when he set out for home, arriv-
ing at Quebec on July 11th, sailing for
France from Tadousac on August 3rd, and
reaching Honfleur on September 10th, 1610.
This expedition marked the advent of the

white race into the Province of Ontario.

The Military Chapter 1.0.D.E. of Saskatoon, have decided to dedicate trees as a memorial for our glorious dead.

A committee appointed for the purpose approached ‘the City Council and Parks Board asking for their approbation to the scheme
of planting a row of elms from the gate of Woodlawn Cemetery and carried down into the city, each tree to be planted in memory of
some soldier, sailor or man of the Air Force, who gave his life in the war, to be known as Memorial Avenue. The Council approved
highly of the scheme, and the Parks Board offered its co-operation in the work.

It is proposed that elms, as being most enduring in this climate, be chosen; that each tree be the best and largest possible for
f‘)‘(l-nsplu-nti'ny; that it be surrounded by an iron grating safeguard; that on each be a brass or bronze plate switably engraved; that the
ground be prepared this summer; that all names be procured as soon as possible so that plates may be engraved, trees bought and
everything in readiness for mnext Arbor Day, which we are asking may be made a civic holiday. RSoldiers’ children, carrying flags, will
be given the posts of honor on thet day. The details for the ceremony have not all been worked out, but it will be made as beautiful
and impressive as possible.

_ A tree is a living memorial often more enduring than marble or bronze: a tree is a thing of beauty and of inspiration—a living token
of the wonder and glory of nature—a symbol of service—for the life of a tree is a life of service, even the end of life is not the end of a
tree’s service; to the contrary, the end of life opens new fields of serwice which add immeasura bly to our ciwilization, owr culture, and our
7‘{"13111'476"9.5' ; therefore, is not a tree a fitting symbol for those valiant men who gave their lives for the service of their country and who
died that humanity might continue to live in civilization, in culture and in happiness?

Accompanying the cheque of $7.00 to cover total cost must be sent the Regimental Number, the name, rank, honors (if any), date of
enlistment and name of Canadian unit, name of unit of Overseas Service, place and date of death of the soldier, also the name and address
of person or persons wishing to honor the memory of the soldier. Trees will also be erected for nurses, entertainers, or any workers
who have given their lives in the World War—that they may be living monuwments of those who died in the service of their country in
their efforts to preserve the liberty that had been their heritage.

My dear Sir Arthur:-

Probably you may remember the conversation I
had with you in your office at Ottawa shortly after you returned to
Canada when we recalled the days at Strathroy Collegiate Institute,
and your later and much more interesting experiences,

It has been my intention for some time past
to call upon you when I am in Montreal and again renew relation-
ships, but business appointments have always seemed to take up every
moment of my time. If time would allow, I would come to lontreal
immediately in respect to the matter covered by this letter to per-
sonally request of you that, if it be at all possible, you honor the
occasion with your presence.

Some ten years ago, with others, I was instru-
mental in establishing the parish of Grace Anglican Church on Avenue
Road Hill in Toronto, and since that time have been greatly interested
in its development.

While in 1914 our congregation was a very limited
one, a great number of our young men enlisted and twenty-two of them
paid the extreme price. Among this number were two eons of my eldest
brother, W. K. Pearce.

As a tribute and in commemoration of the sacrifice
of these young men, the Church is erecting a wayside cross on the
grounds of the Church at the corner of Russell Hill and Lonsdale Road.
The artist went to England and studied designs, with the result tmt the

My dear Sir Arthur:

no doubt that you are awarse that th

: nas been lagging behind in the matter
of erecting son uitable monument to the memory of the
men killed in the Great War, but this has not been al-
together the fault of the public. The Men's and Women's
Cenadian Clubs have for some years been working on the
matter and, as you know, three or four years ago the
Women's Canadian Club out of their own funds and some
subs criptions rected a temporary Cenotaph in front of
the Bank of lMontreal building et the cormer of Portage
Avenue end Main Street. About a year ago, the Bank
of Montreal asked the Women's Canedian Club %o heve this
Ceno taph removed as they wanted the space for their own
memorial, but on being asked to give the two Clubs some
time in which to look around for another suitable site,
they very kindly extended the time until June and even
on to the present, as nothing has been done towards
pulling down the temporary memorial; in fact, as usual,
this Armistice Day service was held at this Cenotaph
and it really has come +to be looked upon as the permanent

memorial in the City of Winnipeg.

We have done everything we possibly could 1o
obtain a permanent site, put I regret to say we have not
made any progress. We approached the City in an effor
to obtain the centre of tho street where liain and Portage
meot and from where the policeman directs the traffic, but

the Civic authorities claimed that a memorial of any kind
there would interfere with traffic and they would not
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consider it. We proposed several other sites, which
were not nearly as desirable, but were unable to come
to any satisfactory conclusion and, after considerable
thought, the.Executives have concluded that there is
only one site in the City and that is where the present
temporary Cenotaph stands. This ground, of course,
belongs to the Bank of Montreal, but we thought that if
sufficient representation from the City of Winnipeg as
a whole was placed before the Bank of Montresal, they
might dedicate, deed or lease this plot of ground to the
City of Winnipeg for the site of a permanent Cenotaph,
which would be srected by the public as a whole, but
under the auspices and guidance of the Men's and Women's
Canadian Clubs of Winnipeg.

I am writing you because, I might say confidentially,
it is the intention of each one of the members of the
Executive to devise some means of approaching the Directors
of the Bank of Montreal in a personal wey, as it wes thought
that if itcwerée. done officially, the matter would simply be
set aside and not given the proper consideration, and for this
reason I am taking the matter up with you and I might say that
I also intend to drop a line to Herbert Molson, elthough I am
efraid that he cannot de anything from London. I know it is
going to be a difficult matter end it would be a relief to /L
mind;to have your views on it. Perhaps you could question
some of the Directors whom you know well as to the advisability
of even asking the Bank of Monireal to donate this land, or the
use of it, to the City of Winnipeg. It may be that we should
not even ack them for it, tut I should like you to accept the
contenis of this letter gs @ personal sppeal and understand the
spirit in which it is written.
