So Mr. lolm was brouglt
forward ; and very shortly thereafter an ottice
waîs taken at 214 St. Jties Street, and very
neatly painted and furnished and bng abouit
with attractive signis, snel as i noncy to lend
on bond and mortgage,' "notes disconted,"
'' debts collected," " loans iegotiated," &c., &c.
Nundy and ioli secmed to jutump at once into

an excellent business, for tlie senior partner,
who was of IL communicative spirit, was ever
ready to tell the casuil acqiaintances lie hlad
gradually ilade, just what the day's profits
wvere anîd in whlat wa.y aîcquired. Th'îe new' con,-
cern inext began te advertise, and in tlis way
thly certainly drew to theiselves sote real
ecustoin. Five different parties are known tu
have been mutileted by the adventurers, one in
the suit of$700, one $50), one $260, and the
others in smaller aounts. The ieans adopted
were simply to obtain possession of securities
for tie purpose of ne'gotiition and thn put off
accouînting therefor frot day to day on any
pretext that tmighit fit. The objective point of
all this scheming was the Mletropolitai Mlitual
Benefit Society, w'ho have ait office in lte samne
building; and the plans laid were so far stc-
cessful that for a tine Nundv and Holms were
in possession of sorne $25,000 of bonds belonging
to the Society. The suspicions of Mr. Dickson,
the iatinîagor, were, however, aroused lit good
season, and le at once brought Scll pressure to
ber, in..tlie way of Il pereniptory dernand.for
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restitution, under threat of ieniediate arrest,
as to secure the return of his property before
yet il had been mîarketed. This failire was the
signal for s. Iasty denouieiment, and on Friday
last Nindy iaud loli disappeared as suddenly
as tley camine. As scus 's their departure was
discovered detectives were placed on the track,
but they were only in time 1o effect an arrest on
Ainricn soil, at ftouse's Point. The runavays
had but little muoney on thLir persons, aud a good
portion of this wvas extracted fromt tlhem,î through
working upon their fears; for unider the exist-
ing extradition treaty nothing could be done
with thein. It is blelieved that they succeeded
in senldinîg sote Of their spoil oit in adValice-a
view that fitids confirmation in a remîark made
by Nuntdy to the detective who overtook huit, to
the etf'ect that it was uvorth $1000 to him not to
have been catuglit it St. John's. The moral of
all this is thaît business men caiiot be toc rigid
lit insisting upon having proper credenîtials
fromt those witlh whon they propose to have
business deallings. IL seeins strange, indîeed,
that so bahil a truth needs lie so often repeated,
but the adventures of Nîndy and Holes inake
iL too plain that, in Moutreal at least, this very
simple and easy lesson bas not yet been tho-
roughly learn'îed.

intemperate language. The following extract
suts up in a cursory manner tlie general inerits
of the question fron the Journal's point of view:

But ve aro compelled to tnke issue witi lte
writer wlhen lie proposes to find in reciprocity
witii Canada a cure for the lishery troubles;
and we deplore and wil strenuously resist any
attempt at reciprocal relations ontil our fisher-
men are securedl. the saine protection which is
accorded tonanufactitrer and agriculturist. If
lte Canadian fisherman is satisfied to live
rouglly,,and fare chiefly on lie coarsest vege-
table and fisi diet, it is no reason tliat our nar-
kets should be thrown open ta their catch, and
ourown pople forced down, ta tlie sane level
of civilization and circunstànces by a ruinous
competiltion. ,Neitier is it itting that lte French
fisherrian, cauglt witi his' cneai and rought
herring-boat on lte English or: Sctci coast,
shouIld escape with a liglt fine, ivhile the costly
yacid like'spiooner of lte American is confis-
c ted "on the ç4ttItdianI coast for the saue

offence. Moreover, it is nlot conplimentar to
the power and patriotism of the republic tint
Lite American flag, except under steciul Ireli;
arrangements, cnant sectreto its citizens food,
needed repairs or assutred shelter in fite iarbors
fthe itearest alieu cotntry. As long as Cana-

din produce nuist go to the setin i wmter by
our cotrtesy; as long as our flag rules lte
destiny aind covers lie grealest people on this
con Linent; as long as we hold the carrying it-
ronage of theree-fourts of lth Canaian stip-

ing, and as lotng as canadians choose to try
the perilous policy of misrepresentation, abuse
and untfriendly doimg, so long no statesmtan is
more than lthe nterest bungler at statecraft vl o
talks of further trial at Itmicable arbitrationl
andI reciprocal negotiations.

If tlie nti-reciprocity argument is so weak
ltat it requites bolstering up of tihis kind itntust
surely be in danger of tottering to its fall at
any moment. Appeals to national prejudices,
personal differences and American love for
prfeadensgleism, now iapiliiy fast lying out,

mttake but a sorry advocacy of a cause that coi-
miton senuse ittstî îtian ttdladits should only be con-

sidered on business principles and deteriniued
by business considerations. I So long as Cana-
diatts choose to try the perilous policy of mis-
representation, abuse and unufrietdly doing'
says lte Journal, thus at once olffring a gratui-
tous insult to a people, nand, as we believe, most
wrongfully describing Canadiiin sentiment and
action, 4 so long tno statesmtan is more than Lite
imerest bungler et statecraft, vho talks of fur-
ther trial of anicable arbitration and recipro-
cal negotiations." This is mere stuff and non-
sense. The duy of both peoples is to adjust lte
fislhery question accordirng to lte best interests
of eacht as Lihe nay be nmade ltoiharmnonize, wîith-

consideralions that pride, passion or prejtudice

RE C PROCALb INSTElt-BlR[TISH TR*'LA DE.
sENXATlOi SAACPniEsON.

\e have hasd occasion in recent nui-
bers te dra tie attention of our readers
te the subsject of wiat is termned tImperial
Reciprocal Trade, as suggestei by Sir
Alexander G alt in thbpaper w'hich he coml-
imunicatel te tie Ciaibers of' Coumersce
Of tie United Kingilom at tieir recent
meeting in Belfhst, and as advocated by
Mr. Thomas White, M.P., in his late speecI
to his constittuents in Cardwell. We have

now before us a letter addiressed to thse
Toronto Niail by Senator Macpherson, in
which the saine subject is treated ait sone
length. We readily admit thsat thse opi-
nions of the three gentlemsen whiîon we
lave naned are entitled to respectful
consideration, and it is not without diffi-
dence that we venture to subject them te

Criticisiml. In one of our recent articles
wye expressed-an opinion tiat nothing can
be more nislcading than figures, and ve
own that those quoted by Sensator Mac-
pierson appear te us calculated te convey
an erroneous impression. Senator Mac-
pherson contrasts the finports froms Great
Britain in 1873, whicl lie states to have
been $GS,522,776I, witi those of 1877,
whîicli were 39,572,239. Tiere is liere a
great discrepancy, but it is important te
eniquire niuch furtiher ite tie cause of
the decline. It %,Il bu founcI on examin-
ing the trade retnins that there was a
very considerable reduction in the import
of free goods in 1877 as conpared withs
i873. In the inports into the Province of
Quebec alone the fice goods in 1873 w'ere
more thain $8,000,000 in excess of those l
1877. In the articles classed under the
hiead " metals '" the iiports into the Pro-
vince of' Quebec alone in 1873 wvere over
$5,000,000 in excess of 1877, chiefly under
the specific ieads of railvay bais and pig
and scrap ron. Tie inports under the
sane lead fron the United States were
less in 1877 than in 1873, but, as they were
triliing in comparison, the imports in 1873
iaving been under $300,000, they are
hardly w'ortli noticing. NIoV here is a
largo diminuntion of' imports un der One
heac whîici lias not been caused by a di-
version of trade, but by othser causes. We
isîglit illustrate our' view of this question
by maniy instances, notably "'woollens,"'
and silks, satins and velvets," in whicli
the imsportlin 1873 vere largely in excess
of those in 1877, wiile no corresponding
increase lias taken place in the imports
fron the United States. It would be in-
teresting to analyze the returns more
closely, but there have beei se many
improveneints msade in the trade returis
in recent years that it is very laborious to
attemupt to institite comparisons. We
readily admit thsat there are several arti-
cles of ianufactur'ed goods, especially in
cottons, iardsvare and cutlery, in whicih
tie United States appears to have suc-
ceeded in driving ont Englilsh goods, but
it musst be birnle in iniid tiaI there ias
been an abiormal state of things in the
Unlited States and tIsat utluing a period
of depression, such as ias existed, there
lias been an inusual stimulus given te the
export trade. The nhief objection to the
use made of the aggregate figures of ims-
ports fromt Great Britain and the United
States, respectively, is that the latter con-
sist largely of free goois, imansy of whicih
are re-exported, and, unless thsis is clearly
pointed out, the figures are.calculated to
nislead. The bullk of our imports froi
the United States consists of articles
which do not enter into competition with

Great Britain. Let us take, for example,
coal, wheat and Indian corn, all of which
articles were imported in 1877 in excess
of 1873, and it will at once bu seen how
little bearing these importations have on
tie subject under discussion. We iave
not adverted t tie question of prices,
but there is no doubt that the value of
iiports from Great Britain has been much
nore afl'cted by tIe siiicage w'iici ias
talken place tiani that of the imports from
the United States.

If we turn ta the exports, tie cause of
tise great decline ii those to the United
States whici Senator Macpherson lias
noticed, ivili be at once understood. In
1873 we exported te the United States iii
produce of the forest nearly $12,500,000;
and of the mine $5,140,000; while in
1S77 tie produce of the forest was about
$4,500,000, and of the mine $2,4,13,000, a
difierence in round figures of $ 10,000,000.
We believe that the tensdency of the quota-
tions, te whici we have called attention is
to lead te a good deal o misapprelsension
as te the extent of the diversion ofe those
branches of trade il wiich Great Britain
and tie United States cone inte coampe-
tition. That G reat Britain will ever again
impose dil'erential duties ire believe te
bc a comiplete delusion, and we think i t
'ai froms probable that any influential
statesmen will hazard tieir political re-
putation by aocating stici a imeasure.
As regards Canada. it is inconceivable te
us hosws any onse ivio conscientiously
believes in the expediency of encouragiig
domsestic manufactures by means of pro-
tective duties cai propose a commercial
treaty based on the atinission of British
mnanifactures at lov rates of duty, in con-
sideration of corresponding advantages
being .granted to the pr'oducers of our
exports, our lunbermen, agriculturists,
fishsermien and miners. Senator Mac-
pherson refers te the British West Indies,
and thiriks that we isigit trade with thei
on more favorable terns than with
foreigi couitries. We have hiad occasion
more than once te point out the inpossi-
bility of encouraging our own refineries
anid direct trade in sugar from the West
Indies. Our preseit tarifi' practically
excludes fron the Canadian markets
those descriptions of sugar whisici it is the
interest of the sugar planter te export.
Tiat may be a policy whici it is expedient
to adopt as part of a gesseral policy of
protection, but it will not bu an induce-
mont te the planters in Barbadoes or
British Guiana te impose a differential
duty on bread stuf's or lumnber coming
froin foreign countries. If, on the other
hand, we were te neet the iishes of the
West Iidia phnters as te our suamr
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duities, our sugar rei'ery initerest w'ould
be destroyed. Very imucli thie saine rea-
sonîing woui d apply ta the varions iuhis.
tries in whicli capital is being iivc'stedi in
the faith of thie continuance of' the taril.
''he press, which represents the Protec.
tionist party, is oitspokenî agatinst tle
policy which is advocated by Senator
Macpherson, end wve are greatly inistakein
if it finds any larger inumber o'supporters
either in Canmida ori in Great Britain. We
have noticed wîitl regret an intiiimationi,
towards the close of onie of' Senator Mac-
pierson's lettCs, that Ieads us ta think
that ie, in sane degrce ut least, siares the
opinions ofithose who think that tli effec.'t
of increased coinmercial intercourse wit.h
Oie United States w%'oulid be ta cause at
relaxation of the ties by vicli ie are at
present connected iiti Gcreat Britain.
Our faith in lthe cot'inuaice of the con-
Iection with Great Britain is iot sa iiuch
based on Iliat is termed the sentiment of
loyalty as ain the superiori ty or ouri politi
cail institutions ta those of our ieighbors,
and ie can discover no goodi reasoin why
commercial intercourse siould lead is to
desire at change in those institutions.

PH] OSPUIATES.

''he promises of last year as to increased
shipments of phosphates friom Canada
have tint beenî fiilfilled uis fa' tlis
season, and there is but little prospect at
present that our ainiost sole customi'er,
Great Britain, wil] be in a position for t
year ai' two ta pay muuch for foreign
fertilizers. Tlie commercial depression in
liat coutI'ry, w'licli recently gave some

uppearance of coming to an end, vill be
proloIged by the unusually poor harvest,
aid farmîiers will, ieantiie, he colipelled
ta dependi more upon barn-yard compost
and overvorking theii' land tian Ipon
the application of' expeilsie mnuores.
ini stuclh a state ai' tlings it becones us ta
seek other avenues fo' t.his incipielit
inîdist'y, and it mlay lie tiat good imiay
resuit froii the evil. Our owil coulntry
has been blessed vitI two successive
abuindfint harvests, aid Clhe highi price
obtainable wiiil leud imany wh1o have of
late years been obliged to confine bheim-
selves ta tlie cuhivation ai' tue coirsel
grains ta attempt again tLhe production of
w'heat. Tie whieat belt in CUatada, as well
mis i) the iUnited States, has been gradually
but surely taking its course. westwar'd,
until nov it, is almost impossible to r'aise
winter wheat east of .'oroto, aId nity
famiiers, even in tue alder settled sections
of the western peninsula, say that the lail
whient el'op is becoiniuig more unceritain
every year. Tierefore, as there is no
demand abroad for our phosphates at

anythinmg like a paying price, oui best
plan is ta apply themn ta aur own

'orn-out sois, andi shîip the phosphates
to our triansatiantic custoners il the
fori of wheat, for which they are villing
ta pay well. It miust be remembered thiat
every succeeding croap lessens the quaii-
tity of phosphates naturally existiiig in the
soil, and, unless we restore in saine other
rorn this valuable constitueiit, the wieat
beit will leiave us altogether.

''lie expense connected withî the pre-
paration of super-phosphates, the ormi in
whiichi it lias hitierto been applied as a
lertilizei, lias placed it beyond the recli
of' ilmany farmiîers in Canada. 'lie prepar-
ation of the article fron the inative rock
appears ta have beenl ittended witlh somte
diflict3', and the reputation of the Cami-
adian product ias sufifered in the Englisli
iarkets, our cstaiiers iisistinig uplmon a
further aialysis, iwlieli tisially resilted to
our disadvantage, eithîeri in the discovery
or alarge admixiure of thegenerally neighi-
boring pyroxene ai otier t'ami o' val-
careous rock closely resenbling plias-
pliate, and Niich causes nmicli waste of sul-
puhiuric acid lu inlmuifacturing the ianure.
Othier objections aire also made, the prini.
cipal of which is the presence of flioride
of calcium, vlichî, altiouglh oily a smiall
per centage, occasions not only a loss ai'
acid in iîmanuifiecturin, but evolves a
poisonous and corrosive gas tlat seri-
ouisly affects the licaith of the workmîîei.
'lie hardness of the rock, orwhici so imuclh
comuplaint lias beei made in England, las
been overcome in this couitry, chiefly
tlhr'ougi the eiployient or NeeVîlPI 's Uii-
versal Grinder. 'The tendeicy ai super-
piosphates prepared from Canadian rock
ta set ai becomîîe hard in the barrels in
which it is stored is enîtirely owing ta the
use of too strong an acid and barrelling
too soon. TIle serions charge that the
superphosphate made fromt Canadian
rock, ltiough sohble wheni freshly pre-
pared, returns rapidly ta an insoluble
condition, is not well substantiated. Such
a condition vould be due to the existence
of oxide of iran and ali nmina wliicli sioul <1
never be present in well dressed Caiadiani
phIîo.sphîlîates.

But all or thiese objectiois, real ai
'ianeied, wilI vaiisih under a iev state of
things, the resuîlt, it is said, ai' experi'iimenîts
set on foot soie three years ago il Scot-
laid by the Aberdeensiire Agricultural
Association, the abject being ta test the
relative umerits of the soluible and inso-
luble piospiates,-or of prepared super.
phosphates and tle simlîply puIlveried
phosphiates. Turnips wiere chosen as thie
crops througiout at the five different
stations ir the first year. The results from

dissolved bloe phosphates were about five
per cent greater than the resuilts fromt
undissolved bones applied in the form or
bone dust; and the results from mineral
superphosphates were about ten per;cent
greater than fron undissolved minieral
phosphates. In the second year no addi-
tional nianure was put on. The resuilt was
liat the undissolved mineral phosphates
siow'ed equl:k to the dissolved, vlile tlie
results fron the tvo descriptions of' bone
piosphiates w'ere about eqiail. [In th
the third year the plots treated viti eln-
dissolved or simply ground ninerai plios-
pliates showed theiselves twenty-iive poir
cent sun perior' to those treated wit.h lis.
solved or perphosphates, and the unlis-
solved bone :iit irteen per cent super-
ior. in anlotherici set of expeiments, coi.
dicted atL the five stations hist year, the
plO ts treatdt V ih t eI M grou1nd rocI Yi elded
an11 averag cr) Of 3 tons .5 wt., whiliile
the croeps from tue plots treated viti
miniral superphospiates yielded only
7 c't. more, anid the plots treated iti
dissolved boes but little over 14 tons.

Mir. Boiiyn, C. E., of this city, iifors
us tiat Ile las persoial knoliedge of'tiese
experiments, Iiviig been in Scotlanld at
the time. We learn that soiewliat siii-
la, experinients aie about te lie made in
Canala. 'Sine soils doubtless possess the
powier of'assimilating the phosphates more
readily than others, and if, as is stated,
soils with considerable decoiposing
or'ganîic matter wil render' tue piosphates
mioe readily available, the mostceconomic-
al niethod w'ould be o use tien ii con-
n ection witi ordiiiary barn.yard mmure,
Sucl an important discovery however,
shoild not rail to have iInmediate,beneficial
resu]lts on ouir agricultural economlly, en-
mrhlinig the fiarmers throughout vast tracts
of coulntry, especially in the older dis-
t.icts of t]he Province of Qiiebe and in
Easterin Onario, wiiee wheat-govini g
las long given n'ay to the cultivation
inerely or oats, peis and poatioes, to in.
dulge with advantage in whatever rotation
or crops thley please maiy owvners of

phiosphate lands will again resuie their
,vildl speculation ; whiIle tIosei IVIo aire
contented to operate slowly but snrely
will fild tleir mines, hitber'to So un profit-
able, beginiing t y ield them a rich 1ar-
v'es t.

INCONVERTIBTiLE PAPER MONEY.
''lie Toronto Nalional accuses us or

talking strange liberties w'ithi the Queen's
English, because we have applied, and
shall continue ta apply, the tern i incon-
vertible "l ta a currency iredeemable in
gold on denand. He asks us why gold is
to be considered the only measure of value.
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If the lcitional can point out any other
conmodity possessing intrinsic value,
which is more suitable as an instrument
for effecting the exchanges of other coin-
modities, likewise of intrinsic value, we
should be quite ready to discuss the point
as to its superior advantages. Paper
noney has in itself no intrinqic value, but

it derives its value from its convertibi-
lity at pleasure into gold, ivhich, apart
from its numerous other qualities, has the
advantage of being the instrument for
effecting exchanges throughout the civil-
ized world, except in the fev cases in
which silver, which possesses many of the
same qualities, bas received the prefer-
ence. As ta the nations which, being in a
state of insolvency, are cursed with an
irredeeniable paper currency, they should
serve as a warning and not an example.

We are asked by the National ta state
a case " where paper money issued by a
"solvent government, and whici vas
"made a full legal tender for all debts,
"including those due ta the government,
Il ever depreciated in value ? " A govern-
ment issuing sucli paper mnoney is hai-dly
entitled to be consideredIl " solvent," but
we should like ta know ivhether green-
backs w'ere or ivere not depreciated in
value. We presume that ou, cou tempo-
rary will not admit that gold is the proper
standard by ivlich ta measure deprecia.
tion, and that ho will contend that, not-
vithstanding all the variations in the price
of greenbacks during a long period of
years, they were alvays the same, while
gold was rising or falling in the market.
Unfortunately during the period to vihich
we have referred, the United States ivas
carrying on an active commerce vith otLer
countries, including our iown, and those
engaged in business are well aware that
the price of every article was measured by
the gold value of the greenbacks.

It is, we confess, disheartening ta have
ta discuss this subject w'itl a vriter who
believes, we have no doubt conscientious.
ly, that it is possible ta construct a public
vork that is likely, by his own account, ta
cost $300,000,000, by issuing promises ta
pay convertible into otiher promises ta
pay. Unless ve ignore all history and
experience the eflect of issuing such a
currency would be ta raise the prices of
all commodities, and of labor of every kind,
skilled and unskilled. The inevitable and
alniost immediate consequence would be
repudiation of our public debts, and, if it
be imagined that the bonds into whichi
it is proposed that this currency shoul d
be convertible would find a market, either
in England or the United States, we ven-
ture ta affirm that a greater delusion was
never entertained. As ta the idea of there

being capitalists in Canada who vould ab-
sorb three hundred millions of bonds, we
own that it is incomprehensible ta us how
it bas ever been entertained, even by the
most visionary. We have only ta consider
for a moment how this currency is ta be
floated. The laborers, vho wouild absorb
a consiclerable portion of it, must receive
their wages in a currency ihicli ivili ena-
ble thein ta obtain food and clothing.
Their wvages soon circulate. What is the
retail ierchant ta do with such a cur-
r>ency ? I f it finds its vay ta the vholesale
merclian t, liow' is he to pay for his tea, or
bis sugar, or bis cottoni and ivoollen goods.?
There is no other solution of the problem
but national bankruptcy.

One of the errors of the national cur-
rency advocates is the belief that there is

a deficiency of currency. Ther may pas-
sibly be a deficiency of capital ta lend,
though 1hat is very doubtful. 'lie pre-
vailing impression among tli best inform-
cd is that moiney lias been too abundant.
Hrowever, as regards currency, including
gold and paper convertible into gold,
there has never been a scarcity. 'lie
banks have kept in circulation all tlat the
public require, and, so long as baik notes
are convertible, it is simply impossible ta
keep in circulation a larger amount tain
the public require for the purpose of
efl'ecting exclianges. 'l'le instances are
rare in the present day wlen people put
nlotes away in their strong boxes. We
have recently had ta notice au increase in
the circulation betw'een 31st Auigust and
30th Septeiber of about two and a half
millions of dollars, caused, as is well
known, by the mnovemneiit of the crops.
'Thuat it is possible to increase the circula-
tion by issuiing inconvertible papermoney
cannot be denied, but the efFect w'ould be
ta increase the price of labor of ail kinds,
skilled and unskilled, and of every coin-
modity, and ta render everything uncer-
tain, no one being able tl frim ani idea
from day ta day what was the marketable
value of that extraordinary measure of
value, if such a designation cai be used
with propriety, that our currency theorists
desire ta force upon us. We candidly
acknowledge that ire look ivith the most
serions alari on the present movenient in
favor of an irredeenable paperi currency.
The exponents of that policy aie avowedly
supporters of the Dominion Government,
and their vieirs have not received that
hearty condemnation tlat iwe should have
anticipated if they ivere deemed des-
tructive of the public interests. The
question is ane of the most vital interest,
and it is certainly high time that sane
authoritative announcement of the views
of the Government should be macle.

THIE CURRENCY.

An opinion sceens ta gain ground that
Governument vill b prepared et no distant
day ta propose an important change in
the laws regulating the currency, and saine
appreliension is felt as ta the nature of
tiat change. It seems ta us most unfor-
tunate tlat at such a crisis the advocates
of an incoivertible paiper currency should
have taken a course vlich is obviously
calculated ta alarim those wlîo are persua-
ded tlat such a currency would be utter-
ly destructive of tle general interests of
the community. If it be determinîed ta
niake a change in the present systeni, the
time is on the vlole propitious, as the
circulation is far froin excessive. It must,
however, be borne in mind that if the
banks are deprived of the privilege of is-
suingl notes, they ivill be conpelled ta
wi tldraw about fifteen millions of dollars
ut lonns ta the public, Ilicli it is scarcely
necessary ta pointout w'ould cause serions
commercial emrbarrî'assment. A compro-
mise mnight be male by permitting exist-
ing baiks ta enjoy their privilege of' is-
sue ta a defined extent on something like
the plan adopted by Sir Robert Peel in
1844. The question is as ta the future
currency, and iwe cannot but fear that the
v ery naine of "National currency " will
create alarm, and lead many ta apprelhend
that it would result in an inconvertible
currency.

Witi the example of England and of
the United States before us, it can lard-
ly be imagined that our Parliament Can
go far wrong. In both countries the prin-
ciple is recogiized that the Bank note
circulation sliould be bnsed on publie se-
eurities and gold. In the United States,
a policy lias been adopted which w-as pro-
bably unavoidable at the time ivlien the
National Bank systein iwas adopted, but
which appears ta us far from perfect. As
regards security ta the public, nothing can
be more satisfactory, but it seems reason-
able that if public securities are ta be held
by the Government against the bank notes
in circulation, the profitshould be derived
by the public at large and not by the
banlks The wliole machinery is needless-
ly conplicated. istead of une issue of
greenbacks ive have an indefinite number
of Nationil Banks, each depositing publie
securities witl the Government on which.
they draw interest, and eacli circulating
its own notes. In England the note cir-
culation, altioigh provided nominally by
the Bank of Eiglasnd, is practically a na-
tional currency. For every note issued
there is held by the bank of issue gold
and public securities. A considerable
amount of the latter consists of a debt due
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by tlie Governmient ta tle bank for which
it pays io interest, so ta iait extent the
piblic receives the profit.

full operation whicli hlas w'orked quite sa-
tisfatorily so fitriand whicli lias econo-

imized (lie tise of gold to (lie extent of'soie
six millions of dolla is, the public obtainiig
the pirotit. IL seeis clear that if tise pri-
vilege of issue be (aken froml the banIka,
the tro policy w'ould be ta substitiute
Dominion notes for those of the chartered
banks. All the arrangements far issue
and redeimiption are alreadiy in existeice,
aind it would oisly be iecessary to adld the
denîorininations oi 10 aid $5.-t Ile presen t
large and smsali Dominion notes. lt woild
be foi' tise public inîter'est as wecll as that
of (lie banks that the latter should be
perimitted ta continue their issues toa liii-
ilted extent during tli next ten years,

pierlaps witli an annual reduction of tive

ler' cent., ratlher bian that they shoiuld be
required to purcmase Governiment bonds
ta the extent of their ciîr'ation, and tIs
'witlhdraew a portion of' their loanîs to the
publlie. Whatever piolicy smay be deter-
miinîed on by the Governmenit, it is ta be
hoped tiiat il w'ill auliere with Iiiiiiiess to
the convertibility of the isotes a demand,
as anîy other course w-ould be utterly
subversive of the public crnedit, and wvoild
wholly fail ta reilize (lia expectatioais of
the authors of the sclheie.

tion of msîeastres, since the practical
knowledge acquiredl. vili alwa3's serve as

a check upon the too eager pursuit of a

policy founîded on theory alone. Theore-
tically ane would seen ta be driven either
ta unlimnited protection or absolute fiee
trade, but, if neither of these alternatives
is to bo accepted (and we k1nw of no
serions prop'osition of the kiid at any
tine il any land), then knovledge of de-
ti,îl becomes an essential qualification ta
a minister of state, antd in na other w'ay
can such knowledge be sa well acquired
as by direct intercourse with business
imn antd personal inspection of the indus.
tries vhose interests, as related ta those
of lie country, are ta be considered.

Wlether ai not Sir Leonard Tilley's
visits wvere based on these considerations,
they are, wve believe, those that comnend
lis action ta the warmis approbation of t.he
commercial conmmunit-y ; and, if an abun-
dant harvest and good prices have hiappily
combined ta urge prostrated industries
into new' activity.just as thejuncture whben
a tour of' investigation ivas clecided upon,
these circumnstances in no wise affect the
practical good sense of the course pus-
sued. While it is tru thiat the causes ta
which we advert may be suflicient ta
account in great part, if not vholly, for the
change that lias latterly taken place in
general business from dulness ta anima-
tion, and that, tliecefor, deductions trac-
ing prevailing activity back ta flie adop-
tion of any paiticular policy wvould be
liiiciously at fault, it is also trie, or at
least probable, that our Finance Minister
lias acquired iucli valiable information
fitting him better even tian ieretofore ta
the herculeai task of legislating tlie cotin-
try back ta prosperity.

Sir Leonard seeis ta have been reason
ably thoronlgh in his tanr of inspection lin
this city, visiting il two days noa fewver
thaln tliiitytwo diflerent establishments,
iicluding the cottoni iills at Hochelagai,
(lie iedpath Sugar Relinery, Fisher's
Ioollen Mills, A mes, 1-1 olden & Co.'s boot
and shoe factory, Craig's furnituro estab-
liclinsent, Williais Seving Machine hlan-
ifactory, and comIîpirisîing (le principal

iiidiustieas ai' (le island as tollows, rolling
mills, sigar refineries, woollen mills,
ornamental il'an w'orks, tobaîcco factories,
furniLtire establishments, type fotindry,
saf fa ii flictiory, cordage w'oi'ks, cottai

ills, riubber mamifaictory, marble works,
and luiber, sevinig machine, boot anid
sloe, oilcloth, carriage, soap, spool and
threail, saslh and door, clothiing aid baking
powder nanufactories. Tle list is not
coiplete, ansd ane prominsent and distinlc-
tive iidiustry, that oBelding, Paul &
Co.'s sillk thiead manufactory, vas entirely
omitted. .Several other large establisi-

glected, but Sir Leoiard's party, n'e tniider-
