THE FUTURE OF SILVER.

The close lvnterluclﬁg of coinmereial
interests all over the world, in these
days of telegraphic communication,
was strikingly exemplified last week In
the wide.reaching eficcts of the decision
of the Indian Government to with-
Araw from its previously amnounced
determination to maintain the value of
the rupee at a nxeld minimum of '32'
cents. No sooner was it announced
that the Council had receded from its
pstablished policy, and had actually
sold 800,000 rupees at a fraction over
28 centy, than the influence of thaf
petion was felt in every commereial
centre in the world. Bar silver fell in
Bongfland to 58% ecnts per ounce, and
in New York to 63% cents, bringing the
price dowa to the lowest level ever re-
corded. Alexiean and Peruvian secur-
ities dropped simultaneously in sympa.-
thy, and the obligations based on sil-
ver of the Imdian Government technie-
ally knowa as *rupeec paper” reached
58—the lowest point ever

their history.
Even at this astonishingly low figure

known in

-

_of 28 cents only 800,000 rupees outr of

the total of five millions offered could
be sold., Buyers were well awhre that
even that price was above the actual
intrinsic value of the rupee at the
current market price of silver, and
that the course of the white metal is
assuredly rather down than up unless
gome serious curtailment in its pro- .
fduction be brought about before long.
The rupee nominally worth 48 cents s
in reality only worth 224% gents—or
iess than one half of its supposed value
in sterling. Naturally theﬁ buyers
were reluctant to receive it at 28 cents
and preferred to walt until the natural
course 6f events ghould bring it nearer
to a purity with that of the metal of
which It !s_compose,d. This decision
swas accentuated by the fact that the
refusal of the Indian Government to
carry out Its recent change of position
by imposing an ‘import duty on silver
bullion hiad caused an entire cessation
of speculation and had thus thrown a
large amount of silver, held in hopes
of such a step, suildenly upon the In-
dian market. Under these circumstances’
purchasers were naturally dlspose‘d to
restrict thelr takings within the nar-
rowest possible limits and hesltated to
make any large.investments.

The prospects for the future of silver
are certainly not promising _u.t present,’
The fitty-four million ounces, which the
United States Treasury absorbed year-
Iy under thie provisions of the Sherman
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Act, have mow %o be throwﬁ on the

‘ ppen market. The evidences of over-

production are manifest on every hand.
The improved mechanjcal and chemical

-methods Introduced have.rendered ,the

handling of low grade Bilve;‘-bea:rlng'
galenns profitwble at even a lower
‘evel of values “than that ruling at

wesent, while many ores, carrying also,

:oppef and gold. will still be worked no
matt&_zr wherd the- brice of sllver may
fall, and thus any immediate reduc-
tion In the output scems lmprobable.
Of course the re-opening of the mints
to the coinage of private silver In Indiq.
would at. once .induce a marked Im-
provement in the siluation; but it Is
doubtiul §f the Indlan Government
would consent to stultify Itsel! by re-
seinding a deeislon only arrived at
after & long and patlent study of the
situation. It looks, then, as i the
only hiope for sllver were the natural
and graduaal cessation of it8 production
when onee its value falls below the
cost of output. ‘Any eftort to bolster
it up a.rbiiicia.lly can only result In dis-
aster. The merchant who knows that
a thousand United States standard
sllver dollars ean be colued and p]aced
upon the mmket for $450 cannot con
sletently “nffect to conslder ihem 28
nnything but a simple “token” of the

wvalie they are supposed to represent..

They still pass current at their sup-
posed value, but they represent it in-
trinsleally but lttle more than the
paper silver certiflcufe of the same
wvalue; and he is perfectly well aware
of the fact. To vestore it to its fort
mer level by lerislative actlon then
would be tmpos¥ible. The laws of sup-
ply and demandd cannot be diverted
from their action by artificial means.
Nothing but increaseldl consumption or
reduced prodaction c¢an permanently
ralse the value of silver. in the open
market and nelther o! these factors are
in slght at the moment. Whait/ the
future may have in store for us, it is
yet too early to conjecture.

in buarrels, therefore nearly all, if indeed
not all, the burning oil for the Ottawa
market goes there-in tank cars. I will
try and avoid the mist and confusion
which gathers around ‘barrels’ and deal
with them in their proper place. By the
word ‘dealers’ I mean the men who
handle the oil from the time it arrives in
Ottuwa in tunk cars until it goos into
the consumers’ oil can.”

The denlers receive the oil at Ottawa,
put it into barrels, puy the Government
ten cents (10) for inspecting ench barrel,
measure the oil out awd put it into the
consumors’ UllllH, and get their pay if they
can.,  Then they putcthe Lulpty barrel
in’ order, fill it again, pay ingpection,
and so keep doing.

You may {lesire to know what is the
cost of this intermedinte Larreling pro-
cesg in this distributing business, which
s ‘bulk’ ot both ends, ¢ bulk’ when it
arrives in tank curs and “bulk” when ‘ify
goes Inito  Lhe consumers’ cun,  The bare
rol is not put into the can, only ‘the oil,
There scoms to have been some (oubts
upon this point.

To prepare the empty barrel for filling
again it is neeessary to ropuir it il it
has been broken, to drive the hoops if re-
quu‘Ld to plug the holes if any have been
bored in it, o jlue it inside and paint it
outside ; the avernge cost of going this
will not exceed pwenty cents a Dbarrel.

1f you ask me how long rofined oil bar-
rels last T cannot tell you; I have only
beon in the business about thirty years,
and though I have seen many wanbing
repairs, and wany put to other uses, I
have-not seen pny worn out.

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L THE PRICES OT' WHEAT.

The drop in the price of wheat to 60
cents o bushel at the close of last week
has had some serious ‘offects. upon specul-
ators—some of them men who could not
tell you a grain of wheat from a grain
of pearl barley. There is some reason
to fear that wheat is going even still
lower, probably to 65, Should these low
prices continue it is to be feared that
the acreage of spring wheat sown will
be greatly lessened. “The . remarknble
manner in which distant countries have
been brought mnear to each other of late
years by the rapid building and multi-
plication of enormous , steamships and
railways wheraver  freight can he sents
or obtained, together with low rates of
carriage,especially for long haulage,have
made the whole world one market, ae it
were; and so well has this come to be
understood |, that it is ounly habit and
training, like the tobaceo eropping in
Yirginia alter the emancipation of the
slaves in the neighboring republic, that
lead our farmers throughout Onturio to
keep on year after yeur, growing whoat
at groat and expensive labor hoping that
some Crimean or other war may again
send the price up to $2 n bushel. We
venture to say it can never agnin reach
such a price. Australin, Indin, the
great belt of thut unknown land, South-
ern Siboriu, Russin in Burope, and last,
though not least, our own Northwest, ure
all now active uoxhpctitors in the world’s
murkets and every year within casier
reach of them. Should, however, the
price reach so low o figure as to lewd a
large proportion of furmers to abandon
wheat cultivation for o while, & turn
for the better might be hoped for; but
wo believe we but voico the conviction
of every Canadinn who bas at all studied
the subject that nothing else will do so.

now very largely exccods the demand, and
unless o combination is formed, which
from all the conflicting interests is most
unlikely, the price of canned salmon will
be muech lower in the fall of 1894 than
it is now.”

Dumoine, at $100; , Gillies Bros.,, 191
square miles on the Pettawawa, at $80;
the Hawkesbury Lumber Company, 212
square miles on the Pettawawa, at $43;
Hon, Peter White, 1156 square miles on
Black river, at $30; W. C, Edwards &
Co., 87 square miles on the Bonnechere,
at '$500, and 200 square miles on the
Black river, at $170. Lumbermon state
that the prices realized were good, and

THE EXPORT HAY TRADE.

Tho sudden increase in the export hay
trade of this country, caused by the
drought in most of the ‘hay producing
localities in Europe, maturally hrought
to light a mumber of defects not only,
in the quality of the hay sent foxjwnrdl
from Canadn, but hlso in the methods of

“packing and ehipping it to its destina-

tion. A
There is no doubt thnt out of the 55,-
175 tons of hay shipped from the couns

try during the past year much was what
ie called in the trade * false-packed.”
That is, while the bale wae of excellent
guality on the outside, the interior was
not only inferior but sometimes absolut-
ely rotten. This was, of course, the fault
of thoe shippers at country points. We
regret to sy that there exists a certain
claes of Canadian farmers whose sense of -
rectitude is easily warped by the pros<
pect of pecuniury returns, and who will
not only bear, but require, the strictest
watehing. If this be not dome. they are
certain to “Talse-pack ”’ their hay; some
being even bold enough to use straw or
litter for the purpose. It is this that
ruins the character of Canadian hay in
the eyes of English' dealers and that in-
duces them to prefer Duteh' or Russian
huy to our own.

Another and more readily pr'eventlble
cause of complaint against C{mn.d‘i'ufn_.lmy;
1s tho fnct of its being bownd with wire..
English  agriculturists object to this
strongly, They, hold -thet in hay thus
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bound emall fragments or eclippings of
the wire find their way into the bales.
When these fragments ave swallowed the
death of valuable animals may result;
and thus they prefer to buy bay bound
with other material.
Latest advices from the l‘mghah market
“state that very little lay is offering.
Sellers are firin; but, owing to the mild
weather, buyers still hold oif. For Feb-
ruary-March shipment they are willing
to pay £5 at either London or Bristol;

The shrinkage in the value of
every kind of landed property, the par-
tial failure of the grain crops in certain
districts in Ontario and Manitoba, the
rewnrkably low prices of wheat, barley
and other agricultural - produets,- to-
gether with the locking up of capital in
anproductive investments, by the too
rapid extension of some of our ¢ities and
towns, have to n greater or- lesser de-
gree, affeeted all financial, commoreinl
und ‘industrial interests. ILvidences of
restrieted operations and . diminished
carnings are everywhere to be scen.

While, therefore, admitting the situa-
tion and providing, in anticipation, for
possible deficiencies, prudent and watch-
ful management will seek to minimise
the effects, as well as 1o take the enrhr-
est advantage of veturning prosperity to
recover any ground which may have been
temporarily lost. Ii . more snuguine dis-
position had prevailed we might in many
years have charged up interest and paid
the usual dividend, ag well as added a
considerable sum to the Contingtnt Fund,
but I am sure you will approve of the
more cnubious policy adopted Dby the
board, although for the time being the
net gnin appears smaller than it would
have appeared had (hat course been fol-
lowed.,

With returning ])muponh there i8 no
reason to doubt that .many of these de-
ductions may he recovered,  “The normal
revenue emnmg power of the compnny
remning unimpaired:

A few years ago it was estmmted that
an accumulated reserve fund of Tifty per
cent, ‘would suffice to insure a . continu-

anee of the nverage dividend of twelve

per cent. on the paid up stock, equal to
cight per eent, on the total sharehold;
ers’ capital.  Under the changed condi-
tions ag to the value of money, and to
providd ngainst possible periods of extra-
ordinary and long continued depression,
o larger reserve 18 now deemed necessary
to secure that result. I Lrust that ex-
isting amd future business will warrant
additions being made to that fund.

The afinivs of the company were never
more corefully looked after than at pre-
sent, The office stalf in Toronto and
Winnipeg ¢ontinne to disecharge theirn
duties in an efficient manner.  We are
assisted by a numerous body of local ap-
praisers who have been selected with the
utmost enre.  Severnl active and expe-
rienced inspectors !are always in the
field, while Mr. ITaryis, in Winnipeg, and
Mr. Marani, in Yancouver, look well after
the interests of the company in their re-
wpeetive distriets.  The agents of the
cmi\pnny in Great Britein continue to
mvu the rame zealous and influentinl ser-
vice they lave rendered during the past
ninéteen years.

In conelusion, gentlemen, speaking for
myself and co-directors, who inelude the
Inrgest holders of shares in the capital
plock, it aftords me much pleasurs to
know, and to be able to tell you that not-

fvithslanding the circumstances to which

I have aliwded, we enter upon the for-
tieth year of the company’s history, a
history in some importnut respects un-

c.paralleled by ihat of any [imancial -
; gtitution in thc Dominion, with unabat-

cd confidence in Tis sound and fealthy

- condition, and in its eminent suitability
' np a-eafe and remunorntive modium for

the investment of the capital of its bond-
holders, depositors and shareholders.

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MAREKETS.

Lhursday Evg, Feb. 15, 1894,

A quiet week has been passed in most
lines of trade, even in fish, dealers hav-
ing stocked up & week ago; Contrary,
to oxpectations wheat made another bad
¢ break,’ during the week, in consequenco’
of holders trying to liquidate, and gen-
erally favorable outlpok for the next
crops  Merchants mote that the dairy
sections of the country pay up best, and
it is worth mentioning that both butter
and cheese are winding up the season at
high prices, and with stocks exception-
ally low. Reports from the United Btates
indicate that McKinley will be the next
Republican nominee for President and a
revulsion of feeling is expected in his
fuvor.  The munufacturers are alnrmed
&b the length which the free traders uro
dispused to go, and their influence and
wealth, joined %o forced reduetions of
wages, ete., will be ditficult to combat,
The tarill problem seems likely to have
a baneful effect on trade on both sides
of the border for some time to come.
