An additional wing to the parlia-
ment buildings up in Queen’s Park,
at a cost of about $1,000,000, is the
latest proposal to meet the congest-
ed state of affairs among the various
government departments.

where the bulk of the fall wheat crop
is grown, the estimated total yleld for
1918 is, 4,435,200 bushels from 277,200
acres, as compared with last year’'s esti-
mate of 14,114,000 bushels from 656,600
acres, a rate per aciw of 21% bushels,

The total yleld of hay and c}ovev from
Canada is placed at 10,064,100 tons from
8,015,250 acres, representing a yield per
acre of 1% tons, The corresponding fi-
gures of 1917 were 13,684,700 tons from
8,225,084 atres, or 1,66 tons per acre.

Prospects on Prairies.

In the prairie provinces the drought
remained unbroken until toward the end
of July, and serious damage to- wheat
in the blossom stage was caused by
heavy frosts which occurred from the
23rd to the 25th of the month. Condi-
tions were improved by rains that fell
during the jast week of the month,

For the whole of Canada the condi-
tion of crops on July 31 was yorse than
at the end of June. Spring wheat
measured against 100, as comparing the
average decennial yleld, is 77, compared
with 86 on June 30 and 93 on July 31,
1917; oats are 86 against 91 and 90; bar-
ley is 86 against 93 last month and 92
on July 31, 1917, and rye is 83, against 89
and 95. Peas and mixed grains are 101,
or one atove the average;®$beans are
95, buckwheat is 93, flax s 71, corn
for husking is 86, potatoes are 95, tur~
nips and mangolds are 96, corn for fodder
is 85, sugar beets are 92 and pasture is
92,

Spring Wheat in West.

In the prairie provinces spring wheat
is, in Manitoba, 85 per cent. of the avers
age; oats are 86, barley is 89 and rye
is 84, In Saskatchewan the figures are:
Spring wheat 75, oats 75, barley 78 and
rye 79. In Alberta: Spring wheat is 69,
oats 68 and barley 70 per cent. of the
decennial average., Putatoes are, for Can-
ada, 95 per cent., or § per cent, below
givexitsﬁ. as against ¥8 per cent. on July

in thé Maritime Provinces and in Que-
bec spring wheat is: 101 in Prince Ed-
ward Island, 104 in Nova Scotia, 106 in
New Brunswick and 106 in Quebec, con-
ditions generally having jmproved during
July. Other grains. crops in these prov.
inces are equally satisfactory.

In Ontario spring wheat so to 158,000
acres is marked 118 per cent., against
101 a month ago and 411 on July 31, 1917,
The figures expressing conditions for the
whole of Canada indicate total in 1918
for wheat of nearly 232,0000,000, as com-
pared with 233,742,850 bushels in 1917;

GERMANY PROMISED
T0 CUT UP STATES
Labor Leader—zi_;es This as

-Reason for America’s
Entry Into War.

-

America entered the war because
she had received word that Germany
had offered large tracts of the United
States to various European countries

as a bribe to join the Germanic forces
against the world. This offer of the
Huns had been made / thru . devious
and unseen channels, and had been
unearthed thru the vigilance of the
secret service. This was one of the
points brought out by Geo, L. Berry,
president of the International Union
of Pressmen, in his address upon
“Labor and the War,” deliyvered last
night at the Labor Temple,

The speaker pointed to Iinnumer-
able instances in which the allied
countries had made sacrifices. so that
the war might be won for demo-
cracy and the working man. Only
twelve weeks ago, he said, no Jess
than 37 Hun planes had bombed
London. The following day the peovle
in the city were going about :heir’
work as tho nothing had -occurred
to mar the pleasure of the day.
Rheims with a normal population of
more than 200,000 had no oneein it
today; Soissons and Verdun were in
the came condition of ruin, with
scarcely a Thouse left ' standing.
France had lost 1,700,000 .on the
battlefield, and more than 2,000,000
wounded were behind the battle
front. Britain and her colonies had
lost more than 2,500,000 in killed and
wounded. The dauntless heroism of
all the allies was incomparable,

In conclusion the speaker stated
that the United States had sent over
2,000,000 men to France. Among
these were many members of the
unjon crafts. He Dbelieved that
America and Canada could well afford
to take a leaf from the page of the
British unjon labor movement, and
take a vital and direct interest in the
legislative questions of the day. This
was one of the greatest things he
and his party had learned while "“over
there.”

Mr. Berry was a member of 3
commission from the American
Federation of Labor, appointed to;

THE DAY’'S EVENTS REVIEWED

On the battlefield yesterday the
French flung forward their right wing
further in the sector between thé Matz
and Oise Rivers and took Ribecourt,
ri¥ and a quarter miles southeast of
Noyon. This gain serves strongly to
increase the pressure against the Ger-
mans in the Noyon-Nestle-Ham-Roye
corridor. As the heavy French and
Fritish guns come up over the re-
paired allied  communications the ar-
tiilery fire is becoming ‘quite lively in
the region of Roye and Lassigny. In
thie French and British centre ,except
arvtillery firing, the day was quiet. On
the left wing of the allies, the Austra~
liuns pushed on into the outskirts of
Braye and Etinchem and thereby gain-

" ed control of the Somme River banks

southwest of Braye. Owing to the al-
lied advance south of Albert the Ger-
mans evacuated  five miles of their
forward positions at Reaumont-Hamel,
merre, Puisieux-au-Mont and Bucquoy,
#’] north of Albert. The British sal-
fient driven further south made these
German positions form an enclave too
sharp and exposed for holding.

At Lassigny, on the F¥rench right
wing. the situation remains obszcure.
Reports have reached London that the
French have captured the town. They
seenmr also to have cut off the German
‘c-cos established on the Thiescourt
Plateau, in the wooded and  hilly re-
gion of the Oise.

The present phase of slow advance
by the allies is due to the fact that
the broken nature of the country on
the right wing lends fitself readily to
machine gun defence and the allies
have to reduce these by the slow pro-
cess of outflanking. The enemy places

in ambuscade and it is difficult
for the artillery to get direct hits.
The Germans, meanwhile, are continu-
ing to withdraw their broken troops
and to send forward their reserve
troops, probably to serve as a strong
rear-gnard, The complete aerial
ascendancy of the allies ena®les them

to watch and record these fresh Ger-
man dispositions for future guidance.
The laggard Austrians, asked for the
support of 20 divisions in France, have
so fapsonly sent two. The Austrian
preparations for withdrawals to France
have attracted the notice of the Iltal-
lans and they are preparing to launch
an attack in the northern Alps in the
expectation of increasing the menace
to Bavaria and the Danube valley,
Such an attack would proceed best in
conjun;:tlon with a French attack in
Alsace’against the upper Rhine and the
Black Forest.

In Albania the enemy evacuated
the line of the Semini River on the
left wing, " where the Italians are,
and at the same time he launched an
attack against the French in the
centre. The French had no difficulty
in repulsing this effort after violent
fighting. A new phase of the allied
attack will begin at any time. The
first phase had the highly important
result of driving the enemy back
from the land-locked harbor of
Aviona. He had occupled a strong
range .of heights which overlooked
and dominated the harbor. The new
Austrian and Bulgarian line now runs
nearly straight from the Ochrida
Lakes in Macedonia, to the Adriatic
Sea. Another allied advance would
serve to bend back the Austrian
right wing, and expose the Bulgarians
in Macedonia to envelopment. Fur-
ther attacks in this theatre of the
war would embarrass the German
and Austrian defence in France and
Italy, by compelling the enemy to
disperse forces to protect Bosnia and
Herzegovina.

There haye been so many changes,
im-
proved, added to and generally made
better that old-time patrons of the
Canadian Natioval Exhibition, which
opens its doors Aug. 26 for what is
expected to be the greatest year in its
kistory, will hardly do more than re-
cognize it. True, the grounds are there
and the permanent buildings are there,
where they always were, but——, and
here begins a story.’

Interiors as they used to be known
have been torn out in several cases,
rew ones embracing new ideas have
Lteen installed, all with a view to mak-
ing it easier for the public to locate
certain exhibits and to see them the
?ettar after having found them. This
s the case unfler the grand etand.
Here new aisles have been arranged,
whereby the greatest number of people
will see the greatest number of ex-
hibits with the Breatest ease and the
least expenditure of time.

Bach booth has been numbered
each building; thus when the visitor is
interested in some special_line he may
tind it ily. The street names have
been p! in more prominent posi-
tions than they ever wer.: in the past.
Maps showing the exact location of
buildings will be on view; the lighting
system has heen . wonderfully im-
proved; the bulldings have all been re-
decorated and an entirely new sys-
tem of lavatories has been established.
Everywhere improvement has .been
made over the preceding years and so
marked is thls fact that it would ap-
pear as tho the managemeént has gone
over the grounds with a microscopic
eye intent upon finding places where
improvement could he'made, One would
not have thought there really were as
mann improvements possible.

ewspapermen See Buildings.

Yesterday representatives of each
newspaper were taken over the
grounds by John G. Kent manager;
C. A. B. Brown, vice-president, and
Joseph Hay, publicity superintendent.
7. A. Russell, president, was unable
to attend owing to a slight indisposi-
tion. The government bullding was
“irst visited. Here one of the chief fea-
tures will be an immense flax exhibit.
The public will be shown the flax in-
dustry from the straw fibre to the
manufactured article, in this case the
wing of an airplane. Those who have
assisted in the flax crop will be par-
ticularly interested in learning why
the government was so keen on getting
it safely harvested.

Aquarium Renovated.

The aquarium, the place the boys
head for as soon as they enter the
grounds, has been renovated, and
again some excellent specimens will
be on exhibition. There isalsoto be a
model fisherman's outfit and a minia-
ture lighthouse. Clountless other at-
tractions will hold the attention in this
bujlding for a long time.

With 658,000 square feet of floor
space already allotted to exhibitors,
the transportation building will have
its quota of interesting things. New
floor matting has been laid and a new
decorative plan has been inaugurated,
composed of Japanese wistaria the
flags of the allies, bunting and hang-
ing baskets, It is understood that
nuny motor car manufacturers will
cxhibit motor trucks in larger
numbers this year than on
former occasions in consequence of
the importance of truck transportation
on the farm as well as in*the city.

1t is important also to note in this
connection that this will be the only
motor car show in America until the
close of the war,

To the right of the transportation
building the model camp is situated,
but this time the camp is not for two
weeks, but is permanent. Those who
have relatives at the front or in camp
elsewhere will surely want to/see how
the men are cared for in such places,
and this is the place to see. There are
500 men, composing the Second Bat-
talion Canadian Garrison Regiment,
under Lt.-Col. R. H. Barker. The
camp is self-sustaining, and altho it
{s not maintained for the purpose of
exhibition, Col. Barker has promised
that visitors will be welcome and
everything possible will be done to ac-
commodate those who wish to inspect

it.
Patriotic Food Show.

Wonderfully interesting to the wom-
en of Canada is the patriotic food
show, located in the former education
building. Its interior has been re-
modeled, and there are now 73 booths
with 5 demonstration circles. A cor-
ner has been devoted to real prac-
tical use. There will be a model
of the kitchen of the Hotel Com-
modore, New York, and L. Derouet,
one of the most famous chefs, will
show housewives how to cook. Wom-
en will be asked to bring him tit-bits
of cooking usually thrown away, and
he will show how to use them profit-
ably. Another portion of the building
will be used for lectures illustrated by
motion pictures. For three days dur-
ing the fair the Ad. Club and Retail
Merchants’ Association will give lec-
tures on merchandizing. :

Across the way, the art building
has been redecorated. A feature in
connection with the art display will be
the lectures to be given by Miss Mar-
garet McLean on the pictures installed.

On the lawn a series of lectures will

be given by well-known Toronto ar-|

tists on the making of a picture.

In all the buildirnigs it is largely the
same story. What was attractive be-
fore is several times more attractive
now, and perhaps it is easily under-
stood. There is a personal interest
being taken by the workmen this year,
which element, of course, has not been
lacking in the past, but it was par-
ticularly noticeable yesterday. The
reason is plain when one follows the
manager around a while. He knows
his men personally. He calls them by
their first names. “John, have you seen
to this?’ or, ¥Bill, how are you ar-
ranging for so and so?’—thus he
greets them and thus he keeps in touch
with them.

FARMERS BENEFIT BY
KNOWLEDGE THEY GIVE

Like all other trades and busi-
nesses, the farmers have to be =atis-
fled in many casés with raw recruits
for the work on the land, and it is
to.their interest that they turn rhose

vecruits, in as short a time as pos-
sible, into a regular trained army of
less or more experienced workers, Tt
is also, and perhaps more so, to the
advantage of the patriotic citizen
who wishes to help in greater pro-
duction, to meek every opportunity
of learning all that can be acquired
about work on the farm, and the
fields, ;

In the course of propaganda work
by the trades and labor branch of
the department of agriculture, it is
being pointed out to the farmers in
Ontario that it is to their full bene-
fit and profit to thoroly train raw
recruits for the farm work this year,
even if by doing so they do not get
the full value for the money they
spend. In future years they will be
no longer confronted with a shortage
of entirely unskilled labor as they
will reap the benefit of the training
they  have supplied’ themselves, or
which has been .obtained by the
workers from their farmer neighbors.

According to W. A; Riddell, super-
intendent of the-trades and  Ilabor
branch, 15 thréshing ‘gangs will be
out this year in this province to help
handle the harvest, and it is expected
that they- will form the nucleus of
an extensive organization of thresh-
ing gangs in the Province of Ontario
as exist already in many parts of the
Canadian west,

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WAR VETERANS |

FAMILIES OF SOLDIERS
WHO QUIT ARE CUT OFF

Should the government refuse to
pay the wife of a soldier ovenseas
the cus:omary assigned pay and sep-
aration allowance because he suffered
a momentary mental lapse, and took
a rest when it is alleged he should
have been at the front line? This
question is engaging the attention of
cen‘ral branch, G.W.V.A.

Geo. Murrell, secretary of the
branch, stated his emphatic opinion
that the powers that be should, in the
first ‘place, realize that a soldier in
the fron: line has hardships and hor-
rors to put up with which may often
cause a mental relapse that might
easily influence actions apparently
preujdicial to military discipline, and
that in any case “‘he family of any
soldier should be considered as inno-
cent and worthy of everything that
the government could do. .

“Here s a case,” said Comrade
Murrell, “in which the soldier became
so exhausted and so distraught that
he did something for which he was
really not responsible. No one knows
so well as the returned man how
difficult it is to maintain one’s equili-
prium in he face of the many-sided
horrors and filth which meet one on
every hand in the trenches. This
man had reached the point ol ex-
haustion where he fel. that he must
go mad or take a rest, The act of
taking .the rest was undoubtedly a
false move, but it was at least na-
tural, having regard 4o the man’s
men‘al condition. He was sentenced
to three years’ penal servitude, which
was later commuted,

“A few days ago this man’'s wife
received word that her husband who
had been in the firing line for at
least ten monthe, had been sentenced
to “hree years, and that she herself
would be immediately cut off from
her assigned pay, and that in the
course of zix monthe the separation
allowance would be cut off, too.
“We take the view that ‘his is an
injustice, especially in view of the
fact that the man had been overseas
more than two years when he suf-
fered the momentary mental lapse.
The branch is “herefore taking up the
cudgels on behall of both the soldier
and his family.
“We resent the response given to
this woman recently by an officlal of
one of the charitable institutions that
her case was not differen: from <hat
of Mrs. Maynard, the wife of the al-

Is Dr,
Cody not a strong enough candidate
that it is found necessary to®*malign
his opponent? Surely Dr. Cody does
not approve of this himself?

It is all the more necessary. that
these questions should bo answered,
because labor as a whole is bhaving a
standard set by the action of the gov-
ernment and Dr, Cody. If the govern-
ment and Dr. Cody resort to falsifica-
tion the effect is very grave on large
numbers of people, who judge not by
what is professed, but what {s
actually done by the government.

Proportional Representation
Comiing.

[An interesting example of the effi-
cacy of proportional representation in
making friends for itself has ocour-
red at Kalamazoo, where a form of
government by elected commissioners
under proportional representation has
been adopted. There was the usual
opposition from the conventional peo-
ple averse from changing old plans
for hetter .ones. One gentleman was
parnticularly energetic in his denunci-
ations of the system, which he be-
lieved to be a fad, a scheme, a device
to elect undesirable people, and he was
resolved to head a movement to have
the “P. R.” clause in the city charter
revoked. He also drew up a ticket
of the seven men who' he thought
should be elected as commissioners.

His astonishment may be imagined
when after the election he discovered
that six of his ticket were elected. He
had honestly picked out the best men
in his opinion, and the people had
largely agreed with him., Under the
proportional representation system of
woting they had a chance to vote for
the men they wanted and they did.

This feature of proportional repre-
mentation is its complete justification.
It needs no other recommendation, It
elects the best men. It abolishes party
machines and gives the people a free
hand., We hope Mr. Norman Sommer-
ville i{& correct when he said the gov-
ernment had adopted all the practical
planks in Mr. Varley’s platform, It is
the best and most practicable of all.

The London Times says that (ts
general adoption cannot be long de-
layed, and it will be another feather in
the cap of Ontario if the government
which so wisely extended the fran-
chise will now instal the purest and
freest system of voting &at has been
devised.

! 'The War is Our First Business.

Hon, Mr. Rowell confined himself
in his remarks at Newcastle, last
night to a survey of the war situation
as it recently passed under his ob-
servation at the front. There |is
nothing more important than the war
1o any of us at present, and it is but
natural that Mr. Rowell should report
what he saw and heard about the Ca-
madian forces. What he saw was evi-
dently sufficient to prepare him for
the news of the great offensive in
which the Canadians took part in the
last week or so.

Submarines at New York,

man minister of marine is at his
wits’ end to do something with his
submarines, and to make some show-
ing when called on to report to thé
kalser. He can do nothing in :he
North Sea, nor in the English Chan-
pel. It is highly dangerous to go
into St. George'’s Channel or the
Irish Sea. Attacks on convpyed
flotillas have not ylelded satisfactory
vesults, and the statement by Mr.
Bonar WLaw that 150 German sub-
marines had been destroyed, altho
indignantly denfed by the German’
authorities, is the real explanation of
the loss of the oil thnker at New
York. i

In default of making good use of
their time in European waters the
U-boats have crossed the Atlantic
to see if they could pick up any
crumbs of comfort for their dis-
credited backers in Berlin. Tae re-
sult will be the organization of the
Amerfcan patrols in a smiliar fash-
§on to what has stopped the U-boat
activity in European waters. When
they have ‘to cross the Atlantic to
get a chance, it will be seen that the
Germans cannot claim much success
for their submarines.

Relief in Britain,

People who have not been in Bri-
tain have no idea df the strain to
which the whole nation has been
subjected ‘here for four years past,
As time went on the rigors o? the
condition increamed rather ¢han dimi-
nished. Voluntary enlistment gave
way to “he draft eystem. Compulsory
labor followed. Rationing of food
came along, and an abstemiousness
which would be regarded as heroic in
ordinary times tecame the rule for
daily practice, Shortage of fuel,
darkened streets and houses, and limi-
tations of every description in cloth-
ing, in traveling, in work and in play,
were imposed and accepted as a
necessi’y of the case. The burdens of
taxation have also been heavy to
bear, but there has been more wis-
dom in dealing with the cout of liv-
ing than on this side of the Atlan-
tic.

The British papers to hand are full
of “he revulsion o? feeling that has
occurred as a result of General Foch’s
successful drive, and of the arrival of
the American armies. At the an-
nouncement that there were a mil-
lion Americans in France the British
Isles breathed a eigh of relief. Some
of the burdens have alread been
lifted. TFor the las: two years holi-
days were forbidden, Now the gov-~
ernment is recommending people +<o
take a vacation, as those who have
had some holidays are less liable to
attacks of influenza which has been
prevalent, Week-ending, however, is
still forbidden, as far as possible, to
avoid congested +‘raffic, and mpeople
are taking to mid-week excursions.
Anxiety as 4o the main staples of
food is now past, and the pork
butchers.are once miore doing a roar-
ing—or is it a squealing?—tusiness.
To all this ‘he United States has
contributed tremendously, and her
million, which s steadily growing,
gives the British people good hope and
good heart to carry on, till the end.
It is improbable that anyone in the
world could or would have faced ‘he
last four years had they known what
was in store. But they went thru it,
a day at a time. For what remains
the same policy must serve. A day
at a “ime will carry us to victory and
to the great peace that will establish
the principles for which we have con-
tended.

Other People’s Opinions

Land Tax and the Housing
Problem.

Editor World: May we ask you for
space to publish the following state-
ment of our solution of the housing
problem, as presented before the board
of control? i

The question of housing involves the
buying of land, the erecting of build-
ings and also the returns which the
capitalist will get for his money. Ow-
ing to the fact that the assessment
department of Toronto is years behind
the age, they have persistently twisted
the Assessment Act in order to penal-
ize the erection of houses, especially
small houses, by asesessing them from

tn-eulng land, especially vacant land,
on a bagis of from 26 fo 60 per cent.
of its value, while our present tax
rate of 30% mills on the dollar prac-
tically confiscates about four months’
rental of the property. The effect of
this policy has been to make land arti-
ficlally dear and houses artificially un-
profitable, with the natural result that
houses are very scarce.

The remedy that we propose is
based upon a reversal of the above
misuse of the Assessment Act, which
as intended as a means for produc-
ing revenues, not for the purpose of
penalizing industries. For the imme-
diate relief of the situation we pro-
pose that the city lease its own land
to builders on a rental basis of 5 per
cent. of ‘the value, and that the eity, as
landlord, agrée with its tenants to pay
whatever taxes the city levies upon
the improvements. This would amount
to a virtual exemption from taxation
of the improvements in a way which
the city, as landlord, could obviously
do. This would grant immediate tem-
porary rellef. Our other propesal is
of a fundamental character and could
not be put into operation until next
year, but the mere fact thet it would
be put into operation next year would
have an ‘immediate tendency to help
the situation. Our plan is the same
as that adopted by Pastoriza, the late
mayor of Houston, Texas, and is to
assess the land at ahout 80 per cent.
of its value, the improvements at :
per cent, of their value. If this was
done in Toronto, the immediate effect
would be that weé would have an in-
creased assessment of land values
amounting to nearly one hundred mil-
lions of dollars, and we would have an
exemption of improvements of two
hundred millions of dollars, necessi-
tating an increase in the tax rate oi
about seven mills. This would have
the effect of compelling the owners of
vacant land now very much under-
assessed t6 pay a great deal more in
taxes, 4 very powerful incentive to
make them eithérr improve their pro-
‘perties or sell at a'reasonable price to
some one who would do so, while the
low assessment of the improvements
would be an additional inducement to
the building of houses.

We are perfectly well aware of the
fact that this is something that the
Assesstment Act at present makes no
provisian for, but neither does it pro-
vide for, the systematic under assess-
ment of land which has gone on in the
city for the last fifteen years, and as
apparently the interpretation of the
act is left to the assessor, what we
suggest is that the city counecil direct
the assessor to interpret the act to
discourage land speculation and to en-
courage industry, instead of, as in the
past, perverting the act to act as a
fine on industry and enterprise.

1f this is done, the housing problem
will be solved without the city being
called on to furnish either money ‘or
credit for the purpose, and in a way,
too, which will greatly stimulate the
ownership of individual houses, and
check the tendency to the building of
apartments.

NEW GERMAN THRONES
FOUNDED ON SANDS

Amsterdam, Aug. 14.—Discussing
the machinations going on in Finland
and the Baltic Provinces to provide
thrones for German princes, the So-
cialist newspaper Vorwaeérts of Ber-
1in gives out a note of warning.

“The new thrones to be erected in
the east are not only threatened from
within, but from without,” the news-
paper says. ‘“The world war s not
yet ended. The new monarchies are
based on the quicksands of the Brest-
Litovs peace, and he who desires to
make the Russian border provinces a
branch of the German dynasties must
consequently acknowledge as their
aim military domination of the world
by Germany.”

Ottawa, Aug, 14~Negotiations
have been opened which aim to bring
practically all allied subjects in Can-
ada within the dragnet of compul-
sory -military service. With the ex-
ception of Americans, a subject of
one of the allied governments resi-
dent in Canada does not come with-
in the scope of the M. 8. A. His
position is privileged. If he falls to
respond to a -call for service from
his own cbuntry he becomes a de-
serter, so far as that country is
concerned, and is liable to be ghot
should he return:there. But so long
as he remains in Canada he cannot
be proceeded against. Nor is he at
present liable to service under the
Military Service Act.
