MAY BE EIGHT DEAD,

' Guthrie, Okla., Sept. 18.—Eight per-.
 sons are dead, twenty more or less
‘{njured and as many more missing, as
the result of the wrecking of a Rock
jsland passenger train
from Dever, Okla., at 8.30 o'clock: this
morning. :
The engine, tender, baggage and
mail cars, smoking car and day coach
of passenger train No, 12, northbound,
jeft the high bridge that spans the
Cimarron River and plunged into the
stream, which is flanked by treacher-
ous quicksands. The locomotive dis-
appeared almost immediately. Ths

mail and baggage clerks escaped from
their cars and swam to the shore,
The accident was due to driftwood,
which piled against the  bridge and
swerved it out of line. :
The train was an hour late, and
was running at high speed: The en-
gineer did not see the condition of
the bridge until he was within a few
yards of it. He shouted to his fire~
man and jumped. He landeqd on the
verge of the river and-escaped unhurt.
The fireman sustained severe injuries.
Bridge Collapses. :
When the engine struck the bridge
the structure collapsed, precipitating
the engine, smoking car and day
‘coach into the water. Two Pullmans
remained on the track.
whirled the day coach down stream
and lodged it against .a sandbank.
The occupants were helped out thruy
the doors and windows, The smoking
car floated to a sandbar and four
men were seen to clamber thru the
windows and pull themselves on the
top of the: car,
help. :
Those on shore were unhable to reach
them on' account of the high water,
and while they were begging for as-

calling  -loudly’ for

sistance a mass of driftwood swept-

them away.

Three other men crawled thru the
rear door of the smoking-car. They
were rescued,

The most authentic account places
the number of passengers in the smok-
ing-car at between 25 and 30. With
few exceptions, they have not been ac-
counted for. ’

One man was fished out of the river
at Cashion, 20 miles from.the disaster.
He was almost dead. Others have Leern
reported floating down the river.

The: injured were hurried to King-
fisher, where the residents have turned
their homes into temporary hospitals.:

It may be impossible to ascertain the
number of dead for.several ddys. Many
of those reported missing may show up
safe at some point down the Cimarron.

Sheriff J. P. Love of Kingfisher, who
Was in the smoking-car, asserts that
there were at least 30 in that car. H-
said:

“Just as, the car was turning on its
gide I fought my way to the rear anrd
forced my body thru the door. When
I came to the surface I was swept
downstream by the heavy current.
When in the last stages of exhaustion
I touched bottom and drew myself up
on the bank. There were at least 30
others in the smoking-car. I saw twae
besides myself escape.””’

British Empire League Banquet
Sir Howard .Vincent and Ex-
press Warm Sympathy .in
fl'ariﬂ Reform Fight Despite
Winsten Churchill’s Letter.
The rising ' tide of ‘imperialism

rolled ‘mountain high at the compli-
mentary banquet tendered by the Brit-

1ish Empire League in Canada to Sir

Howard Vincent, K.C.M.G., M.P:, at
the National Club last night. Prob-
‘ably 100 of the :leading citizens  of
Toronto were present, and seated .at
the speaker’s table were Col. G. T.
Dénison, who presided; His Honor the.
. Lieutenant-Governor and his aide,
Major Macdonald; - Hon, J, W. S§St.
John, "Eon. Geo. E. Foster, Frank H.
Arnoldi, K.C.; Col. John I. Davidson,
Principal Auden, Rev, Father Daven-
port, Canon McNabb, R. E. Kingsford
and others.

Howard Vincent, who for twenty-
two years has represented Sheffield
in the imperial parliament is a fluent
speaker, and a true enthusiast for
imperial preference,
a marked English accent, and dwelt
at some length on a despatch in The
World, which reported Hamar Green-
. wood, M.P., as declaring the imperial
tie to depend not so much upon trade,
as it did upon sentiment. He was
quite severe upon the famous letter
from Winston Churchill to Mr. Green-
wood, and announced that Mr, Ch%:‘-
chill would soon be amongst us, ahd
that Mr. Greenwood might be regard-
ed as his ‘“‘advance agent.”

Frank Arnoldi, K.C., created a mild
sensation by proposing that as a re-
assurance against ill-effect as a result
of the Churchill letter a cable be sent
to Rt. Hon, Joseph Chamberlain ap-
proving his fiscal policy and also con-
gratulating him upon his restoration
to health,

T. H, Mason moved that the mess-
age be not sent, He Dbelieved in
"avoiding politics.

A compromise was effected by limit-
ing the message entirely to the sub-
ject of wir. Chamberlain’s health.

2 Ignorance and Apathy,

His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor
in responding to the toast of the “Gov-
ernor-General of Canada and the Lieu-
tenant-Governor of Ontario,” referred
to his recent speech respecting the
apathy toward Canada, which he had
found among the English people. The
speech had excited considerable com-
ment in the English papers. One
answer had been to the effect that
it was ignorance of Canada, rather
than apathy, which prevailed in the
mother country. His honor suggested
that the confession of ignorance was
itself a confession of apathy.

“Canada,” he continued, “has long
suffered from indifference. The very
name of the country signified ‘there’s
nothing here’’” The -French king who
ceded the country to England, re-
ferrd to. it, as ‘leagues’ of snow,’ and
Rudyard Kipling’s :unfortunate poem
has confirmed this impression.”

Hamilton, Sept. 18.—You can hear
the frogs in Hamilton. What rap-
ture! After that I heard the Black
Dike Band, and did not enjoy It
nearly so much.

It .is the greatest word
in all languages because it spells the
human heart—and it is the word which
makes Hamilton and Adam Brown,
her postmaster, truly great. Hamil-
ton should be called the city of love,
and he is virtually the-father of it.
Fifty-six years ago, he says, he came
here, and says he’s older than he
looks—than he feels.

He loves the
orphans, the afflicted, the homeless—
and better still he helps to take care
of them. He has been president of the
Hamilton branch of the Children’s Aid
Society since . its inauguration, thir-
teen years ago—during which time it
has ‘looked. after-about 7000 homeless
children thruout_ the province—and
thiu it is actively connected with the
nine or ten other help Institutions—
such as “Boys’ Home, Girls’ Homs,
etc”’—which go to show that Hamii-
ton is the real city of love with a
parental regard for its would-be out-
casts. ;

He has laughed . with hoydenish
girls till they have forgotten their
tantrums for an- ideal of womanhood.
FEe has argued with boys till they
thelled their class-hatred for the de-
sire to be something. He has gone
the round of life; spending it for
others—and he meither wears the auto-
matic smile of most ministers, nor
looks like a sacrifice. That's his re-
ward. His heart has grown all these
years, he is liked even better .than
he likes; and the sum of the man s
the sincere benevolence that regards
giving the greatest joy and keeps him
twenty years younger than he is,

If women would only try it instead
of the powder puff, massage rollers
and Turkish baths, which :can never
wash nor warm the heart! Wouldn't
it be a world indeed to hang your
hat on; and if an orphan stay over
dinner—and it would be a dinner too
with dessert and deserts ! fThe most
of us ride life with an eye on the
other fellow for ourselves, and be-
guiled to a tenderness of skin come
to the conclusion we need a padded
seat. It's really the razor bone of
selfishness: But benevolencé has a
round back, and to ride with your
eye on the other fellow for himself
requires little of the shifting which so
characterizes modern life,

Adam Brown'’s hobby then is phil-
anthropy, and it is better than a war
horse, If° Adam were a Carnegie—
tho he could mever be a sweater—he
would be a different one. Instead of

Ofﬁcialé Convicted of Killing Eleven
Jews Sentenced to 3 Years in
Prison.

Odessa, Sept.. 18.—Revolutionaries t0o-'
day made an attempt to burn down
the political prison here. They only
succeeded, however, in partially. burn-
inz the roof.

FPolicemen, accompanied by soldiers,
made tours of theé city last night and
cut marks on the trunks® of trees
standing close to & great number of
shops belonging to Jews. These ac-
tions are supposed to be in preparation
for the intended attack by the mili-
tary, and a great panic ensued when
the people learned what had been done.
Representatives of the Jews appealed
to the mayor to Iinvestigate, and the
investigation is said to have confirmed
the story.

A police official was tried here '!o-
day on charges of having killed eleven
Jews during the anti-Jewish attacks
last year.

~ We in Ontario sometimes-pride our-
selves on being the leaders in pragress
and reforms in this country. Ontario
pepple have been talking for some time
about government -ownership of public
‘utilities, but, while we have been Jalk-
fing, Manitoba is acting, notably in :he
matter of government control of, the
telephone service. Mr. F. Dagger, a
telephone expert, 'with twentysfive
years' experience, has; been retained

by . the Manitoba Government in an|

advisory capacity, and to put into ef-
fect the peolicy of government ewner-
ship. s h 1
Mr. Dagger has stated that, -“‘with
few exceptions, there is no reason why
every farmer in Manitoba should ‘not
‘have a telephone_ for one dollar’  a
month, but no company looking. for
large dividends and an enormous sur-
plus would furnish thess at thaf figure;
therefore, it is in the people’s interest
to support the government’s policy.:
.. What is applicable or practicable ‘in
_ this regard in Manitoba should be ap-
plicable and practicable in Ontario, and
‘ there,is riot the least reason why every
farmer in Ontario.should not also have
his phone at a cost of onésdollar a
month. We cannot do better than fol-
low the lead set us by Manitoba in this
matter. The thing to do.is for Ontario
1o engage the services of an expert like
Mr. Dagger, and to do it now. This is
either a good thing to de, or it is not.
It is either in the interests of the peo-
ple or it is not. and no sane man will
say it is not in the intérest of the peo-
ple. If it is a good thing to do in the
interest of the people, why postpon
doing it? G
Premier Whitney could not pursue a
wiser course in this matter, nor do the
public, who have suffered long at the
hands of the Bell Telephone monopoly,
a better turn than to take a plebiscite
on this question of 'provincial and mu-
nicipal ownership and control of lines
in Ontario.

King
of London, England, one of the most
eminent of our British actuaries, which
was intended to represent the future
career of the I.LO.F. Mr. King begins
his illustration by taking our surplus in
1896. I have added a column giving
the actual amount on hand by the I.O.
F. during each year given by Mr. King.

deducted the whole of the surplus we
had’ on hand on Dsc. 31, 1905, being
$1,560 373. Permit me just to call the
attention of the commissioners to the
fact that Mr. King prophesied that in

Men From the Dakotas. Q
Appreciate Conditions Than
Eastern Canadians.

J

To just what extent Eastern Cana-
| dian farmers are slower, if any, than
United Stafes farmers, to grasp the
opportunities for fortune-making offer-
ed by the great agricultural ferritories
of the prairie provinces, a World re-<
porter, who recently returned from a
trip to the great wheat belt of Western
Canada, Inaae close enquiry. The situ-
ation has two sides.to it, but the On-
tario farmers’ side i1s anhexed to an €X-
cuse, They go west, investigate the
country, or stay at home and investi-
gate by correspondence, and in too
many instances are unable to under-
stand how new land can be Dbroken,
seeded, and a profitable crop harvested
from it the first year. Therefore, they
conclude “something must be wrong,’
much to their own loss; They have
beén used to clearing a timbered tract—
a few acres this year, a few next, and,
by slow degrees, acquire a farm. < In
this faulty respect they are slower
than the Uttited States farmers, who
have been pouring into the provinces'
from the Dakotas, the Palouse coun-
try (Washington), . Minnesota,  lowa,
Nebraska, and from all American agri-
cultural states which were formerly
prairie country. 'These farmers appre=
ciate the condition they find in the
“last west,” and are keen to take ad-
vantage ot a golden opportunity. They
have had experience with prairie land
and know itg nature and its worth.
Is there anything more natural than
their rapid influx:to our country? Many
of them were originally Canadians,
who went to the States many years
ago to build homés and farms for
themselves, and now that their land is
deéteriorating in fertllity to some ex-
tent, taxes steadily advancing and a
gradual decrease in the earning capa-
city of their land, they .are returning
to their native heath with experience,
money and good citizenship, and they
are welcome. {

“That the American farmer is super-
ior in any anner or degree because
he ig an Améfican farmer is absolutely
untrue. The farmers from other thah
the prairie states. who come into West.
ern Canada are fully as slow and un-
equipped for the existing situation there
as ig the Ontario man. Land dealers
in the west say thig is especially true
of farmersg from Missouri. True to their
proverbial slogan, ‘“you have to show
them.” They are harder and. more
conservative than an Ontario farmer
could think of being, and likewise are
many other Americans who come into
the west. This does.not by any means
mitigate thé Ontario farmer!s cage,
however. “He. who hesitates” is lost”
applies very much to the farmer who
goes to the west to'locate, :

| Farmers in Tilbury Desire to Ship

Theéir Hogs,

Chatham, Sept. 15.—The energy of H, §.
Clements -M.P., 'hgs been directed during
th last few days towards an earnest effort
to .relieve . the farmers of Tilbury Bast.
West and North, from cel't:ﬁ.njove,‘rm_nnnt
reetrictions under which they are working
with a handieap, and ‘are’ losing money
every day; which farmers:of other districts
are rccelving, -

Mr. Clements, in ‘a previous effort, was
able to secure an increased duty on hogs,
and, as a result, the farmers of this pro-

vinde never recelved better prices for their
hogs. Some time ago the government plac-

‘prcvalence, at that time, of hog choleéra,
Thewe {hreée townships of Tilbury East,
West and North, were the first to be quar-
ant'ued, and all of the hogs in these town-
ships were killed offs In order to meet
these expenses, the farmers in many cases
had to sell their cattle for what they could
get for them.

Ever since that time the gquarantine re-
strictions have never been lifted, and at
the present time no shipper can send out of
this district any hogs. Owing to the scar-
city of the hogs it is difficult for a shipper
to sceure a full earload of hogs, and, as
‘a result; he cannot buy any at all.  If it
werg permissible to send out half a car of
hogs and the other half cattle, the most
of the hogs could be purchased and shlf»
ped out. This couild very easily and safely
be - dore, -as, according to the shippers,
there has not beea a case of hog cholera
in’ Tilburg, for two years.

Philadelphia, Sept. 18.—Charged with
falsifying the scales used in weighing
gold, Thomas 'W. Hurff, for twelve
yvears assistant weigher and representa-
tive of the coiner at the United States
mint in this city, and a respected citi-
zen of Woodbury, N.J., is under arrest.

A copper planchette, or unstamped
penny, was either fastened on the bot-
tom or laid in the pan of the scale in
which the gold is weighed. One of these|
planchettes weighed 11-100 of an ounee, |
which is the exact weight of the $3
Mexican gold pieces being coined at the
mint here. At each weighing the gov-
ernment lost $3 in gold, and figuring
on six “weighs” a day the loss probably
was $18.
