Iti laying before' you the annual Statement, the Direc­

tors regret that it should occur at the termination of one 
of the seterest winters it has been their fortuhe to witness ; t 
a winter that has been more generally disastrous to Rail­
way property than any preceding it. Notwithstanding, 
however, by the attention and skilful management of Mr. 
Forbes, the Engineer in charge, the bridge has been suc­
cessfully protected from injury; up to the date of this re­
port there has not been a trip lost, or' any obstruction to 
the running.of the trains, that bas not yielded to tbe at­
tention and labor bestowed, which, however,- has necessa­
rily been attended with much .expense, and that at a sea­
son when little comparatively could be earned in the 
shape of trafiic. ’ , j- u ai a .



Siriee the last aanaal election of Directors the aceotlb^ 
with ecntractors have been adjusted and settled, excepting 
the clahns of Mr. Fowler, but which be has not pressed' 
^o a hearing before the Arbitrators appointed to settle the 
same.

All disputed claims for damages, suffered by proprie­
tors upon the line, whilst the road'was bebg constructed, 
have been arbitrated upon and disposed of, excepting in 
the case of Mr. Sykes, which alone remains open for ad­
justment by the Arbitrators selected to settle them.

The business upon the line since its commencement in' 
June last has been uninterrupted; the statements of traffic 
returns and expense of operating the road from that period 
to the first instant are herewith submitteJ; the excessive 
severity of the winter weather has caused several accidents 
to the rolling stock from broken wheels, which has dimin­
ished the ability to convey the traffic awaiting' transport, 
and at tlm same time the expense of repairs has been 
greatly increased; those expenses,' with that of protecting 
the bridge at Rice Lake, have nearly consumed the profit') 
of the preceding summer’s business:. The; want of ex­
tended sidings at several points, especially at the snmmit, 
is greatly felt. It is necessary to doubto; all freight trains, 
fixxn Harwood to the summit, but) the sfaoitness of the 
sidiog there prevents the foil advantages that wonld fid- > 
low that system. The' lack of additional Eapnes has 
been a serious drawback, oftentimes two locommives being/ 
in* the repair shop for days together, undergoing repairs* 
Thw absence of suffioicot capital to complete die lioa ddth 
additional skftBgs^'aad to promda ain effioiane supply of 
roUing stock is a drawback to* the success of the >oaih-»

The traffic for the past nine months being the first 
commencement of a new line into and through a new 
couetry,. ‘where a railway traffic had and remains to be 
created, in the opinion of your Directors has been large, 
,aqd the ensuing current year the prospects of increase are 
most fiattedog. Not only at Peterboro* bare the mill:ng 
facilities been at least doubled, but on Rioe Lake and the 
River Trent there is the prospect of an exteosire business 
in lumber; the millers at the bead of the Lake are desir­
ous of sending their lumber by this route as the best and 
cheapest.

To meet the increased busineas, additional wharf ao- 
commodatioA.at Harwood will be required, but at a moder- 
Jtte expense. There will be two steamboats plying upon 
Rice Lake to conrey traffic to and from the Harerood 
depot, and in future yeais, when in connection with the 
Grand IVonk, a condnuous winter’s business will be carried 
on. Although the traffic in winter may not be profitable, 
yet it is impossible to' cheek the flow of trade on so great 
a public diocougbfbre. Tbe great trade' in lumber and 
merobandize will necessarily be conducted during ffie sea­
sons of navigatioo. ''7

The development pf traffic has been a leading prioci- 
.ple with the Bwd during tbe past year. In coonxuop 
therewith there have been erected warehouses at tbe Reeoe

-The immediate commencement of spring business will, 
however, relieve the pressing liabilities of the Company.

The statements of receipts and traffic disbursements 
ombrace a period commencing the first day of last June, 
and ending tbe first day of this present month of March. 
The average is greatly to the prejudice of tbe road, as it 
includes tbe wiuter monthsj and loses the benefit of the 
.spring business.

Your Directors have recently increased the tariff upon 
many articles, but upon grain and flour it remains unal­
tered. As a general increase had taken place in the Har­
bor tolls, the Board thought it inexpedient to make larger 
additions to the cost of tbe Railway transport; both t;ariffi^ 
were under consideration, and viewed with regard lo the 
relative bearings they have to each other.

Since tbe first day ot June tbe quantity of lumber 
.transported to Cobourg amounted to 12,397,^5 feet, and 
prior to that data about 2,000,000 feet. It is estimated 

^ that this quantity will be doubled the present year.

In the statement of accounts set before you is included 
, the sum of £4,946 paid to the Tojyn of Cohourg lor in­
terest upon their advances, Mpop calls before due, and for 

.filling up tbe depot ground; ^Iso a large sum has been 
expended for^ additional .rolling stock and other property.

In tbe expense for operating the road, which exceeds 
^the estimated requirement, are included all work done in
