For
some time past it appears that nu-
merous complaints have been going in
to Messrs, Walker's office that their
liguor was not up to the standard. The
firm were at a loss to know what the
cause of the complaints were and the
services of Detective Carpenter
Montreal were obtained. The detective
worked very-guietly on the case, an
finally located the source of the trou-
ble. Mr. Ranger purch large
quantities of liquor from Messrs. Wal-
ker, and in turn sold it to outside par-
ties as coming direct from the distil-
lery. This liquor was found to be in-
ferior in quality, and a cloge investi-
gation showed that the seals had been
with, the bungs removed
snd a counterfeit seal . replaced.
* These barrels of liquor were in pos-
gession of various customers, and sold
in each case by Mr. Ranger. Mr.
Latchford, for the prosecution, quoted
the crimina¥®code, chap. 447, in refer-
ence to amy person having in his pos-
gession any die, lock, machine or other
instrument that is used as a trade
mark.

President of the Royal Soclety of Canada,
and one of Canada’s best known literary

;Qm'bec. Mr. Lemoine possesses a valuable
ih‘brnry and many relics and mapsg of ofd

Canada, and these have furnished fdeas,
.}da‘t_u and insphation to many writers, who
have given the public Canadian romances,
and - historical gketches. Mr. Lemoine him-
‘selt has written much and written well,
| touching upon historical matters, gketches
}of the‘ various phases of life in old and
new Canada, poems, etec. His have ever
‘been welcome contributions to the litera-
‘ture of the Dominion. In 1883 Mr. Lemoine
wus ‘(’lt‘i"ti‘d President of the Royal Soclety
of Canada, a high honor well deserved.
Mr. Lemolne’s literary work I8 carrled on
-uuder ideal conditions, in the quiet of hig
retieat, amid all the  evidences that sur-
round him, showing the bent of his artistic
mind. In fact Spencer Grange may be sald
to be a Meeca in Canada for literary men.
Gilbert . Parker, the -Canadian -novelist, in
“Phe Seats of the Mighty’ preface, ys
his compliments to the unobtrusive sul ject
of this sketch for having furaished some
wvery valuable material. A study of ‘many
other stories dealing with Canadian char-
acters and envirenment betrays to the ob-
servant the deep debt of gratitude the
Dominion owes to Sir. J. M. Lemoine for
his. material encouragement of literature,
drawn from the Dominion’s rich resources
in this regard.

Sir Joseph Lister, who Is ralged to the
peerage, is surgeon extraordinary to the
Queen, and also professor of clinical sur-
gery in King's College, London, He s the
son of the late Joseph Jackson Lister of
Upton, Essex, and was born in 1827. : He Is
an M.B., of the University of London, 2
fellow of the Royal College of Surgeons
and a fellow of the Royal College of Sur-
geons of

Edinbirgh. He was for some time
| regius professor of surgery in the Univer-
isity of Glasgow, and afterward regius pro-
fessor of clinical surgery in the University
of Edinburgh.

In 1876 he was one of the members ap-
poitned to the General Medical Council
for Scotland by the I’rlvr Couner.

In 1880 he received the medal of the
Royal Soclety, and in the following year
the prize of the Acafemy of Paris wus
awarded to him for his obgervations ana
discoveries in the application of the anti-
septic treatment in gurgery,which has often
been referred to as “Listerism,”

He received the degree of LL.D. at Glas-
gow Unlversity In 1879, D.C.L. at Oxford in
1880, LL.D. at Cambridge in 1880, and in
183, was made a baronet on Mr. Glad-
stone’s recommendation. He hag also been
the reeipient of vzﬂous other Ronmorary de-

rees and distinctions.

PROSPECTORS’ OUTFKIT.

What to Take With You if You Go on the
Hunt for Gold.

Inasmuch as some World readers are
doubtless contemplating prospecting
for gold in Algoma during the com-
ing summer, we publish bélow a cata-
log of a panning outfit, including
sufficilent supplies of re-agents, etc.,
for an ordinary prospecting trip. The
outfit, which will cost about $7.50, in-
cludes: 1. Glass-stoppered bottle, con-
taining strong nitric acid. (This can
be carried in a “patent lightest weight
liquid mailing case.”) 2 Two gold
pans, one to be used for/mercury only.
3. Mercury, about one pound. 4,
“Travelers’ letter and parcel balance”
hand scale, weighing 0.25 to 12 ounces,
for weighing 0.256 to 12 pulp; cost, 20c.
6. Balance, hand scale, with “sliding
weight, very sensitive, from 0.1 to §
grains; cost $3. 6. Small Russia sheet-
iron retort, and sheet of Russia iron
one foot square (with hole for retort in
ihe centre), for supporting the retort.
7. Small porcelain dish or thimble.
8. Iron mortar and pestle; cost, %c.
9. Brass wire 60-mesh sieve; cost; 50c.
10. A little sodium carried in naphtha,
in a wide-mouthed bottle; in a “pat-
ent lightest - weight hand mailing
case.” 11. Wooden pestle. 12. Sheet
or shot-lead (pure, if possible). 13.
Borax. 14. Soda. 15. Blowpipe, cost
25c. 16, Boneash., 17, Clay pipe for
cupelling. . Charecoal. 19. Candles.

For the Walitative determination of
value of concentrates by measurement
with Plattner’s ivory scale (cost $3), a
sufficlent outfit, including the scale,
can be-obtained for $5, if the pros-
pector makes his own little anvil, pestle
and guard and pinecers, and gets a
small cheap hammer. He will need .
addition (included in the $5) only a
Fletcher blowpipe furnace, clay cru-
cibles and capsules, a spirit lamp and
some litharge.

# For quantitative work a prospector’s
slmple blowpipe outfit might comprise:
1. Kbnife. 2. Magnifying glass. 3.
Blowpipe. 4. Charcoal.. 5. Candle. 6.

Therefore for the entire panning,
qualitative and quantitative, field out-
fit for purposes above Indicated, the
cost need not exceed $14, and with it
the prospector, or indeed the mining
engineer, can, with practice, obtain in
most cases valuable® information in
the field concerning the ores of the
precicus metals.

Those persons who violate ‘he
edict “will '‘be considered as rebel sym-
plg\'lzen and will be condemned us,
such.

The other edict orders the formation
of zomes ‘of cultivation around the
towns, for the cultivation of vegetables,
ete., aceording to the ground. These
persons ‘will be allowed to hold the
land free of all charges for six months
